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TOURIST AND RECREATION ZONING OF UKRAINE: EMPIRICAL-STATISTICAL
APPROACH

The tourism industry is considered today as an important factor of economic growth. Strategic
management and analysis of such industry, planning and forecasting of its development requires
information on regional features of the spatial location of tourist and recreational resources on
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the territory of the country. Such knowledge was generated by tourist and recreational zoning.
One of the priority methodological problems in the development of tourist and recreational
zoning is the choice of district-forming factors (criteria) and methods of decomposition of areas.
The analysis of the scientific literature shows that the authors of the existing schemes of tourist
and recreational zoning used a rather limited set of factors and mostly qualitative (expert)
methods of division of territory into districts. The article presents the results of testing some of
multidimensional statistical methods, such as hierarchical agglomerative cluster analysis, k-
means clustering methods, and multidimensional scaling for modification of the tourist and
recreational zoning of Ukraine. 22 indicators were used as district-defining features, which
quantitatively reflect the economic, demographics, climatic characteristics of the regions of
Ukraine, the richness of their cultural heritage, the state of tourist infrastructure and tourist
market, recreational destinations and the environment. For the demographic characteristics of
the regions we used indicators of ratio of urban and rural population, population density.
Climatic conditions are estimated by the average July and January temperatures. The
differentiation of the environment is described by the amount of pollutant emissions into the air
and the discharge of wastewater, as well as the waste of I-1ll classes (extremely, high and
moderately dangerous). The status of tourist services markets is characterized by the number of
tourist accommodation facilities, the volume of investments in fixed assets of hotels and
restaurants, the average cost of tourist services per person per day. The complex characteristics
of tourist and recreational destinations included the index of the share of natural and
recreational potential, the share of recreational land, the number of cultural and historical
monuments, objects of the nature reserve fund, UNESCO heritage sites, the state of forest
resources (forest area and percent of forests), the share of ponds and reservoirs in the total area
of the region, the availability of ski, seaside resorts, etc. The transport accessibility of tourist
sites was estimated by the density of the road network in each zone. According to the results of
the study, it is proposed to allocate 7 tourist and recreational districts in Ukraine, which differ in
composition and area, structure of resources, economic, natural, climatic, environmental
characteristics.
