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SUSTAINABLE DEVELOPMENT OF THE PERIPHERAL AREAS

Regional development is becoming increasingly polarized with fewer attractive
core regions and a growing number of depressed regions with many economic
problems. This explains the uneven economic growth and population growth in
different regions of Europe and the world. An important task of regional development
of the EU and Ukraine is to find reserves to increase the efficiency of formation and
use of the reproductive potential of peripheral territories [1, 2].

The development of peripheral territories is accompanied by a set of negative
trends that indicate gaps in economic policy [3]. The main reasons that caused this
situation, first of all, should include: crisis in the economy, lack of highly qualified
labour; concentration of economic activity in urban areas and, as a consequence,
reduction of opportunities for the development of the periphery; high level of
differentiation in the socio-economic development of territories; underdeveloped
social infrastructure.

However, OECD reports from 2009 show two clear trends:

a)  the share of national and international economic growth generated outside
large urban centers ranges from 70 to 80%;

b)  today, the regions that are developing most dynamically in most countries
are not large cities, but other types of regions, some of which, in particular,
peripheral [4].
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It should be noted that for peripheral regions, modern information technology
has created unprecedented opportunities for the production of goods and services in the
global market space (this applies especially to industries that compete for access to
knowledge in financial, advertising, marketing, tourism) [5]. The development of
technological coordination capabilities has led to increased offshoring and outsourcing
of many activities in both industrial production and services.

Given the rapid change in the world, regions are changing in technology,
activities and areas of specialization, location and forms of organization [6, 7]. At the
same time, changing world market conditions may lead to both additional benefits and
the loss of current ones, in which case the region may become depressed. Thus,
economic and regional policies should be aimed at continuously maintaining and
expanding the competitive advantages of regions, taking into account global and
national challenges.

Overall, significant progress has been made in overcoming peripherality in the
EU in recent decades. In particular, improvements are demonstrated in view of GDP
growth per capita, reduction of unemployment, social welfare. Such experience can be
extremely important for Ukraine, where the periphery extends to large areas [8].

Ukraine has developed the National Economic Strategy 2030, the main idea of
which in the direction of regional development is that: “each region included in the
common Ukrainian space is able to independently realize and increase its potential to
ensure a decent life for its inhabitants” [9]. An important guideline in the field of
economic development of peripheral territories is the establishment of exceptional
characteristics and assets of the region for the possibility of applying new management
methods through cooperation of regional and national authorities and stakeholders in
this process.

Thus, the aspect of sustainable development is crucial for both the EU and
Ukraine. With the growing emphasis on sustainable development as central elements
of government and regional programs, we note that successful examples of territorial
competitive advantages arise from the preservation and development of natural and
cultural heritage, renewable energy projects, green transport, recycling.
