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Abstract. Anti-crisis management is management that can be used to assess the likelihood of
the crisis itself, taking into account external and internal factors, to predict possible losses and
risks, and to minimize possible deterioration by developing effective tools. That is, the crisis
management strategy itself is not aimed at combating the results obtained, although in fact it is too.
It aims to prevent situations where there are problems with: solvency, liquidity; autonomy. Such
management not only saves the company when it is already sinking, but is entirely aimed at
preventing accidents and preserving the autonomy of the entity.

The crisis can occur in any enterprise and in any environment. No one is insured against it.
Therefore, it is also wrong to say that crisis management, if any, helps to prevent "negative" effects.
In any case, any crisis arises on the basis of two groups of factors: 1. External factors. The company
cannot influence their occurrence and influence in any case. Examples of such factors are: rising
inflation, rising unemployment, declining national welfare, global or state crisis, war, international
sanctions, lack of raw materials and equipment, and so on. A striking example of external factors
that often cause the crisis can be called changes in tax legislation, working conditions in the market
of a particular country.

In theory and practice there are three main strategies for crisis management:1. Arbitration
strategy. Implement such a management scheme rationally in a situation where the company's
assets are less than liabilities. In such a situation, the company applies to the court to declare it
bankrupt. According to the court decision, she has the opportunity to get rid of her obligations to
creditors. This does not mean that the company is simply forgiven all debts, but offer various
options for their repayment, including the confiscation of assets or debt restructuring. 2.
Precautionary strategy. This means that the management does not work with the crisis that has
already occurred, but with its prevention. It is better to focus on assessing potential risks and
possible situations than to focus resources on tackling the crisis that has already arisen. This
method of management allows you to minimize the consequences of crises, even if you prevent them
completely and fail. 3. Emergency strategy. Such management already works in extreme conditions,
when the company is in a phase of acute crisis.
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Each company implements its own algorithm at the time of the crisis. The developed
recommendations of experts, scientific principles, etc. can be taken as a basis. There is no gold
standard. The following is a sample work plan that can be adjusted. With anti-crisis management,
the company gets the opportunity not just to fight the crisis and find possible options for further
work in a particular area. Crisis management helps to prevent possible losses and promptly identify
those factors that can lead to uncontrolled consequences.

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Abstract. The relevance of the research is that direct and indirect taxation is an important
means of influencing the economy, and its reform will increase the efficiency of the national
economy, increase stable revenues to the country's budget, and improve conditions for doing
business and attracting investors. In general, according to the form of taxation, all taxes are
divided into two groups, namely direct and indirect. Direct taxes are imposed directly on the object
of taxation, and their amount depends on its scale. They form the basis of the tax system of the state.
Consider in more detail the main types of indirect taxes: VAT, excise duty and duties. In our
opinion, taking into account the experience of foreign countries, we can offer the following ways to
improve the system of direct taxation: introduction into domestic practice of generally accepted in
international practice methods of calculating and optimizing tax differences in accordance with the
corporate income tax, systematic improvement of the tax environment (it is necessary to create an
environment conducive to the intensification of business activities, to ensure equality of all payers
before the current system of legislation); gradual reduction of the tax burden on the national
economy, taking into account the balance of the budget system.

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Abstract. The article considers the Unified Energy System (UES) of Ukraine, its main
capacities. The structure of electricity generation and consumption in Ukraine is studied.
Electricity prices for household consumers in Ukraine and Europe have been determined. Energy
trade is considered, the largest partners are identified. The synchronization of Ukraine with
ENTSO-E, the European network of electricity transmission system operators (unites 43 operators
in 39 countries of the European continent) has been studied. The volume of foreign direct
investment in Ukraine and their growth rates are analyzed. It is determined that the industry is the
most attractive for attracting foreign investment. Thus, the Ukrainian renewable energy sector has
significant potential to attract investment. That is why the dynamics of the installed capacity of
renewable electricity facilities in Ukraine was analyzed. The study found that after synchronization
with ENTSO-E, Ukraine will have much more opportunities and prospects to attract investment in
its own energy.

Introduction.

Independent Ukraine inherited from the Soviet Union a centralized energy
complex dominated by large nuclear and coal-fired power plants. Most thermal
power plants were built in the 1950s and 1960s, and nuclear power plants in the
1970s and 1980s. Currently, most coal-fired power units have long exceeded the
design life and have low technical, economic and environmental performance. The
generating capacity of the NPP was put into operation a little later than the TPP, but
most of the power units also exceeded their initial design life by 30 years.

Significant threats are the war with the Russian Federation and the occupation of
Donetsk and Luhansk oblasts, where the main production of thermal coal is used,
which is used by thermal power plants to generate electricity, and monopolization of
the electricity market, and high depreciation of power plants, and low introduction of
alternative sources .

That is why Ukraine has clearly identified a path that can significantly improve
and make changes in the country's energy sector. Thus, the terms of the Association
Agreement with the EU and the Energy Community Treaty stipulate that Ukraine
must change the model of the electricity market in accordance with the provisions of
the Third Energy Package, make the transition to a modern, open, competitive pan-
European electricity market, in which priority is given to the development of
renewable energy sources.
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In June 2017, Ukraine signed an agreement with the ENTSO-E network
operators, which was based on key conditions for the future integration of Ukraine’s
energy systems with the continental European energy system. However, on March
16, 2022 (5 years later) the country officially joined the ENTSO-E [9].

Since then, the electricity industry has begun to actively attract significant
investment in network upgrades and the construction of new renewable energy
facilities.

Problems of economic activity of electricity companies, analysis of the
electricity market of Ukraine and tools for its regulation, investment attractiveness of
the energy sector of Ukraine, the importance of "green energy" is raised in a large
number of studies by domestic scientists: O. Hubriienko, V. Yevdokimov, M.
Zemlianyi, V. Saprykin, B. Slupskyi, V. Tsaplin and others. Among the foreigners
are: B. Vidi, R. Brown, G. Masters, T. Gonen, R. Bansal, G. J. Anders. At the same
time, in the conditions of transformation processes in the electric power industry of
Ukraine, there is a need for a more detailed study of current trends, opportunities and
challenges.

The objective of the article is to analyze the electric power industry of Ukraine,
determine its investment attractiveness and study the importance and impact of
Ukraine's integration into ENTSO-E.

Main text.

The basis of Ukraine’s electricity is the Unified energy system (UES ) of
Ukraine, thanks to the operation of which the electricity needs of domestic consumers
of the country’s energy system, interaction with the energy systems of neighboring
countries, electricity export and import are centrally provided. It includes power
generating capacities, distribution networks of the regions of Ukraine, interconnected
by system-forming power transmission lines with a voltage of 220-750 kV.
Operational and technological management of the UES and management of power
system regimes is carried out centrally by the State Enterprise NEC "Ukrenergo" [2].

