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ВСТУП 

 

Дисципліна «Література зарубіжних країн (англійською та німецькою 

мовами)»розроблена у відповідності до вимог Стандарту вищої освіти для 

першого (бакалаврського) рівня вищої освіти, ступінь «бакалавр», галузь 

знань 03 

«Гуманітарні науки», спеціальність – 035 «Філологія», ОПП «Бізнес-

комунікація та переклад» (наказ Міністерства освіти і науки України від 

12.12.2018 року No1378). 

Робочу навчальну програму з дисципліни «Література зарубіжних країн 

(англійською та німецькою мовами)» укладенозгідно з вимогами кредитно-

модульної системи організації навчання. Лекційно-практичний курс 

«Література зарубіжних країн (англійською та німецькою мовами)» 

знайомить студентів з історичним розвитком світового літературного 

процесу, з особливостями літературних епох, їх духовними і культурними 

цінностями, з кращими надбаннями кожної з літературно- художніх епох: 

Середньовіччя, Відродження, бароко, класицизму, Просвітництво, 

романтизм, реалізм та літературою кінця XIX-початку XX ст. 

Протягом курсу здобувачі вищої освіти знайомиться з підходом до 

осмислення явищ літературного процесу, аналізують явища художньої 

літератури, усвідомлюють природу різних жанрів літературної творчості, 

осмислюють спільне й своєрідне в змінах культурних традицій та 

літературних стилів. Під час вивчення дисципліни студенти оволодівають 

прийомами елементарного літературно-критичного аналізу, реферування 

науково-критичної літератури, навичками літературно-критичного мислення 

в рамках програмового матеріалу. 

Програма визначає обсяги знань, які повинен опанувати студент 

відповідно до вимог освітньо-кваліфікаційної характеристики, алгоритм 

вивчення навчального матеріалу дисципліни «Література зарубіжних країн 

(англійською та німецькою мовами)», необхідне методичне забезпечення, 

складові та технологію оцінювання навчальних досягнень студентів. 

Основним завданням викладача є формування в студентів відповідних 

теоретичних та творчих знань, надання їм практичної спрямованості та 

формування вміння використовувати їх у практичній діяльності (навчанні, 

викладанні) та в житті загалом. Загальними завданнями оцінювання є: 

визначення рівня навчальних досягнень студентів; стимулювання їх 

мотивації до здобуття знань; визначення рівня здібностей студентів, їх 

потреби в додатковому навчанні; виставлення відповідної оцінки. 

Навчальний курс «Література зарубіжних країн (англійською та 

німецькою мовами)» передбачає розв’язання низки завдань фундаментальної 

професійної підготовки фахівців. Зокрема: опануваннясистемою знань про 

закономірності світового літературного процесу, розширення обріїв 

гуманітарного мислення, поєднання культурологічного, національного, 

соціокультурного контекстів щодо сприйняття літературних явищ, широкий 

розгляд літературно-критичних матеріалів для можливості проведення 
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глибинного аналізу художніх творів та формулювання обґрунтованих 

інтерпретацій, професійну підготовку висококваліфікованих і 

конкурентоспроможних фахівців у галузі освіти відповідно до вітчизняних та 

європейських стандартів. 

Для оцінювання процесу та результатів вивчення дисципліни «Історія 

зарубіжної літератури» розроблені чіткі, зрозумілі й відомі студентам 

критерії, відповідно до яких виставляється оцінка, і використовуються при 

цьому такі методи, як: усне опитування, тестування, оцінювання виконання 

творчих завдань тощо. 

Метою навчального кредитного модулю є ознайомлення студентів з 

еволюцією літератури як духовної практики, розкриття своєрідної традиції 

західноєвропейської літератури. 

Основними завданнями вивчення дисципліни «Література зарубіжних 

країн (англійською та німецькою мовами)» є розкрити студентам 

культурологічний зміст курсу, художню своєрідність історії зарубіжної 

літератури, розвивати творче мислення студентів та естетичні смаки. 

