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RURAL-URBAN EMPLOYMENT OPPORTUNITIES IN
GHANA

Advent of the Neolithic revolution which marked a sharp shift
from hunting and gathering by human beings to sedentary agricultural, led
to the creation of large human settlements. The history of humanity further
transformed with the industrial revolution. This latter revolution marked
the production of goods and services on large scale. With the rise of
production and manufacturing, came the development of large urban
settlement. Land and agricultural subsistence had been the main form of
livelihood for many people in the world. With the onset of the industrial
revolution came the purchase of human labour and introduction of wage
work. Over the years, diversity in the global socio-economic sector have
created huge disparity in terms of access to work and employment.
Although many scholars have examined this phenomenon, they have often
failed to capture the rural-urban disparity in terms of employment
opportunities.

This essay will present the challenges and opportunities of
employment avenues in the rural areas and urban areas. The focus of the
essay will be on both developed countries and less developed countries
like Ghana. This broad approach is to help us appreciate the geographical
variations in employment opportunities not only by rural-urban dichotomy
but also by countries socio-economic status.

Rural areas in the world have varied characteristics however,
one common feature that they are often associated with their unfavourable
structural circumstances that make them economically deprived in contrast
to urban communities. In the developing world or third world countries,
rural areas are the major source of revenue earning resources such as
gold, timber, diamond, coffee, cocoa etc. however, they tend to be the
most deprived in terms of development resource allocations. This
phenomenon has created out-migration from rural areas to urban areas.
Gramzow R., Gaertner L. (2005) noted that there is the tendency for
higher educated people to move to urban areas in search of waged labour
and better employment opportunities; however, this also holds true for
young people and women, who are frequently confronted with a need of
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
