Entrepreneurial ability Entrepreneurial ability is the best familiar offour basic
y~ces. The entrepreneur sets up a business, risks his or her own money, absorbs the
fay o fthis enterprise. Often the entrepreneur is an innovator, such as Andrew Carnegie,
rr Rockefeller, or Henry Ford, whofigures out new way ofdoying busines.
