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THEORETICAL ASPECTS OF WATER-SUPPLY AND SEWAGE
BRUNCH STATE REGULATION AND ITS INFLUENCE ON
ENTERPRISES FINANCES

Summary. State regulation of water-supply and sewage enterprises has to be carried out due to the
natural monopoly status of the enterprises of this field. The main aim of state regulation is the prevention of power
monopoly and negative externalities influence on the society. With the purpose of providing public welfare, an
effective mechanism of state regulation implementation has to be formed. It will have specific goals (such as
providing of interests balance of different subjects of management and paying for services in time, and
development of territories, enterprises and competition in this sphere) and instruments (such as tariff forming of
water-supply and sewage services, licensing of enterprises activity, standardization of services quality, state
financial support and legislation base). On the whole, public welfare of citizens means high quality of water-supply
and sewage services; public welfare of enterprises means improvement of formation process and using of their
financial recourses; and public welfare of the state means development of national economy. In economic
literature there are a lot of findings related to the state regulation of water-supply and sewage, but most of them
are only related to price regulation, as far as price is a determining factor of composition and structure of financial
resources. According to the author, apart from price, there is another factor — a government financial support
policy. The author analyses main methods of price regulation of the field, shows advantages and disadvantages of
each of them, and their influence on finances of water-supply and sewage enterprises

Conclusions. With the purpose of monopoly power prevention, provision of the quality
of water supply and sewage services and achievement of social welfare, the state carries out
regulation of the enterprises activities. The mechanism of such state regulation includes a
system of specific goals and instruments. Tariff policy and state financial support and consumer
services policy, which directly determine the composition and structure of enterprises financial
resources, have the biggest influence on enterprises finances. Foreign countries practice has
many methods of tariff regulation of the enterprises of the field, such as: prime cost plus profit,
rate of return regulation (so-called cost method); rate of price incentives; comparison of base
tariffs and competition «for the market». The use of each of these methods depends on the main
goals of the state and financial capacity of service providers. The effectiveness of state
regulation in the field of water supply and sewage is determined by social welfare, which means
improvement of enterprises financial resource forming and increasing of the quality of vital
services.
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
