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Modern Value Orientations of Young People in Central and Eastern Europe/

Young people are the most active social and demographic group and at the same time they are also
the driving force of change, the group that is the most affected by the consequences of economic and
political processes. Eventually, the future of any society depends on the structure of core values of
young people.

The term“value”means the phenomenon (object) of the spiritual (material) culture which is meaningful
for an individual or a group and is perceived by the subject of evaluation as good, standard, beneficial
and ideal. Within the framework of the sociological theory, several axiological approaches have been
formed, which interpret the notion of “value” from different positions: utilitarian (G. Spencer, K. Marx),
idealist (G. Rickert, E. Durkheim), normative (T. Parsons, R. Merton), and understanding (M. Weber). The
structure of values of the subject gives him/her orientation on integration into society. Empirical ways
of measuring values are widely represented in the sociological tradition, and some of these techniques
turned into independent trends of empirical science (R. Inglehart, S. Schwartz).

According to the results of recent investigations of the values of the youth of Central and Eastern Europe,
the main characteristic of value orientations is their diversity, which corresponds to the dominant tenden-
cies in other countries of Europe and the world. However, there are also clearly visible common features,
namely the combination of at first sight contradictory positions: a pragmatic view of life with the impor-
tance of spiritual development, a certain youth radicalism with favour in relation to others, etc.

Increasing number of the elderly in the world’s population, in Ukraine and Poland alike, focuses sci-
entists’ attention to different problems of gerontology. Sociology is not an exception in this process.
As the other social scientists sociologists are interested in researches, which deals with the elderly
issues.

The elderly can be seen as one of the most miserable groups in the modern society. Especially, it con-
cerns those people, who have to manage without any relatives’ help and become patients of geriatric
institutions. Prerequisites that lead the elderly to these institutions are interesting for researchers
in the field of sociology and psychology. Among those prerequisites the most important are psy-
chological, social, economical, physiological and personal ones. Additionally, prerequisites of coming
of the elderly to geriatric institutions are related to their life experiences. This gives the opportunity
of classifying them as voluntary, forced and compulsory system users.

The main scientific interest concerns the process of social adaptation of the elderly to the geriatric
institutions. There are external and internal factors of such social adaptation. The external factors are
connected with accommodations, food conditions, leisure etc. Among the internal factors the most
important are communication, company, religion etc.

The problems of the elderly becomes more actual in Ukraine and Poland. It is interesting to com-
pare the experiences of both societies in terms of social work with the elderly, especially of their
adaptation in geriatric institutions. The qualitative research, including interview with the elderly
and the working staff of geriatric institutions in Ukraine and Poland gave the possibility of creating
an interesting comparison.

Migrants from the East/

The phenomenon of migration has always been relevant to the whole world. Migration is also trig-
gered by modern globalization processes. Despite the fact that it is often analysed from the point
of view of economic factors, one should not underestimate the socio-cultural aspects of the phe-
nomenon. Scientific and technological progress, the emergence of the Internet, social networks, the
influence of television, improved transport system, as well as shift in values make researchers look
at this phenomenon even closer.



Historically Ukraine has always been a source of migrants’ outflow. This is evidenced by four waves
of migration, the first of which began at the end of the nineteenth century, and the fourth still con-
tinues since the independence.

According to the International Organization for Migration, as of 2015, external migration from
Ukraine amounted to 5.8 million. In 2015, 11.5% of all Ukrainian citizens lived outside of their coun-
try of origin. Also, according to forecasts, by 2050, the population of Ukraine will decrease by 21.7%
to 35 million. It ranks third in the world at the rate of population decline, after Bulgaria (27.9%) and
Romania (22.1%). As the birth rate in Ukraine is 1.54 (a child per woman), the population is aging.
That is why the issue of migration threats is becoming more relevant not only because of a significant
decrease in population, but also because of the risk of a leakage of the able-bodied population and
the brain drain. Particularly relevant is the question of emigration in the context of Ukraine’s visa-free
regime, as it will lead to an intensification of migration processes and may also lead to an increase in
migration risks.

According to the data of Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Republic of Poland, today in Poland there
are over 130 thousand Ukrainians who work, study, are on a business trip, and so on. Based on these
statistics, it is worth noting that this amount is dynamic and varies over time.

Consequently, the war in the East of Ukraine brought a lot of troubles for the state, and as one of its
consequences — an increase in the number of “settlers”. During 2014-2015, 20,830 asylum seekers
arrived in the EU. This indicator is by two thirds higher than in 2014 (13,550 applications) and more
than 20 times higher than in 2013 (835 applications).

As a result, Ukraine ranked third among the European countries in terms of the number of asylum
seekers in the EU. Ahead is only Albania and Macedonia, which traditionally may be seen as countries
of origin of asylum seekers in the EU.

In connection with such transformational changes in society, attention is also drawn to the fact that
the Consulate General of the Republic of Poland provides visa statistics based on 2015-2016 data.
In 2016, the personal traffic department processed a record number of visa applications — over 532
thousand. On average, this number exceeds 2 thousand applications daily. In comparison with 2015,
this number has increased by almost 126 thousand units, i.e. 31%. The share of refusals decreased
by 2.8%.

Today the main efforts should be directed towards the settlement of the military conflict in the East
of our country and the development of strategies for social adaptation, comprising of integration
of these people into the society, creation of new jobs, rejection of stereotypes and labels, and their
return to a healthy life without going abroad.

Institutional Problems of Cross-border Cooperation in Ukraine/

Cross-border cooperation is becoming increasingly important in the process of European integration
of Ukraine. Participation of the border regions in the integration processes improves people’s living
standards in the borderlands. This impacts on the movement of people, goods and capital across bor-
ders. The interaction between neighbouring territories facilitates mobilization of the local resources
for their more effective use, makes it possible to solve urgent common problems of border residents.
All this leads to improvement of the people’s welfare and has a direct impact on the increase of the
regions’ general level of social and economic development.

From the sociological point of view the most important problems that hinder cross-border cooper-
ation are:

« lack of clearly defined responsibilities of some local communities or local governments
concerning the cross-border and inter-regional cooperation issues;

- insufficient coordination between the central government, local and regional authorities
in case of the cross-border cooperation policy implementation;

« lack of financial resources for realization of the projects of cross-border and inter-regional
cooperation;

+ lack of a complex system of training for specialists in the sphere of cross-border
and inter-regional cooperation

«+ theissue of ethnic tolerance, respect and trust as the basis for successful communication,
and many other.

All of these problems are reflected on the institutional level. The transformation of existing institu-
tions in Ukraine (business, local self-government, educational activities, health care and social securi-
ty, etc.) and the institutionalization of relations between them should take place in accordance with
the transformation of the existing economic order, forming institutional systems capable of adopting
and implementing good management decisions to change individuals and society as such.

Confessional Dimension of External Migration of Ukrainians/

KoHdeciitHnii BUMip 30BHiWHbOI Mirpauii ykpaiHuis

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International migration has gained unprecedented importance and acquired new forms, becoming
a part of the social as well as the spiritual life of the people. The increasing mobility, ease of trans-
portation and infrastructure opportunities, liberalization of migration regimes, and constitution of



supranational regional entities has contributed to the fact that an unprecedented amount of the
world’s population is on the move. This also holds true for modern-day Ukraine. Ukraine’s outward
migration has a long history and is well-researched and documented. The fourth wave of Ukrainian
emigration began with the fall of the “Iron Curtain”in 1991 and is ongoing. However, the qualitative
characteristics of modern Ukraine’s emigration, such as the size and the socio-economic consequenc-
es, differ substantially from the emigration of the early 1990-s.

Potential challenges brought by the European integration and the mentioned religious denomina-
tions appeared to be different. Thus, for the UGCC, the “Church of the migrants” in the past and the
near future, there is a significant increase in the activities of migrants abroad, and the appropriate in-
frastructure and adaptation activities in host countries. For the UOC-KP and UAOC, these challenges
are linked to the announced plans of the association and the prospect of creating a “united national
Ukrainian Orthodox Church!” In the context of the topic and the theme of our study, there is a clear
need for a statement of their own social doctrine with the answers to the questions posed by its
members, including the issues related to Ukrainian external migration. For the UOC-MP, the main
challenge seems to be the dissonance between the Church position with regard to the phenome-
non of emigration and the modern observable trends in the Ukrainian society. The latter updates
the choices that confront the UOC-MP—a review of its social doctrine or relative marginalization as
a result of the failure to respond to the demands of time and the community of its believers.

Social Aspects of Cross-Boundary Education on the Example of Ukrainian Students Studying

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The paper aims at describing the situation of Ukrainian students in the Podkarpackie region.
The conducted research indicates the problems which the educational migrants must face in Po-
land. The gathered observations also demonstrate how the process of social integration of Ukrainian
students takes place. Identification of barriers hindering the integration of Ukrainian students also
allows setting forth practical recommendations which may reduce the aforementioned barriers. Re-
moval of the barriers may facilitate the flow of Ukrainian students to Poland, which is important for
local universities in the context of demographic decline.

The aim of the article is to define areas of cross-border collaboration between higher education in-
stitutions (HEI) of Poland and Ukraine, and specify factors that favour and block the effectiveness
of such collaboration. The work is divided into three parts. In theoretical field we will present basic
concepts and identify areas of cross-border collaboration in the field of scientific and educational
activities. In the empirical part, using the force field analysis technique, we will present the results
of research carried out in the state higher education institutions of the Podkarpackie Region of the
Lviv Oblast. Research will focus on factors that favour and block effective cross-border collaboration.
The added value of research findings will be of practical qualities that will help to improve coopera-
tion in the field of higher education.

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Today, cross-border partnership in Europe is an important factor for stability and development of the
transnational relations in the EU, as well as the means of boosting the economic and social develop-
ment of the neighbouring countries. Ukrainian-Polish economic partnership is the main objective
when it comes to finding sources of improving Ukraine’s economic relations with the members of the
EU at the current stage of the European integration. Estimations based of January to June 2016 data
show a promising tendency: The external trade in goods with Poland rose by 8.8 percent year-to-year,
and that in services — by 38.6 percent. There is a rise in the proportion of Ukraine’s trade operations
with Poland (pro rata to Ukraine’s external trade operations). The Republic of Poland is growing to be
Ukraine’s main partner in external trade all the more it has an important role in establishing economic
relations in the frame of cross-border proximity trade.

External trade in finished goods and services is a major stimulus to the development of Ukrainian
economy and it adds considerably to the Gross Domestic Product of the country. Thus, taking meas-
ures in order to ensure its development is in the top list of steps to be taken, so that Ukraine could
overcome the crisis and build a successful economy. Share of export in shaping of the dynamics of
the economy in the frame of cross-border proximity partnership is significant, and it is expected to
become an important factor in structural changes in short-term and mid-term perspective. In the ul-
timate analysis of the tendencies in Ukraine’s external trade development and their triggers, the main
prospects of the country’s future economic development become quite clear. Notably, to increase
exports of domestic products, an improvement in the quality of the finished goods and services must
occur, along with a gradual change in the structure of export aimed at increasing the amount of
the Value Added Tax, which can only become possible with the rise of Ukraine’s quality competitive
goods and services and building up of Ukraine’s prestige in the world market.

Both Ukraine and Poland should be working on their cross-border proximity partnership, as it bears
an utmost significance for Ukraine as a component of the European integration. It is very impor-
tant to expand and develop partnership between the two countries in connection with launching
collaborative projects and developing cross-border proximity economic partnership. Establishing
a collaborative institution of the type of economic partnership zone might help stir up external trade
and ensure the ultimate abolition of restrictions on international trade as far as the most promising
spheres of economy are considered.



Having decided on becoming partner of the European integration, Ukraine finds its first and fore-
most priority to be a cross-border proximity economy which still remains to be modified up to the
standards set by the EU, and a sure way to do it is to join efforts with the Republic of Poland and seek
effective attraction of international technical support and cooperation in the sphere of cross-border
proximity partnership.

The market organization of economic life presupposes coexistence of three main institutional agents
- state, business and households. Among these three, households play a considerably important role.
They constitute a mandatory element in the market circulation of goods and resources, and their
level of consumption is an important indicator of welfare. In modern conditions, households are the
least studied agents in economics.

The household is a result of the activity of one or more persons who live together and maintain a joint
household. Modern research of household should be based on complex methodological approach,
embracing different theoretical conceptions. This study determines the possibility of the function-
ing of households in different economic systems as a complex of socio-economic phenomenon.
In modern society, the household should be considered as a special micro- level economic system
that is characterized by not only socio-economic potential, and also by certain functional structure,
economic and consumer behaviour. One of important aspects of life in the household is its consum-
er-market behaviour. Consumer market behaviour describes the range of actions of the consum-
ers, which are associated with the emergence and awareness of the demand, the decision to make
a purchase, choice of the product, its use and disposal.

In our opinion, the formation of the consumer market behaviour of households is influenced by fac-
tors that can be divided into external and internal. The external factors include: cultural factors, social
factors, marketing tools affecting consumer behaviour, geographic factors, and situational factors.
The internal factors in the formation of consumer behaviour of households include: knowledge level
and resources in the household, psychological factors, and personal factors. The concept of these
factors creates a model that describes the features of the process of selection, purchase and con-
sumption of goods and services made by the households.

During the years of independence, Ukraine has developed good relations in different spheres of so-
cial-economic and political life with its western neighbour, Poland, which was the first to recognize



Ukrainian independence. This cooperation resulted in the development and implementation of many
joint projects and programs in the field of cross-border cooperation, as well as trade and economic,
scientific and technical, cultural and humanitarian relations.

One of the main priorities is the development of multidimensional relations with Poland. This is due
to important role of the Republic of Poland in the external policy of our state, its essential role in sup-
porting the regional security and assisting Ukraine in becoming a full member of the EU in the future.

Today, the mutual benefit of relations between Poland and Ukraine is confirmed by the fact that our
country is the fifth largest source of the tourist influx to Poland. Also, Ukrainians do profitable busi-
ness purchasing Polish goods, which are not very expensive and are characterised by better quality.
Ukraine is the largest supplier of labour force and students for Poland.

The purpose of this research is to identify the main benefits and costs both for the donor country and
for workforce host country and on this basis to improve the existing and develop the new ways of
cooperation between Ukraine and Poland. The main focus is on improving cooperation in the field
of tourism, taking into account the great touristic potential of both countries, experience of the Re-
public of Poland in the development of this industry after joining the EU and ability to reduce social
tension in both countries due to the problem of mass labour migration of Ukrainians to Poland.

It is determined that the strategic guidelines of the state policy aiming at solving problems of labour
migration and overcoming its negative consequences for Ukraine should be:

« creation of conditions for reducing workforce emigration to Poland including, through the
development of organized and safe internal labour migration, revival of local economic
initiatives and small business development;

« formation of modern organizational and legal stimulation mechanisms of attracting labour
migrants’ money into entrepreneurship development through favourable credit, currency
and tax policies;

- creation of institutional basis for improving functioning of the cross-border labour market,
taking into account its business environment trends, and possibilities of legal protection
of citizens who work abroad;

- improvement of the system of information and consulting support of Ukrainian labour
migrants through the efforts of civic organizations, local territorial communities, and mass
media on both sides of the border.

Financing of Cross-border Medical Tourism Insurance Companies/

Paper analysing differences between the market of medical services in Poland and price sugges-
tions for dental services in Ukraine. It describes the network of mutual cross-border medical tourism
and profiling of the activity. More cost-consuming medical services requiring costly equipment
and high qualifications of personnel are concentrated in Poland, while Ukraine starts to specialize
in more labour-intensive medical and dental services.

The development of medical technologies and open borders for physical persons resulted in the
necessity of creation of innovative medical foods, and residences for beneficiaries of the system, and
separate products for foreign patients. The presence of such products forms the whole spectrum of
financing alternatives starting from the personal financial resources, including insurance protection.
The aim of this research is to analyse possibilities of financing medical tourism that already exists
between Ukraine and Poland at the level of physical persons, through the mechanism of insurance
protection. The first examples of such financing were mostly related to an insurance swindle within
the limits of tourist insurance policies. The modern medical specializations of the countries provide
substantial differences in medical products from both sides of the border.

Taking into account the Ukrainian market of dental services and plastic surgery services, in frontier
cities and even villages, there are whole clinics offering plastic surgery, implantology, dental services



and prosthetics and basic clients are foreign citizens. Most of them are separate surgeries where spe-
cialists work. They have their websites translated into at least two foreign languages, and are ready
to work directly with physical persons and accept payments within the limits of insurance payments.

The modern insurance contracts often set financial limitations regarding medical services and their
grants are offered only in the accredited medical centres that have entered into contracts. Physical
persons actually pass over financial institutes in medical tourism, and take advantages of receipt
of separate medical services in nearby regions.

The most consistent and effective partners of Ukraine in its euro integration aspirations are those
post-socialist countries that are members of the EU and have common borders with our state, similar
cultural and historical traditions, as well as economic interests. Corss-border cooperation between
Ukraine and Poland in the energy sector is relevant in the context of integration of the economy into
the world energy. It stimulates the development of interregional relations and foreign economic ac-
tivity, as well as the creation of joint ventures, holdings and corporations. Such an opportunity exists
when countries are interspersed and have common interests; in our case, this is the neighbourhood
of Ukraine and Poland.

One of the areas of cooperation between Ukraine and Poland in the energy sector is creation of joint
energy companies, as well as formation of energy policy, creation of a common energy market, and
mutual use of joint investment programs. The research conducted by us established the main direc-
tions of Ukrainian-Polish cooperation in establishing relations between the two neighbouring states
in the field of energy in the border areas. The problems of cross-border cooperation between Ukraine
and Poland in the energy sector are highlighted as a barrier hindering the cooperation of the men-
tioned countries. We are proposing directions for cross-border cooperation between Ukraine and
Poland in the energy sector. Cooperation between Ukraine and Poland in the energy sector will con-
tribute to improving the economic development of these countries.

Experience of the Cross-border Co-operation Between Poland and Germany: Lessons for the
Polish-Ukrainian Borderland/

Since the German reunification and the fall of communism, the co-operation between the local
communities on both sides of the Polish-German border was continuously growing. The first results
date back to 1991: the first Euroregion encompassing a cross-border region between Poland and
neighbouring countries was Euroregion Neisse / Nysa / Nisa, founded by local communities in Po-
land, Germany and the Czech Republic. The following historical events boosted the co-operation: the
administrative reform in Poland (1999), as well as Poland’s accession to the European Union (2004)
and Schengen area (2007) radically altered the appearance of the Polish-German border itself and
revealed new challenges for joint actions in the fields of security, emergency response, health care,
transports, education and many other.

This experience is relevant for the Polish-Ukrainian borderland which presently undergoes similar
processes as the ones observed between Poland and Germany before Poland’s accession to the EU.
For example, having modern border crossing points seems to be a much higher priority at this stage
than e.g. having cross-border bicycle paths.

However, the status of Ukraine as an associated country of the EU may open further perspectives
for a more intense co-operation with its EU neighbours, including Poland. On the other hand, other
domains such as joint anti-flood systems, school exchange programmes or capacity building are at
this stage equally relevant in case of Polish-German as well as Polish-Ukrainian borderland. Therefore,
best-practice initiatives from the Polish-German borderland should be of great interest for those who
envisage joint Polish-Ukrainian initiatives.

