SUMMARY

Great Britain has passed a historic way of participating in European
integration processes, trying to adapt them to their state needs and
international interests. Such a strategy became particularly noticeable in the
EU’s CFSP. According to the author's conception, the state leadership tried
to use the mechanisms of association to strengthen its influence on the
international arena, but adhered to minimalist positions regarding their
development. To this end, there were a number of internal and external
determinants that could be reduced to a single central factor: the British
governments did not consider European integration as a priority area in the
focusing of their international efforts, which would replace the importance
of other historically important foreign policy directions for Britain (relations
with the US and the states of Commonwealth of Nations). Therefore, the
EU’s CFSP was seen as an important but not the main mechanism of the
foreign policy of the kingdom, whose participation should not contradict its
basic principles — pragmatism, state-centeredness, parliamentary
sovereignty, global reach, balance of power, continuity and Atlanticism.
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The main conclusion of the research is that Britain has neglected EU
leadership capabilities in the CFSP, which was objectively the optimal
option to maximize the identification of its leadership ambitions in the
union.

The United Kingdom's membership in the EEC in 1973 was a necessary
step aimed at strengthening of the international position of the state in the
conditions of absence of any other Community alternative. The fulfillment
of this task had to be done by the active participation in the system of
political cooperation of the states of the union. However, the British elite
failed to consolidate society around participation in regional integration,
harmonizing the British model of the European association with its realities,
which contributed to the establishment of the image of the kingdom as the
center of Euro-skepticism.

The preconditions for the formation of the foreign policy component of
the EEC arose from the post-war attempts to establish a regional political
and defense community, the introduction of a mechanism of European
Political Cooperation in the early 1970°s. The British elite saw the EPC as
an additional resource to implement the international interests of the state,
the opportunity to show their leadership in European politics, strengthen its
influence in relations with the US and the USSR, reduce the influence of
France and Germany, to compensate the limited participation in the areas of
classical integration. The fidelity to the concept of Atlanticism and, at the
same time, the need for active engaging in the processes of regional union
has led to the dichotomy of its foreign policy between the EEC/EU and the
United States (NATO).

The author proposes such periods of British participation in the EU’s
CFSP: 1) traditionalist (1990-1997); 2) evolutionary-progressive (1998-
2002); 3) crisis (2003); 4) realistic (pragmatic-functional) (2004-2010);
5) skeptical-inertial (2010-2016).

During the preparation of the Treaty on European Union, the
conservative government tried to reduce the formation of the CFSP to a
level of intergovernmental cooperation. The London’s bet on the WEU, as a
military resistance to the EU, has forced the negotiators to postpone the
issue of providing a united military dimension. The abstract formation of
the treaty in the part of the CFSP satisfied the kingdom's interests. The
breakthrough in the development of the EU CFSP was due to the pro-
European position of the government of T. Blair, who renewed the long-
standing idea of British leadership in Europe and pursued a policy of
pragmatic Euro-optimism. The government's activation of the European
foreign policy of the United Kingdom has become a tactical step aimed at
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restoring the kingdom's lost position by the conservative governments in the
Community. During the preparation of the Constitutional Treaty, T. Blair’s
government made concessions regarding the introduction of the post of the
Union Foreign Minister, the extension of the vote in the EU Council by
qualified majority and the mechanism for in-depth cooperation on security
and defense. In London, they supported the adoption of the European
Security Strategy, but opposed the creation of a joint headquarters of the EU
forces and the strengthening of European institutions.

The realistic or pragmatic-functional period of Britain’s participation in
the EU-CFSP was marked by a gradual decline in the activity of the state
leadership in this direction of European politics. During the 2007
intergovernmental conference, the British authorities, by their pragmatic
and passive stance, departed from the implementation of the leadership
strategy in Europe. The European policy of the Labor government of
G. Brown (2007-2010) broadly followed the pragmatic line of predecessors,
and its biggest achievement was the signing of the Lisbon Treaty of the EU
on December 13, 2007. During the reign of governments of D. Cameron
(2010-2016), the level of state participation in the CFSP was significantly
reduced. They broke the historical dichotomy of “europeism-atlantism” in
Britain’s foreign policy, weakening its European element. As a result, there
was a decline in the role of the kingdom in international processes in the
region.

The peculiarities of the UK's position on the development of the EU
CFSP are as fully as possible compared to the positions of leading partners /
competitors in Europe — France and Germany. During the formation of the
CFSP, France and Germany acted as apologists, and the United Kingdom —
mostly antagonist of integration. Consequently, the level of EU-CFSP was a
consequence of the constant search for a compromise between the interests
of these states. It is important to take into account the European strategy of
Italy, whose leadership carried out a policy of maneuvering between the
positions of the mentioned states. Upon completion of the Brexit process
under certain conditions, Italy may enter the “big three” of the leading
powers of the European Union.

