4. According to the organizations of international human rights, on average
more than 70 million minors displaced every year in Europe, about 800 thousand in
the U.S., only about 6 thousand in Ukraine;

5. Threat of abduction of children who are in camps;

6. Child sexual assaults and abductions are on the rise;

7. Most kidnappers use guns, knives and other weapons to threaten, intimidate
and control their victims;

8. Children’s suffering from physical violence is not only an assault on the body,
it is an insult to the victim's integrity;

9. Law enforcement agencies are keys to the solution of problems.

Negative effects of kidnapping are psychological trauma, lack of trust, fear.
There are some solutions which when applied will help to reduce the rate of
kidnapping in any society or country. Among them are: training strong anti-kidnapping
agents (when law enforcement agencies are actively involved, the incidence of the
crime is lessened), monitoring activities of policemen, serious punishment for any
kidnapper, job creation (generating jobs for citizens of every country, especially the
youth, will promote the fight against crimes; when people are gainfully employed, they
won't need to commit crimes) [4].

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JUDICIARY OF THE UNITED KINGDOM

The judiciary (also known as the judicial system or court system) is the system
of courts that interprets and applies the law in the name of the state.The aim of this
paper is to describe the court system in the United Kingdom.

The United Kingdom is a representative of the so-called Anglo-Saxon legal
system, where the judicial precedent plays a leading role.The judiciary of the United
Kingdom are the separate judiciaries of the three legal systems in England and
Wales, Northern Ireland and Scotland. However, the judges of the Supreme Court of
the United Kingdom, the Special Immigration Appeals Commission, Employment
Tribunals, Employment Appeal Tribunal and the UK tribunals system do have a United
Kingdom-wide jurisdiction.

In England and Wales, there is a system of general and administrative courts.
The hierarchy of general courts consists of Lower Courts that represented by
magistrate courts and county courts; and Higher Courts that represented by Supreme
Court and House of Lords.The courts of the counties are the main bodies of civil
justice, in which almost 90% of civil casesare considered at the first instance. The
boundaries of the region in which the respective county court operates is determined
by the Lord Chancellor. His powers include the liquidation, association or creation of
new county judges.

Master Courts deal with basic criminal cases. They can make a sentence only
within a fine or imprisonment for up to 6 months. If the masters find that the accused
deserves more severe punishment, they transfer the case to the Crown Court.
