ECONOMY & INCLUSIVE ECONOMY

This article is devoted to the study of a paradigm of the circular economy as a
production model aimed at supporting sustainable economic development without
harming the environment. That is, increasing overall efficiency rather than reducing
inefficiencies. Circular economies are described as a regenerative, regenerative and
holistic. A holistic, circular economy in the realization of the goals of sustainable
development becomes inclusive and provides everyone with access to the benefits of
such development. Constancy, environmental and social opportunities are an incentive
for implementing Industry 4.0's positive. The global inclusive circular economy is a
low carbon, efficient and clean in production, and includes consumption and results
based on exchanges, circularity, cooperation, solidarity, sustainability, opportunities
and interdependence, diversifying the choice for national economies, using the target
and appropriate fiscal and social policies, supporting strong institutions specifically
aimed at protecting social and environmental foundations, which in fact expands the
paths of sustainable environmental development under the terms of the concept of
circularity and inclusiveness. Ultimately, the inclusive, inclusive, circular economy
provides not only jobs and revenues, but also health, the environment and a sustainable
future in general. It was investigated that the Rockefeller Foundation proposed five
core characteristics of the inclusive economy - participation, equity, growth, stability,
sustainable development. The emphasis is placed on the role of the concept of
"inequality" in the development of the idea of an inclusive and circular economy, while
it is pointed out that inequality is a natural by-product of growth and in parallel is a

necessary factor stimulating growth. The discussion of the Kuznets theory is analyzed,



in which the notion is drawn: the involvement of the poor as a partner in ensuring
growth and achieving well-being ("lifting" from poverty) and inclusive growth.

It is noted that the Rockefeller Foundation defines an inclusive economy as "expanding
opportunities for joint prosperity, especially for those who face major obstacles to their
well-being." It is noted that the inclusive economy is based on the idea of growth for
the benefit of the poor, but it also extends to other areas, such as feminist economics,
ecological economics, political economy and social welfare theory, which emphasize
aspects of economics that are poorly recorded in traditional economic indicators.

In recent years, there
has been a growing recognition that increasing inequality is a significant threat to
sustained economic growth. The idea that equity is good for the economy, however,
used to be controversial.

Methodology. The article is based on research has emerged from universities, think
tanks, and even Rockefeller Foundation, the International Monetary Fund and financial
institutions like Standard and Poor’s showing that inequality actually hinders growt;
on the debate has now shifted so dramatically that it is not simply researchers making
normative arguments that growth should benefit the poor or be more inclusive; a set of
researchers have both theorized and empirically investigated the proposition that equity
could and actually does lead to more sustainable economic growth, at least in some
contexts.
