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ROLE OF FORENSIC PSYCHOLINGUISTICS IN IDENTIFYING AND
ASSESSING OFFENDERS

Nowadays some linguists assist law enforcement officers in identifying and
assessing offenders. This is performed due to psycholinguistics that is considered as a
branch of study which combines the disciplines of psychology and linguistics. The
study is concerned with the relationship between the human mind and the language. It
examines the processes occured in brain while producing and perceiving both written
and spoken discourse.

As we know criminal investigative analysis deals with serial criminal acts, such
as serial homicides, arsons, or rapes, but it also can be used to analyze individual
crimes. This process examines the crime scene evidence and information about the
victim to assess the offender's behavior. The offender's behavior and interaction with
victims can reveal the motive for committing the crime. It also can help in modelling
the offender’'s personality and demographic characteristics. Investigators can learn
much about the offender due to his/her written or spoken language. To help them
make more informed decisions investigators use forensic psycholinguistic analysis of
language in such cases as authorship identification, threat assessment, workplace
violence, false allegations, and statement analysis.

Language sometimes contains clues to the writer's sex, education level, job, or
religious orientation. Use of such terms, as halyard or hose, can reflect knowledge of
emergency service or even work in a fire department. Correct grammar skills or use
of sophisticated language may reflect a high school education, or occupation of a
teacher.

Psycholinguists analyze stylistic features (e.g., sentence construction, word
choice, spelling, and punctuation) in documents, either electronic or handwritten.
Then, they can compare these features with those from the writings of a suspect to
determine if the suspect could have authored them.

Nowadays law enforcement officers realize that they must examine all kinds of
evidence in order to solve crimes. One type, which some investigators may overlook,
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involves the written and spoken words of the criminals. When a subject's written or
oral language is available, it can assist officers significantly.

To draw the conclusion, we’d like to emphasize that forensic psycholinguistic
analysis can extract clues from language in many types of crimes. Law enforcement
officers can be provided by useful information in determining offenders' identities,
their personality characteristics, and their potential for violence. This knowledge, in
turn, can help them develop investigative leads, construct interview strategies, and
perform more effective searches for evidence. Forensic psycholinguistics is
considered to be as an important investigative tool and it may provide the law
enforcement community with another way to resolve crimes.