The main generating capacities of the UES of Ukraine are concentrated in [2]:

— five energy generating companies — PJSC DTEK Dniproenergo, PJSC
Donbasenergo, PJSC Centerenergo, PJSC DTEK Zahidenergo, PJSC DTEK
Vostokenergo. The total number of power units at TPPs and CHPs is 106 units,
including capacity: 100 (120) MW, 150 MW, 200 MW, 250 MW, 300 MW, 800
MW;

— NNEGC Energoatom, which has 15 power units operating at four nuclear power
plants;

— PJSC Ukrhydroenergo, which includes cascades of hydroelectric power plants
on the Dnipro and Dniester rivers with a total number of hydro units — 103 units.
Given the structure of electricity generation of the Unified energy system of

Ukraine, it should be noted that the largest share is occupied by nuclear power
plants— more than 50%. According to Interfax-Ukraine, electricity production at
nuclear power plants last year increased by 13.1% to 86 billion 205.4 million kWh. In
particular, the production of Zaporizhzhya NPP amounted to 35 billion 457.5 million
kWh (+23.4% by 2020), Rivne — 18 billion 827.3 million kWh (+10.3%),
Khmelnitsky — 13 billion 294.6 million kWh (+ 20.5%) (Table 1) [2].
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Electricity production of thermal power plants (29.3%) depends on the supply of
gas and thermal coal; the available production capacity of TPPs allows to increase
generation volumes. In 2021, thermal power plants reduced production by 12.5% to
45.834 billion kWh (Table 1) [13 ].

Hydroelectric power plants (HPP) and pumped-storage hydroelectricity power
plants (PSPP) increased production by 37.7% to 10 billion 445.8 million kWh, while
block stations decreased by 14.9% to 1 billion 570.8 million kWh [13].

A small share in the structure of electricity generation is occupied by RES
(renewable or green energy) — 8%. The low level of RES implementation is due to
the high cost of installing the appropriate equipment. However, production volumes
are growing rapidly. Thus, in 2021 they increased by 15.3% to 12 billion 519.7
million kWh.

In general, the production of electricity in the Unified Energy System (UES) of
Ukraine in 2021, according to current data, increased by 5.2% (7 billion 719.5 million
kWh) compared to 2020, to 156 billion 575.7 million kWh.

Distribution of electricity consumption in Ukraine is carried out by legal entities
and individuals. The largest amount of electricity is consumed by the industry of
Ukraine — 45.1% (including metallurgy — 25.2%), in 2021 it increased electricity
consumption by 6% — up to 52 billion 273.6 million kWh. Agricultural enterprises
consumed 3.692 billion kWh (-2.8%), transport — 6 billion 171.2 million kWh (+8%),
construction — 1 billion 64.2 million kWh (+11, 2%) (Figure 1) [13].

The population consumes 28.3% (38 billion 659.3 million kWh) of electricity.
During the same period last year, the total volume of electricity consumption by all
consumers in Ukraine increased by 5.3%.

Thus, the total share of industry in total electricity consumption in 2021
decreased to 41.7% from 41.8%, and the share of the population — to 30.8% from
31%.

It is worth noting that in the first quarter of 2021 electricity prices for household
consumers in Kyiv were the lowest in Europe. Thus, in the capital the cost of
electricity for the population was at the level of 5 eurocents / kWh (1.68 hryvnias).
The lowest prices were also recorded in Belgrade (Serbia), Podgorica (Montenegro)
and Budapest (Hungary). The cost of electricity in these places is 8-12 eurocents /
kWh.

For example, the highest prices are in Berlin (Germany), Copenhagen
(Denmark) and Dublin (Ireland). In the first two cities, the cost of this energy
resource exceeds 30 eurocents / kWh (over 10 hryvnias) [7; 12].

Considering trade in energy resources, it should be noted that in 2021 the total
volume of electricity exports from Ukraine amounted to 3,495.4 million kWh, which
1s 26.5% less than in 2020 (4,754 million kWh) (Figure 2). The largest volumes in
2021 were exported to Hungary — 1,570 million kWh (44.9% of the total), Poland —
819.6 million kWh (23.5%) and Romania — 642.6 million kWh (18.4%).

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In 2021, Ukraine imported 1,693.6 million kWh of electricity, which is 26.5%
less than in the previous year. The majority of imports — 69.5%, came from Belarus.
The second place was taken by Slovakia with 308 million kWh, the third — Russia
(101 million kWh). In general, the import of electricity to Ukraine in 2021 amounted
to 1.1% of total electricity consumption in the country [4].

However, in 2022, the temporary isolation from the power systems of Russia
and Belarus, which began on February 24 and was to last three days, has not ended.
On the same day, a full-scale war with Russia began, and since then the Ukrainian
energy system has been operating in isolation but stably.

It is under these circumstances that Ukraine joined the integrated continental
European energy system ENTSO-E a year earlier than planned.

After signing the Agreement on the terms of Ukraine's future unification with
ENTSO-E, NPC Ukrenergo, as the operator of the electricity transmission system in
Ukraine and the only operator of high-voltage transmission lines in the country,
began preparations for synchronization. Since 2017, a number of important measures
have been taken: testing of power units of NPPs, TPPs and HPPs of Ukraine, creating
a mathematical model of Ukrainian and Moldovan power systems, on the basis of
which the ENTSO-E Consortium conducted a study of static and dynamic stability of
Ukrainian and Moldovan power systems. After a significant stage of preparation, a
decision was made on possible synchronization and the necessary technical capacity
for its implementation [3, 10].

With a total investment of over € 700 million in energy infrastructure
construction, IT infrastructure strengthening and cybersecurity over five years,
Ukraine has all the key technical conditions for ENTSO-E integration [3; 10]

Synchronization of the Ukrainian energy system with the European one in
general will reduce Russia's influence in the energy sector of Central and Western
Europe and increase energy security in the region.

After Ukraine's victory in the war, new opportunities will open up for it and
Europe to consolidate the electricity market and support the "green transition". In
particular, the entry of European producers and suppliers of electricity into the
Ukrainian market will promote competition, which in turn will ensure greater
development and improvement of their own production; will stimulate investment in
Ukrainian energy resources. Ukrainian electricity generators will be another
opportunity that will contribute to the export of electricity to Europe and the full
transition of European countries to renewable energy sources [3, 10].

Considering the most attractive industries for attracting investment, it should be
noted that in 2020 the largest inflow of FDI was observed in industry (39.8%),
followed by wholesale and retail trade (16.3%), financial and insurance activities (9.4
%), real estate transactions (9.3%), information and telecommunications (5.9%).
Although FDI declined in 2020 due to a pandemic and volatile political situation,
investment in the third quarter of 2021 was $ 2.3 billion. In the first half of the year,
FDI grew by $ 2.7 billion (compared to the corresponding period of 2020). Last year,
the net outflow of foreign direct investment amounted to $ 868.2 million (compared
to their net inflow to Ukraine of $ 5.86 billion in 2019) [11] (Figure 3).