Згідно з вимогами програми підготовки фахівців здобувачі першого 

(бакалаврського) рівня вищої освіти повинні:

– усвідомлювати природу різних жанрів літературної творчості;

– визначати основні теоретичні положення дисципліни; 

– орієнтуватись у основних етапах розвитку літературного процесу; 

– визначати періодизацію розвитку історії зарубіжної літератури; 

– знати основних представників літературних течій та напрямів; 

– орієнтуватись у впливі літературного процесу на подальший розвиток 

світового літературного процесу; 

уміти: 

– аналізувати літературно-історичні явища епохи; 

– швидко і вправно орієнтуватись у літературному процесі доби; 

– аналізувати художні твори, передбачені програмою; 

– писати рецензії на твори будь-якого жанру; 

– мати первісні навички наукового підходу до історії зарубіжної

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МЕТОДИЧНІ ВКАЗІВКИ 

 

При підготовці до практичних занять студентам рекомендується 

ознайомитися з лекційним матеріалом та рекомендованою літературою. 

Успішне вивчення курсу «Література зарубіжних країн (англійською та 

німецькою мовами)» ґрунтується на щоденній систематичній роботі і 

виконанні практичних завдань як під керівництвом викладача в аудиторії, так 

і самостійно. Підготовка до практичних занять передбачає регулярне 

опрацювання студентами рекомендованих матеріалів та використання 

навчальної (теоретичної) і наукової літератури, лексикографічних та 

енциклопедичних джерел, вказаних в програмі курсу. Робота з такими 

матеріалами та джерелами готує студентів до виконання рейтингових і 

підсумкових тестових завдань, допомагає набути необхідні навички та 

вміння, сприяє глибокому засвоєнню навчального матеріалу. 

Здобувачу освіти необхідно добре вивчати лекційний матеріал і 

опрацьовувати рекомендовані літературні джерела. 

Здобувачу освіти рекомендується створювати презентації до зазначених 

тем. 

Заняття з курсу «Література зарубіжних країн» носять інтерактивний 

характер і забезпечують активну участь кожного студента в обговоренні 

поставлених проблем в рамках досліджуваних тем, а також взаємодію. 

На занятті можуть використовуватися різні технології навчання, які 

ґрунтуються на вмінні студентів працювати з комп'ютером. 

Введення рейтингової системи дозволяє викладачеві більш об'єктивно 

оцінювати знання та вміння студента, а студентові більш самокритично 

оцінювати рівень своїх знань, що дозволяє йому аналізувати свою роботу, 

ставити конкретне завдання і вирішувати його. 

Методи поточного контролю – це оцінювання навчальних досягнень 

студента протягом навчального семестру за національною чотирибальною 

шкалою усіх видів аудиторної роботи (лекції, практичні заняття, самостійна 

(в т.ч. ІРС) робота). Поточний контроль відображає поточні навчальні 

досягнення студента в освоєнні програмного матеріалу дисципліни і 

спрямований на необхідне корегування самостійної та індивідуальної роботи 

студента. Сюди входить: методи усного контролю – бесіда, розповідь 

студента, роз’яснення, презентації. Основою усного контролю слугує 

монологічна відповідь студента (у підсумковому контролі це більш повний, 

системний виклад) або запитально-відповідна форма – бесіда, у якій 

викладач ставить запитання і чекає відповіді студента. Усний контроль, як 

поточний, проводиться на кожному занятті в індивідуальній, фронтальній або 

комбінованій формі, можуть застосовуватися контрольно-узагальнюючі 

питання, технічні засоби навчання. 

Проміжний (рубіжний) контроль – контроль, який проводиться з 

метоювиявлення і попередження неуспішності студентів. Проведення 

проміжного (рубіжного)контролю ініціюється проректором з науково-
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педагогічної роботи чи деканом відповідного факультету. Проміжний 

контроль виставляється на підставі поточної успішності. Проміжний 

контроль виставляється за національною шкалою. Результати проміжного 

контролю виставляються викладачем у «Журналі обліку роботи викладача» 

та у 

«Журналі обліку роботи академічної групи» але не враховуються у 

загальному розподілі балів і не включаються до жодного виду робіт із 

коефіцієнтом.