Sprawia to,
ze np. kwestia modernizacji przejs¢ granicznych jest znacznie wiekszym priorytetem niz np. transgra-
niczne szlaki rowerowe.

The intensity and extent of transboundary mobility at the Ukrainian-Polish border are caused by
various types of movement of residents of the border areas such as tourist trips, shuttle migration
or trade, obtaining of various types of residence permits in Poland etc.

Several millions of Ukrainian tourists annually come to Poland. In terms of expenses spent while stay-
ing in Poland Ukraine occupies one of the first places. This is caused by several factors: a tourist visa
to Poland is more affordable in our country, and people can use their personal transport, avoiding
spending money on airline tickets.

Shuttle migration or even shuttle trade is growing due to residents of seven border areas, who mainly
travel for the purpose of selling and buying of goods. These are so-called shopping visas obtainable
under a simplified procedure, which are mainly issued for cross-border travel in order to purchase
goods.

Ukrainians receive a variety of residence permits in Poland. These include: a permanent residence
permit; a temporary residence permit; a card of a Pole or a residence permit issued on the basis of ev-
idence provided by Polish ethnic origin; a resident of the European Union. Multifunctional document
called “permanent residence permit’, for permanent residence, gives you the opportunity to study,
work and do business in Poland. Most often, the basis for obtaining a temporary residence permit is
working or studying in Poland, the other reason may be reunification with the family.



All these types of transboundary mobility are caused by various factors: travel motives, financial op-
portunities, visa policy etc., and regulated both by Ukrainian and Polish legislative acts. An important
aspect of regulatory issues in terms of these movements is the timely response at the state and re-
gional levels to the public challenges in the field of Ukrainian-Polish cross-border cooperation.

The Features of the Image of Ukrainian and Polish Universities in Social Internet Networks
(Jagiellonian University and Ivan Franko National University of Lviv as a Case-study)\

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Modern educational trends provide powerful capabilities for cooperation between Ukrainian and
Polish higher education institutions. In this process, the image the university creates is playing
an important role. At the same time, among the information sources, social internet networks play an
important role as they are used by Ukrainian and Polish teachers, students and enrolees.

By applying methods of content analysis and discourse analysis, the official Facebook pages of the
Jagiellonian University and the Ivan Franko National University of Lviv have been analysed. In par-
ticular, all the posts published from March 15 to August 16, 2017 have been scrutinized. As a result of
comparing the content of Facebook pages of the two universities, a significant difference in the pres-
entation of their own image was identified. For instance, the content the Polish university appeared
to be more interactive, informal and multimedia. The official image of the Jagiellonian University
on Facebook is formed on the basis of presentation of current general information about the uni-
versity (student admission, meetings of the university management with students and enrollees),
presentation of the activities of structural units (publishing house, library, medical facility, botanical
garden, astronomical observatory) and general cognitive-entertaining information that is not direct-
ly related to the activities of the university (summer impressions, photos of the historical centre of
Krakow). In turn, the Franko National University of Lviv Facebook page is dominated by the posts
about the scientific and educational events taking place at the university (conferences, seminars),
current general information about the university (student admission, graduation students, rector’s
meetings), university achievements (prominent personalities, positions in ratings) and university
events of cultural and entertaining character (concerts, festive performances). The main difference
in representing the image of Jagiellonian University and Ivan Franko National University of Lviv is
that the first one is presented as a modern institution with developed structural units and interest
in a wide range of issues (travel, weather, books), and the second one as a scientific and educational
centre, characterized by high achievements and cultural and entertainment events.

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An integrated view of Ukrainian and Polish scholars on the problem of diffusion of knowledge and
educational innovations in social economy, social enterprise and social entrepreneurship. The goal
is to focus on the formation of public welfare, social cohesion, the inclusion of marginalized groups
and assistance to the excluded, the balance between adjacent territories, security, creation of new
entrepreneurial culture, social entrepreneurship, the combination of public, private and voluntary
sources of funding, and job creation.

The paper analyses approaches to the formation of the social economy, in particular of the sectors
of economy and types of economic activity in Poland, other European countries and in Ukraine.

Furthermore, the concept of social economy development in conditions of cross-border cooperation
through diffusion of knowledge, creation and dissemination of social innovations for overcoming
of social problems, reduction of imbalances and prevention of conflicts is presented.

Religious and Social Dimensions of Education at Folk Catholic University of the Archdiocese
in Przemysl (2000-2003)/

In the 1990s in Poland, at the initiative of the Polish Bishops’ Conference, folk universities were cre-
ated, aiming at educating adult population of villages and small towns. For three years (2000-2003)
the Folk Catholic University of the Archdiocese in Przemysl was active, with four branches in Jarostaw,
Krosno, Lesko and tanicut. During this time 181 students were educated there. The curriculum widely
used activating methods. Curriculum was prepared in a form of a modular program of a helical con-
figuration, which allowed for great flexibility in selection of the material. The first cycle contained
all the teaching material in basic outline, the second cycle deepened the knowledge, and the last
one broadened the scope of information. It should be noted that within each cycle the material was
arranged in a linear layout, while the spiral configuration concerned only the repeatability of the con-
tentin subsequent cycles. Such layout of the content was beneficial for this type of the folk university
audience, because at each stage they are able to participate in the classes.

International Cooperation of Local Governments in South-Eastern Poland with Ukrainian
Partners - the Study Outline/

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The article presents a theoretical and methodological framework for planned research of Polish-
Ukrainian cooperation of borderland communities, based on recently realised research project
concerning international cooperation of local communities in Poland, Slovakia, Czechia, Hungary
and Romania (A. Nijander-Dudziriska et al., 2016). The diagnosis of the state of institutionalised
cooperation between the two countries may lead to practical conclusions useful for sociologists,
local governments and, in the long run, their inhabitants. Based on recent research, international
cooperation can be measured both quantitatively and qualitatively. In A. Nijander-Dudzinska et al.
(2016), web engines research and statistical analysis were used to determine factors that influence
occurrence and intensity of international cooperation. From qualitative perspective it is possible to
investigate mechanisms of cooperation in particular cases. As in A. Dudzinska-Nijander’s research
for “Blisko i kulturalnie” report (2016), such research could provide a number of good practices
which can be implemented in other parts of the country.

Despite a slightly different context of cooperation of Polish communities with their Visegrad and
Ukrainian counterparts, a research showing the state of the cooperation should provide data cru-
cial to understanding and improving relations between Polish and Ukrainian communities.

W opar-
ciu o doswiadczenia tych badan mozna przyja¢, ze wspotpraca miedzynarodowa moze by¢ mie-
rzona w sposéb zaréwno ilosciowy, jak i jakosciowy. W badaniu A. Nijander-Dudzinskiej i in. (2016),
analiza informacji o wspoétpracy znajdujacych sie w Internecie oraz analiza statystyczna zostaty wy-
korzystane do okreslenia czynnikdw majacych wptyw na wystepowanie, intensywnos¢ i dziedziny
wspotpracy. Z perspektywy jakosciowej mozliwe jest przyjrzenie sie mechanizmom i uwarunkowa-
niom wspétpracy w konkretnych przypadkach. Stanowi to podstawe do sformutowania dobrych
praktyk, ktére mozna nastepnie stosowac w innych spotecznosciach.

Pomimo odmiennych kontekstow wspotpracy polskich samorzaddéw lokalnych z ich wyszehradz-
kimi i ukrainskimi odpowiednikami, badanie ukazujace stan wspotpracy powinno dostarczy¢ da-
nych istotnych dla zrozumienia oraz poprawy relacji miedzy polskimi i ukrairfiskimi samorzadami
terytorialnymi.

The Wellbeing Effect of the Cross-border Neighboorhood for Communities and Households in
Subcarpatian and Lviv - a Comparative Spatial Approach/

Efekty Sasiedzwa Transgranicznego dla Dobrostanu Indywidualnego i Spotecznosci Lokalnych

The main goal of the study was to explore the relationship between community and individual
well-being accounting for the specificity of its context which is the residential neighbourhood area
along the Polish-Ukrainian border (within 50 km perimeter on both sides). Its major objective was to
verify empirically the hypothesis that “location / border matters”- for both individual and community
wellbeing - due to the formal and informal economic activities taking place across border. The ques-
tion about the role of “place” and “space” in affecting the quality of life and well-being was extended
in the analysis by the issue of cross-level interaction between the community and individual (subjec-
tive) measures of wellbeing, using data from two types of sources. One was public statistics (PL - Lo-
cal Data Bank, UA - Rayon Database) to construct measures covering variations among communities
(communes or sub-areas). Other was survey of households conducted in 13 districts of Subcarpatian
voivodship (410 households) and in 8 sub-areas in Lviv area (382 households).



The preliminary results with Correspondence Analysis, OLS linear regression, and the Multinomial
Logistic Regression confirmed several implications (working hypotheses) of the above hypothesis.
[Generally, results of the analysis proved to be more homogenous for households “within 50 km” are-
as across the border, than between them and households “outside the borderland”, within a country.]

An explicitly spatial analysis confirmed, first, a tendency to creation of clusters among households by
particular measures of well-being (autocorrelation, using Moran’s ). It was followed by Spatial Regres-
sion (lag spatial model) to check the spatial dependence and to assess the influence of the selected
qualities of the community (commune, sub-area) on the above tendencies.

Summarizing, the results support the view that “cross-border residential neighbourhood” has signifi-
cantimpact on individual and community wellbeing, and on interaction between them. [For instance,
autoregressive coefficient Rho shown to be positive and high]. Some restraint must be emphasized,
however, in drawing the conclusions for policy purposes, given a narrow scope of this study. But the
methodological advantages of the spatial approach deserve to be further pursued in a comparative
perspective.

Wstepne wyniki Analizy Korespondencji, regresji liniowej (OLS) i wielomianowej regresji logistycz-
nej potwierdzity szereg implikacji (hipotez roboczych) powyzszej hipotezy. [Ogdlnie, wyniki analizy
wskazujg na wieksze podobienstwo wsréd gospodarstw domowych «w obszarze 50 km», niz miedzy
nimi a gospodarstwami domowymi w obszarze «poza-granicznym», w obrebie kraju.]

Analiza przestrzenna z kolei potwierdzita, po pierwsze, tendencje do klastrow wsréd gospodarstw
domowych wg poszczegélnych miar dobrostanu (autokorelacja, z wykorzystaniem wspoétcz. | Mo-
rana). Natomiast regresja przestrzenna (model opdznienia przestrzennego) potwierdzita zaleznosci
przestrzenne i pozwolita na ocene wptywu wybranych cech spotecznosci (gminy, podrejonu) na po-
wyzsze tendencje.



Podsumowujac, wyniki popieraja poglad, ze «sasiedztwo transgraniczne» ma znaczacy wpltyw na
dobrobyt 0séb i spotecznosci lokalnych, oraz na wzajemng interakcje tych miar. [Na przyktad wspot-
czynnik autoregresji Rho okazat sie dodatni i duzy]. Nalezy jednak podkresli¢ pewne ograniczenia w
wycigganiu wnioskéw dla potrzeb polityki w tym zakresie, ze wzgledu na waski zakres tego badania.
Jednakze metodologiczne zalety zastosowanego podejicia przestrzennego wskazuja na zasadnos¢
jego dalszego rozwijania w ramach perspektywy poréwnawczej.

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The formation of a new geopolitical strategy for the development of Ukraine as a European state
oriented towards European values and democracy, involves deep radical changes in the country itself
in the path of reforming political and economic systems. The development of new educational strat-
egies aimed at modernizing the system of higher education and its painless entry into the European
educational space is not less important for Ukraine. Among the EU member states, the experience
of the strategic partner of Ukraine, Poland, which in modern conditions is one of the leaders in at-
tracting foreign students to the national educational programs, is especially important. Among the
contingent of foreign students in 2015-2016 academic year, the citizens of Ukraine were prevalent
(53% or 30 thousand students), and this tendency is expected to increase. According to the forecasts
of specialists until 2020, the number of foreign students in Poland should increase up to 5%.

Openness of the educational space with the acquisition by Ukraine of the associate member status
of the EU will still increase. Good opportunities for international co-operation and cross-border co-
operation are being opened for Ukrainian, as well as for Polish higher education institutions. Among
the priorities there are the following: the maximum use of the potential of international exchange
programs for students and teachers (Erasmus+), the opening of bachelor and master’s programs joint
with the Polish side, with possible dual diplomas, overcoming the obstacles to employment, and
resolving issues of mutual recognition (notification) of diplomas at the state level.

Undoubtedly, certain obstacles and difficulties will arise, in particular, the problem of non-return of
Ukrainian graduates with Polish diplomas to the home country. According to optimistic projections
of the Ministry of Education of Ukraine, the rate of return is only 30%, however according to sociolog-
ical researches it is as low as 10-15%. In our opinion, the solution to this problem lies in the level of
Ukraine’s expansion of its economic and scientific potential, in overcoming corruption and openness
of its own labour market for the recruitment of specialists with European higher education diplomas.

Trading Across Borders. Technology Gains in Trade Facilitation/

Handel ponad granicami. Nowe technologiczne utatwiajace handel

In the era of digital advancement and constant innovation, international trade has greatly benefitted
from the development and integration of various electronic interfaces. Aspiring to advance cross-bor-
der trade through the use of digital technologies and electronic services, the World Customs Organi-
zation (WCO) declared 2016 the Year of Digital Customs. The WCO placed a special emphasis on the
coordination of customs activities such as automated customs clearance systems, implementation of



single windows as well as improvement of electronic information exchange. The goal of these activ-
ities is to promote the free flow of information and increase transparency while improving the effi-
ciency of day-to-day trade processes. Adding to this effort, the Doing Business trading across borders
indicators’set measures technological advancement in the area of trade facilitation by collecting data
on the time and cost of customs clearance and inspections procedures. For the first time this year,
the indicators collect data on the use and advancement of single windows around the world. For this
purpose, Doing Business defines a single window as a system that receives trade-related information
and disseminates it to all the relevant governmental authorities, thus systematically coordinating
controls throughout trade processes. The new data on single windows capture the different levels of
their integration and digitalization.

W erze postepu cyfryzacji i ciagtej innowacji, handel miedzynarodowy w duzym stopniu skorzystat
na rozwoju i integracji réznych interfejséw elektronicznych. Widzac rozwdéj handlu transgranicznego
dzieki technologii cyfrowej i ustugom elektronicznym, Swiatowa Organizacja Celna (WCO) ogtosita
rok 2016 Rokiem Cyfrowej Stuzby Celnej. WCO potozyta szczegdlny nacisk na koordynacje dziatan cel-
nych takich jak zautomatyzowane systemy odprawy celnej, wdrozenie koncepcji Jednolitego Okna,
a takze poprawe elektronicznej wymiany informacji. Celem tych dziatan jest promowanie swobod-
nego przeptywu informacji i zwiekszenie przejrzystosci przy jednoczesnej poprawie efektywnosci
codziennych proceséw handlowych.

Dodatkowo te dziatania okresla wskaznik handlu transgranicznego Doing Business, ktory mierzy po-
step technologiczny w obszarze utatwient handlowych poprzez gromadzenie danych dotyczacych
czasu i kosztu procedur odprawy celnej i inspekgji. Po raz pierwszy w tym roku wskazniki gromadza
dane na temat wykorzystania i rozwoju Jednolitych Okien na catym $wiecie. Doing Business defi-
niuje Jednolite Okno jako system, ktéry odbiera informacje o handlu i rozpowszechnia je wszystkim
wiasciwym organom rzgdowym, a tym samym systematycznie koordynuje kontrole w trakcie proce-
sow handlowych. Nowe dane dotyczace Jednolitych Okien rejestruja rézne poziomy ich integracji i
digitalizacji.

Transboundary cooperation between Ukraine and Poland in the agrarian sector is an objective pro-
cess with the condition of integration of the local economy into the global economy. Inter-regional



relations and foreign economic activity are developing, with joint ventures, holdings, and unions
being created. This tendency is inherent to the countries having common borders, such as Ukraine
and Poland in particular.

We consider the prospective directions of cooperation between Ukraine and Poland in the agrarian
sector in formation of a coherent agrarian policy, the Common Agricultural Market, creation of a free
trade area in the border regions, establishment of joint investment programs; improvement of the
investment climate through preferential taxation of agricultural production; development of mech-
anisms for joint support of innovative activity of agricultural enterprises, farms, individual farms by
regional authorities and local self-government bodies, etc.

As a result of this study, the main directions of Ukrainian-Polish cooperation and formation of rela-
tions between the two states in the field of agriculture in the border territories have been established,
the problems of transboundary cooperation between Ukraine and Poland in the agrarian sector have
been were elucidated, which are presented in the form of barriers that hinder the active cooperation
of the mentioned countries, as well as the areas of transboundary cooperation between Ukraine and
Poland in the agrarian sector have been proposed. The cooperation between Ukraine and Poland in
the agrarian sector will contribute to the economic development of both countries.

The Polish Card as a Tool for Migration of Ukrainian Youth to Poland/

Karta Polaka jako narzedzie migracji mtodziezy ukrainskiej do Polski

The problem of migration is present in many countries and is a complex phenomenon. It involves
open borders, the acceptance of cultural diversity, and the desire to improve the material status. In
the 20™ century Poland has undergone several intense phases of external and internal migration,
and as a result at the beginning of the 215 century some 16 million Poles, younger and older, were
scattered all around the world. About 900 thousand people of Polish descent live in Ukraine. Nowa-
days, many young Ukrainians are eager to leave Ukraine for EU countries. The authors undertook re-
search attempting to address the migration of young Ukrainians to Poland. The study was conducted
among students from Ukraine studying at PWSTE in Jarostaw.

Exploring the reason for the migration of Ukrainian youth to Poland is to make the thesis that it is the
most accessible way of learning in Poland, and that the Card is an excellent tool for achieving these
goals.

The Cardholder is exempted from the obligation to obtain a work permit; has the right to under-
take and conduct business activities in the same way as Polish citizens; can benefit from health care
system; had free admission to state museums; can obtain allowances at travels with accompanying
funds; as well as can participate in research and development work.

Problem migracji wystepujacy wspodtczesnie w Swiecie dotyczy wielu panstw i jest ztozonym zjawi-
skiem. Wiaze sie z otwarciem granic, akceptacja réznorodnosci kulturowej i checia jej poznania oraz
dazeniem do polepszenia statusu materialnego. Polska nalezy do panstw, ktére w XX wieku przeszty
przez kilka faz intensywnych migracji zewnetrznych i wewnetrznych doprowadzito to do tego, ze
na poczatku XXI wieku ok 16 milionéw Polakéw i oséb polskiego pochodzenia zyje w 79 krajach na
swiecie. Na Ukrainie zyje okoto 900 tysiecy oséb polskiego pochodzenia. Wspétczesnie wielu mto-
dych Ukraincéw chetnie wyjezdza z Ukrainy do krajow Unii Europejskiej. Autorki podjety badania
prébujace ustali¢ przyczyny migracji mtodych Ukrairicow do Polski. Badania przeprowadzone zostaty
wsréd studentdw z Ukrainy studiujacych w PWSTE w Jarostawiu.