American-British relations as one of the main factors of the European
policy of the United Kingdom simultaneously stimulated and restrained it.
The British leadership has always taken into account the position of the
United States in the process of building the EU CFSP, trying not to reduce
the presence of the American factor in European politics. Let us note the
historical fact that US-British relations have not become a stable factor in
deepening Britain's participation in the EU CFSP. The crisis of the
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European security system due to the Russia's aggression against Ukraine
and changes in the international relations are beneficial for Britain, taking
into account the partial European reorientation of the United States.

The EU enlargement policy has become a strategic direction for
Britain’s involvement in the CFSP and has been aimed at strengthening the
country’s influence in the Union. The British governments have been active
in promoting a number of Central Eastern Europe states on their path to EU
membership. The decline in the support of the policy of enlargement and its
greater pragmatism was inherent in the governments of D. Cameron, which,
along with confrontational relations with the EU, has reduced the influence
of the state in the region. A specific and important direction of the EU’s
foreign policy was the establishment of relations with the Eastern European
states of the post-Soviet space. London’s policy on them developed in line
with the general policy of the West in the post-Soviet space. Only in the
early 2000's the EU introduced a separate comprehensive program of
cooperation with the states of the region — the European Neighborhood
Policy (subsequently the “Eastern Partnership” was singled out), with the
British Government as the co-author. The position of the kingdom in
relation to the countries of Eastern Europe varied according to the needs of
a compromise with the partners in the unification and dynamics of relations
with Russia. London adhered to the position of recognizing the possibility
of Eastern European membership in the European Union in the long run. In
general, the Eastern European policy of the EU and Great Britain remained
a peripheral component of the CFSP. Only the Russian-Ukrainian conflict
has turned London's attention to the problems of this region.

The UK’s relations with Ukraine were developing in the context of the
general policy trends of the West regarding the post-Soviet states. The
Kingdom supported the European integration course of Ukraine, but wasn’t
in hurry to provide the significant assistance and to consider relations with
Kiev beyond the Russian factor. Great Britain (as well as the EU) was
interested of Ukraine as in the element of the stability zone on the eastern
borders of the EU. In London, they supported the signing of the Association
Agreement between Ukraine and the EU in 2014. With the exit from the
Union, the strategic importance of Britain for Ukraine as an ally will be
reduced significantly.

The Atlantic and pro-American positions of the United Kingdom have
become one of the decisive and at the same time contradictory factors for
the establishment of the EU ESDP/CSDP. The introduction of official
NATO-EU relations at the beginning of 2000s was connected to a change of
the United Kingdom’s position regarding the EU's ESDP. At the same time,
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the development of the ESDP/CSDP did not go beyond British Atlanticism.
Britain is involved in the strategic weakness of the EU as a subject of a
system of European and global security, dependent on NATO and the
United States.

Britain, as one of the world's leading military powers, has played an
important role in shaping the European market for armaments and military
equipment. London's position on the participation of the British military-
industrial complex in the system of cooperation of the military-industrial
complex of the states of the European Union was controversial.
The kingdoms often favored cross-border cooperation outside the
association and tried to resist integration trends, in particular, the
development of the European Defense Agency. In the system of priorities of
military industrial complex in foreign markets, British companies favored
American partners. Due to the ambiguous position of Britain, it was not
possible to create a single European arms market.

Great Britain has made a significant contribution to the formation and
implementation of operational security activities of the European Union.
Since 2003, the United Kingdom at various levels of representation has
participated in virtually all EU military operations and civilian missions in
the regions of the Balkans, the Middle East, Africa, the post-Soviet space.
London was one of the largest donors of EU operations and missions.
However, Britain’s governments favored participation in NATO military
operations and coalition forces of the Union states, and at EU level, they
were mainly involved in civilian missions, which showed a strategic non-
alignment of the Union's capabilities and tasks compared to the Alliance’s
structures.

Consequently, the history of Britain’s participation in the EU CFSP in
the context of the start of the Brexit process in March 2017 shows that
Britain has never been able to find its place in the European Union. The
history of its membership in the EU provides an instructive experience of a
complex process of building relations with the institutions and partners in
the Community, which should be taken into account in Ukraine. The
withdrawal of the kingdom from the EU will lead to a partial loss of its
influence on regional processes and will have some negative consequences
for the international positions of Ukraine. The completion of the Brexit
process will complicate the tasks of the participants in the integration of the
CFSP, but should stimulate the consolidation of the efforts of the existing
member states to create new structures against which the United Kingdom
acted.
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