So, we see that the industry is the most attractive for attracting foreign
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investment.

The Ukrainian renewable energy sector has great potential for attracting
investment. In general, the Ukrainian legal framework provides favorable conditions
for the functioning of the energy market and in fact guarantees a return on
investment.

Today, the installed capacity of solar and wind power plants in Ukraine is about
8.9 GW, of which 1 GW belongs to DTEK companies. The installed capacity of the
renewable energy sector may increase to 20 GW. Increasing investment in the
renewable energy sector will allow Ukraine to produce more electricity that can be
exported to Europe instead of Russia's energy resources.

It is important to invest in solar energy, primarily due to the so-called "green
tariff" (solar energy is the most expensive) and Ukraine's favorable location for solar
panels, as the level of solar activity throughout the country does not fall below three
conventional units, unlike other European countries (Figure 4).

According to the State Agency on Energy Efficiency, more than 3 billion euros
have been invested in Ukraine's renewable energy sources in recent years, with the
European Investment Bank for Reconstruction and Development, China's CNBM and
DTEK being the largest investment players. An important incentive for large-scale
investment in alternative energy in Ukraine is the country's membership in the
International Renewable Energy Agency (IRENA), which creates a solid reputation
among investors [6].

It should also be noted that the State Agency on Energy Efficiency and Energy
Saving of Ukraine is working on a list of investment projects and proposals in the
field of renewable energy, which can be presented to potential investors, including
official international events to support important and priority investment projects in
the field of renewable energy. In order to obtain certain financial resources, the State
Agency on Energy Efficiency cooperates with the following international financial
organizations: the International Finance Corporation, the International Bank for
Reconstruction and Development, the European Bank for Reconstruction and
Development, the Eastern European Partnership for Energy Efficiency and
Environment, etc. [6].

Thus, power lines are already available in Ukraine, there is a possibility of
exporting electricity. Ukrainian generation and supply companies have low costs, and
a high level of professional training significantly increases the chances for foreign
investment.

Summary and conclusions.

Attracting investment in the energy sector is an important priority for the
Ukrainian government, as the sector continues to play a key role in ensuring security
and promoting sustainable growth. After receiving synchronization with ENTSO-E,
Ukraine has become part of the European energy system, which allows access to
market integration. This, in turn, will enable Ukraine to trade freely with Europe,
especially Ukrainian power producers will be able to export electricity to Europe, and
will facilitate the full transition of European countries to renewable energy. The entry
of European producers into the Ukrainian market will help to increase competition
and develop market mechanisms. It has been found that synchronization generally
increases the investment attractiveness of the Ukrainian energy sector.

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Abstract. The article identifies the necessity, essence and methodology of developing socio-
economic priorities in regional development strategies. Studied the experience of applying strategic
approaches to regional development management in European countries and, in particular, in
Ukraine. Substantiated the reasons for changing priorities in the development of new strategies for
socio-economic development. Proposed the principles followed in setting priorities in regional
strategies. Based on the alternative analysis, an algorithm for determining priorities in the strategic
development of regions, focused on achieving global goals and specific conditions for their
implementation in each region. The main conditions to be met by the general logic of determining
and changing the priorities of regional development, which include: limited number of regional
development priorities, their focus on achieving global goals in the region; adequacy of priorities
in the conditions of the region's development; specificity and achievability of goals, focus on
achieving competitive advantages, innovative solutions, stimulating those industries that can
ensure long-term economic growth and increase the competitiveness of regions. The study uses a
comparative analysis of approaches to determining the priorities of strategic development of
separate regions of Ukraine. The conclusions are based on the necessity to use a strategic analysis
of the strengths and weaknesses of the functioning of individual regions, as well as to identify
opportunities and threats that exist in their external environment.

Key words: regional development, strategic management, strategic priorities, goals of
regional development, efficiency of strategic management.

Introduction. Strategic approaches to regional development management were
formed in European countries in the late XX century (each country was considered as
a separate region), and at the beginning of the XXI century, these approaches have
formed an important methodological basis for managing regional development in
most post-socialist countries.

The reasons for the transition of European countries to strategic management in
local government are explained by new patterns and specific features of economic
processes, in particular: «... growing uncertainty about future development,
significant changes in the structure of demand for services and products; the growing
demands on the quality of services and the need to refocus on the use of total quality
management systems, partnership or competition to better meet the requirements of
key customers; the need to coordinate plans for different areas and areas of activity;
great difficulties in obtaining the necessary resources "(Regarding the improvement
of regional development priorities in the process of modernization of medium-term
strategies of economic and social development of the regions of Ukraine). At the
same time, each country has its own specific conditions and urgent tasks for
successful development.
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The basis of strategic management is to determine the priorities of socio-
economic development. In Ukraine in 2006 (according to the Law "On Stimulating
the Development of Regions" of 08.09.2005 No2850-1V) was developed the State
Strategy for Regional Development for the period up to 2015, in which the main
priorities are the need to increase the competitiveness of regions; restructuring the
economic base of the regions based on new technologies; improving the efficiency of
human resources use; ensuring high standards of education; intensification of
cooperation in the field of education and science; ensuring full employment of the
working population; expansion of interregional economic cooperation (State strategy
of regional development for the period up to 2015). Based on this Strategy, according
to the methodology and programs of international grants, strategic plans for socio-
economic development of regions, cities, districts of Ukraine were developed, which
identified these priorities as dominant.

Approaches to strategic management of regional development are laid down in
the works of famous scientists who introduced the theory of strategic management of
corporations (I. Ansoff, J. Bober, R. Miles M. Porter, A. J. Strickland, A. Thompson,
J. Freeman, P. Friesen, M. Hann and others). Their methodology and methodology is
still used to carry out strategic analysis of the external and internal environment,
identify strategic alternatives, compare them and ensure the choice of priorities in
strategic planning. Based on these approaches, since the 2000s, a number of
documents aimed at ensuring the balanced development of the regions have been
developed and to some extent implemented in Ukraine. Their scientific substantiation
represented in the works of the following scientists: L. Antonyuk, O. Humenna, A.
Poruchnyk, S. Taruta, G. Kharlamova, N. Chala, E. Gorokhovets, J. Zhalilo, S.
Kovalivska, A. Maksyuta, V. Nikolaev and others. [1; 2; 9; 11]. The experience of
applying these approaches shows that in different periods there was a need to change
strategic priorities in the management of regional development. While the first
models of European regional investment used resources for large-scale infrastructure
projects, such as transport networks and utilities, since the 1990s there has been an
urgent need to address the environmental consequences of economic growth, and
more attention has been paid to development. Social-economic problems, and already
based on involvement of local communities in this process.