Badajac przyczyny migracji mtodziezy ukrainskiej do Polski mozna postawic¢ teze, iz powodem tej
migracji jest przede wszystkim podjecie bezpfatnej nauki w Polsce oraz polepszenie warunkéw



bytowych czyli migracja zarobkowa, a Karta Polaka jest doskonatym narzedziem umozliwiajacym
osiagniecie tych celéw. Jak wykazaty badania gtéwnym narzedziem utatwiajacym migracje z Ukrainy
do Polski jest posiadanie Karty Polaka.

Posiadacz Karty Polaka jest zwolniony z obowiazku posiadania zezwolenia na prace na zasadach
okreslonych w odpowiedniej ustawie; ma prawo do podejmowania i wykonywania dziatalnosci go-
spodarczej na takich samych zasadach jak obywatele polscy; korzystania ze Swiadczen opieki zdro-
wotnej; bezptatnego wstepu do muzedw panstwowych; ulg przy przejazdach srodkami publiczne-
go transportu zbiorowego; podejmowania odbywania studiéw, studiéw doktoranckich oraz innych
form ksztatcenia, a takze uczestniczenia w badaniach naukowych i pracach rozwojowych.

One of the requirements of projects implemented under programmes which support cross-bor-
der cooperation is preparation and implementation of projects in a cross-border partnership. The
principle was also binding under the Cross-Border Cooperation Programme Poland-Belarus-Ukraine
2007-2013, Measure 3.2. Local communities’initiatives, under which so-called umbrella projects were
launched. Partners within each project had to provide members in one of the following partnerships:
Polish-Ukrainian, Polish-Belarusian or Polish-Belarusian-Ukrainian. During the EU programming peri-
od 2007-2013, 6 umbrella projects were contracted. The purpose of the paper is to present the im-
portance of a partnership, the role of the leading partner, as well as partners participating in the pro-
ject. The indicted problem will be presented based on the analysis of one of the partnerships which
were established to implement the project titled “Cross-border cooperation for the health tourism
sector in the Polish-Ukrainian borderland”. The project consisted of 12 micro-projects which were
realized by 10 institutions from Poland and 11 from Ukraine, i.e. non-governmental organizations,
2 local governments and 2 educational institutions. The presentation of the role of partnerships
and partners involved in the project implementation is important due to the fact that partnership is
a necessary element, which makes it possible to establish a cross-border co-operation within EU pro-
grammes and thus obtain EU co-financing. Also, at the stage of project implementation, the partner-
ship and quality of its management affect achievement of assumed results. The problem presented
in the paper will be described on the basis of the programming documents as well as those related
directly to the project.



Jednym z wymogoéw projektéw realizowanych w ramach programéw wspierajacych wspétprace
transgraniczna jest przygotowanie i realizacja projektéw w transgranicznym partnerstwie. Zasada
ta obowigzywata réwniez w ramach Programu Wspotpracy Transgranicznej Polska-Biatorus-Ukraina
2007-2013, dziatanie 3.2. Inicjatywy spotecznosci lokalnych, w ramach ktérego przygotowywano
tzw. projekty parasolowe. Partnerzy w ramach kazdego projektu musieli zapewnic jeden z nastepu-
jacych sktadoéw cztonkowskich w ramach partnerstwa: polsko-ukrainski lub polsko-biatoruski lub
tez polsko-biatorusko-ukrainski. W okresie unijnego programowania 2007-2013 zakontraktowano
6 projektow parasolowych. Celem referatu jest przedstawienie zaznaczenia partnerstwa, roli part-
nera wiodacego oraz partneréw uczestniczacych w realizacji projektu. Do przedstawienia wskaza-
nego problemu postuzy analiza jednego z partnerstw zawigzanych na potrzeby realizacji projektu
pn. Wspétpraca transgraniczna na rzecz turystyki uzdrowiskowej pogranicza polsko-ukrainskiego.
Projekt ten sktadat sie z 12 mikroprojektéw, realizowanych przez 10 instytucji z Polski i 11 z Ukrainy,
tj. 17 organizacji pozarzadowych, 2 samorzady lokalne oraz 2 placéwki oswiatowe. Przedstawie-
nie roli partnerstwa oraz partneréw uczestniczacych w realizacji projektu jest o tyle istotne, gdyz
partnerstwo z jednej strony jest elementem koniecznym bez ktérego nie ma mozliwosci rozwijania
wspotpracy transgranicznej wspieranej w ramach programéw unijnych, a tym samym uzyskania
dofinansowania. Z kolei na etapie realizacji projektu partnerstwo i jakos¢ zarzadzania nim wptywa
na osiagniecie zaktadanych rezultatéw.

Do przedstawienia opisanego problemu postuzg dokumenty programowe oraz projektowe wskaza-
nego przedsiewziecia.

Determinants of Effectiveness of Cross-border Collaboration Between Higher Education
Institutions: Case Study Poland-Ukraine/

The aim of the article is to define areas of cross-border collaboration between higher education in-
stitutions (HEI) of Poland and Ukraine, and to specify factors that favour or block the effectiveness of
this collaboration. The work will be divided into three parts. In theoretical field we will present basic
concepts and identify areas of cross-border collaboration in the field of scientific and educational
activities. In the empirical part, using the force field analysis technique, we will present the results of
research carried out in the state higher education institutions of the Podkarpackie Region of the Lviv
Oblast. Research will focus on factors that favour or block effective cross-border collaboration. The
added value of research findings will be of practical qualities that will help to improve the collabora-
tion in the field of higher education.

Integration of People with Disabilities to the Museum Environment/

In this article, the process of international cooperation of museums and adjustment to the needs of
people with special needs, as well as adoption of world experience by Ukrainian museums is studied.
One of the promising areas of museum activity in Ukraine is the gradual implementation of projects
for people with special needs. Such projects are in demand today, as evidenced by the global expe-
rience, in particular, in neighbouring Poland. The social role of this work is the need to overcome the
barriers that arise between people whose opportunities are limited and the rest of the society. The
aim of this paper is to analyze the implementation of the projects of cooperation between museums
and the disabled people in the world and in Ukraine, as well as to highlight the main features for
creation of the exhibition for the blind and visually impaired visitors. Particular attention is paid to
the adaptation of the museum space for visually impaired visitors. In addition to creating special ex-
hibitions for them, it is important to introduce tactile elements to the permanent exposition, as well
as to create annotations in Braille font and introduce audio guides. Ukrainian museums are now on
the way leading to integration of people with disabilities into the cultural environment, relying on
the best world experience. The object of research is the current state of development of cooperation
of museums of Ukraine with the disabled in comparison with world experience and perspectives of
future work in this direction. Despite the obstacles and difficulties in organizing museum exhibitions
for people with disabilities, their organization and conduct should become the priority in the devel-
opment of the museum business in Ukraine.

Social Adaptation of Ukrainian Students at Higher Educational Institutions in Poland: Actual

Challenges/

In recent years in Poland, the growth of the number of Ukrainian students in both public and private
higher educational institutions has been recorded. The attractiveness of Polish higher education is
determined by several factors. Firstly, as a member of the European Union, Poland implements the
latest educational technologies, constantly updates and modernises curricula in accordance with the
requirements of the labour market, and flexibly responds to social needs. Secondly, potential Ukrain-
ian students are attracted by the proper logistical support of the educational process, lecture rooms,
laboratories and research centres equipped with modern devices. Thirdly, Poland is open to students
who want to learn not only in the country of study, but also to take on a wide range of international
exchange and internship programs. Fourth, Poland is involved in a number of international cross-bor-
der cooperation programs and is interested in close collaboration and international cooperation,



including in the field of education, with the countries bordered in the East. Receiving by Ukraine, in
particular, the visa free regime with the EU, is a good opportunity for young people not only to study
in Poland, but also to acquire knowledge and skills in interethnic communication, and to build their
own career in accordance with their own expectations and acquired knowledge.

However, there is a number of social adaptation challenges that Ukrainian students face in Poland.
Ignorance of language, laws, conditions and requirements of residence are often those obstacles
that at first can make difficulties for young people. Research shows that the process of adaptation is
along-term process that, in case of foreign students, can take up from one to two years. The experience
of the State Higher School of Technology and Economics in Jarostaw shows that in case of under-
licensed (baccalaureate) programs, it is desirable to reduce the length of the adaptation process
to a maximum of 0.5-1 year, and in the best case to 3-4 months. This, in particular, is facilitated by
the traditional open door days for potential entrants from Ukraine, informing them about the terms
of admission and the list of specialities translated into Ukrainian and available on the university’s
website, along with courses of Polish language at the educational institution. An important element
of social adaptation is the participation of the leadership and university teachers in trade fairs held
in Ukraine, as well as integration meetings and joint recreational activities of Polish and Ukrainian
students, aimed at forming a common We as a united educational community.

Ukraine's Cross-border Cooperation with EU Countries as a Basis for the Development of the
Carpathian Euroregion/

The article analyses the current state of cooperation between Ukraine and the countries of the
European Union within the framework of the Carpathian Euroregion. The main priority directions of
Euroregional cooperation are defined: the development of the modern economic structure of the
region, the increase of inflow of foreign capital, the sharing of energy resources, the implementation
of regional development programs, the production of competitive products; the development of
health care system, social and cultural protection; the development of tourism, the development
of transport communication in the Carpathian Euroregion; strengthening European and Atlantic co-
operation, etc.

It is emphasized that the positive sides of the creation of the interregional association “Carpathian
Euroregion” are partnership relations with the Subcarpathian Military of Poland, Slovakia, Romania,
Hungary, the regions of the Czech Republic and Germany.

From the point of view of the new possibilities development in cross-border cooperation within the
Carpathian Euroregion, a number of problems are presented, which hinder its full functioning: too
large territorial scale, which causes difficulties in multilateral contacts within the association; incon-
sistency of competences of national parties, caused by different systems of administrative-territorial
organization in five states; lack of single sources of financing for the whole Carpathian Euroregion
within the framework of the European Union cooperation programs; insufficient economic compo-
nent in implemented cross-border projects.



An answer aiming at overcoming the above-mentioned problems of the development of cross-bor-
der cooperation of the regional association “Carpathian Euroregion’, as it is emphasized by the au-
thor, is the creation of a new EU operational program “Carpathian Horizon” for the Carpathian region
in the 2014-2020 financial perspective. The proposals on implementation of the “Carpathian Hori-
zon" operational program are presented, namely: construction of effective cooperation structures;
creation of mechanisms for coordination of interregional partnership; establishing a strategy for
a cross-border Carpathian region with the use of EU funds.

Transboundary Biosphere Reserve “Roztochya” will ensure preservation of the richness of biodiversi-
ty, ecosystem and landscape diversity, will impact sustainable development of the region and fulfil-
ment of logistic functions. Biosphere reserve will contribute to the improvement of the efficiency of
joint efforts in following international environmental legislation and ensuring stable development
within the eastern borders of the European Union. Preservation of natural ecosystems of the Main
European Watershed in Roztochya constitutes a component within the tasks of the Pan-European
ecological network.

There is a sufficient potential for economic and human development which is socio-culturally and
ecologically sustainable. There are numerous positive examples of traditional sustainable land and
forest usage in historical aspect including interesting and rich history, ethnographic peculiarities
of the region, favourable geographical location in the central part of Europe, favourable landscape
and climatic conditions for the development of recreational and tourism activities; unique his-

Earnings - Emigration Citizens of Ukraine to Poland. Opportunities and Threats/

Emigracja zarobkowa obywateli Ukrainy do Polski. Szanse i zagrozenia

This article describes the problem of Ukrainian citizens migrating to Poland. Trips to work in a for-
eign country bring about both positive and negative consequences. Work in a foreign country results
in a change in the individual’s social status, often constitutes a improvement in the material wealth
of the individual’s family and enforces contact with a new culture. The problems involved with im-
migration are quite complex and the consequences of such trips to work in foreign countries affect
both the individual immigrating to foreign land and individual members of the family, mainly a wife
and children. Moving to another country may negatively affect family relations, resulting in frequent
breakdown of marriages. A particularly detrimental consequence of such work-related travel af-
fects families with young children, as absent parents have limited contact with their children and, as
a result, do not take part in processes of their education and socialization.

Development of Renewable Energy in the Carpathian Euroregion: Perspectives and

Challenges /

The Carpathian Euroregion (Transcarpathian, Lviv, Ivano-Frankivsk and Chernivtsi regions) has a sig-
nificant potential for renewable energy, in particular hydropower, photovoltaic (solar) stations, wind
power, biomass energy and biogas.

Solar power is currently one of the most active and dynamic industries in the field of renewable
energy. This is caused by several economic and social incentives. Solar energy, unlike small hydro-
power and wind energy, does not arouse public opposition and environmental warnings. From the
economic point of view, this is the least conflicting industry of RES (no mechanical motors, relative-
ly cheap service). In the recent years in Lviv region two solar stations have been installed (Ralovka
village - 9 MW, Lake Ozerna - 10 MW, planned 40 MW). A little later, a solar station was launched in
Transcarpathia.

The second type of renewable energy is wind energy, which is most actively developed in the Lviv
region, with potential of 860 million kWh. There are 2 wind stations already installed: Old Sambir 1
and Old Sambir 2. (Capacity - 20.7 MW.).

The yield of hydropower is estimated at 5.03 billion kWh of electricity, which constitutes 61% of the
total potential of the Ukrainian hydropower industry. However, there are only 7 small hydroelectric
power stations with an annual production of 150 million kWh. Currently, only 3% of the energy po-
tential of mountain rivers in these areas is being used. Due to incorrect environmental approaches of
the projects and the lack of state policy in this area, there was a strong public opposition to the intro-
duction of small hydroelectric power stations on the mountain rivers of the Carpathian Euroregion.

Development of biomass energy remains a significant factor in the development of the RES of the
Carpathian Euroregion in the context of rural areas. Given the significant technical potential, as well
as the prospect of community mobilization, this field is the most important and virtually has no alter-
native in rural areas of up to 10 thousand people.

The region is abundant in resources, i.e. wood waste, straw cereals and corn, as well as has lots of free
ground areas available for cultivation of energy crops.

The harmonious development of all countries and regions of the European Union and Neighbouring
States is one of the most important factors determining future shape of the continent. The largest en-
largement in the EU’s history in 2004-2007 and strengthening cooperation within the framework of
the EU Neighbourhood Policy created the conditions for a number of new initiatives that bring new
ways of thinking about the socio-economic development of the EU. Best examples of such activities
are the four macro-regional strategies carried out by the EU.

The process of European integration is both an opportunity and a challenge, especially in terms of
building a European area of equal opportunities, safety and prosperity. To achieve these objectives,
it is particularly important to correctly diagnose the characteristics of these countries and regions,
which - in terms of standard of living of the residents and level of socio-economic development —
fall short of the EU average.

Therefore the article aims at presenting the perspectives of the Carpathian region development with
the use of macro-regional platform as the tool of coordinating activities of all stakeholders in order to
obtain the added value to the regional development.

The article presents preconditions for the EU macroregional strategy development for the Carpathian
region, its potential priorities and mechanism of implementation of the initiative with the roadmap
for the concerned institutions, as well as the results of its implementation for the regional develop-
ment in the Carpathian Euroregion.

Value Orientations and Social Status Aspirations of Frontier Teenagers in Eastern and Central
Europe in Terms of Economic Strategy of the Carpathian Euroregion Development/

This study deals with a comparative sociological analysis of values and social-status aspirations of
adolescents living at the border areas in Central and Eastern Europe. In particular, countries such as
Ukraine and Poland are considered in the study. The key issues of the article are based on a compar-
ative survey of teenage youth of lvavo-Frankivsk’s graduates (n=774) on the one side, and Ukrainian
citizens on the other side. Additionally, comparative study of social-status aspirations of adolescents
from Ukraine (Kharkiv (n=428), Drohobych (n=392)) and Poland (Zielona Gora (n=336); Rzeszow
(n=294)) based on international study «Youth on the border of Central and Eastern Europe» has been
discussed. The number of indicators devoted to the integral strategic perspective of the Carpathian
Euroregion development (for instance: the significance of own business and entrepreneurial initia-
tive; perception of the future; ability to assume responsibility; significance of higher education; com-
munities’ connections; territorial identity; etc.) have been analyzed. The trend of European-oriented
identity of teenagers’values is investigated in terms of effective means of the Carpathian Euroregion
development. The study proves that there are more common characteristics of value orientations



than differences among Ukrainian and Polish teenagers. In conclusion, value orientation is deter-
mined by the characteristics of the youth age, including influence of modern education on their con-
sciousness and communicational experience determined by the fact of living at “the borderland of
cultures and peoples” Taking into account the process of semantic transformation of the frontier
concept, it was argued that it could be epistemologically reasonable solution to interpret the findings
according to the value-semantic demarcation frame of social space, as long as territorial approach
(acceptable rather for industrial societies) is continually losing its theoretical and methodological sig-
nificance in terms of explanatory instrument of social structure as a whole, and a criterion of Central
and Eastern Europe frontier teenage communities structure in particular. The prospects for further
study of the subject are revealed.

Tourism in the Eastern Galicia During the Interwar Period: Historical-Economical Aspect/

After the restoration of the Polish state, the tourism became a very profitable business in the Eastern
Galicia. It was promoted by wonderful nature, beauty of the Eastern Carpathians and abundance of
cultural-historical centres. But the conditions for the development of tourism were unsatisfactory,
because of the late war and the fact that earlier, under Austrian occupancy, the tourist capabilities of
the Eastern Galicia were never developed. Austrian government promoted other parts of the empire
as tourist attractions.

At the verge of Polish independence the most important problems of the tourism were: the lack
of good connection (especially with mountain areas), poor hotel conditions, undeveloped health
resorts (the absence of water, poor medical service), unorganized tourism, the lack of credits, few
guides and maps (especially in foreign languages).

The merger impacted all problems of the tourist development till 1931. There were different tourist
and ethnographical public organizations (The department of the Polish Tatra Mountain Association
and Polish Ethnographical Society, “Orbis” travel agency, the Lviv History Society). Their efforts aimed
at popularization of tourism in the Eastern Galicia, recovery of tourists routes, training guides. But
lack of finances hindered the growth of tourist business.

Beginning from 1931 the state authorities paid great attention to the development of tourism.
In 1935 the Tourism Supporting League was established. At the same time the number of health
resorts increased, the service improved, new railway lines reaching tourist destinations were opened.
That's why the member of tourists in the Eastern Galicia increased to 359759 in 1936 (in 1931 this
number was only 198017). Hearth resorts in the Eastern Galicia began to compete with foreign ones,
especially that prices were very competitive, while tourist base offered comparable standard.

The present-day level of University training is determined by not only the scientific and educational
attainments of this or that higher school, but the potentialities of its integration into world intellec-
tual space, exchange of specialists in various scientific disciplines, and participation in grant projects.

The L'viv lvan Franko National University has signed about two dozens of treaties with Polish insti-
tutions of higher learning, viz. universities of Warsaw, Wroctaw, Jagiellonian University, those of Sile-
sia, Opole, Lublin, Rzeszéw, Gdansk, Poznan, Pedagogical University of Cracow, higher pedagogical
schools of Kielce, Czestochowa a.o.

The university cooperation was promoted by the formation in Lviv of the Polish Academy of Sciences
Scientific Centre and that of the National Academy of Sciences of Ukraine in Warsaw (1997).

Since the year 2000, Lviv and Warsaw have been organising, on an alternate basis, the Lviv-Warsaw
Seminar “The Philosophy of Science” whose participants are lecturers and scholars of the universities
of Lviv and Warsaw. Intellectual forces from various universities in Ukraine, Poland and other coun-
tries are involved in the Seminar as well.