The substantiation of strategic priorities has changed in line with the new
conditions of development. Thus, in the framework of the so-called Lisbon Strategy
in 2000, European countries agreed that the highest priority of EU policy should be
economic growth and job creation. Since 2005, a new priority has emerged in
regional strategic management - the focus on improving competitiveness. It is
associated with increasing the level of innovation and improving the productive
employment opportunities of Europeans. Regional policy is no longer seen as a
mechanism to help regions achieve EU averages. The Regions for Economic Change
initiative (RfEC), launched by the European Commission in 2006, focused on the
latest strategic ideas to be integrated into regional strategic programs. It is clear that
the implementation of these strategies should be provided with financial opportunities
and involves the presence of strong administrations (institutions), the development of
mechanisms for effective management of development programs - a reliable
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administrative system, transparent legal framework, civil servants use modern
management approaches.

In the "Europe 2020" strategy, as the main priorities were defined the
achievement of the following tasks: “the employment rate of the population aged 20-
64 should be 75%; investment in research and development should account for 3% of
EU GDP; reduction of carbon dioxide emissions up to 30%; the share of people who
left school early should not exceed 10%, at least 40% of young people should have
higher education; reducing by 20 million the number of people at risk of living below
the poverty line. At the heart of this strategy is man. "(Bryson J. M., Alston F. K.).

Since 2015, the Global Sustainable Development Goals have become a
guideline for the development of regional strategies for socio-economic development.
In particular, Ukraine is currently implementing the "Strategy for Sustainable
Development of Ukraine until 2030", the priorities of which are the solution of 17
global goals. At the same time, the mechanisms and tools for implementing the set
goals of strategic regional development in Ukraine are not clearly defined; there is a
need in adapted strategies with a set of appropriate measures specific to each region.

In terms of developing regional development strategies, the formulation of the
priority involves answering the question "why is it necessary to meet this priority,
what goal will be achieved and what effect will achieve this goal in the long run?". In
strategic management, priorities should be understood as “... tasks, the solution of
which is extremely important for the implementation of the strategy; as a way,
mechanism, path or option that provides unique solutions to the problem; as a sector,
industry or type of activity that plays an exceptional role in the socio-economic
development of the country "(Ostrovsky I.A., Stadnyk G.V.).

Priorities in the strategies of socio-economic development of the regions are one
of the fundamental components of the mechanism of strategy development, which
includes substantiation of the strategic platform, development and coordination of
plans, determination of framework conditions for their implementation (Fig. 1).

As we see from Fig. 1, strategy formation and development of the region's
socio-economic development plan begins with the development of a strategic
platform containing a thorough SWOT analysis, definition of competitive advantages,
mission, goals and development concept (vision), where understanding the priorities
allows to balance the requirements for short- and long-term results. Priorities must set
specific and achievable goals. The goals should be based on current and future
competitive advantages, based on the analysis of regional potential for innovation of
its development (Global Environment Facility).

Using the classical methodological principles of strategic management, each
country has formed its own approaches to determining the priorities of socio-
economic development (Table 1).

On steps of the implementation of strategies of socio-economic development
revealed certain shortcomings that must be taken into account when developing the
following strategies. Thus, the experience of formulating priorities in regional
development strategies in Ukraine shows the existence of errors that led to the need
to change these priorities. The key shortcoming of the vast majority of Strategies is
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the lack of specificity: stereotyped and defocused strategic goals, blurred wording of
operational goals and objectives, lack or insufficient elaboration of performance
indicators and performance monitoring plan, lack of assessment of several
development scenarios and necessary resources to implement strategies. development
of the region between the regional administration, business and the public.

Poland Priorities and goals formed on their basis should show national interests and form
the national, public and cultural consciousness of citizens; to promote the growth
of economic activity; to ensure an increase in the level of competitiveness of
territories and innovative development of voivodship farms; to promote the
preservation of the values of the cultural and natural environment, taking into
account the needs of future generations; to support spatial development in
accordance with the Law on Voivodship Self-Government.

- growth poles integrated with regional and world markets, through the priority
development of leading cities and reference cities, promising industrial and
innovative regions that generate the development of new clusters.

Ukraine Orientation of regional development strategies to increase the level of
competitiveness of regions, ensure territorial socio-economic integration and
spatial development, increase the efficiency of public administration in the field
of regional development.

As for the strategies developed for individual regions, special studies (Galushka
Z.1., Sobolev V.0.) show that the choice of priorities of individual strategies was
justified not by logic but by subjective factors. The main problems and shortcomings
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in the mechanisms of regional development strategies were as follows: descriptive
unreasonable nature, uncertainty of mechanisms for ensuring priorities and achieving
goals, inability to predict accurate figures of industry development at the end of the
Strategy, lack of funding for draft strategy and implementation of its priorities
(Resolution of the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine, p. . 5-20).

There were regarded many problems with the organizational mechanisms for
implementing regional development strategies. Experience studies show the
following shortcomings: insufficient public involvement in setting priorities; too wide
range of priorities; predominance of political interests in setting priorities (The
doctrine of balanced development).

The biggest mistake of the previous period was that the regions selected projects
to finance funds aimed at the development of funds, rather than creating new jobs and
increasing budget revenues. “Of the almost 1,500 projects funded by the Ministry of
Regional Development and implemented in previous years, 82% were not aimed at
fulfilling the tasks of regional development strategies and increasing the
competitiveness of regional economies. 35% of projects were not envisaged at all by
the relevant action plans for the implementation of regional strategies. The area of
influence of 63% of projects did not exceed the size of one community "(The doctrine
of balanced development).

There were also methodological errors. Regional development strategies did not
provide a unified approach to defining the very concept of priorities and revealed
their inconsistency with the strategic dimension of regional development. Priorities
were often replaced by short-term development goals for a region or industry. In fact,
the priority identified in the regional strategy should contribute to the long-term
development goals of the region and combine sectoral, spatial and managerial
aspects, providing a comprehensive mechanism for influencing regional
development.

The priority is to solve an important problem. An example from the experience
of EU countries in the field of regional development can be the implementation of the
priority of environmental protection through its concretization in the development of
secure energy, transport network, improving the quality of life, the formation of the
knowledge economy. These priorities are formulated taking into account local
peculiarities and are aimed at solving specific tasks of regional development.
Priorities should take into account the place of the region and the regional economy
in the national division of labor, the need to use mechanisms of interregional and
cross-border cooperation, the availability of sources of resources for their
implementation.

The Europe 2020 strategy, which is currently being implemented, declares three
main priorities: smart development (based on knowledge and innovation); sustainable
development (more efficient use of resources, environmental protection);
development that promotes social and territorial cohesion. Priorities include their
concretization in the development of key initiatives to improve research funding,
increase the efficiency of education systems, lifelong learning, modernize labor
markets, ensure social and territorial cohesion, support the poor, modernize the
transport sector and increase energy efficiency. use of renewable energy sources,
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improvement of the business environment, etc. The budget of the Strategy is 336
billion euros. The financial instrument for its implementation is the "Cohesion Policy
for 2014-2020. Investments in European regions "(Bryson J. M., Alston F. K.).