The Pedagogical University of Cracow, in conjunction with the University of Lviv, holds a series of
Ukrainian-Polish scientific conferences “Lviv: City — Society — Culture” (Lviv-Cracow: the Cities’ Dia-
logue in a Historical Retrospective). Simultaneously, with their participation, a cycle of scientific sem-
inars “Poland, Germany, Ukraine: the Road to Common Europe” is organized together with German
partners.

A new form of cooperation resulted in organization of Lviv University Days in the University of
Wroctaw (June 2009), and Wroctaw University Days in the University of Lviv (May 2010).

The founders of the Galician co-operative movement are V. Nagirnyi, who as early as in 1883 created
the co-operative society “Narodna Torgivlia” (“National Trade”), which bought agricultural products
and sold them without any dealers, supporting peasants in such a way, and Y. Olesnytskyi, who in
1899 founded the co-operative society “Silskyi Hospodar” (“Rural Host"), where peasants were taught
literacy and mastered new methods of farming. It should be also mentioned that as a result of co-
operative movement, the union of intellectuals and peasantry concentrated on the national ideas
emerged, which, in fact, led to social consolidation and caused polarization of the peasantry that
became a strong social force, with a clear national position. In the process of organization of coop-
erative societies, intellectuals faced two main tasks: an economical one, to support rural areas and



their inhabitants, and a cultural and educational one. The second task was of prime value: educated
peasants would be able to take better care of themselves, which became the basis of their social
wellbeing.

Thus, Ukrainian co-operative movement was a form of Galician people’s economical self-defence and
became a way of struggle against ignorance and political indifference of the peasantry. The co-opera-
tive movement was, as an idea, an instrument of consolidation of the intellectuals with the peasantry.
Finally, the peasantry got support, which they had not been able to count on during struggle against
landlords in mid-nineteenth century. So the peasantry, from an oppressed and heterogeneous mass
developed into a national-conscious social layer, and together with the intellectuals, began to show
their social activity in fight for their own economical well-being. At that moment the peasants be-
come a social force, which took an active part in the political life of the region, with a clear nation-
al position, a force participating in forming of the bases of Galicia’s socio-economical and political
prosperity, considering it a stronghold of the Ukrainian idea that, in its turn, set a goal to unite all
Ukrainian lands in one country.

Polish-Ukrainian Historical Dialogue. Barriers and Challenges/

The main reason is that it has been under the pressure of historical policy which, in turn, is under the
influence of resentments and nationalistic tendencies.

It is professional historians’ duty to face and oppose the instrumentalization of history. The dialogue,

then, should be grounded in the following principles:

—_

. Acceptance of equality of participants and rejection of protectionism. The problem becomes seri-

ous in cases of past national or religious differences. accompanied by social barriers.

. Equality of different narrations. Witnesses of the same historical event may report it in different

ways and it does not mean that some of them are lying. Diversity of narrations adds to the recon-
struction of the past. It should not lead to competition and rivalry.

.Empathy. Participants should seek mutual understanding of intentions, concerns and ways

of thinking while keeping in mind that “understanding” does not have to mean “agreement”. Even
in the situation of conflict and hostility it is better to understand than to misunderstand.

. Differences in perception of the past should be realised and explained but it is not necessary

to overcome them. It is particularly unreasonable to mutually “censor” the national pantheons.
More often than not, national heroes gained their glory fighting against neighbouring countries
and it is only natural for those neighbours to find those heroes irritating. However, this should not
be a reason to demand their removal from collective national memory.

. Acting bona fide. A dialogue should aim at mutual understanding instead of institutionalization

of prejudice.

Peculiarities of the Institutional Influence of Political Development of the Republic of Poland
on Ukraine/

The notion of institution can be understood as recurrent social and political practices, standardized
by a regulated system, which is determined by both internal and external regulations. Consequently,
we refer to institutions not only in case of specific, stable structures, such as parliament or political
parties, but also recurrent practices of the political life like elections, impeachment, co-habitation
and so on.

Ukraine and Poland as neighbouring countries are characterized by a centuries-old historical cooper-
ation, which was represented in different formats, but left a mark on each of the nations, in particular
on their traditions and cultures. The grounds for the analysis of the institutional influence is the fact
that both countries for a long period after the Second World War remained in the orbit of socialistic,



military-political, social-economic and cultural system. At the same time with the fall of the Berlin
Wall both countries initiated massive transformation processes aimed at building market economy
and liberal-democratic political system, and defined their instrumental aim —joining the European
structures. Ukraine at the mentioned stage additionally was trying to solve state-building tasks. In
this period the success of the Polish project was observed, what found its expression in Poland’s join-
ing the European Union in 2004 and successful formation of the market economy and consolidated
democracy. During this time Ukraine quite slowly pursued transformations, whereas many political
analysts interpreted its political regime as hybrid. Our task is to define the character, form and in-
struments of the institutional influence of the Republic of Poland on the political system of Ukraine.

If the upper point of the time scale can be specified quite easily - it is today, then the lower point,
as we suppose, must be defined as the period of 1988-1989. In particular at this time the political
restructuring of the USSR resulted in the process of liberalization. It found its manifestation in es-
tablishing of first informal non-governmental organizations and unions. The Polish trade union “Sol-
idarity’, which was a social-political movement, may be seen as initiator of the process. At the same
time almost all political parties were treated as model in their formation, activity and dissolution.
State institutions have also undergone this process of transformation. The individual direction Po-
land adopted was represented by the process of reforms, on national scale (the Balcerowicz plan)
and on sectoral scale, in horizontal (spheres) and vertical (centre, region, local level) dimensions. At
a later stage the functioning of the already transformed institutions came in the focus of attention,
with a wide spectrum of political processes at the national, regional and local levels. The channels of
influence may be divided into formalized and non-formalized ones. In the former case it is referred to
a wide spectrum of state-level programs, initiated by the Ukrainian part and targeted on numerous
projects supported by the international donors, and by the Polish part, where the beneficiaries were
Ukrainians. Informal influences result from contacts of various character between the Ukrainian citi-
zens and the people and institutions of the Republic of Poland.

As Ernest Renan stated in his famous lecture, nation is ‘a group of people united by a mistaken view
about the past and a hatred of their neighbours’ Basing on this statement, researchers may assume
close relations between national identity, historical memory and xenophobia. This thesis is very im-
portant for post-communist nations, which often have unquestioned burden of historical memory,
and often lack uninterrupted course of nation building or national identity development. Presented
paper is dedicated to studying relations between these three aspects on inter-national / inter-group
relations in Ukrainian society. Survey data from “Regional Studies: Sociological Analysis of Group
Identities and Hierarchies of Social Identities” was analyzed using structural equation modelling
(SEM), advanced multivariate statistical analysis technique, in order to test theoretical model. The
latter includes following hypotheses:



1) attitude towards Poles depends on level of radical nationalist attitudes;

2) level of respondent’s self-identification with Ukrainians doesn’'t impact xenophobia directly, only
mediated by level of radical nationalism attitudes;

3) historical memory is separate factor, which strengthens influence of radical nationalism on
xenophobia.

“Regional Studies: Sociological Analysis of Group Identities and Hierarchies of Social Identities” is
alongitudinal survey, which is carried out in Ukraine since 1994 (2" wave conducted in 1999, 3" wave
in 2004, 4" wave in 2010, 5" wave in 2015). The last wave was conducted with financial support of the
Petro Jacyk Educational Foundation (Ukraine), the Weiser Centre for Emerging Democracies, and the
Institute for Social Research, both at the University of Michigan (USA).

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The development of educational relations between Ukraine and Poland is facilitated by the Ukrainian
minority in the Republic of Poland and the Polish one in Ukraine. The public organizations in Poland
and Ukraine have common goals, such as mother tongue study, renaissance of the national self-con-
sciousness, support of the religious life, protection of political rights etc.

Creation of conditions for the development of educational relations between the two countries was
promoted by the signing on 18 May 1992 of the Treaty on the Cooperation in the Field of Education
and Science between the Polish and Ukrainian Ministries of Education.

The development of Polish-Ukrainian educational relations is connected with the activity of youth or-
ganizations in the Republic of Poland. The activation of their cooperation falls predominantly on the
period of the post-Orange Revolution events in Ukraine. The activity of Ukrainian and Polish schools
in the Republic of Poland and in Ukraine has made it possible for the national minorities to study
their mother tongues, culture, and history. Simultaneously, conditions were created for the in-depth
interest in the history of both nations’ past.

Upon the initiative of the Ivan Krypyakevych Institute of Ukrainian Studies at the National Academy
of Sciences of Ukraine, the Institute of Central and Eastern Europe was created as a scientists’ public
organization in Lviv. The development of educational relations is influenced by the activities of the
Ivan Franko National University of Lviv, the Ivan Franko Drohobych Teacher-Training University, Vasyl
Stefanyk Subcarpathian National University, Lesia Ukrayinka Volyn State University, Yuriy Fed’kovych
National University of Chernivtsi and other.

October of 2001 saw the opening in Lublin of the European Collegium of Polish and Ukrainian Univer-
sities founded on the initiative of the Ukrainian and Polish Presidents.

The development of educational and scientific relations has a positive impact on cultural cooperation
of Ukraine and Poland, helps to strengthen their ties and to study the historical past.

Analysis of the Polish-Ukrainian Historical Heritage of Commercial Practice in Area of the

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Cross-border cooperation involves the use of a common historical heritage. The study is based on
historical heritage that can help to develop an effective legal mechanism for restoring legal entity’s



solvency and to harmonize the legal and economic relations between Ukraine and Poland. In this
study we focus our attention on analysis of financial rehabilitation plan of Ukrainian Prosvita Soci-
ety that was drawn up in 1931. Ukrainian Prosvita Society was founded in Lviv in 1868, and was the
cultural and economic heart of the Ukrainian National Revival over the next seventy years. Several
Ukrainian Prosvita Society centres were located in the territory of modern Poland.

The analysis of the minutes of the General Meeting of Prosvita Company, that included an overview
of their activities and reviews of the most important accounts, assets and liabilities of Ukrainian Pros-
vita Society for the financial year ending 31 December 1913, shows that the Society was suffering
from the financial weakness that fatally affected its funds. In course of the analysis, the researcher
found out that the reasons for worsening of the financial situation since 1926 have been the Russian
occupation of Eastern Galicia during the First World War and the Great Depression. Financial rehabil-
itation plan of the Ukrainian Prosvita Society of 1931 meets modern international standards of law
and economics. The research describes the details of rehabilitation plan, namely: the circumstances
of the Debtor’s insolvency, reason and means/method to recover the business, list of the creditors,
order of creditors and contributory ranking on a debtor’s insolvency, the expiration date of the Plan,
details of any assets, liabilities and obligations owed by the Debtor.

The work proves the necessity of studying the historical experience, which may be helpful in attempts
to create an effective legal mechanism of restoring the legal entity’s financial solvency and to prevent
their forced liquidation in the context of cross-border cooperation between Ukraine and Poland.

Ukrainian-Polish Relations: Representation of Memory Meanings/

An active Polish-Ukrainian dialogue around complex issues of the past continues almost from the
moment when both countries acquired full sovereignty. Memory meanings are represented in social,
political and historical discourses. At the same time, memory meanings influence the character of the
social, political, and historical discourses.

Among the most difficult problems and most tragic pages in a long time of Ukrainian-Polish
confrontation, which broke out forcefully during the Second World War and remains the subject
of heated debate not only of professional historians but also of politicians and public figures, are
the 1943 Volyn events. These events caused and continue to cause significant social resonance,
controversial assessments and interpretations in Ukrainian and Polish historiography, and impact the
social and political life of both states and peoples, preventing the harmonious development of good-
neighbourly relations between them.

Despite the difficult relations between the two countries in different times (of dependence and
independence), Volyn tragedy is one of the most dramatic in the history of Ukrainian-Polish relations.
At the same time, if in the Ukrainian memory of war Volyn does not occupy a notable place, in Poland
it is in the centre of attention, and in the last decade Polish assessments of this Ukrainian-Polish
conflict have radicalized dramatically.

It is worth mentioning, that in the Polish society a discussion about tragic events in the western parts
of Ukraine during the Second World War began much earlier than in Ukraine.

Despite the complex interweaving of history, politics, and diplomacy, Poland is an important strategic
partner of Ukraine, and thus Both countries need to search for options of constructive interaction. The
real strategic partnership should be accompanied by the truth and not be held hostage of the past.

The relations between our peoples should be based on foundation of mutual understanding, on the
principle “Let’s forgive and ask for forgiveness".

The problem of refugees, which the European community has recently encountered, may be in-
creased if the number of immigrants from the Middle East and Africa is mixed with the Ukrainians,
who, unfortunately, often try to find semi-legal ways to emigrate from their motherland to the bor-
dering EU states. The reason for this was the Russian military aggression against Ukraine, which led to
temporary occupation of the territories and had a negative influence on the state economy: millions
of people lost their homes or property and their jobs. In these conditions, the Ukrainians refuse to ac-
cept their own national identity and obtain the desired status in the countries they arrive in evenille-
gally. This state of affairs is very disadvantageous both to Ukraine and to the neighbouring states. Be-
cause of the constant fear of being caught, newly arrived Ukrainian immigrants have large difficulties
in socializing with new societies and avoid any active intercultural communication with local people.
Thus, the above-mentioned problem leads to an outflow of qualified personnel from Ukraine, and the
EU countries face more problems with illegal migration. In order to stop this dangerous process, it is
necessary to deepen cross-border cooperation in the Carpathian region, which is mutually beneficial
to all the bordering states. The legitimate and effective ways of this cooperation are considered to be
as follows: the expansion of local (small) border traffic; the development of areas of science-inten-
sive industry; creating a positive image of the neighbours; cooperation between interparliamentary
groups, non-governmental organizations, mass media, scientific institutes, business associations, etc.
to increase the number of promising joint projects; the institutionalization of the work of this and
other scientific conferences by creating permanent working groups of scientists and experts who
would operate in accordance with the short-term and long-term plans, analyze the current processes
of cross-border cooperation in different spheres, develop proposals and analytical notes and submit
them to the state bodies and local self-government institutes in Ukraine and the neighbouring states.

Crime Prevention from a Cross-border Perspective /

Prewencja kryminalna w perspektywie transgranicznej

The need and desire for safety is one of the most important and fundamental problems in each per-
son'’s everyday life. The strive for enhancing safety in the modern world originated already from the
1960s. As it has been repeatedly shown in applicable literature, the term “safety” is understood di-
versely. Dictionary definitions are often based merely on intuitive understanding of this work. How-
ever, it is more important to define safety as a condition of things, persons or organisations. Jerzy
Konieczny asks: “Safe organisation - which means what?". And he answers this question: “Safe means
existing without custody (according to Linde’s dictionary). Nobody has to have custody of it, nobody
has to care about it, etc. Moreover, a safe organisation is certainly an organisation which >>does
not want<< anybody to take care of it, and to bother it with their care!Is it really possible for states,
regions or even local environments (villages, towns) to be such organisations?

The article brings up common security issues from a cross-border perspective. Crime prevention ac-
tivities are being conducted in both, Poland and Ukraine, in order to counteract crime and to improve
the cooperation between the police and citizens. Within the framework of the European Neighbour-
hood Instrument there is an opportunity to support joint initiatives aimed at reducing crime in the
border regions of Poland and Ukraine.

Preventive Actions against Smart Drugs in Poland and Ukraine - Legal and Educational
Aspects /

The problem of smart drugs is not new, but a fight against it is extremely difficult in many countries,
including Poland and Ukraine. There are many reasons for this. In recent years, manufacturers and
distributors of smart drugs have moved their sales to the Internet and therefore the access to them
is easier; there are still no effective legal regulations to fight the problem of smart drugs; preventive
actions carried out in schools seem to be insufficient, just like the level of children and adolescents
knowledge on smart drugs, as well as that of adults: parents, educators and teachers. The govern-

ments of both these countries are taking certain steps to fight smart drugs, among which prevention
is the most important one. There arises a question of complex solutions that would protect the
safety of young people who are most at risk of taking smart drugs. The problem requires systemic
actions, especially in Ukraine, because at present many various social actions against new drugs are
being taken in this country.

The Development of New Medicines of Domestic Production as an Important Element
of Social Pharmacy /

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People’s confidence in safety and health maintenance is an important element of social pharmacy.
Health care and pharmaceutical provision are important sectors of the state social policy. Their prop-
er functioning is very important. The incipience of pharmacy as an independent social institution is
characterized by the creation of research centres for the elaboration of medicines.

Therefore, under the guidance of Professor Groshovyj T.A., Doctor of Pharmaceutical Sciences (the
city of Ternopil) research on the elaboration of new medicines was conducted, while taking into ac-
count the ecological and social situation in Ukraine.

Medicines and biologically active food supplements are used to treat various disorders of the human
body and promote their healing and correction. However, the development of new medicines of
local production for different diseases and disorders of the human body requires further research
and studies of the issue. Therefore, the creation of highly effective medicines based on natural raw
materials, especially those of the animal origin, has become increasingly important. The issue of the
development of medicinal preparations which are based on animal raw materials, with the possibil-
ity of correcting destructive immunopathological processes which are adverse to human body, still
remains an important issue, like the search of effective ways of optimizing reparative tissue regener-
ation processes.



Cryolophilized porcine xenoderm is the source of structural proteins with a wide spectrum of bi-
ological activity. It has been established and confirmed that this object contains macro- and trace
elements, as well as a polypeptide, epidermal growth factor that accelerates tissue proliferation, and
affect cell taxis.

Furthermore, one of the most important components of the complex of biologically active substanc-
es of cryolophilized porcine xenoderm is amino acids, cysteine and methionine in particular, as well
as oxidative enzymes (peroxidase, cytochrome oxidase), whose biochemical, physical and chemical
mobilization is carried out with such trace elements as copper, zinc, cobalt and the others available
in this object. Besides, pig skin contains about 70% of collagen (without water and fat). It should be
noted that this xenoderms are rich in structural proteins (such as reticulin, elastin and keratin), as well
as other biologically active substances.

The research on issue of the effects of the origin and amounts of auxiliary substances was carried out
while taking into account the low pharmacological and technological properties of the cryophilized
porcine xenoderm.

Pills based on cryolophilized porcine xenoderm were obtained by using the method of direct com-
pression, which is fully economically viable considering all the parameters for factory production.
Besides, it is also necessary to note that those raw materials are not expensive.

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The zone of threats to social security is defined as the range of values of the indicator which causes
threatening processes in the social sphere and indicates the threat to social security, where the threat
itself is a state of social security indicator that characterizes existing and potential phenomena and
factors that may cause threatening processes in the social sphere, creating a danger to objects of
social security.

The reasons for updating threats to the social security of Ukraine in the political sphere should be
sought in the crisis of the social system that was struck by it and is characterized by a special stability
and severity of negative processes: social polarization, criminalization of social relations, growing
distrust of the population to state and social institutions.

The topical threats to the social security of Ukraine include the following groups: threats generated
by deficiencies and mistakes in politics and actions of state and political leaders and governmental
institutions; threats connected with national contradictions, conflicts of interests of the “centre” and
the regions, the violation of rights, freedoms and legitimate interests of citizens of any nationality,
interfaith and interethnic conflicts, etc.