The goal of the 2030 Strategy is to ensure the high level and quality of life of the
population of Ukraine, create favorable conditions for current and future generations
and stop the degradation of natural ecosystems by introducing a new model of
economic growth based on sustainable development. Achieving this goal is in line
with the worldview values and cultural traditions of the Ukrainian people and
Ukraine’s international obligations”(Strategic priorities of economic development of
the region. Monograph).

If we try to unify the approaches to setting priorities in regional strategies, it is
necessary to ensure compliance with the following principles: a combination of
sectoral, spatial and managerial approaches to the formation of priorities; active
participation of local authorities in the formation and implementation of priorities;
ranking the problems of regional development in the distribution of priorities
according to their importance; structuring the system of priorities and maintaining a
balance between the problem and the significance of the priority; setting priorities
through standardization / unification of approaches to the preparation of regional
policy documents with EU documents (including creative use of the experience of
EU countries in the development of strategic documents for regional development).

Summary and conclusions.

However, most strategies were characterized by insufficient specification and
coherence of identified priorities. During the implementation of these strategies,
certain problems emerged, initially also related to the economic crisis of 2008-2009.
This has led to the need to reorient strategies to more efficient use of existing regional
and economic potential in the regions and to improve interregional and international
relations, as well as the formation of stable business relations between central and
regional authorities. This approach required the use of more modern, proven by the
world practice of regional development, organizational and institutional mechanisms
for implementing regional strategies, changing priorities, finding new sources of
funding for the implementation of regional strategies. The methodology and
methodology of their use was proposed by European development programs
(Mamonova V.).

Therefore, the general logic of determining and changing the priorities of
regional development must meet the following main conditions:

e the choice of a limited number of regional development priorities;

e the focus of priorities is determined by the ability to achieve global goals in

the region - to include economic, social, environmental aspects;

e priorities must define specific and achievable goals;

e goals should be based on current and future competitive advantages and a
thorough analysis of the economic and managerial potential of the region;

e the priorities of regional development should be based on the innovative
model of this development, stimulating those industries that can ensure long-
term economic growth at the local level, address pressing issues of increasing
the competitiveness of regions.
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Thus, the priorities show the direction of development of the region. They
should be justified based on the analysis of available resources and specific
conditions of functioning of each region (identification of their strengths and
weaknesses, as well as opportunities and threats that exist in the political, economic,
social environment). Ways and mechanisms of implementation of strategies of social
and economic development of regions should be adequate to the chosen priorities.
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Abstract. The article is devoted to determining the factors of positioning “green” energy as a
climate neutral product in the energy market based on the segmentation. Analysis of the factors
involved in the formation of a segment of “‘green’ energy in the energy market made it possible to
establish a global trend towards a decrease in demand for such types of energy as gas, oil, coal,
and nuclear energy. But, taking into account the general trend of falling demand for electricity, a
positive trend in the consumption of “green” electricity obtained from alternative energy sources
has been revealed. To assess the level of interaction of the “green” energy segment with other
segments of the energy market, the energy market was segmented by factors. The result of this
segmentation was the definition of directions for the development of the energy market, based on
the use and consumption of energy from natural non-renewable sources, the production and
consumption of alternative energy (“green” energy), as well as energy services.

Key words: climate change, renewable energy sources, sustainable development, alternative
energy, energy and environmental security, market segments.

Introduction.

The change in the population value orientations towards the growth of the
sustainable development role has intensified under the influence of overcoming the
consequences of the COVID-19 impact. Awareness of the limited natural resources
and the importance of preventing climate change lead to consider the issues of
strengthening environmental and energy security both locally and globally. Sharing,
moving away from fast fashion, digitalization of services and business processes,
waste recycling, biodiversity conservation, development of renewable energy, the use
of electric vehicles (electric cars, bicycles), popularization of energy management in
households and business entities are becoming trends.

The European Green Deal, adopted by the European Commission in December
2019, approved a course towards climate neutral development of the economy and
society until 2050 and became another reboot of the energy policy of states aimed at
preserving the environment and preventing climate change. On the way to the
implementation of such a climate neutral development in the European Union
countries, the priority is to focus on the development of the field of alternative
energy. In this context, the role of applying a partnership approach to enhancing the
effectiveness of environmental activities on a global scale, both between the countries
of the European Union and non-EU countries, is growing.

For the measure implementation to strengthen the environmental and energy
security of countries, it is important to develop the energy sector of the economy
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based on competition, to introduce an energy management system in households and
enterprises [1], as well as to develop new segments of the energy market, in particular
in the field of alternative energy [2-3], the energy service market [4-6], as well as to
form a municipal environmental policy and environmental sustainability of the
agriculture and transport sector [7-10] as an environment for the implementation of
such a climate neutral product in the energy market as “green” energy. In accordance
with this, it requires a deepening of the essence of the role, peculiarities of “green”
energy market mechanism formation and the factors of positioning green energy as a
climate neutral product in the energy market.

The main text.

To ensure environmental and energy security at all levels of economic
development, it is necessary to introduce energy efficient technologies, the content of
which is to reduce the costs level for the production, storage, supply and consumption
of the corresponding type of energy, and, as a result, reduce the harmful impact on
the environment. Another important aspect is to provide consumers with access to
cheap and ecological sources of energy through the development of a green energy
market and the formation of high-quality energy services.

Ukraine, which supported the implementation of the provisions of the European
Green Deal, adopted the Concept of Ukraine’s green energy transition by 2050.
According to the Concept, measures are envisaged aimed at:

- ensuring energy efficiency and increasing energy saving (industry, buildings,

heat power engineering);

- use of renewable energy sources (solar energy, wind energy, bioenergy);

- decarbonization and greening of transport by switching to electric transport
(urban, intercity, freight, private);

- waste management and implementation of a circular economy;

- digitalization and technological changes in energy supply and distribution
systems (launch of Smart grids);

- support for research and development work and innovations for the
development of green energy and ensuring energy, environmental safety of
Ukraine.

According to the forecast data [11] in 2040, half of the world’s energy will be

consumed in the form of electricity, while the increase in production and
consumption will be carried out due to renewable energy sources (Table 1).

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For example, the implementation of the Concept of green energy transition of
Ukraine by 2050, according to the Ministry of Energy and Environmental Protection
of Ukraine, provides a transition to environmentally friendly transport by using 70%
of renewable energy sources in electricity generation, the introduction of smart grids
and a reduction to 0% of the share of coal-fired thermal power plants in the energy
sector.