The political factors of social security in the region include the fact that the emergence and devel-
opment of crisis phenomena in politics may give an impetus to the strengthening of regional dif-
ferentiation of social security levels when the representation of political preferences has a clearly



pronounced regional character. What should also be pointed out is the indirect influence of the eco-
nomic and geographical position of the region on the strengthening of differentiation of the political
orientation of the representatives of a single nation that reside in different regions of the country.

Despite the regional peculiarities of threats to the social security of Ukraine in the political sphere,
it should mainly focus on the analysis of corruption and the ineffective system of publicadministration.

The main ways of the state policy to provide social security in the field of political relations may be
to resolve existing contradictions in the system of power relations, to strengthen the capacity of the
state, political parties in regulating social development processes, and to create a sound political
and legal system of checks and balances.

The Impact of Labour Migration on the Economic and National Security of a State /

In the conditions of intense globalization, migration and amplification of international relations,
many societies encounter a variety of challenges, namely the problem of social security, formation
of the principles of tolerant interactions between different national groups, cultural exchange and
mutual enrichment, while preserving the essentials of their authentic cultures.

Modern European societies build their social policies on the principles of patience and ethnic toler-
ance. After Ukraine had signed the associate membership agreement with the EU, these processes
became significant to us as well. In this context, it is important to study a group of labour migrants
constituting a substantial part of the population of Ukraine and experiencing everyday contacts with
representatives of various European countries. According to foreign researches (A. Grzymata-Ka-
ztowska, S. Hungtington, S. Kastles), Ukrainian immigrants take the first place (in quantitative terms)
among different ethnic communities of labour migrants in Poland, and either of the first three places
by the number of immigrants in Italy, the Czech Republic and Portugal.

Labour migrants often cross the borders and find themselves in a situation of close contacts with rep-
resentatives of ethnic and national groups of the recipient country. Due to the great impact of labour
migration on the life of the world’s population in general and the Ukrainian population in particular,
it is necessary to find ways of solving the problems of economic security ensuring the conditions
of international circulation of labour resources.

The study of factors, tendencies, social and economic consequences and risks of labour migration
is important while establishing the priority directions of demographic policy in order to achieve the
main goals of state development.

The Search For a New Format of Social Security for Freelancers: Cross-Cultural Dimension /

Recently, due to the spread of freelance work, the issue of social security for freelancers as a new
socio-economic group has appeared in various countries, including Poland and Ukraine. This so-
cio-economic group is characterised by high mobility and adaptability to the latest information and
communication technologies. Freelance work is extraterritorial, however, its subjects are subject to
precarisation and numerous global risks. These risks share some features with other forms of employ-
ment and they also have specific characteristics, which are related to the features of freelance work
as a type of employment. There is a need for scientific substantiation of the principle of freelancers’
social security as an element of their social protection. Freelancers do not fit into the traditional sys-
tem of social protection inherent in workers of an industrial society because of the specific features

of their labour activity.

The principles of social security for various categories of the employed population in the social pro-
tection systems of different countries have features that are related to national and cultural factors.
The new format of social security cannot be limited to the recognition of the need to unify the social
security of freelancers (by common examples, standards). It is equally important to take into account
the features of social security in different countries whose citizens are engaged in freelance work. The
cross-cultural dimension includes, first of all, analysis based on parameters such as resource potential



of freelancers; socio-cultural conditions of emergence of critical situations in the lives of freelancers;
actual risks of freelance work in social networks, on blog platforms and freelance exchanges; cultural
variability of goals and methods of social policy in the field of employment; behavioural norms; cul-
tural characteristics (individualism-collectivism, contact / discourse cultures). The new format of so-
cial security for freelancers also includes a combination of social protection guaranteed by the state
and that provided by freelancers themselves.

The Ukrainian-Polish Cross-border Cooperation and Its Impact on the Population
Employment Rate /

The article analyzes the current state of Ukrainian-Polish cooperation and its impact on the level of
employment of the population. It is generally known that the problem of employment is extremely
relevant for both Ukraine and Poland. It is stressed by the author that every government wishes to
ensure full employment as, according to the classics of economic theory, it is combined with high
levels of social and personal consumption. Therefore, the importance of the social sphere and the
individual development of human resources is a priority in the development of economy, and the
provision to all individuals of reasonable access to equal opportunities for their own development is
of great importance in the process of stabilizing the economic development.

According to the analysis of official data of the State Statistics Service of Ukraine, the number of
economically active people aged 15 to 70 in the 1st quarter of 2017 amounted to 17.7 million on
average, compared with the same period in 2016 when it was 17.8 million people. Besides, the lev-
el of economic activity among people aged 15-70 was 61.4 % in 2017. It was investigated that the
number of unemployed people in 2017 amounted to 1.8 million, or 10.1 % of the economically active
population.

Based on the analysis of statistical data of the State Statistics Service of Ukraine, it is proven that the
employment problem is becoming more and more important for the state economy. It is determined
that the low level of wages and the lack of jobs make Ukrainians look for jobs abroad, in particular in
Poland. This is due to the phenomenon of social aging, which affects the supply of jobs.

It is noted by the author that, since 2014, there has been an increase in the number of Ukrainians on
the Polish labour market, which is evidenced by the dynamic increase in the number of invitations for
Ukrainian citizens from Polish employers.

It is determined that the new policy in the field of immigration is concentrated, first of all, on Ukrain-
ians and will become an effective solution to the Polish demographic problems. The main compo-
nents of this policy are outlined by the author, namely the focus on young qualified immigrants, the
suitability of immigration for the real needs of the labour market, the facilitation of everyday life for
the families of foreigners who work in Poland, and so on.

Women in the Military Conflict in the East of Ukraine /

KiHKn y 36poiiHoMy KOHONiKTi Ha Cxopai YKpaiHu

This presentation is the result of the Project In Memory of Lesya Kyzyk Research Project in Oral History:
Ukrainian Women in the Military Conflict in Eastern Ukraine (2014-2016) that was performed within
the scope of female oral historical studies. The biographical method of oral historical researches has
been applied. The biographical interview gives us a possibility to “see”a woman in the dichotomous
context of peace and war events. The biographical interview includes several key blocks:

The events before the war - revolution-war - return to the peaceful territory, and include the following
thematic subgroups:

a. Childhood;

b. Youth;

c. Professional activity;

d. Family;

e. Revolution of Dignity - War;
f. Being on the front line;

g. Military everyday life;

h. Return from ATO;

i. Analysis of military events.

So far, 40 women participating in ATO have been interviewed. We can distinguish two subgroups:
women who had had some military experience before the events of the revolution-war, and women
- civilians who had never been in military service (or, “those who took up arms for the first time” since
the beginning of the war in Ukraine). The aim of our research was mainly to capture as much as pos-
sible of the “fresh” impressions of these women about past events through the prism of presentation
in a biographical narrative. One of our tasks was to show how many different groups of women are
involved in the war. During the research, we tried to show the place and role of women in hostilities
and women'’s contribution to the development of survival practices in extreme conditions. The great-
est value in the war is to save lives and to survive. Therefore, the values of peaceful life often recede
into the background. The priority values are trust, mutual help, and solidarity in ATO. Security issues
are given a different meaning. After their return, the women regularly make telephone calls to those
who are currently in ATO. They are constantly monitoring the situation in the place where they were
soldiers or volunteers. “Permanent inclusion” in the process of war is always in the peaceful territory.

Transfer of Human Capital between Ukraine and Poland as a Challenge or a Threat to the
Social Security of Both the Countries? /

Transfer kapitatu ludzkiego pomiedzy Ukraing a Polska jako wyzwanie czy zagrozenie dla
bezpieczenstwa spotecznego obydwu krajéw?

At present, the intensity of social mobility between Poland and Ukraine is increasing due to various
reasons which contain diverse implications. This particular paper analyses the issue which is the re-
placement of human capital between the two countries in the context of their social security.

Initially, human capital was defined as providing capital for citizens in order to improve their qualifi-
cations with professional skills. The capital was identified with the concept of intangible resources in-
herent in human resources as well as capability of externalizing in the form of various ideas, projects,
concepts, and skill extensions that exist or may be actively employed to achieve goals that are multi-
plied and exchanged, come into circulation or are converted to further categories of capital. Through
the accumulation of human capital and the individual development of skills along with competence,
individuals improve themselves and the social world within the personal area, as thanks to their skills,
abilities and predispositions, they gain the ability to accomplish matters that involve their personal
development as well as the local community. Economically, it is achieved by means of the estab-
lishment of relations among citizens for the intention of gathering them together with successful
employment of additional sorts of capital: individual, cultural or economic one.

The issue of human capital in social studies is spread by means of discussing the notion in relation to
addressing the difficulty of social development, the progress of the regions as well as the individuals
themselves. However, the aspect of the capital of immigrants from Ukraine to Poland in the context
of mutual social security could be taken into account in the social studies.

stuza do osiggania celdw, ktére sa pomnazane, wymieniane, wchodzg do obiegu (cyrkulacji), ulega-
ja konwersji na inne typy kapitatéw. Poprzez gromadzenie kapitatu ludzkiego, indywidualnego roz-
woju, umiejetnosci oraz kompetencji cztowiek ubogaca siebie oraz swiat spoteczny znajdujacy sie
w jego sasiedztwie, gdyz poprzez wypracowane umiejetnosci, zdolnosci oraz predyspozycje jest on
w stanie dokonywac rzeczy wptywajacych na rozwéj zaréwno jego samego jak spotecznosci lokal-
nej — warunkuje rozwoj spoteczno-gospodarczy za sprawg tworzenia powigzan pomiedzy ludzmi
w celach gromadzenia i efektywnego wykorzystania innych typow kapitatu: spotecznego indywidu-
alnego, kulturowego czy ekonomicznego.

Problematyka kapitatu ludzkiego w naukach spotecznych jest bardzo rozlegta za sprawa omawiania
koncepcji w zwigzku z podejmowaniem problemu rozwoju spotecznego, rozwoju regionéw i samych

jednostek. Niemniej warto podja¢ w naukach spotecznych aspekt kapitatu oséb migrujacych z Ukra-
iny do Polski w kontekscie wzajemnego bezpieczenstwa spotecznego.

There is a broad discussion of the concept of social safety and security having a multidimensional
object of research in the Ukrainian sociological literature. This multi-faceted approach is the basis for
monitoring scientific centres in terms of national, political and economic aspects, educational secu-
rity, recreational aspects, social and psychological safety, etc. At the same time, the essence of the
concept of social safety and security is determined. This type of safety and security, which is sociolog-
ical by definition, is not scientifically meaningful and under-operationalized by sociological science.
The lack of unequivocal perception and definition of the concept has a broad field of paradigm as
a threat and risk.

There is no communication between scholars and practitioners in the process of creating conditions
of safety and security by agents of social and administrative activity. It prevents the implementation
of social technologies offered by scientists on the basis of social research.

The report reveals the uncertainty of the concept of “social safety and security”; being an object of
sociological analysis, it may pose a risk to the level of prevention of methods and complicate the
methods for regulating the phenomena and processes under study.



The aim of the report is to identify and systematize the criteria and indicators of social safety and
security, which will serve as a basis for further scientifically grounded research, needed in the practice
of management activities in various spheres of public life.

The report reveals the problem of the absence of empirical research for the development of social
technologies, which is the basis of social and managerial activity and a guarantee of social safety and
security.

Today in Ukraine, there are significant negative tendencies in the social sphere, which create threats
to the national security and further development of society. In the system of factors that determine
the process of social security, a significant place belongs to the health sector.

Taking into account the fact that our state is moving towards the integration of international experi-
ence, the priority now is to develop a national health policy. One of the most important tasks of the
state is to protect children’s health. Its indicators are the main indicator of socio-economic health
of society.

Unfortunately, in the face of an unfavourable demographic situation in Ukraine, deterioration
of health of the population, including children, may be noted. In the structure of primary morbidity
among children, a significant place belongs to injuries. The statistical data of “The Centre of Medical
Statistics of the Ministry of Health of Ukraine” for 1999-2016 were analyzed. The indicators in the class
of “Injuries, poisoning and other consequences of the influence of external causes” in Ukraine were
studied. It is determined that in the structure of child injuries the first three places are occupied by
domestic, street and school injuries, whereas the next two are related to sports and road transport.
Among children of junior school age, traumas and poisoning take the second place, and the third one
among adolescents.

The above data is worrying. This dynamics poses serious challenges to public health authorities, gov-
ernment bodies and the Ukrainian society. In order to take care of children’s health, it is necessary
to develop and implement programs for the prevention of child injuries, which will have a positive
impact on the state of public health in general and will help to preserve the health of the future
generations.

Date Rape Drugs and Personal Safety /

The paper discusses the problem of personal safety in the context of date rape drugs. The author
describes specific cases of threats to the safety of some individuals, using them as examples of pos-
sible scenarios of events, and then he tries to answer the question what should be done in order not
to fall prey to these dangerous drugs. The basis for this is relevant rules of conduct, which are often
listed especially in popular and academic publications. In addition, all kinds of technical solutions
are helpful in this regard, especially testers and bottle stoppers. They are discussed in the article in
details. Apart from the undeniable advantages, the author also discusses their disadvantages. One of
the conclusions of the paper is that although all ideas to reduce the risk of drug administration are
strongly desirable, common sense seems to be the most important here.

The Precariat as a Factor of Social Danger /

The precariat is the social class of people who do not have a permanent salary or a job and are not
beneficiaries of the social security system. The features of their lifestyles affect this group’s behaviours
not conducive to the public. Emotional instability, anxiety, and the uncertainty of the future are typi-
cal of the representatives of the precariat.

The current tendency of transformation of relatively guaranteed labour relations into non-guaran-
teed and unprotected ones is called precariation. Highly skilled workers are becoming more vulner-
able. A contract with them may be signed for a short duration of the project (for example, the devel-
opment of a computer program). Not all organizations can provide them with high-quality work for
along time.

The flexible system of labour employment is becoming a norm and gradually replacing the stability
of the eight-hour working day. The production of goods and services by robots can accelerate the
dynamics.

The growth of the level of knowledge and skills and the simultaneous flexibility of employment may
indicate a high probability of a positive dynamics of the precariat in the global labour market.

So far, precariat has been asleep; at least this is what sociologists say. But this ‘nap’ may be deceptive.
The world, in which the 8 richest people have the same profits as the 3.6 billion of the poorest ones,
will sooner or later explode.



Consequently, it is necessary to investigate the reasons for the growth of the precariat and neutralize
them. Systematic and interdisciplinary studies of the precariat are important nowadays, especially for
Ukraine. Until we do not know how big this segment of the population is in one of the poorest coun-
tries in Europe, and we do not know its immediate needs, its social stability is threatened.

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For centuries, security has been seen as a matter of state action by a narrow circle of politicians
and military personnel. Recently, new types of dangers, such as terrorism, cyber war, etc., have ap-
peared. Many modern researchers (T. Hobbes, K. Walt, J. Mirsheimert) emphasize the fact that state
institutions do not struggle against these new threats to humanity. The efforts of non-governmental
and public actors are becoming relevant. The purpose of this project was to determine the general
needs of various social actors in the southern border regions of Ukraine. The study was based on
group-focused interviews conducted among teachers, students, and their parents. The analysis of the
results was carried out in accordance with the requirements of the inductive methodology “ground-
ed theory” (B. Glaser & A. Strauss, 1965). On the basis of open coding, a key category, a grid of notions
and empirical measurements were determined. Axial coding made it possible to clarify them by re-
thinking the role played by various elements: the geopolitical and ecological situation as a context;
the state policy and regional needs as conditions and strategies for their interaction; as well as the
factors of their implementation. Certain pairs of factors were identified: bilateral/multilateral agree-
ments; the border cooperation and conflicts; different types of cross-border links; the cross-border
and internal infrastructure; the economic downturn and domestic protectionism; the administrative
management and self-government; national minorities and linguistic politics; the availability of spe-
cialists and the need for their better understanding of local specifics. The central category of research
was defined as “the local dimension of the state policy”, and in the last third stage of selective coding,
interconnections between the two areas: external and internal policies regarding the border regions
were confirmed. The border in such difficult regions has a double role in terms of security and cooper-
ation. It brings a new vision of the boundaries as a medium for investments, product manufacturing,
and human communication.

Social Exclusion in Polish-and Ukrainian Transboundary Areas: Risks and Countermeasures

Wykluczenie spoteczne w polsko-ukrainskim obszarze transgranicznym - zagrozenia

Social exclusion is a complex and multi-dimensional process which involves a person or a group’s lack
of ability to participate in the social, economic, political and cultural life and their relationships with
others. Social exclusion concerns many subsystems of the social structure, such as: health service, ed-
ucation, labour market, and ICT. The most crucial areas of social exclusion are: 1) housing and spatial
exclusion, 2) cultural and educational exclusion and digital divide 3) economic exclusion (poverty),
4) exclusion from health services, and 5) labour market exclusion.

Social exclusion is a threat to subjective and objective social safety. Social exclusion threatens social
safety and even existence itself. Social exclusion also causes many social pathologies and violence,
which may reduce the feeling of social safety. One of the main barriers to the development of trans-
boundary areas in Poland and Ukraine is social exclusion and a low quality of the social and educa-
tional infrastructure (especially in rural areas). The main aim of the presentation is to display social
exclusion in Polish-Ukrainian transboundary areas.



Wykluczenie spoteczne odnosi sie do wieloaspektowego procesu polegajacego na odsunieciu jed-
nostki lub spotecznosci od uczestnictwa w spotecznych, ekonomicznych, politycznych czy kulturo-
wych systemach zapewniajgcych integracje spoteczna. Wykluczenie spoteczne moze dotyczy¢ wielu
podsystemow struktury spotecznej takich jak: stuzba zdrowia, edukacja, rynek pracy, kultura, techno-
logie informacyjne. Szczegdlnie istotne sg nastepujace obszary wykluczenia: 1) wykluczenie mieszka-
niowe (warunki mieszkalne) i zwigzane z miejscem zamieszkania (wykluczanie przestrzenne), 2) wy-
kluczenie kulturowe, edukacyjne i cyfrowe, 3) wykluczenie ekonomiczne (ubéstwo), 4) wykluczenie
w systemie zdrowia i opieki, 5) wykluczenie na rynku pracy i w strukturze zawodowe;.

Wykluczenie spoteczne jest zagrozeniem dla bezpieczenstwa spotecznego zaréwno w wymiarze
subiektywnym, jak i obiektywnym. Zagraza ono bezpieczenstwu socjalnemu, a nawet samej egzy-
stencji doswiadczajacych go osobom. Wykluczenie sprzyja takze rozmaitym patologiom i przemocy,
ktéra moze obnizy¢ poziom bezpieczenstwa oséb, ktérych problem bezposrednio nie dotyczy. Jedna
z gtéwnych barier rozwoju obszaréw przygranicznych Polski, Biatorusi i Ukrainy jest m.in. wysoki po-
ziom wykluczenia spotecznego oraz niewystarczajaca jakos¢ infrastruktury spotecznej i edukacyjnej
w tym zakresie, szczegdlnie na obszarach wiejskich. Celem wystapienia bedzie przedstawienie zja-
wiska wykluczenia spotecznego w polsko-ukraifiskim obszarze transgranicznym z uwzglednieniem
jego roéznych obszaréw. W wystapieniu zostang uwzglednione réwniez zagrozenia jakie niesie ze
soba zjawisko wykluczenia, jak réwniez sposoby jego przeciwdziatania (ze szczegélnym uwzglednia-
niem dziatan na obszarze transgranicznym).