To enhance the energy efficiency of households and prevent climate change, the
practice of switching to electric vehicles and the development of electric charging
stations are being introduced. In the countries of the European Union, households and
the service sector (offices, shops, hospitals, schools, etc.) are typical sources of
electricity for transport users. For example, according to the results of a study [§8], in
the Netherlands, car refueling is carried out only in private battery stations. In
addition, the following three models of behavior of electric vehicle drivers are
identified, depending on access to charging stations and the form of management of
ensuring the green energy supply: 1) electric cars are always charged at maximum
power (until the batteries are full); 2) electric vehicles are always charged at
maximum power until the battery level is at a certain minimum level; 3) electric
vehicles are charged in the case of available additional opportunities for obtaining
renewable energy. It has been found that in the absence of central control, electric
vehicle are charged at maximum power when there is additional renewable energy
available.

According to the report by the International Energy Agency [13], global energy
demand declined by 3.8% in the first quarter of 2020, with most of the impact
occurring in March, when Europe, North America and other countries applied
restrictive measures. The global demand for coal was hit hardest, declining by almost
8% compared to the first quarter of 2019, oil demand declining by almost 5%, gas
demand declining by about 2%. At the same time, there was a drop in demand for
electricity by 20%, primarily for that which was produced from traditional energy
sources (oil, gas, coal, nuclear energy). On the other hand, the positive dynamics of
growth in demand for electricity from renewable sources, as well as directly to
renewable energy sources (solar energy, wind energy, hydropower, geothermal
energy), as well as bioenergy (biofuels and waste energy production) is being
monitored. In particular, in the context of statistical data [14], in 2018, there was a
trend towards an increase in electricity production from renewable energy sources,
biofuels and waste.

Undoubtedly, this indicates a change in consumer behavior when choosing
various types of energy (for example, the loyalty of transport users to “green” energy
services [15], an increase in environmental and energy awareness of the population,
the development of municipal ecology, the introduction of energy management at
enterprises. In addition, there is an increasing need to use modern marketing tools to
raise public awareness of the transition to renewable energy sources.

Figure 1 shows the segmentation of the energy market by factors, which allows
you to highlight the directions of the energy market development based on the use
and consumption of energy from natural non-renewable sources, the production and
consumption of alternative energy (“green” energy), as well as energy services.

The bioenergy market (market for biofuels, bioenergy products) is a part of the
energy market based on alternative energy sources and has the following structure:
the market for generating capacities (biomass energy, biofuel), the market for heating
and cooling systems based on biomass combustion, the market for transport fuels
(biodiesel, bioethanol). In addition, the geography of solar energy consumption is
being expanded. Solar energy belongs to renewable energy sources and is
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characterized by a low cost of the production process, which leads to a quick payback
of the installing cost of solar power plants (solar panels).

The energy services market is a system of organizational and economic relations
regarding the production and consumption of energy services between suppliers and
consumers. The subjects of the energy services market are customers (firms,
government agencies, households) from the side of the demand for energy services,
and energy service companies (ESCO) from the side of the supply of energy services,
which are provided the following services: installation of equipment and its
commissioning, services in the field of energy saving and energy efficiency; energy
consulting; information and diagnostic services; engineering; personnel training;
repair, modernization and reconstruction of power facilities; equipment maintenance)
[16].

At the same time, this testifies the application of innovative approaches to
energy services, as they are based on taking into account the diversification of
renewable energy sources, the digitalization of business processes, the introduction of
smart grids [17] aimed at strengthening the competitiveness of an energy service
company on the market by positioning quality services that provided by the company.

Conclusions.

Climate change, limited natural energy sources have led to the transformation of
the energy market mechanism in the direction of achieving sustainable development
goals. The creation of a competitive environment in such a market is accompanied by
the strengthening of the diversification policy of green energy obtaining sources.
Taking this into account, this type of energy is considered to be an innovative product
in the energy market, causing qualitative and quantitative positive changes in
strengthening environmental and energy security.

In particular, the use of an integrated segment approach to defining the green
energy positioning as an innovative product in the energy market made it possible to
single out the components of the mechanism for the innovative development of this
market. Taking this into account, a promising direction for further research is the
development of a strategy for managing the product policy of green energy
producers.

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Abstract. The role of the objects of the nature reserve fund of Ukraine in the balanced and
safe functioning of the region in the conditions of sustainable development has been assessed. The
analysis is carried out and the basic landmarks of strategic development of the nature reserve fund
of the country are defined taking into account actualization of public activity, maintenance of
productive and balanced use of resource base of territories.

In recent years, the range has significantly expanded, and various scientific studies on the
sustainable development of freshwater systems related to solving the problems of optimizing the use
of nature and improving the environment have significantly intensified. The analysis of the content
of published materials, which are devoted to the assessment of the role of nature reserves as a
component of sustainable regional development, as well as aspects of the organization of
recreational and tourist activities, remain insufficiently studied.

The main economic and non-economic functions performed by various parts of the natural
fund taking into account their purpose are considered. The main conceptual ecological and
economic approaches in the organization of recreational and tourist activities in the territories and
objects of the nature reserve fund in the conditions of sustainable development are determined.

The main economically significant non-economic functions of the territories of the nature
reserve fund, which can play a significant role in the balanced and sustainable development of
economic and ecological systems of water basins of Ukraine, are studied.

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Abstract. The article examines the principles of the constitutional legal status of business
entities. The scientific works of the authors and normative-legal acts on the research and regulation
of the mentioned principles are analyzed. The named analysis of works and normative-legal acts
gives the chance to formulate signs, definitions and kinds of principles of the constitutional legal
status of subjects of business activity. In our opinion, the signs of these principles are: a)
normatively enshrined at the international and national level ideas and fundamental principles; b)
guarantees of realization of rights and obligations and legal responsibility of business entities, c)
the freedom to conduct business is not prohibited by law.

The principles of the constitutional legal status of business entities are understood as norms
and ideas enshrined in international and national legal acts, which guarantee the realization of the
rights, freedoms and responsibilities and legal responsibility of business entities in carrying out
activities not prohibited by law. There are different criteria for dividing the principles of the legal
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status of business entities into types. Depending on their content, the following types are
distinguished: 1) the exercise of rights, freedoms and responsibilities, taking into account the rule
of law; 2) freedom of choice by the entrepreneur: a) types of entrepreneurship, b) activity
programs, c) suppliers and consumers of products; d) logistical, financial and other types of
resources not limited by law, r) prices for products and services in accordance with the law, 3) free
employment of employees by the entrepreneur;, 4) commercial calculation and own commercial
risk; 5) free disposal of property within the limits provided by law, 6) independent implementation
of foreign economic activity by the enterprise; 7) the use of the entrepreneur's share of foreign
exchange earnings at its discretion.

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Abstract. The article is devoted to the political and legal analysis of the features of
democratic transition in the post-communist countries of Central and Eastern Europe and also in
the countries of the post-soviet space.

The authors carried out a comparative analysis of the formation of the constitutional systems
of these states in the conditions of transitivity. It can be traced that these processes were
accompanied by the dilemma of finding a compromise between the modernization of the existing
legal system and the problem of creating the political unity of citizens. Analyzing the practical
experience of constructing constitutional systems in transitional states, we can observe the diffusion
of old and new political institutions, which is often accompanied by the spread of legal nihilism,
legal and political populism, which ultimately leads to the formation of hybrid regimes that
combine, as democratic, and authoritarian traits.