A Study of Smart (New) Drugs in Poland and Ukraine as a Common Problem in the Cross-
Border Cooperation
Badanie dopalaczy (nowych narkotykéw) w Polsce i na Ukrainie jako wspélny problem w

The issue of legal highs is very up-to-date, especially thanks to the media which publicized it to
a great extent in recent years, especially in 2010. Boosters emerged in Poland on a large scale and
in various forms a few years ago. However, the first mention of them appeared in the press in 2000.
During this period, the term "legal highs” was used mainly for energy drinks. The interest in this phe-
nomenon in Poland results not so much from the emergence of legal highs shops (also called smart
shops, fun shops or head shops) but from a series of poisonings, sometimes resulting in death, which
were publicized during the summer of 2010.

Within a very short time, the Polish government received a draft law amending the law on counter-
acting drug addiction and the Act on the State Sanitary Inspection. No later than in October 2010,



new legislation was adopted by the Parliament, and then the Senate and in November it was signed
by the Polish President. However, these hasty legislative changes have not solved the issue of legal
highs effectively, once and for all. Traffickers selling “legal drugs” have moved their business to the
underworld (accepting orders on the phone and via the Internet) and out of the country. In recent
years, various social actions against these drugs have been undertaken in Poland. These measures
were carried out in a non-violent way.

As in Poland, there is a problem of smart drugs in Ukraine and its scale is even broader. A few years
ago, special machines appeared in Donetsk, where people could buy these dangerous drugs. The
new drugs could be also ordered online and purchased in a few stores. Finally, they were sold in the
streets and were even available in vending machines, also called drug machines. In Ukraine, there is
a similar problem with new drugs as in Poland. The trade in them is not covered by any legal regula-
tions, and dealers have bypassed the law. In the face of the smart drug problem, not only in Poland
and Ukraine, but all over Europe, an international cooperation and exchange of experiences and in-
formation in this area are necessary. A good solution would be international research (undertaking
international research projects), aimed at deepening knowledge on this phenomenon, which is dan-
gerous for human health and life. It would be good to undertake them especially in Poland, Ukraine
and also in Belarus, where the level of the use of new drugs and access to them is a bit higher than in
other European countries.

Hence, it is necessary to monitor this dangerous phenomenon, to gain knowledge throughout re-
search in order to develop various preventive measures (education at school, social advertising in
the media, informing the public in various ways) that would prevent or at least reduce the illegal
sale and use of new drugs.

Problematyka dopalaczy jest wciaz aktualna, przede wszystkim dzieki mediom, ktére nagtosnity ja
w ostatnich latach, szczegdlnie w 2010 roku. Dopalacze na szeroka skale i pod r6zna postacia pojawity
sie w Polsce kilka lat temu. Jednak pierwsza wzmianka na ich temat ukazata sie w prasie w 2000 roku.
W tym okresie termin ,dopalacze” stosowany byt gtéwnie w odniesieniu do napojéw energetyzuja-
cych. Zainteresowanie tym zjawiskiem w Polsce wynika nie tyle z faktu pojawienia sie sklepdw z do-
palaczami (zwanych takze m.in. smart shopami, fun shopami czy head shopami), ale przede wszystkim
z serii zatru¢, a niekiedy zgonoéw, o ktérych zaczeto by¢ gtosno w okresie wakacyjnym w 2010 roku.

W szybkim tempie do Sejmu trafit projekt ustawy o zmianie ustawy o przeciwdziataniu narkomanii
oraz ustawy o Panstwowej Inspekgji Sanitarnej. Jeszcze w pazdzierniku 2010 roku nowy akt praw-
ny zostat przyjety przez Sejm, a nastepnie Senat i w listopadzie podpisany przez Prezydenta RP. Po-
$pieszne zmiany legislacyjne w Polsce nie rozwiazaty skutecznie i raz na zawsze problemu dopalaczy.
Handlarze legalnych narkotykow” przeniesli swoje interesy do podziemia (realizujac zamdwienia na
telefon, przez internet) oraz poza granice kraju. W Polsce w ostatnich latach podejmowane sg rézne
akcje spoteczne (obywatelskie) przeciw dopalaczom, majace zazwyczaj charakter pokojowy.



Podobnie jak w Polsce, a nawet na szersza skale istnieje problem dopalaczy na Ukrainie. Kilka lat temu
pojawity sie w Doniecku automaty, w ktérych mozna byto kupi¢ te niebezpieczne srodki. Dopalacze
mozna byto zamdéwic przez Internet oraz naby¢ w nielicznych sklepach. W koncu ich sprzedaz wyszta
na ulice i dopalacze byly nawet dostepne w automatach, nazywanych ,narkomanami”. Na Ukrainie
istnieje podobny jak w Polsce problem z dopalaczami, ktérymi obrét wymyka sie regulacjom praw-
nym, handlarze omijaja prawo. W obliczu istniejacego problemu dopalaczy nie tylko w Polsce i na
Ukrainie, ale w catej Europie, niezbedna jest miedzynarodowa wspétpraca i wymiana doswiadczen
oraz informacji w tym zakresie. Dobrym rozwigzaniem bytyby miedzynarodowe badania, majace na
celu pogtebianie wiedzy o tym niebezpiecznym dla zdrowia i zycia zjawisku. Warto je przede wszyst-
kim podja¢ w Polsce, na Ukrainie i Biatorusi, krajach, w ktérym zazywanie nowych narkotykéw
i dostep do nich sg wieksze niz w innych krajach europejskich.

Stad koniecznym jest monitorowanie tego zjawiska, zdobywanie wiedzy poprzez badania i formu-
fowanie rozwigzan profilaktycznych (edukacja w szkole, reklama spoteczna w mediach, informowa-

nie spoteczenstwa na rézne sposoby), ktére zapobiegtyby lub przynajmniej ograniczyly nielegalna
sprzedaz i uzywanie nowych narkotykéw.

Transnational Migration through the Ukrainian and Polish Border

The conception of transnational migration refers to migration as a de-territorialized social process
that crosses political, cultural and geographical borders building definite transnational social/soci-
ocultural spaces and enabling migrants to expand their spheres of vital activity. One social/socio-
cultural space can be expanded on different, non-related geographical ones with partly becoming
transnational and multilocal. International migration is one of the ways of building such a social/
sociocultural space.

Coming from the geographical space separated by the Ukrainian national borders, migrant flows
change the social/sociocultural space covering the territory of Poland. The Ukrainian migration to Po-
land exemplifies the way how this trans-border movement becomes the means of merging different
social/sociocultural spaces (Ukrainian and Polish) within the same geographical one (Polish), as well
as the expansion of the Ukrainian social/sociocultural space into the territory of different geograph-
ical ones (Ukrainian and Polish). Being a part of the Ukrainian social/sociocultural space, Ukrainian
immigrants come into the Polish one simultaneously. This takes place via joining Polish social com-
munities of different types (professional, educational, cultural, family, neighbour) and creating social
networks that include a wide range of the Polish host society representatives.



The iterative nature of studied migration and geographical proximity of these states allow us to con-
sider this migration to be transnational. That means that the main actors often exist «between the
states», in other words; between different geographical spaces but in the same social/sociocultural
space that unite the two states erasing to some extent the national border between them.

The Role and Tasks of Non-Governmental Organizations in Social Safety

Rola i zadania organizacji pozarzadowych w kontekscie bezpieczeristwa spotecznego

The dignity, development and activity of NGOs are considered as one of the main directions for the
development of the civil society. This type of organizations can use typological and market servic-
es to meet the collective needs of social services, including the need for security. Social security



is generally understood as protecting the existential foundations of people’s lives. The principle
of meeting individual needs and material, external circumstances (catastrophes, wars) require sup-
port.The particular nature of the security of this zen is that it is a value that protects other values, such
as life, health, freedom, or humanity.

An example of social work and assistance for the people in an institutional aspect is the framework
of the functioning of the Caritas Migrants and Refugees Aid Centres of the Archdiocese of Lublin. It is
a specialized institution, founded in 1995, by the service and support of foreigners residing in Poland.
The Centre for Migrants and Refugees in Lublin helps by counselling, psychological counselling and
counselling and social assistance addressed to parents, people needing subsidiary protection, recog-
nized refugees, migrants, and repatriates.

Powstawanie, rozwoj i aktywnos$¢ organizacji pozarzadowych nalezy traktowac jako jeden z gtéw-
nych wyznacznikdédw rozwoju spoteczenstwa obywatelskiego. Organizacje okreslane tym mianem
stanowia trzeci typ instytucji propanstwowych i rynkowych, zaspokajajacych potrzeby zbiorowe
w sferze ustug spotecznych, miedzy innymi potrzebe bezpieczenstwa.

Bezpieczenstwo spoteczne najogdlniej rozumiane jest jako ochrona egzystencjalnych podstaw zycia
ludzi, zapewnienie mozliwosci zaspokajania indywidualnych potrzeb (materialnych i duchowych)
oraz realizacji aspiracji zyciowych przez tworzenie warunkéw do pracy i nauki, ochrone zdrowia czy
zapewnienie réznych form pomocy dla jednostek i grup, ktére ze wzgledu na zaistniate okolicznosci
zewnetrzne (katastrofy, wojny) wymagajg wsparcia. Szczegdlny charakter bezpieczenstwa wynika
ztego, ze jest to wartos¢ chronigca inne wartosci takie jak: zycie, zdrowie, wolnos¢, cztowieczenstwo.

Niniejszym artykut jest proba przedstawienia roli i zadan organizacji pozarzadowych niosacych
pomoc i wsparcie dla obcokrajowcéw w kontekscie funkcjonowania Centrum Pomocy Migrantom
i Uchodzcom Caritas Archidiecezji Lubelskiej. Jest to specjalistyczna placéwka, powotana w 1995
roku, by stuzy¢ pomoca i wsparciem cudzoziemcom przebywajacym na terenie Polski.

Centrum Pomocy Migrantom i UchodZzcom w Lublinie oferuje specjalistyczng pomoc w zakresie
poradnictwa i pomocy prawnej, poradnictwa psychologicznego oraz poradnictwa i pomocy socjal-
nej, ktora skierowana jest do nastepujacych kategorii oséb: osoby ubiegajace sie o nadanie statusu
uchodzcy, osoby posiadajace ochrone uzupetniajaca, uznani uchodzcy, migranci, repatrianci.

New Forms of Media Practices in the Context of Information Security: Experiences of Ukraine
and Poland

The social, economic, cultural and technological changes that we have been observing over the past
years are transforming the contexts and course of social processes. In particular, globalization and
technological development have posed a number of new challenges (such as cyber war, the phe-
nomenon of the post-truth, new forms of terrorism) to the social security of even the most developed
countries.

In Ukraine, research on social security issues has been conducted, in particular, by I. Buroy, E. Libano-
va and S. Pyrozhkov, and in the context of communication impacts by G. Pocheptsov. In Poland it has
been conducted by M. Trybon, B. Bonistawska, M. Kubiak, S. Topolewski and others.

The term “social security” has been the subject of lively discussions carried out by scholars for a long
time. The Ukrainian researcher, R. Pidlypna, analyzed 15 approaches to the definition of the concept
presented by Ukrainian scientists and proposed its synthetic definition: “social security is the protec-
tion of vital interests of a person, a citizen, and a society, as well as the timely detection, prevention
and neutralization of threats to national interests in the social sphere, in which the proper living
standards of the population, extended reproduction, human development and social progress are
provided for the society”.

All the components of social security are influenced of the mass media information sphere, which
includes, among other things, a discourse regarding key social challenges. From this review, in our
opinion, new forms of media practices are becoming more and more important. These practises are
actualized, on the one hand, as a result of the above-mentioned social transformations, on the other
hand, as a reaction to them.

We can include explanatory journalism, solution journalism, civil journalism, data journalism, immer-
sion journalism, social journalism, and others. Most of them, in our opinion, can be grouped into the
category of “impact journalism” and identified as a complex of new media practice forms that are
characterized by a potentially high impact on social agents through knowledge management.

In general, the new challenges of information security as a component of social interactions are re-
lated to the following trends in the information and media sphere: population growth, “deflation” of
facts, formation of “information bubbles’, oversaturation and contradiction of the information flows,



etc. In the context of the Ukrainian society, this aspect of information security is reinforced by Russian
information manipulation. Meanwhile in Poland, the change in the national political situation is ac-
companied by the formation of the consistent public discourse in the media. All these preconditions
contribute to the emergence and spread of new forms of media practices.

Thus, in Ukraine and Poland, the national online media creates more projects in the form of social
journalism (such as Ukrainska Pravda and Gazeta Wyborcza), new projects in the civic style (“Hro-
madske TV’, “Hromadske Radio”), explanatory and investigative (texty.org.ua and oko.press), immer-
sive and long-form (Chernobyl360 and Outriders) journalism.

New media practices are becoming important tools for achieving social security and are the current
focus of further investigation and research.

The current dynamics of transformation processes is accompanied by increased economic and poli-
tical instability, which is generated by the influence of internal and external factors and aggravation
of social problems. As a result, there is a deterioration of the physical and mental state of population,
anincrease in its aggressiveness and a decline in its well-being, a transformation of the social structure
of the society, a failure to solve problems and conflict situations that arise during the development of
the society. Strengthening the manifestations of crisis phenomena leads to a scientific understanding
of the concept of social security, in particular, the systematic study of the process of providing social
security and its isolation in the system of factors that can fulfil the function of providing practical mea-
sures to achieve the established goals in the social sphere remains an actual task.

In contemporary scientific literature, there are discussions regarding the feasibility of allocating social
security as a separate component of the national security and the lack of theoretical developments
in the social policy system. There is some fragmentation, irregularity and unsystematic nature in the
development of social security issues and the definition of its secondary position among other areas
of research.

Based on the analysis of global experiences, ensuring social security is a guarantee of the indepen-
dence of the country and a condition for a stable, effective life of the society. In modern national
literature, social security is considered to be a component of a social policy providing such a state of
society that allows each element of its social structure to fully realize and increase its welfare, income,
wages, health, employment, demographic situation, social and class differentiation, social protec-
tion, provision of pensions, etc.



The systematization of global and national experiences in providing social security will give an op-
portunity to substantiate the priority ways of ensuring social security of the society. Since the forma-
tion of an effective mechanism for ensuring social security requires the development and improve-
ment of the conceptual and legal foundations for its provision, which should be aimed primarily
at prevention to minimize social threats.

The main purpose of the article is to present the functioning of social assistance centres and social
workers in the event of mishaps and natural disasters as well as the forms of assistance provided to
the victims in Poland and Ukraine.

The paper will present educational and information measures, targeted at the inhabitants of Poland,
adopted to reduce the losses caused by natural calamities. It is particularly important to increase
the awareness of natural hazards and proper behaviour in the event of danger among children and
elderly people. The article presents the activities of Polish local governments, NGOs and state institu-
tions in the scope of raising awareness among children, young people and adults regarding the ways
to prepare themselves for a natural disaster, strategies for survival and eliminating the consequences
of the ensuing damage.

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The Evaluation of the Prospects for a Closer Economic Cooperation between Poland and
Ukraine /

The aim of the article is to diagnose the prospects for economic cooperation between Poland and
Ukraine and to indicate the further desirable directions of their development.

The establishment of economic cooperation between Poland and Ukraine was possible only after
the collapse of the Soviet Union, especially after the dissolution of the RWPG (The Council for Mutual
Economic Assistance; an international organization of the countries of the Eastern Bloc coordinating
economic integration processes) in the situation of free market reforms in Poland and Ukraine’s in-
dependence. These conditions created a completely new political and economic situation, enabling
the establishment of direct economic cooperation between the two countries. One of the first docu-
ments regulating Polish-Ukrainian economic relations was Deklaracja o zasadach i podstawowych ki-
erunkach rozwoju stosunkéw polsko- ukrainskich (eng. Declaration on the Principles and Basic Direc-
tions of Development of Polish-Ukrainian Relations) signed in Kiev on October 13, 1990. However, the
agreement did not contain any specific solutions and was not signed until a year later. The agreement
between the Government of the Republic of Poland and the Government of Ukraine on Trade and
Economic Cooperation created a framework providing regulations for bilateral cooperation. Another
important step in the creation of conditions for cooperation was the Treaty between the Republic of
Poland and Ukraine signed in 1992, regarding a good neighborhood, friendly relations and cooper-
ation (Traktat miedzy Rzeczypospolitg Polskg a Ukraing o dobrym sasiedztwie). Since then, both the
countries have developed economic cooperation in the areas of flows of persons and goods as well
as trade and investment cooperation. The cooperation has focused on the industrial, financial and
energy sectors.

In retrospect, in the last few years (especially after the Euromaidan events in 2013), this coopera-
tion has developed very dynamically and the legal solutions developed since 1990 have created the
right conditions. Year after year, the trade index and investment exposure are increasing. It should be
noted, however, that the economic potential of both the countries is much greater. Yet there are sig-
nificant obstacles to an increased cooperation and these include problems with corruption, border
crossing capacity or a deteriorating social situation in Ukraine. It is important for both the states to
harness the potential of collaboration while identifying current threats and counter them.

Jednak umowa ta
nie zawierata zadnych szczegétowych rozwigzan i dopiero podpisana rok p6zniej Umowa miedzy
Rzadem Rzeczypospolitej Polskiej i Rzadem Ukrainy o handlu i wspétpracy gospodarczej stworzy-
ta ramy regulujace wspétprace bilateralna. Kolejnych istotnym krokiem w tworzeniu warunkéw dla
wspotpracy byto podpisanie w 1992 r.

Financial Statements, as the Main Source of Information on Financial Condition

Financial statements are written records of a business'’s financial situation. They include standard re-
ports like the balance sheet, income or profit and loss statements, and cash flow statement. They
constitute one of the more essential components of business information, and are principal meth-
od of communicating financial information about an entity to outside parties. In a technical sense,
financial statements are a summation of the financial position of an entity at a given point in time.



Financial statements result from simplifying, condensing, and aggregating data obtained primarily
from a company’s (or an individual’s) accounting system.

Each financial statement has a heading, which gives the name of the entity, the name of the state-
ment, and the date or time covered by the statement. The information provided in financial state-
ments is primarily financial in nature and expressed in units of money. Financial statements also must
be prepared in accordance with generally accepted accounting principles, and must include an ex-
planation of the company’s accounting procedures and policies. Standard accounting principles call
for the recording of assets and liabilities at purchase value, the recognition of revenue when it is
realized and when a transaction has taken place (generally at the point of sale), and the recognition
of expenses according to the matching principle (costs to revenues). Standard accounting principles
further require that uncertainties and risks related to a company are reflected in its accounting re-
ports and that, generally, anything that would be of interest to an informed investor should be fully
disclosed in the financial statements.

The objective of financial statements is to provide information about the financial position, perfor-
mance and changes in financial position of an enterprise that is useful to a wide range of users in
making economic decisions.