Abstract. The results of research on the impact of mineral fertilizers on the nutritional value
of alfalfa grass forage are presented. It was found that the introduction of alfalfa into cereal
grasslands promotes the growth of protein and crude fat in the feed and reduces the content of
nitrogen-free extractives. Nitrogen fertilizers have the greatest effect on the chemical composition

of feed on cereal crops - with the introduction of NegPsoKog the content of crude protein in the dry
weight of feed increased by 2.8%.
Key words: alfalfa-cereals grass mixtures, feed nutrients, crude fat and protein, metabolic energy.

Introduction.

One of the urgent problems of the livestock industry of Ukraine is the
insufficient amount of vegetable protein in the diet of animals. One way to solve this
problem is to increase the efficiency of natural forage.

In Ukraine, the area of such lands is about 7.8 min ha, of which in the right-bank
forest-steppe — 1 mln ha. However, their productivity today does not exceed 1.0-
1.2 t/ha of fodder units. Technological methods of forming highly productive sown
grasslands on natural forage lands recommended by many onion scientists under
modern conditions are too energy- and resource-serving [1,4].

Along with the need to increase the yield of sown meadows, it is important in
animal nutrition to obtain high quality feed. The nutritional value of perennial forage
grasses 1s significantly influenced by soil conditions, species and varietal composition of
grasses, the mode of its use, fertilizer application and other agricultural techniques [2,5].

An effective way to improve the quality of feed is the introduction of perennial
forage agrophytocenoses of legumes. Their inclusion in the composition of the grass
mixture of 50% or more promotes intensive regrowth of plants, improves the protein
content of feed and its mineral composition, as well as increases by 15-30% the yield
of livestock products per unit of feed [3,4].
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Among perennial legumes, the leading place belongs to alfalfa sowing, which
due to the ability to actively use the reserves of moisture in the autumn-winter period,
even in spring drought is able to form a high yield. However, the technological
aspects of the formation of high productivity of oblique grasslands of alfalfa in
mixtures with various cereal components remain unclear [2, 5].

The aim of the research was to study the influence of technological measures on
the cultivation of alfalfa-cereal grass mixtures on the nutritional value of fodder in the
conditions of the right-bank Forest-Steppe.

Materials and methods of research.

Field research was conducted during the research field of the department of
forage production, land reclamation and meteorology, located in the NULES of
Ukraine "Agronomic research station". The technology of growing perennial grasses,
with the exception of the studied factors, is generally accepted for the Forest-Steppe
of the right-bank Ukraine. Phosphorus and potassium fertilizers in the norm of PoKoo,
according to the scheme of the experiment were applied annually in autumn. Nitrogen
fertilizers in the Ngp norm were applied in three doses: Ny in the spring on permafrost
soil and Ny in the spring after the first and second mowings. Spraying with grass
stimulant Fumar growth was carried out at the beginning of regrowth of grasses of
each slope at a dose of 2 I/ha with a water consumption of 200 1/ha in the period.

The soil of the experimental field is typical low-humus blacksoil. The content of
humus in the arable layer - 4.2-4.6 %, mobile phosphorus (according to Machigin) - 40-55
mg/kg of soil, exchangeable potassium - 150-165 mg/kg of soil, easily hydrolyzed
nitrogen (according to Cornfield) - 140-160 mg/kg, pH of the salt extract - 6.7-7.0.

Research results and their discussion.

According to the results of research, it was found that the addition of alfalfa to
cereals significantly improved the quality of feed (table).

It is noted that without the application of nitrogen fertilizers the content of crude
protein in the dry weight of feed increased by 5.4-5.5 %, and with the application of
nitrogen (options NeoPsoKoo and NeoPsoKoo+Fumar) - by 1.7-2.7 %. Thus, the increase
in crude protein content on nitrogen-free backgrounds was more intense than on
backgrounds with nitrogen. No natural differences in the accumulation of crude
protein between alfalfa-cereal stands with the participation of different cereal
components on the same background were found. The least crude protein was
observed in cereals - 11.1-11.9 % (without nitrogen application) and 14.7-15.3% for
nitrogen application.

Addition of alfalfa to the composition of the grass mixture along with the
increase in crude protein content also led to an increase in protein, crude fat,
increased digestibility of dry weight and reduced amount of nitrogen-free extractives.

Without nitrogen fertilizer in the grasslands of alfalfa sowing and legume-cereal
mixtures, compared to cereals, the protein content in the dry mass of feed increased
by 2.3-3.5 %, while with nitrogen (NeoPsoKoo and NeoPeoKootFumar) - only 0 , 4-
1.1 %. Thus, the increase in protein content, as well as crude protein, was more
intensely observed in the cultivation of plants on nitrogen-free backgrounds.

Digestibility of the dry mass of forage of alfalfa and legume-cereal stands
relative to pure cereal crops increased by 2-5%. The composition of cereal
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components in legume-cereal mixtures and the fertilizer system did not significantly
affect the digestibility of feed.

Content of nitrogen-free extractives (NFE) under the influence of symbiotic and
mineral nitrogen decreased. Thus, in alfalfa and alfalfa-grass stands, which are
affected by symbiotic nitrogen, the content of NFE in the dry mass of feed on the
background without nitrogen decreased by 1.5-6.3%. With the application of nitrogen
fertilizers (variant NeoPesoKoo compared to PsoKop) on cereals, the content of NFE
decreased by 3.2 %, while on grasses with alfalfa - by 0.7-2.6 %.

Among the mineral fertilizers used, the chemical composition of grass fodder
with grass grass is most affected by nitrogen fertilizers. The introduction of Ngy on
the background of P¢)Koy caused an increase in the dry weight of feed, primarily the
content of nitrogen-containing substances, in particular, crude protein - by 2.8 % and
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protein - from 10.2 to 12.6 %.

In alfalfa and alfalfa-cereals grasslands, the content of crude protein and protein
from nitrogen application changed to a lesser extent - when Ngo was applied against
the background of Ps<Ko, the crude protein content increased from 16.9-18.1 to 17.4-
19.1 %. Simultaneously with the increase in crude protein content (by 0.5-2.9 %)
there was a decrease in the content of nitrogen-free extractives. The introduction of
alfalfa into cereal grasslands provided an increase in crude protein

Application of NgoPsKoo+Fumar ensured the highest feed quality on all studied
grasslands. On alfalfa and alfalfa-grass stands such a combination of technological
measures ensured the accumulation in the dry mass of 18.4-19.9 % of crude protein,
which is 1.8-2.4 % more than the control. Under such conditions, cereal grass
accumulated 15.3 % of crude protein, which is 4.2% more than without fertilizers.