Ways of Entrepreneurship Development in Ukrainian-Polish Economic Cooperation

Over the past decades, tendencies focused on the organization of economic and social life in the con-
ditions of globalization have been dominant in Ukraine. One of the main strategic partners of Ukraine
in international activities is Poland. The modern development of the system of Ukrainian-Polish co-
operation is carried out simultaneously at several levels, namely, the creation of joint associations
and Euro-regions; the establishment of coordinated activities of regional state authorities and local
self-government; and the strengthening of foreign economic relations of enterprises and activation
of transboundary entrepreneurship. The development of entrepreneurship contributes to solving
many economic and social problems and to the economic growth of the countries.

The purpose of the study is to identify the ways to promote entrepreneurship development in
Ukrainian-Polish cooperation. A favourable geographical location, natural resources, labour poten-
tial, cultural and historical heritage give the grounds for the development of a common Ukraini-
an-Polish business. Statistical surveys demonstrate different levels of entrepreneurship development
in Ukraine and Poland. In particular, in Poland, the levels of the revenues share and the number of
employees in business are much higher than in Ukraine. It should be noted that the development
of business activity in Poland is supported by many institutions. There are still no effective measures
to support entrepreneurship development in Ukraine. This is mainly due to the ambiguity and con-
tradictory nature of the regulatory framework, the flaws in the tax system for entrepreneurship, and
the complexity of business financing and loans. Therefore, a clear and well-functioning mechanism
of state influence on entrepreneurship and a favourable business regulatory environment should be
formed in Ukraine.

At the same time, apart from improving the internal conditions for the functioning of business struc-
tures in Ukraine, it is necessary to take measures to intensify the development of the Ukrainian-Polish
borderland, such as: the development and renovation of the border infrastructure; setup of informa-
tion support; modernization of communication and transport infrastructure systems on the border
territories, intensification and consolidation of the efforts of business circles and government struc-
tures of both countries in order to create Ukrainian-Polish joint enterprises.

The direction on harmonization of the tax system of Ukraine in accordance with the norms and re-
quirements of the European Union requires provision of researches of peculiarities in the formation
of the taxation system, its elements and components both in Ukraine and in Europe, in particular in
Poland.



The purpose of the study is to formulate a comprehensive approach to the definition of the tax sys-
tem category, taking into account experiences and achievements of the European economic theory.

The formation of the tax system should include compliance with the following requirements: types
of taxes and conditions for their collection should facilitate the full implementation of domestic tax
potential in direction of maximizing the balance of the main components of taxation; concentration
of maximum tax revenues in budget revenues and promotion of reproductive processes in the field
of doing business and entrepreneurship. Thus, the formation of a tax system that meets basic require-
ments of a socially oriented economy involves the following main aspects of its development:

« complexity;
- formation of a purposeful portfolio of the tax system;
- scientific definition of tax potential and its development;

- formation of appropriate legal basis for taxation.

Thus, the tax system should be based on the following principles:
« formation of reliable relationships between the state and taxpayers;
+ legislative determination of relationships between fiscal authorities and taxpayers;
« afair distribution of tax burden;
- provision of the appropriate level of budget revenues as a result of taxation;

« determination of an optimal level of tax burden, which does not decelerate the economic
development;

« simplicity and transparency of taxation;
- reduction of corruption and tax pressure;

- formation of an effective structure of the tax system.

“Single Window” as an Instrument for Trade Facilitation in the Context of Ukrainian-Polish

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What should we expect in the international trade system and what direction should we adopt in
the next five, ten, fifteen, or twenty years? Most governments in the countries which would like to
achieve significant economic growth and to improve the well-being of their citizens are concerned
with this issue. One of the mechanisms for promoting the development of international trade today
is the “single window".

Single window is a mechanism by which trade information and documents can be submitted only
once, in one place, to one agency; in other words, if the necessary documentation and data have
already been obtained through a “single window”, during any import, export and transit operations,
the authorities or departments involved cannot request the same documentation and data again.



Thus, the “single window” helps to solve a key problem of simplifying trade procedures, namely, filing
multiple documents with duplicate data only once, in one place and in a standard electronic format,
which in turn accelerates the clearing of goods and reduces business expenses, allows more efficient
allocation of resources to supervisors and, ultimately, leads to greater transparency in collecting in-
formation about trade flows and a lower level of corruption.

Taking into account practical steps towards implementation of a “single window” in Ukraine and Po-
land, it can be noted that these countries are in the first three stages of the “single window” evolution,
each of which has not been fully completed yet and needs to be developed. At the next stages of the
implementation of the“single window", both in Ukraine and in Poland, there might be a so-called fully
integrated “single window” that would serve as a peculiar national platform linking administrations,
companies and service sectors to better manage the entire supply chain. To be precise, in reality,
this should be national “single window” fully implemented at the national level with the application
of international standards for interagency information exchange. Only properly functioning “single
windows” in Ukraine and Poland will be the initial stage for further cross-border data exchange be-
tween the single window systems of Ukraine and Poland and for the creation of the regional “single
window".

One of the most effective modern tools for improving the operation, management and achievement
of competitive advantages, as well as strategic development of the business entity is benchmarking,
which is successfully used in the leading countries of the world. When exploring the use of bench-
marking in banking, it should be noted that benchmarking programs in the EU, USA and Japan are
developing with state support. This exchange of experiences has a positive impact on the economy
as a whole. In European practice, benchmarking, as a rule, takes place on an individual basis for mu-
tual benefits.

The purpose of the study is to present the process and benefits of implementing benchmarking
activities of domestic banks. On the one hand, benchmarking involves analyzing and comparing
a bank’s performance with the performance of other banks (competitors, leaders), and, on the oth-
er hand, studying and implementing their successful practices. The intensity of the development
of innovative processes, which is characteristic of the banking sector, raises the need and urgency of
using benchmarking by domestic banks in order to increase the competitiveness and efficiency
of their activities. The use of benchmarking in the activities of banks is a powerful tool in the context
of global competition. At the same time, when analyzing the features of the use of benchmarking
in the activities of banks in the west, the following grounds for its introduction and use by domestic
banks can be distinguished: internal efficiency of the bank’s activity and identifying new priorities,
opportunities for increasing productivity, obtaining operational efficiency and competitive advan-
tage, and establishing realistic goals to improve the performance and set the foundation for more
meaningful management decisions.

Thus, benchmarking is a process of assessing the level of service delivery, working methods and
banking products offered on the basis of comparison with the strongest competitors or those banks
that are recognized as leaders and can be effectively used in managing the competitiveness of the
company. With state support, the development of benchmarking will not only improve the perfor-
mance of individual business entities, but also increase the competitiveness of the country’s econo-
my as a whole.

Social and Economic Problems of Ukrainian-Polish Cross-Border Cooperation

Border territories of any country, regardless of its social and economic development status, usually
remain on the periphery of its economic interests. Business gravitates towards the capital city and big
economic and logistics hubs. All this is the result of objective processes in competitive market econ-
omy. On the periphery, the structure of economy is objectively deformed and depressive tendencies



emerge, which requires permanent government subsidies to mitigate their negative effects. The de-
velopment of cross-border cooperation is an efficient way of overcoming social and economic prob-
lems caused by the existence of border.

The development of Ukrainian-Polish cross-border cooperation has a number of peculiar features
that are not characteristic of other regions. First of all, the existing borders were established in the
middle of the 20" century and the historical memory of cultural and economic forms that had been
created before WW2 is still present here. The Ukrainian-Polish cross-border cooperation that is based
on the maintenance and restoration of Ukrainian, Polish, and Jewish cultural heritage and the sup-
port of the development of cross-border economic forms may promote the resolution of problems
existing on the border territories.

The main problem lies in overcoming the deformation in the structure of economy of the border
territories of Ukraine and Poland. The Ukrainian-Polish economic cooperation will be efficient only if
it covers all spheres of economy: industry, agriculture, transport, services, education, tourism, etc. The
economic development of the border regions will help gradually eliminate the social foundations of
“small business on the border”, including illegal trade of excisable goods, it will change the nature
of this “small border traffic”. Market economy is unable to solve the problems of border territories by
itself. Consequently, a cross-border cooperation programme formed by the governments of Ukraine
and Poland must become the main instrument for overcoming the drawbacks of market economy to
ensure the even economic development of all regions of both the countries.

As a result of transformation processes in the Polish economy in the 1980-90s and the restoration
of Ukraine’s independence in 1991, the cooperation in the political, humanitarian and economic
spheres on the basis of mutual trust and overcoming the contradictions of the past has been expand-
ed. However, many issues in the Ukrainian and Polish relations still remain unresolved. The growing
intensification of joint economic and investment activities is associated with an increase of political
risks.

Insurance is one of the key instruments for managing the political risks of bilateral economic cooper-
ation. In this area, political risk insurance (PRI) is a product whose purpose is to protect investors from
losses during unforeseeable political events.

The intensification of export and import relations and investment activities requires the cooperation
between Ukraine and Poland in the PRI sphere. An intergovernmental agency for the insurance of
political risks is an optimal institutional unit for this cooperation. It should be based on the mecha-
nism of public-private partnership. This institution will be deprived of the disadvantages of not only
the state (resource insufficiency) but also the private (limited risk appetite) mechanisms of political
risks management. Unlike the Berne Union, which focuses on the insurance of international trade
contracts (about 90%), the bilateral Ukrainian-Polish agency should concentrate on the PRI of invest-
ment contracts.

The establishment of active cooperation between Ukrainian and Polish insurance companies, associ-
ations of insurers, scientific and educational institutions is one of the preconditions for its successful
activity. Consequently, common approaches will be developed to improve the functioning of this
segment of the insurance market according to European standards.

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Innovative activity is an integral part of the modern world, which is developing dynamically. The lead-
ers of the world economy have identified the priorities for innovative areas of activity and focused
their efforts on their development. In Ukraine, among the innovative sectors of activity, the positive
trend is demonstrated by the sphere of information technologies (IT), the future of which essentially
depends on state support and changes in tax legislation.



At the beginning of its independence, Ukraine was at about the same level of socio-economic devel-
opment as Poland. Today, this parity has changed, not in favour of Ukraine. In particular, the IT market
in Poland is characterized by its high results. The demand for IT solutions depends on the level of
computer literacy, the intensification of cooperation between science and business, the availability
of funds for research and development, the volume of public funding, favourable investment climate,
as well as financial capabilities of companies.

The Ukrainian information technology market is represented by a number of IT companies, including
SoftServe, Infopulse, GlobalLogic, EPAM, ELEKS and others. The IT sphere of Ukraine is largely interna-
tionalized and has close contacts with the professional environment in the countries of the European
Union. Thus, this year, in January, SoftServe (specializing in software development) has completed
the purchasing process of the Polish software developer Coders Center (specializing in e-commerce
platforms). lvano-Frankivsk’s company Softjourn, which became one of the top 100 outsourcing com-
panies in the world, has recently opened an office in Wroclaw, Poland.

The extension of the European Union creates opportunities for the development of cross-border co-
operation, realization of common interests of Ukraine and neighbouring states, with the develop-
ment of appropriate instruments for their stimulation. One of these tools is the development of the
IT sphere, which dynamically integrates into all sectors of the world economy, directly affecting the
overall growth of their economic and social indicators.

Directions of the Development of Polish-Ukrainian Business Relations in the Conditions of
These Countries’ Participation in International Economic Organizations

The economic activity of enterprises positively influences the national economy and reflects the level
of economic development of the country. International forms of activity that are characterized by
a variety of business transactions prevail in modern economic relations and they form new challeng-
es for the effective development of both the national economy and each individual entity. The article
contains a study of Polish-Ukrainian business cooperation in the field of foreign trade for the period
of 2010-2016. Based on this, an approach has been developed to distinguish Polish-Ukrainian busi-
ness relations, taking into account the processes of economic transformation and European integra-
tion in Ukraine, as well as the positive dynamics of the economic development of Poland as a mem-
ber state of the European Union. The business environment of Ukraine at this stage of its economic
development requires investments in the development of the business sector. For Polish businesses,
the Ukrainian market is becoming a priority and promising area for expanding their activities. The
suggested directions of cooperation have been presented in conjunction with the participation of
both the countries in international economic organizations, in particular, the effects of cooperation
between Ukraine and Poland with the International Monetary Fund, the World Trade Organization
and non-governmental organizations (chambers of commerce), which deal with the regulation of
international trade transactions, have been analyzed both on international and national levels. The
results of the study are the solution to the issue in the field of economic relations between Poland
and Ukraine.

One of the areas of the transboundary cooperation between Ukraine and Poland is the control over
the preservation of cultural and historical values. This cooperation is governed primarily by the UNE-
SCO Convention On the Control of the Movement of Cultural and Historical Values. However, taking
into account the borders of both the countries and their common cultural and historical heritage, the
controlling of the preservation of cultural and historical values requires a wider range of cooperation.
The problematic character of establishing a holistic control system is compounded by difficulties in-
herited as a result of the Vistula Operation carried out by USSR leadership, which has had a negative
impact on the Polish-Ukrainian relations. These circumstances require a scientific justification of the
appropriate measures to form an effective system for monitoring the preservation of the cultural and
historical values of both the nations.

Using the methodological foundations to form a system for controlling the preservation of cul-
tural and historical values of Ukraine and Poland, one should distinguish the main directions of its
organization. First of all, it is necessary to register all immovable objects representing the cultural
or historical value for each of the nations. This is the prerogative of the cultural departments of the
border regions and voivodships with the participation of historical and cultural values across the
border carried out by the customs authorities. The third direction of control should be a smooth
monitoring of the market of antiques for the purpose of identifying historical and cultural values of



general national importance for Poland and Ukraine. The control system developed on such bases
will contribute to the preservation of the historical and cultural values of both the nations as a part
of the world treasury.

Improving of the outpatient care is an urgent problem of the health care system in Ukraine. Research
objective: to determine the problems of organizing of the Consultative and Diagnostic Centres



(CDCGs) in Kiev, to consider the foreign experience of forming a partnership between the state and the
private sector in health care and to determine the directions of development of the CDCs.

The information base for their formation was the scientific works of Ukrainian and foreign specialists
in public-private partnership (PPP) and management, as well as the results of own studies. Sociolog-
ical survey of 437 patients and 411 physicians of communal CDCs and an expert assessment of the
state, problems of the organization and prospects for further development of communal CDCs (by 21
highly qualified specialists in the organization and management of public health) were conducted in
2017 in Kiev. It has been established that general population and physicians are dissatisfied with the
existing organization of the CDC'’s work.

The results of the expert evaluation also demonstrated the existence of a number of organizational
problems in the CDCs. It is determined that the development of the CDCs depends on financing and
management, as well as on introduction of mechanisms of public-private partnership. The necessity
of reorganizing and improving the management of the CDCs is substantiated. Formation of the eco-
nomic mechanism of the CDCs on the principles of public-private partnership is the priority direction
of development of communal CDCs in current conditions. The results of the performed research will
be used to develop the model of CDCs on the principles of PPP.

The Main Results of Decentralization During the Formation of Local Budget Revenues

A slowdown of the socio-economic development dynamics in Ukraine in the recent years, a growth
in the development differentiation of its regions, an unbalanced level of living standards and poor
achievements of economy’s spatial structure efficiency have made it a matter of utmost importance
to conduct administrative and territorial reforms as well as decentralization and integral sectoral
reforms.

The aim of the article is to define the basic consequences of tax revenues formation for local budgets
in a decentralized environment.

While describing the practices of local budget revenue formations based on budget and taxes decen-
tralization, we can draw the following conclusions:

« thelevel of local budget tax resources remains insufficient for maintenance of granting social
services of the relevant level despite a change in local budget revenue structure in the course
of reforming. Moreover, local budgets remain dependent on funding from the state budget;

- theinterregional differentiation by the amount of tax revenues in the structure of local budg-
ets is constantly rising (its growth is caused by imposing an excise tax on the sale of excisable
goods);

« the share of local taxes and fees in the structure of local budget tax revenues has increased
due to the reforms, and this means a growth of local budget financial autonomy. The growth
took place due to the assignment of land fees to local taxes. This strengthened the role of local
taxes and fees in the forming of local budget incomes. On the other hand, the introduction of
property tax had almost no influence on the level of local budget financial capacity.

In addition to the abovementioned facts, the communities have received stimuli for the improve-
ment of the territory fiscal capacity through the development of territory economic capacity, and
therefore the attraction of larger amounts of tax payments to local budgets for their efficient use.
This circulation of interdependent elements stipulates the development of relevant territories under
condition of efficient participation of the community in the first place and then state authorities.
Thus, the issue of decentralization remains pending.

Global Experiences of Interest Rate Regulations and Possibilities of Its Application in Ukraine

The problem of interest rate regulation tool application in Ukraine is related to the definition of
areasonable level of the NBU discount rate, which contributes to the restraining of inflationary pro-
cesses ensuring the stable functioning of the money market and economic system of the country
in general.

The analysis covered the experiences of economically developed states and unions, countries that
are actively developing and countries with a new market economy regarding the monetary poli-
cy. It was established that the regulation of interest rates of the money market is a key goal and
mission of monetary policy instruments that will ensure price stability. Thus, the main goal of the
People’s Bank of Poland is the stability of the Polish zloty; the task is to maintain a stable price level
simultaneously supporting the government’s economic policy. The common features of the most
analysed countries is that the key instrument of the Central Bank monetary policy is interest rates,
and the percentage channel is the main instrument in the monetary transmission mechanism. The
effective interest rates regulation is provided by operational foundations of interest rate policy,
based on the mechanism of averaging reserves, open market operations, depositing and lending.
Changing the key rate, the Central Bank affects the demand for money; at the same time, changing
the volumes of operations in the open market, the Central Bank affects interest rates on the money
market. However, if developed countries, as a reaction to the financial and economic crisis, choose
the policy of “cheap money’, stimulating the use of the country’s resources, the developing coun-
tries limit the money supply and business activity through “expensive money"”. It solves the problem
of inflation and devaluation of the national currency, but does not solve the structural problems of
economy and does not provide incentives for investment and business activity.

It is determined that in Ukraine it is expedient to introduce the experiences of interest policy on
the basis of inflation targeting with justification of the possibilities of direct intervention of the
NBU in the activities of the money market (as in Poland) with the aim of stabilizing it. The global
regulatory experiences are relevant to Ukraine because of the need to improve the institutional
principles of regulation, and to strengthen the political, operational and financial independence
of the regulators.

Business Operations of the Ukrainian Enterprises in Poland: Optimization of Tax Expenses

It is known that Ukraine and Poland are unified by their long-term trade and economic relations.
In 2016, Poland ranked first place (16.3%) among the EU countries for the export of goods to Ukraine
(ferrous metals, electrical machines, ores, slags and ashes) and this indicator has increased by 11.3%



compared to the previous year. Concerning domestic imports, Poland is second after Germany with
15.7%. Poland is seen as a promising country for doing business with Ukrainian enterprises because
of its geographical proximity, similar mentality of its inhabitants and its favourable investment cli-
mate (at present, domestic enterprises dealing with wholesale and retail trade, repair of vehicles and
motorcycles are the main investors in the Polish economy).

An analysis of particularities of the taxation system is important for the enterprises which have the
intention to enter the Polish market, since taxes have a large share in the expenses of such enterprises
and determine their profitability. According to the research of the International Bank for Reconstruc-
tion and Development “Doing Business 2017", in which countries are evaluated according to 10 cri-
teria of ease of doing business (the tax criterion is also included), Poland generally ranks 24" among
190 countries (by the criterion of ease of calculation and payment of taxes: 47* place) vs. 80" and
84t places of Ukraine respectively, which makes this country attractive for the Ukrainian business to
enter its markets.