The content of crude fat in the dry mass was 2.5-3.8%, crude fiber - 25.1-29.9%.
These parameters of feed quality did not significantly depend on the studied factors.

Comparison of the chemical composition of the obtained feed with the
zootechnical norms of cattle feeding showed that their values mostly corresponded to
the established standards, however, some discrepancies were noted. Thus, the content
of crude protein on sown cereals on the background without fertilizers and when
applying PsoKoy was less than normal (11.1-11.9% at a rate of 14% in the dry mass).

Conclusions. It was found that the introduction of alfalfa into cereal grasslands
promotes the growth of protein and crude fat in the feed and reduces the content of
nitrogen-free extractives. Nitrogen fertilizers have the greatest effect on the chemical
composition of feed on cereal crops - with the introduction of NgoPeKoo content of
crude protein in the dry weight of feed increased by 2.8%. The obtained data should
be taken into account when planning the sowing of fodder crops and the preparation
of balanced rations of intensive type.
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Abstract. A comparative study of the content of nitrates in some vegetable products in the winter-
spring period, sold in supermarkets in Kyiv, was carried out. During the study, it was found that the
concentration of nitrates in the studied vegetables is different. In all samples, the content of nitrates
does not exceed the maximum permissible norm and they can be considered safe for consumption.

Introduction.

Vegetable growing in Ukraine is developing rapidly. In 2021, according to the
MinAPF, ukrainian greenhouse products provide up to 15-20% of the domestic market,
and from February to May it reaches 50%, the rest of the vegetables on the market are
imported, mainly tomatoes, peppers and eggplants. According to forecasts, the
consumption of greenhouse vegetables in our country in the next 5-10 years may be angry
3-6 times, and the export potential of 4-8, according to forecasts Pro-Consulting [4].

The maximum yield cannot be obtained without fertilizers. Nitrogen in various
forms is a natural and necessary component of physiological and biochemical
processes of all plants. They ensure normal growth and development. However,
excessive application of nitrogen fertilizers causes excessive accumulation of nitrate
forms in the commodity parts of vegetables [6].

According to the Ministry of health of Ukraine, the content of nitrates in 11-15%
of vegetable products constantly exceeds the maximum allowable levels, so their
content 1s normalized. When eating vegetables high in nitrates, they are reduced to
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nitrites in the intestinal tract, and the latter get into the bloodstream and cause
diseases - methemoglobinemia. Nitrites interact with hemoglobin (oxidize ferric
iron), resulting in the formation of nitrosohemoglobin, which is transformed into
methemoglobin and partially into sulthemoglobin. Methemoglobin inhibits the
feedback of oxygen, there is a clinical picture of hypoxia (1 mg of sodium nitrite can
convert to methemoglobin about 2000 mg of hemoglobin). A single injection of 100-
150 mg of nitrite causes a person redness of the skin, lower blood pressure, faster
heart rate, noise in the head; 300 mg - severe sweating, cyanosis of the skin, shortness
of breath, impaired vision. Under the action of large doses of nitrates, the
development of hemic and tissue hypoxia occurs, the process of oxidative
phosphorylation is inhibited. Hypoxia caused by methemoglobinemia has a greater
impact on patients with anemia or circulatory pathology. There is an embryotoxic
effect of nitrates - abnormalities in fetal development (hematomas, skeletal
disorders). The target of high doses of nitrates is the nucleus of hepatocytes and
nucleic metabolism. As a result, metabolism 1s disrupted, the nervous system and all
the protective functions of the body suffer. If nitrates enter the body in small doses,
but regularly, it is fraught with the emergence of cardiovascular disease, nervous
disorders and even stomach cancer. Elderly people, patients (diabetes, cardiovascular,
liver and kidney diseases) and children who may consume untested and potentially
dangerous products are especially at risk. Therefore, the quantitative determination of
nitrates in vegetable products is currently relevant [1,2,3,5,7,8,10,11,12,13].

The aim of the study was to determine the content of nitrates in fruit vegetables
(tomatoes, peppers and eggplants) in the winter-spring period, which are sold in retail
chains in the city of Kiev and comparative characteristics of the results with the MAC.

Research materials and methods.

The research was conducted at the department of technology of storage and
processing of crop products named after prof. B.V. Lesyka NULESU in 2021. Samples
were taken from Silpo, Velyka Kyshenya, ATB, Novus and Lukyanovsky market.
Determination of nitrate content in vegetables was carried out using a personal electronic
nitrate tester H-405. Statistical data processing was performed using Excel [9].

Results and their discussion.

For an adult, the maximum allowable level of nitrates is 5 mg per 1 kg of body
weight, which is 300 mg per person weighing 60 kg. For the child the admissible
norm is no more than 50 mg. The bulk of nitrates enters the human body with canned
food and fresh vegetables (40-80% of the daily amount of nitrates). According to
some scientists, the content of nitrates in early vegetables and indoors can be 2-3
times higher than in vegetables grown in their usual period. No wonder nutritionists
advise to avoid greenhouse vegetables, especially for people with compromised
health, and especially for children. After all, a product that can harm them can be
legally sold in our retail network and considered safe and usable [10, 11,12].

Products selected from different retail chains were of different varieties (shape,
size, color). The maximum allowable concentration (MAC) of nitrates in tomatoes
from closed soil is up to 300 mg / kg (Table 1). The average content of nitrates in
January was 139, and in April - 99 mg / kg. The content of nitrates in winter was 1.4
times higher on average, but did not slightly exceed the MAC.

bright - good looking (table 2). Exceedance of the MPC was not detected.

All products of tomatoes, peppers and eggplants, which were sold in all retail
chains and the market "Lukyanovsky" in appearance, shape and texture met the
requirements of the standard, but the organoleptic characteristics were different.
Tomatoes (Turkey) were light red in color and completely tasteless (critically low
concentrations of sugars and acids), ie they were plucked to milk ripeness and turned
red during transportation. Cocktail tomatoes (cherry) (Ukraine) had a characteristic
appearance and had a very harmonious taste in the direction of sweet. Sweet pepper
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had a characteristic taste, slightly watery but inherent. Eggplants in texture were
characteristic and without seeds.

Conclusions and suggestions.

The conducted researches allow to draw the following conclusions. The studied
types of vegetables do not have the biological ability to accumulate high
concentrations of nitrates. The level of nitrates in all studied vegetables did not
exceed the MPC for greenhouses. The obtained data should be taken into account
when compiling the menu for patients, children and the elderly.

Abstract. Studies on meadow-chernozem carbonate soil have shown that long-term use of
mineral fertilizers against the background of organic aftereffects, provides an increase in grain
yield of the regional variety of winter wheat Myronivska 61 by 26.3 ¢ / ha. Yield and grain quality
of winter wheat increase with the introduction of one and a half rates of mineral fertilizers against
the background of organic aftereffects, with correspondingly high quality indicators: protein
harvest 4.5 t / ha and "crude" gluten 9.4 c / ha.