The main sources of tax expense optimization for an enterprise: knowledge of the business climate
and the rules of the Polish market, choosing a successful organizational and legal form and taxation
system, making use of the benefits of state support programs for small and medium businesses, tax
privileges, electronic systems of filling tax reports and paying taxes, etc. What is important for solv-
ing many social and economic problems in Ukraine is the further involvement of small and medi-
um-sized enterprises in foreign economic activity, which today do not have sufficient information
about the conditions of entering foreign markets, possible partners, etc.

The Main Courses of Optimization of Customs Legislation of Ukraine to the EU Requirements

Ukraine wants to become a member state of the EU in the future, so several steps should be under-
taken to reform its customs policy towards liberalization of trade relations with the EU countries, ab-
olition or reduction of tariff rates for goods and goods groups, defined by the Agreement on the Free
Trade Area between Ukraine and the EU, and improvement, simplification and ensuring the trans-
parency of the customs payment administration system and ensuring optimization of the domestic
customs legislation in the field of customs policy pursuant to the EU requirements. The purpose of
the study is to define the main directions of optimization of the customs legislation of Ukraine in
accordance with the EU requirements.

The EU-Ukraine Association Agreement and the Free Trade Agreement between Ukraine and the EU
are the opportunities for Ukraine to strengthen its position at the markets of Europe, shape the im-
age of the country, search for partners and investors for its economic development, and reform and
optimize the customs and tax policy and other areas of its public administration.

The main steps for reforming the customs system of Ukraine and making it similar to the EU standards
are:

« improvement of customs practices to ensure non-discrimination, transparency and efficiency;

- abolition of requirements for obligatory attraction of customs brokers and before shipment
inspections or inspections at the place of destination;

« convergence of transit goods transportation systems;
« promotion of cross-border cooperation;

+ ensuring interactions of customs authorities with entrepreneurs that carry out foreign
economic activity;



« implementation of joint control measures of customs authorities from the neighbouring
countries at the border in order to facilitate and speed up the crossing of the border and
customs clearance of goods;

« formation of effective mechanisms for combating illegal export of goods, in particular objects
of intellectual property rights;

- interactions and exchanging experiences between customs authorities of the neighbouring
countries in order to identify and eliminate corruption and shadow operations;

- introduction of a customs electronic declaration system.

Social Security of the Ukrainians Working in Poland

The complicated economic situation in Ukraine and low wage levels bring about an increase in la-
bour migration. Nowadays, able-bodied Ukrainians are more often looking for better paid jobs in
European countries. In this situation, the problem of social protection of labour migrants and their
families is essential. An important multilateral document in the field of social protection of migrants
is the European Convention on the Legal Status of Migrant Workers, ratified by Ukraine in 2007. The
Convention obliges the countries that joined it to provide migrant workers with social security similar
to that enjoyed by their own citizens. Ukraine also has bilateral social security agreements with Bul-
garia, Estonia, Spain, Latvia, Lithuania, Portugal, Slovakia, and the Czech Republic. Between Poland
and Ukraine, such agreement came into force on January 1,2014. According to the Ministry of Family,
Labour and Social Policy of Poland, more than 270 thousand workers from Ukraine pay contributions
to the Social Insurance Institution (ZUS).

The social protection of Ukrainian workers in Poland depends on the type of contract they work
under:

« if the person has signed an employment contract (umowa o prace), he/she is required to pay
contributions to all types of social insurance (pension insurance, disability insurance, sickness
insurance, accident insurance, medical insurance);

«+ if the person works only under the contract of mandate (umowa zlecenie), he/she is required
to pay contributions for pension insurance, disability insurance, accident insurance and med-
ical insurance. Sickness insurance is voluntary in this case;

« persons who have signed a contract for specific work (umowa o dzieto) are not required
to pay contributions for social insurance and medical insurance.

The person pays the contributions for unemployment insurance only. The growth in the number of
Ukrainians who pay contributions to the Polish social insurance system has a positive effect on its fi-
nancial position. Meanwhile, this tendency leads to an aggravation of the financial crisis in the system
of social insurance of Ukraine.

Taxation of Territories as a Grounds of Polish-Ukrainian Cross-border Cooperation

Given the peculiarities of constructing the budgetary system of the EU countries, the scientists allo-
cate three models of distribution of budget revenues of different levels, namely:

« the distribution of tax revenues and other revenues between different levels of the country’s
budgetary system represented by a model partly characteristic of the US;



« the splitting of incomes from taxation through the consolidation of budgets of different lev-
els of specifically defined shares of tax revenues within a single tax rate represented a model
partly characteristic of Germany;

« the establishment at the level of administrative-territorial formations of supplements to gen-
eral national taxes represented by a model typical of Sweden.

When studying the formation of local budget revenues, it should be noted that among the EU coun-
tries there are countries whose local budgets are characterized by a high level of fiscal autonomy, and
countries whose local budget revenues are more dependent on transfers, the distribution of which
takes place at the central level.

The aim of the study is to develop a system of intergovernmental fiscal relations in the EU countries.
The countries for which the formation of local budgets revenues depends on intergovernmental
equalization are Ireland, Italy and Portugal, where transfers amount to 60-80% of the local budget
revenues. At the same time, in the EU countries, state transfers are provided in three forms, namely:
subsidies, targeted subsidies (subventions) and through redistribution of tax revenues. At the same
time, analyzing the features of financial equalization in the western countries, the following grounds
for the introduction of intergovernmental transfers may be established: a vertical financial imbal-
ance; the need to ensure a horizontal balance of fiscal revenues; the need to guarantee the provision
of public goods; the provision of political and macroeconomic stability.

Thereby, the formation of different models of local budgets in different EU countries is connected
with the choice of the goals of development of administrative and territorial units, the peculiarities of
development at the central level, as well as with the historical and social aspects in which the system
of local self-government of the country has developed.

The reform of the system of local self-government and financial decentralization, which nowadays
takes a leading position in the process of formation of effective local self-management, faces the
issue of ensuring the competitiveness of rural communities in Ukraine in order to find ways for their
development. The aim of the study is to define the main directions for providing a high level of com-
petitiveness of rural communities in Ukraine.

The main areas of the formation of competitive rural communities include the formation of capa-
ble united territorial communities on the basis of association (taking into account the experience
of the EU countries, in particular Poland, as a state with similar features of the administrative and
territorial organization and a potential partner in promoting cross-border cooperation), provision of
appropriate powers and ensuring their implementation with support of financial resources, as well
as encouraging local self-government bodies to make effective use of the domestic economic po-
tential, attracting investors and searching for cross-border cooperation. At the same time, the last
direction of increasing the competitiveness of rural communities, in particular, the development of
the territorial communities of the West of Ukraine, which have opportunities for cooperation with the
communities of Poland, requires an appropriate level of budget security, developed infrastructure
and authorities for effective cooperation with developed Polish communities. Next steps of ensuring
the competitiveness of Ukrainian rural communities after achievement of the appropriate level of
infrastructure development and transport connections should be an innovative investment develop-
ment, as well as provision of mass informatization of inhabitants of these communities for a possible
effective cooperation with Polish communities.

The economic cooperation between Poland and Ukraine in the part of bilateral investment partner-
ship is essential for the economic development for both of these countries. Long-standing bilateral
relations between two countries have been continuing due to strong historical and cultural ties as
well as due to their stable economic cooperation. The background, features as well as trends in the
investment cooperation between Ukraine and Poland during the period of 2010-2016 have been
analyzed in the article. Today, Polish production and services are widely presented on the Ukrainian
market (ceramics factory, parquet factory, furniture factory, the “Credo” bank, etc.). Ukrainian inves-
tors also take great interest in the development of Polish economy (Avto-ZaZ, Privat Group, Iskra,
etc.). In the article, the priorities of the Ukrainian and Polish investment cooperation have been de-
scribed, and issues of the investment cooperation and possible solutions have been highlighted. As



the result of the research, a range of suggestions have been presented. They are as follows: the for-
mation of a joint development strategy taking into account the national priorities of the participants;
establishment of a body that is responsible for the investment process; the formation of a network of
IT-analytical centres to ensure a systematic investment monitoring; the development of joint invest-
ment projects aimed at the development of joint business activities. Thus, Poland and Ukraine have
all chances and possibilities for the further development and expansion of economic cooperation.
The results of the research are the solution to the issue in the field of economic cooperation in the
part of bilateral investment partnership.

The Trade, Economic and Investment Cooperation between Ukraine and Poland

The bilateral cooperation of countries in the economic sphere is an important component of the
cross-border cooperation between Ukraine and Poland. The cross-border economic cooperation with
Poland as one of the countries of the European Union is important for Ukraine both in terms of the

social-economic development of the country, convergence of the border territories, establishment of
economic ties, improvement of welfare of the population, etc., and in the context of the implemen-
tation of its eurointegration choice. Poland is one of the largest trading partners of Ukraine as well as
an important investment one. The purpose of the study is to highlight the current state of the Ukrain-
ian-Polish trade-economic cooperation and define the place of Poland in the foreign trade of Ukraine
with the EU countries. The dynamics of the main indicators of foreign trade in goods and services of
Ukraine with Poland is analyzed and key tendencies and problems of Ukrainian-Polish trade relations
are determined. The main groups of goods and services, dominating in the structure of Ukrainian
exports and imports, are distinguished. The peculiarities of the Ukrainian-Polish investment coop-
eration are considered, the successful investment projects in Ukraine involving Polish investments
and the ones in Poland with the participation of Ukrainian capital are pointed out. The analysis of the
dynamics of direct investment inflows from Poland into the Ukrainian economy and their distribution
by types of economic activity is carried out. Recommendations on deepening and intensification of
the trade-economic and investment cooperation between Ukraine and Poland are formulated.

The article examines the existing experience of cooperation of regional management entities, in par-
ticular authorities, in the sphere of cross-border cooperation along the Ukrainian-Polish border.

In order to achieve the goals set up for the authors, the sociological research method of question-
naire survey has been implemented. The regional government entities are the object of the research.
They are the representatives of executive authorities of oblast (an administrative unit in Ukraine) and
regional level of Volynska, Lvivska, Zakarpatska and Ivano-Frankivska oblasts and of public organiza-
tions engaged in the sphere of cross-border cooperation and scientists examining theoretical and
practical aspects of cross-border cooperation problems.

The sample of executive authorities’ representatives of oblast and regional level of the abovemen-
tioned oblasts was formed through probability zoned sampling. The sample of public organizations’
representatives was formed through snowball sampling.

The conducted research has detected basic obstacles to the efficient cross-border cooperation
development.

The authors have developed proposals regarding the improvement of the mechanisms of informa-
tional-statistical, organizational and institutional maintenance in the sphere of cross-border cooper-
ation. In particular, proposals concern the initiatives concerning a qualification level increase of the
executive authorities’ representatives and the creation of a coordinating or consulting centre in order
to form the data bases and monitor, support and implement cross-border programs and projects
within the cross-border region, etc.

Peculiarities of Cooperation in the Ukrainian-Polish Cross-Border Area

Peculiarities of cooperation in the Ukrainian-Polish cross-border area are defined by the following key
factors. According to European Outline Convention on Trans-frontier Cooperation between Territorial
Communities or Authorities and its Protocols, a territorial community is the main cross-border co-
operation entity. This enables territorial communities to form good neighbourhood relations and to
deepen links with adjacent territorial communities of neighbouring countries, contributing to joint
solution of the issues of local and regional development. They can also create the cross-border co-
operation bodies.

A comparatively lower level of residents’ official employment as well as a high level of entrepreneur-
ship activity without official registration of activity, leading to less possibility to fill local budgets of
bordering territorial communities. A price gap regarding certain goods (tobacco products, alcoholic
beverages, etc) on both sides of the border influences the development of the trade and road infra-
structure as well as stipulates the high dependency of local budget on excise tax.

An unbalanced development of territorial communities in the cross-border space by the parameters
of social and economic development and financial maintenance stipulate e.g. human capital flows,



i.e. the youth from the border territorial communities moves to a better developed environment.
Existence of mutual simplifications of border crossing procedure for the inhabitants of Ukrainian bor-
der territories and those from the neighbouring EU member states, contributing to the border cross-
ing by residents of the border territorial communities for social, cultural and family purposes and
for well-grounded economic reasons not defined by profitable activity. Opportunities to participate
in the Programs of international technical assistance, contributing to attracting additional grants to
solve local problems. Differences in the legal environment on both sides of the EU-Ukrainian border
create obstacles for implementation of joint initiatives by territorial communities of Ukraine and its
neighbouring EU member states.

The double citizenship (a Polish ID card, a Hungarian ID card, a Romanian and Russian passport)
creates favourable conditions for the residents of Ukrainian border areas to live in the territory of
a neighbouring EU member state. For example, the Polish ID card is a document that confirms an in-
dividual’s affiliation with the Polish nation, enabling legal employment in the Polish territory without
a work permit and conducting private business in the country’s territory.

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The Ukrainian-Polish Cross-Border Cooperation in the Agrarian Sector of Economy

Nowadays, at the stage of the development of economic cooperation between Ukraine and the Po-
lish Republic, the agrarian sector of economy has a great importance. This is why under the condi-
tions of Ukraine’s integration with the European Union, performing radical organizational, economic,
technical, technological and structural transformations is especially important for the agrarian policy.
This will promote a significant increase of economic potential of the agrarian sector and guarantee
food safety in the country.

At the same time, the issue of restructuring agriculture as a prospective sector of economy as well
as increasing the productivity of lands and agrarian labour in agricultural enterprises also deserve
special attention. Under the conditions of an acute economic crisis, ensuring a structural balance has
a significant impact on the development of economic potential of the agrarian sector of economy
in the border territories. It concerns the application of efficient state mechanisms for creating opti-
mal proportions between such constituents as horticulture, stockbreeding and fodder-making, land
funds and availability of machinery for cultivation of land. The violation of these proportions will lead
to a further decrease of effectiveness of agricultural production.

Taking into account the peculiarities of the Ukrainian-Polish cross-border cooperation, the priority
measures of the two-way cooperation of the states concerning the development of the agrarian
sector of economy must become: ensuring perfection of institutional provision and infrastructure
of interregional cooperation according to the EU standards; engaging Polish experts and investors in



projects for support of minor and medium-sized farms; making use of Polish experiences of coopera-
tive farms, branch and business management according to the European standards; the use of inno-
vation technologies in AIC; and complying with the European standards of food quality and safety.

The applied measures of increasing effectiveness of the state agrarian sector of economy concerning
the integration with the entrepreneurial environment of the EU on the basis of using experiences of
Poland will become a platform for forming priorities for food safety and strategic partnership of both
the countries in the long run.

The VAR Model of Ukrainian-Polish Economic Interaction

GDP is one of the main economic indicators summing up the size of national income and output
of goods and services over a certain period of time. It characterizes the economic activities of the
country; therefore, it was chosen to study the economic cooperation between the states. To study the
economic ties between Ukraine and Poland, the VAR-model of the dependence between the quarter-
ly GDP of the countries was constructed and analyzed, and then a forecast for the next quarter was
made. For a qualitative and effective analysis, the investigation was done on the basis of statistical
data for 2010-2017. The quarterly GDP of the countries turned out to be non-stationary, which was
found out by the augmented Diskey-Fuller test (ADF), so it was differentiated. The Vector Autore-
gressive Model (VAR) is a natural continuation of a one-factor autoregressive model for a dynamic
multidimensional time series. One of the main tasks in constructing a VAR model is to determine the
number of lags or order of the model, on the basis of the Akaike’s Information Criterion AIC and the
Hannan-Quinn Criterion HQ criterion, the value of 4 was chosen. The VAR-model parameters based
on the first differences in the data on the growth of quarterly GDP of countries, taking into account
the number of lags, were evaluated. The value of the determination coefficients of the model, which
indicates the satisfactory reliability of the model, is obtained, and therefore it can be used for further
analysis and forecasting.

Integration processes between Ukraine and the EU stimulate an increased communication between
them. The number of links between the national, political and business structures of both parties
is increasing. The introduction of a visa-free regime for Ukrainian citizens in the EU stimulated an
increase in the flow of individual trips of Ukrainians to EU countries.

This growth in the number of people crossing the border between the EU and Ukraine creates new
security challenges in the area of cross-border transport logistics. Security issues are particularly rel-
evant in view of the escalation of the problem the EU faces with the inflow of refugees from the
countries of the Middle East and North Africa. This, as well as the aggression of the Russian Federation
against Ukraine, pushes the EU countries to develop and apply more effective methods of ensuring
security at their borders.

However, the introduction of security measures at the borders should not hinder the establishment
of closer cross-border communications between the EU and Ukraine. Therefore, the Ukrainian side
should be involved in the development of those measures. A positive example is the Ukrainian-Polish
cooperation on the common border. It covers various security-related areas: administrative, human-
itarian, ecological, etc.

Security measures in the organization of cross-border traffic of motor vehicles are equally important.
Such measures cover the coordinated creation of cross-border routes, the arrangement of common
border crossing points, the development of common border crossing rules for various categories of
vehicles and other means of transport. These measures should be based on research of cross-bor-
der transport logistics. One of the directions of such research is the development of a mathematical
model of motor transport movement at the border crossing. This model should take into account
the peculiarities of the transport movement across the border, the seasonality of the intensity of
the cross-border movement, the daily load on the border crossing points, the categories of motor
vehicles moving towards the border. It is important that this model covers all cross-border routes
between Ukraine and an individual EU country. Only then it will be possible to predict and evaluate
the cross-border movement of vehicles and to timely use the appropriate set of security measures.

Influence of the Hydrological Regime of the Western Bug River on the Change of Borders

Between Ukraine and Poland

The border between Ukraine and Poland, with a length of 220 km in the Volyn region, runs along
the midline (fairway) of transboundary river Western Bug. This area is characterized by significant
meandering (channel bends), winding, islands, congestion from flooded and fallen trees, unstable
banks. As a result of fluvial and riverbed processes the coastal erosion is developing. There is a con-
stant threat of riverbed changes and the subsequent reduction of the lands of both states and actual
transfer of land between the countries. As a consequence, change of the state border line occurs.

Water management services are constantly monitoring the status of the border area to identify of
potentially dangerous sites of erosion. In 2016 the Western Bug Water Management Department
(Ukraine) formed an updated list of such places. There are 33 sites with a length of 23 km and an area
of 107 hectares of possible reduction of the territory of Ukraine.

The problems of illegal crossing the state border are annually considered at the meetings of the
Ukrainian-Polish Intergovernmental Border Guard and Cross Border Water Commissions. In addition
to hydraulic engineering works (clearing the channels, strengthening and fixing of the banks), one
of the solutions is the interchange of actually excluded areas. But this method is too complicated
without clear action plans and terms of implementation. Since the Independence of Ukraine, the
exchange with Poland of the same areas up to 20 hectares took place only once, despite the fact that
in course of 26 years such areas were formed to a much larger extent.

The Ukrainian side cleared 18 km of the riverbed from fallen and flooded trees, and also constructed
a 1.2 km of concrete-block bank protection in 1999-2011. Due to limited funding, these measures
were abandoned starting from 2012.
