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INTERNATIONAL ECONOMY UNDER CONDITIONS OF CLIMATE
CHANGES: PANDEMIC AND POST-PANDEMIC PERIOD

During the pandemic countries were forced to close down their borders and as
such supply chain and income were affected. To deal with the changes circular
economy and ecological security which are key in the fight against climate change were
embraced. As the economies open ecological security and the circular economy will
continue to be pursued seriously by firms and nations. Further the pandemic halted
sustainability initiatives meant to curb climate change and highlighted the loopholes in
EU Regional Policy in challenging regional inequality.

1. Ecological Security of the Society and Circular Economy in Pandemic
Conditions

A healthy and resilient ecosystem aids in hindering flooding, wildfire, and any
other natural disasters. As illustrated by the Covid-19 pandemic unsafe natural
environment exploitation can also have an enduring impact on economic growth and
the health of the population. Additionally, when the ecosystem is damaged water and
food security as well as political stability are also impacted. Currently what is required
is a reevaluation of how healthy ecosystem preservation is prioritized by societies to
underpin human well-being and health. The outlined concept referred to as One Health
or Planetary Health structure considers systems of food production, practices of land
use, and biodiversity management as changing interconnections among people,
animals, and plants that constitutes an ecosystem (Brewington, 2020). The ecological
and health issues facing the world currently can be dealt with only through extensive
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use of the stated approach. A covid-19 pandemic can be perceived as an example of the
outcomes of failure to comprehend the interconnections found in Planetary Health.
Public experts stipulate that a mix of unsafe food markets, unsafe wild animals’
exploitation, and natural habitats encroachment generated conditions for the
pandemic’s outbreak (Brewington, 2020). Consumption and collection of wild foods
are significant to rural people. However, when wild animals are introduced into a
population and kept in unsafe conditions it creates ripe conditions for the emergence
and movement of diseases into the human population. The conditions are evident in
Asian wet markets. Similarly, destruction and disruption of habitats like unregulated
and unplanned urban growth into farmland or natural habitat enable close contact
between humans and wild as well as domestic animals. Without adequate public health
measures, close contact generates excellent conditions for an infectious disease to
move into the human host from animals. For example, rapid fragmentation and
deforestation in West and Central Africa resulted in Ebola virus transfer to the local
population from fruit bats. Islands are quintessential to the link between the well-being
of humans and the management of natural resources (Brewington, 2020). Several
islands depend on tourism income and imported foods for survival. Since the pandemic
forced islands to close their borders to freight ships and travelers, the supply chain was
interfered with forcing islands to adopt. For instance on Tonga island residents were
given seeds to plant fruits and vegetables rather than relying on New Zealand imports
(Brewington, 2020). The island represents a suitable example of adaptation to food
insecurity resulting from the pandemic and move towards sustainable, healthier
practices of agriculture. The pandemic impact on the islands provides hope for
resilience and adaptation via better environmental practices. Therefore Planetary
Health via ecological security is key post the pandemic.

Further, the pandemic triggered a move towards a circular economy by
highlighting the weaknesses in the global supply chain and human impact on the
environment. The global economy deeply depends on an interconnected supply chain
maintained by over 100 billion tons of raw material that go into the system annually
(Kechichian & Mahmoud, 2020). For decades the supply chain had been unsustainable
and a few months after the virus broke it was evident that the global supply chain is
fragile. A circular economy offers a solution to improving the resilience of the supply
chain. Since the circular economy is built on the principle of keeping materials and
products in use, designing out pollution and waste, and natural systems regeneration it
can help in addressing the Sustainable Development Goals. If implemented it could
enhance nutrient and water security as well as material resilience or security while
mitigating climate change. Although the pandemic impacted the economy negatively,
the earth began healing immediately. Cities across India started seeing the Himalayas
as pollution cleared for the first time in years. At Venice canals, Dolphins came back
and the levels of CO2 decreased by approximately 17 percent (Romano, 2021). In the
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short duration that people stayed at home, there was a noticeable change in the
environment highlighting the need for a circular economy. Further, the circular
economy was embraced through reuse, remanufacturing, and recycling practices. Raw
materials were used in firms' production lines to create masks for compulsory use by
citizens of countries like Brazil (Kechichian & Mahmoud, 2020). Due to supply-chain
and manufacturing shortages in the health sectors sterilizing agents were employed in
NO95 masks decontamination to give them a second life and in Amsterdam, the
Doughnut Economic model was implemented to decrease food waste by 50 percent as
of 2030 (Kechichian & Mahmoud, 2020). Due to the significance of the circular
economy during the pandemic, it will be a key component of post-pandemic recovery
plans.

2. Sustainable development and global climate change

The 13th Goal of UN Sustainable Development is combating climate change and
its effects. The goal seeks to integrate climate change initiatives into the policies of
nations as well as improve institutional capacity, awareness-raising, and education on
climate change early warning, impact decrease, adaptation, and mitigation (UN, 2022).
Also, the goal calls for the application of commitments made at the United Nations
Framework Convention on Climate Change and the promotion of measures that can
enhance the capacity for effective management and planning of climate change in
Small Island Developing States and least developed nations. The results document of
The Future We Want Rio Conference highlights climate change as an urgent and
inevitable global issue with long-term consequences for every country’s sustainable
development (UN, 2022). In the paper, member states outline their concerns regarding
the persistent increase in greenhouse gases emission and every nation's vulnerability
moreso developing nations to climate change’s severe impacts. Due to the stated
concerns, Member States have encouraged wide participation and cooperation of every
nation in an appropriate and effective international action against climate change.
There are calls for countries to work together in fighting climate change to ensure
global sustainable development.

The pandemic significantly affected climate change adaptation and mitigation
efforts globally. The activities of individuals who work in climate-based sectors were
ruined by the pandemic because of the sudden stop to in-person climate-based meetings
and decrease in personal communications. The Covid-19 pandemic negatively
impacted the works associated with the sixth Assessment Report of the
Intergovernmental Panel on Climate Change preparation (Filho et al, 2022). Also, it
negatively affected the 26th Conference of the Parties of the UN Framework
Convention on Climate Change scheduled for Glasgow but had to be postponed by
eliminating personal exchanges and interactions during meetings (Filho et al, 2022).
There were communication delays as more time was focused on covid based issues,
climate actions were delayed, funding was decreased and planned deliverables were
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suspended. Such challenges caused by the pandemic delayed sustainable initiatives
meant to curb climate change.

3. European Union Current Threats and Opportunities for Regional
Policy During and after the Pandemic

Regional policy is the tool through which European Union invests locally.
Addressed to every European Union cities and region, the policy has measures to
enhance jobs and economic growth as well as enhance life quality via strategic
investment. Due to the indicated form of European Union solidarity individuals in less
developed areas can capitalize on opportunities created by the largest global markets
(European Union, 2022). The regional policy of the European Union invests in
individuals by promoting access to opportunities for social inclusion, education, and
employment, supporting medium-sized and small businesses development, and
bettering the environment via key investment projects. Also, the policy strengthens
innovation and research through jobs that are research and investment-related as well
as modernization of energy production and transport to counter climate change with
emphasis on innovative infrastructure for transport and renewable energy. Due to
regional policy, less developed areas in Eastern Europe are catching up with the other
EU regions, Member States' convergence has increased and employment has grown
(European Commission, 2022). However, less developed and middle-income areas in
the south-western and southern EU are facing economic decline or stagnation, regional
employment disparities are higher than before 2008 and regional internal disparities
have increased within the rapidly growing Member States (European Commission,
2022). During the pandemic migrants found in low-income, nations were highly likely
to contract the virus and thus highly represented in Covid-19 deaths and cases. They
lived in unsafe and overcrowded houses, held informal jobs, and were minimally aware
of Covid-19 preventive measures (European Commission, 2021). Nevertheless, they
were not incorporated as priority groups by the rich EU Member States when issuing
directives on immunization. The exclusion of migrants resulted in failure to create
particular initiatives to reach them and failure to vaccinate migrants. Due to the high
disparity in vaccination, the regional policy may be characterized as benefitting only
particular groups in EU nations. Still, since the policy has been linked to a plunge in
social exclusion and poverty it can be applied to increase access to healthcare in
migrant communities in wealthy EU nations. Also, because of a lack of investment in
research and development and weak innovation systems in regions that are least
developed the innovative divide in the EU has increased (European Commission,
2022). The regional policy can also be applied to reducing the divide in access to
vaccines by channeling investment to vaccine based R&D.

That said it is pertinent to assert that the pandemic triggered a move towards a
circular economy, fostered actions towards ecological security, stopped sustainability
initiatives meant to curb climate change, and outlined highlighted the loopholes in EU
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Regional Policy in challenging regional inequality. Therefore, post-pandemic, nations
and firms are expected to invest more in a circular economy. Also, individuals,
communities, firms, and countries are expected to embrace sustainable approaches to
maintaining ecological security. Moreover, talks and measures about sustainability
initiatives towards climate change will resume and EU Regional Policy is expected to
invest in R&D on vaccines and reduce regional inequality across the EU.
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CHANGE OF SUPPLY CHAIN PARADIGMS -
TRANSFORMATION IN THE POST-EPIDEMIC ERA

Trade and investment trends unfold across three key dimensions of international
production: the fragmentation and length of value chains (short to long), the geographic
distribution of value added (centralized to distributed), and the management choices of
MNEs that identify advantages. There are several prototype configurations covering
industries that collectively account for the largest share of world trade and investment.
These include capital-intensive and labor-intensive industries in the primary sector;
high-tech and low-tech industries with intensive GVC (Global Value Chain) use;
geographically dispersed processing and hub industries; and high- and low-value-
added industries.

The impact of technologies, policies and trends on international production is
multifaceted. Sometimes they reinforce each other, sometimes they push each other;
and they vary across industries and regions. Depending on the starting point of each
industry—their prototype international production configuration—they will tend to
choose one of four trajectories:

» Reshoring

will result in shorter, more fragmented value chains and higher geographic
concentration of value added. This will mainly affect high-tech industries that use
global value chains intensively. Consequences of this trajectory include increased
redemptions and reduced foreign direct investment aimed at improving efficiency.

» Diversification

will lead to a wider distribution of economic activity. This will primarily affect
GVC-intensive services and production. This trajectory will increase opportunities for
new entrants (economy and companies) to participate in GVCs, but its reliance on the
digitization of supply chains will lead to these GVCs being more freely managed,
platform-based and asset-free.

« Regionalization

will reduce physical length without fragmenting the supply chain. The
geographical distribution of value added will increase. This trajectory will affect
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regional processing industries, some GVC-intensive industries, and even primary
industries.

» Duplication

will reduce value chains and restructure production stages. This will lead to more
geographically distributed activities, but more concentrated added value. This is
especially true for hub and regional processing industries.

So, if global supply chains remain disrupted until early 2022, how will the
winners and losers in the supply chain be determined?

When asked to evaluate vacancies in the global supply chain, experts agreed that
there was no direct answer. A common lesson for many companies and localization
consultants during a pandemic is that supply chain management strategies need to be
flexible.

This directly contradicts the nature of supply chains and production as an
industry; investments are often long-term and expensive to implement and regulate.
Supply chain decisions have many levers - talent, location, value, technology,
geopolitics - and all of these are likely to change with investment.

Although the different trajectories suggest that the expected shift in international
production is not one-way, the general direction of development points to:

* Shorter, more fragmented value chains;

» More concentrated added value;

* More platform-driven and asset-light value chain governance;

* From global value chains to regional and subregional value chains;

* Global efficiency-seeking FDI faces downward pressure in favor of regional
market-seeking FDI;

* Global trade in intermediate goods faces downward pressure, with less
downward pressure on trade in final goods;

» Some industries move from large-scale investment to small-scale distributed
manufacturing;

* Continued growth and fragmentation of the service value chain;

* Resilience and national security concerns are key drivers of global value chain
diversification;

« Shift from global value chain investments to cross-border investments in
infrastructure, domestic services and green and blue economies, driven by the need for
sustainable development.

Policymakers need to be prepared for the challenges posed by the transformation
of international production and to seize the opportunities.

Challenges include increased divestments, relocations, investment transfers, and
a shrinking pool of investments seeking efficiency, which means more competition for
foreign direct investment. Value capture and vertical specialization-based development
in global value chains will become more difficult. Industrial infrastructure built for a

global value chain world will see diminishing returns. Changes in the locational
determinants of investment tend to negatively impact developing countries'
opportunities to attract business from multinational corporations.

Opportunities arising from the transformation include attracting investors
seeking to diversify the supply base and building redundancy and resiliency. The scale
of regional market-based investment promotion was expanded. Shorter value chains
will lead to more investment in distributed manufacturing and final product production,
as well as broader industrial capacity building and clustering. Digital infrastructure and
platforms will support new applications and services and improve bottom-up access to
global value chains. The need for sustainable development will lead to more green and
blue investments and value chains.

Meeting challenges and seizing opportunities will require changing investment
paths. From a focus on seeking export-oriented efficiency investments in narrowly
specialised global value chain sectors, a refocusing needs to be made to a broader
export-led strategy that extends to investment in production in regional markets and
regional industrial clusters. Likewise, the focus needs to shift from cost competition
for single-site investors to diversified investment competition based on flexibility and
resilience. From prioritizing large industrial investors with “big infrastructure” to
making room for smaller manufacturing facilities and services with “lean
infrastructure”.

Finally, there is a need to shift investment promotion strategies towards
infrastructure and services. International production and promotion of investment in
export-oriented manufacturing have been the backbone of most developing countries'
development and industrialization strategies over the past three decades. Investments
aimed at developing factors of production, resources and low-cost labor remain
important, but the scale of such investments is shrinking. Some rebalancing based on
domestic and regional demand, services, and growth in green and blue economies will
be the new way forward.
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CIRCULAR ECONOMY MODEL: PRACTICE AND FUNCTION IN
CHINA'S ECONOMIC APPLICATION

Circular economy refers to the economy based on material circulation,
regeneration and effective utilization. It is a kind of economic growth mode which
takes the efficient utilization and recycling of resources as the core, reduces, reuses and
resources as the principle, takes the low consumption, the low emission, the high
efficiency as the basic characteristic, conforms to the sustainable development idea.
The difference from the traditional energy consumptive economy is that the circular
economy is based on the idea of reducing the use of resources and striving for the reuse
and recycling of resources, rather than the pursuit of economic benefits in our original
transition. A lot of energy consumption and a lot of environmental pollution, so circular
economy in today's situation more and more need. The purpose of developing circular
economy is to realize resource saving and ecological environment improvement
without affecting the rapid development of economy and society, so that human beings
can enter the track of sustainable development.

The emergence of circular economy conforms to the principle of harmonious
symbiosis between man and nature. It is a material flow process that organizes
economic activities into a resource-product-renewable resource. All materials and
energy should be used rationally and sustainably in this ongoing economic cycle. In
China. There are two points in time to illustrate this principle. For example, 29 April
2020, The Seventeenth Session of the Standing Committee of the Thirteenth National
People's Congress deliberated and adopted the revised Law on the Prevention and
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Control of Environmental Pollution by Solid Waste. The accountability extension
system was clearly strengthened, Promote solid waste reduction, resource and harmless
construction, Promoted the circular economy and "no waste city" construction
development process. For example, February 2021, The State Council issued the
"Guidance on Accelerating the Establishment and Improvement of the Green and Low
Carbon Cycle Development Economic System ", Put forward to establish and perfect
green low carbon cycle development economic system, To push the economy on the
path of green and low carbon cycle development, This is the basic strategy to solve the
ecological problems of resources and environment in China, It is also the first way to
achieve the goal of carbon peak, carbon neutralization.

In the process of China's early industrialization, the environmental pollution
caused by linear economy has become increasingly prominent. In April 1971, the
former Military Control Commission of the Ministry of Health issued the Notice on
the Investigation of the Levels of Water and Air Pollution by Industrial "Three Wastes™
to the Health Departments of the former Revolutionary Committee of the provinces
(autonomous regions and municipalities). The document pointed out that the waste
substances discharged from the "Three Wastes" were harmful and would threaten
people's health, production and life. Rational recycling of waste is treasure, can create
a lot of material wealth for the country. This document is the first national document
issued by the central government to solve the problem of industrial "three wastes". The
document requires all regions to conduct a comprehensive survey of the main factories
and mines under their jurisdiction, and to understand the pollution discharge situation,
discharge system, recycling method and the impact of industrial "three wastes" on the
health of surrounding residents and other industries [1]. At that time, China's use of
industrial "three wastes" was a manifestation of the end of the circular economy.
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CHINE'S “STAGE-PATTERN” TWO-DIMENSIONAL MODEL OF
INDUSTRIAL DEVELOPMENT

Modernization is the historical process of the transformation of human society
from traditional society to modern society. It can specifically include the profound
changes that developed countries have experienced since industry and the process that
developing countries catch up with the world's advanced level and become developed
countries. Classical modernization theory holds that the core process of economic
modernization is industrialization, and economic modernization can even be equated
with industrialization, which means that the essence of modernization is the process of
modern social change driven by industrialization. Based on this understanding of
modernization, a large number of studies on economic modernization tend to focus on
the process and stage of economic modernization or industrialization, and the pattern
of economic modernization or industrialization. The theory of economic modernization
or industrialization is mostly a rational analysis of the stage and pattern of economic
modernization. On this foundation, a “Stage-Pattern” two-dimensional model can be
build.

For the “Stage” part, modernization is a process that can be divided into different
stages. There are many theories about the division of economic modernization stages,
and the most famous one of them is the Six-Stage Theory by Hollis B. Chenery
Industrialization and Growth - A Comparative Study (1986).

For the “Pattern” part, modernization is not only a process with multiple paths (
multiple modes), but also a process with path dependence. Although the goals of
modernization are convergence, the paths and patterns of development can be
diversified due to the differences in resource endowment, social history and culture in
different countries. Take the driving factors as the main consideration, economic
modernization is divided into market driven, government driven and mixed driven. As
examples, the United Kingdom, the United States and France are mainly market driven,
the former Soviet Union and early China are mainly government driven, and Germany
and Japan are mainly mixed driven.

Take China as an example of case and analyse with “Stage-Pattern” two-
dimensional mode of industrial development, China is a “Late industrialization-Mixed
driven” economy.

According to the comprehensive index of industrialization level (including five
indicators: per capita GDP, the proportion of output value of three industries, the
proportion of added value of manufacturing industry in total commodity added value,
the rate of population urbanization and the proportion of primary industry employment
in overall employment) in 2015, all indicators show that China has entered the late
stage of industrialization.

China implemented the planned economic system in the early days of its
founding. Since the reform and opening-up of the late 1970s, China has promoted
market-oriented reform and gradually changed from government driven to mixed
driven. Today, an economic system dominated by mixed driven economy has been
basically formed.

PROBLEMS OF COMMUNICATION MANAGEMENT IN PANDEMIC AND
POSTPANDEMIC PERIOD

Communication management as applied science is spreading nowadays because
of the necessity to improve the quality of business communication and communication
processes between all stakeholders of a company.

Interacting with each other, being included in the process of
communication, people usually pursue specific goals, are guided by certain motives.
The external factors also always define the purpose of communication [1-3].

Thus, the pandemic 2019-2022 all over the world changes the conditions, rules,
principles of communication. The new problems appeared.

It is possible to highlight main purpose and main problems of communication in
pandemic period.

Pandemic period was characterized by conditions of people isolation, work in
remote, separation between employees, stress of the threats of diseases.

Taking into account conditions mentioned before, it is important to ensure
effective information exchange (reception and transmission) between subjects and
objects of management. The problem is increasing number of interferences during
communication in pandemic period: distance, poor Internet connection, absence of eye
contact, impossibility to observe physical reaction of an interlocutor.

The improvement of interpersonal relations in the process of information
exchange also can be divided into the periods before the pandemic and after.
Interpersonal relationships always should be developed, they are considered as a
process of communication, association, stages of interaction and integration from
acquaintance to termination. To prolong interpersonal relations the middle stages are
important, they require trust and transparency as a key idea of effective
communication. Main problem during the pandemic was how to maintain trust, if
nobody sees nobody, nobody can check nobody. Unfortunately, modern information
technologies only reinforce the problem of trust providing a lot of soft of changing
appearances through using filters, video and foto affects.
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Creation of information channels for the exchange of information between
individual employees and groups and the coordination of their tasks and actions is
another relevant purpose nowadays. These channels must be organized as to ensure
security, clarity, longevity, accessibility of communication.

Regulation and rationalization of information flows within the organization and
beyond is also a particular task for pandemic years. For example, the mask regime was
announced officially and fixed legally, the rules were controlled by relative authorities.
Thus, to manage interpersonal relations it was necessary to provide mask regime
insides.

Formation of skills and abilities for successful sociocultural activity is
impossible out of communication off-line. That is why the effectiveness of
intercultural integration was reduced practically in conditions of total isolation and
cancel or limitation of transport traffic.

The process of formation of attitudes towards oneself, towards other people,
towards society as a whole was too much damaged. The main reason is a stress because
of the need to be isolated, loss of identity, lack of feedback communication.

The positive influence of pandemic was reflected by exchange of activities,
innovative methods, means, technologies. The number of users of different
communication applications was increased rapidly.

Additionally, change in behavior motivation was observed. Activity of people is
described as reasoned by needs, motives and goals. Unfortunately, many of types of
activities were cancelled this period, men changed their plans, day time-table, customs.
As a result, usual accustom daily system of motivation was replaced by new one.

The most important task of interpersonal relationships is exchange of emaotions.
It is doubtless that human beings are instinctive and emotional creatures originally.
Thus, it is always important to take into account the emotional intelligence
development to improve interpersonal relations.

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SUSTAINABLE BUSINESS AND CIRCULAR ECONOMY IN AFRICA

In Africa, 125 million tonnes of municipal solid waste have been generated in

2012. According to the UNEP’s Africa Waste Management Outlook, Africa only
recycles 4 per cent of its waste. About 90 per cent is disposed of on land, often in
uncontrolled dumpsites, while the rest is being unaccounted for. The report urges
African countries to find innovative solutions to address its waste management
challenges and to prepare for the expected growth in waste generation on the continent,
expected to double by 2025.

During the 17th Ministerial session of the African Ministerial Conference on the

Environment in Durban, South Africa in 2019, a regional framework on circular
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economy was proposed, to focus on contextualizing the circular economy to the needs
of African countries. Circular Economy approaches is part of Africa’s transformative
efforts to sustainable development. Switch Africa Green programme already promotes
circularity approaches such as the promotion of biogas technology, e-waste
management, promoting organic agriculture, green manufacturing and eco-industrial
park and standards and labelling in the hotel industry, among others. It is important
that the lessons learned, and knowledge acquired is shared among countries for
regional harmonization of policies to ensure maximum impact and effective
implementation at national level. SWITCH Africa Green programme works with
Burkina Faso, Ethiopia, Ghana, Kenya, Mauritius, South Africa and Uganda to achieve
sustainable development by engaging in transition towards an inclusive green
economy, based on sustainable consumption and production patterns.

For African countries, circular solutions can be leveraged to attain various
climate action obligations and sustainable development goals. This is an opportunity
to tackle issues such as poverty, poor infrastructure and unemployment, among others
that have hindered economic development.

Globally, COVID-19 has affected
more than 1.6 billion informal workers and small, medium and micro enterprises,
mostly in developing countries, with women being the most affected. The pandemic-
induced recession has drained resources and disrupted supply chains, hindering trade
in commodities on which African economies rely.

In addition, the effects of climate change have compounded the health and
economic impacts of COVID-19. Africa has been hit by extreme weather events,
putting a strain on already fragile safety nets and infrastructure. Countries now spend
between 2% and 9% of their GDP in response to climate-related events such as floods,
droughts and landslides. There is a unique opportunity to rebuild green and resilient
post-COVID-19 economies across the continent. Putting in place the right circular
economy initiatives and policies will support the recovery and trigger new market
opportunities.
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CURRENT ECOLOGICAL TENDENCIES IN AFRICA

Africa remains the most affected by environmental degradation, thereby
exacerbating the negative effect of climate change in the region. Little empirical
credence has been leaned to the institution-environmental sustainability relationship in
Africa. Africa environment has been changing for years, but the broader concerns of
public health deterioration remain unresolved. In Africa, challenges of environmental
pollution, rising population growth, and inaccessibility to clean water are some of the
impediments recorded in the public health discourse. From the problems of gas flaring
in the Niger Delta in Nigeria to malnutrition in Somalia and oil spillage in Angola, the
Africa environmental degradation cases go on and on causing nearly one out of four
deaths in the region (World Health Organization). Since the development of Africa
nations has been linked to industrialisation, the growth trajectory of carbon emission
has doubled at the least. While Africa’s search for inclusive growth and poverty
eradication continues, little attention has been paid to the consequences of these
environments degrading growth strategies.

It should be noted that public health ranks most prominent among our priorities
as human. As such, our consumption pattern in terms of intake and inhalation plays a
significant role in our overall well-being. The stake for a paradigm shift to pollution
abatement strategies to growth in Africa cannot be higher if we are conscious about
realising the Africa 2063 Agenda. At a time when the world is panicking due to death
recorded from COVID-19 and other associated disease outbreaks, Africa relatively less
affected is not ready for the consequences of an environment that is continuously
degraded. The herbal solution made primarily from the forest is the conventional
source of medics for rural Africa. When massive deforestation is encouraged to aid
urbanisation, the fortress that Africans relied on for a long time will become illusionary
in the face of impending crisis. There is no gainsaying that Africa nations have limited
institutional and technical capacities to tackle sustainability and environmental, ethical
issues. In recent times, it is becoming apparent that the age-long influence of
colonisation, globalisation, and urbanisation negatively impinged on the African
environmental ethics, indigenous and local knowledge systems. The eras of state
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colonialism, post-independence growth trajectories, urbanisation, and globalisation
have redefined the accessibility and usage of natural resources in Africa. The Africa
environmental sustainability challenges are not unconnected to collapsed and faded
indigenous and local knowledge system. Before the introduction of forest mining in
Africa, the forest has been a cohort that epitomises power, origin, wealth, sacredness,
and security to the African people. The adoption of democratic dispensation in most
African countries against the conventional monarchical system of governance was an
apparent beginning of to the paradigm shift in natural resource accessibility and usage
which have a clear footprint on the environmental degradation manifestations in Africa.
Thus, the type of governance structure and institutional framework in a nation, in turn,
becomes the most pervasive factor that determines the depth of environmental quality
or degradation that a country can experience. Democratic dispensation, natural
resource management options, interactions of states with social actors, quality of laws,
and enforcement strategies in place to safeguard the environment are essential elements
of institutions and governance for the realisation of desirable environmental
sustainability objectives. Since governance at most general level involves collective
bargaining for societal gains, there is an urgent need for the state environmental
management objectives to be socially just and ecologically equitable. With the goals
of African 2063 Agenda (the Africa we want) in sight, leaning empirical credence for
inch-perfect policy formulation becomes apt and imperative.

The role of strong institutions in ensuring environmental quality extends to the
public sector growth in terms of basic amenities including housing, efficient road
networks, functional healthcare facilities, and more. The rising number of middle-class
Africans, which has recently exceeded 300 million, is often associated with anti-
environmental sustainability consumerism. Higher income is associated with higher
demands. In a mixed economic system, as evident in most African nations, the role of
governance in coordinating basic amenities in a manner that does not deface the
environment is crucial. Some African countries like South Africa, Egypt, and recently
Rwanda made a giant stride in resolving environmental issues borne out of the housing
deficiencies of their resident; however, majority of other African nation still
experiences significant mismatch in the housing provision which has dire ecological
implications. It is not entirely out of place to say urbanisation in Africa is enmeshed in
flawed logic and failures to comply with decarbonisation strategies amidst rising
income of the region will result into equivalence loss in the environment which will
eventually match their previously accrued gains from industrialisation. Recently,
African urban centres have witnessed significant expansion that threatens their
environment. In major cities across Africa, idle and undeveloped lands are becoming
scarce. With the growing number of buildings that forms the pillar of urbanisation and
globalisation of major cities across Africa, the natural cycles of rainwater are disrupted
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since concrete lidding of floors interrupts them from soaking into the grounds, thus
making the African natural environment to take a hit.

Increased houses across Africa would lead to higher environmental pollution
because their usage is connected to the rising growth trajectory of carbon emission. In
resolving the ambiguity of urban sprawl, Africa government ordinances towards
environmental degradation are essential and need to be studied. It becomes apt to
appropriate data and methodology to be able to lean empirical credence to the
institution-environmental sustainability discourse to inform policy direction and
research on the subject matter. For low carbon emission strategies and a safe Africa,
African government needs to explore innovative environmental problem-solving
strategies (Hewitt 2013).

Technological
improvement in the region has apparently shown the footprints of big polluters, but
little is known about how the government aids or abates environmental degradation in
Africa with respect to their institutional capacities. It is not even entirely clear whether
the government engage big polluters in litigation processes and what does the quality
of existing laws and orders, public sector strength in terms of government
effectiveness, and the quality of regulations means for environmental sustainability in
Africa. Without these empirical credence, it remains extremely difficult to establish
evidence-based patterns of individuals’ and households’ unsustainable consumption,
behaviours, and commitments to sustainability in Africa. Foley et al argued that for
environmental solutions to be effective, there is a need to embellish them in moral
characters. At the helm of discouraging a national practice of environmental
degradation are the government laws and enforcement strategies, particularly when it
comes to asking the public to recycle materials, reduce travel, or switch off lights.
Estimating the quantitative influence of institutions and governance for transformation
to environmental sustainability is essential in policy formulation and development
objectives towards the moral reforms.

Going forward, leaders at all levels need to tackle the SDGs head-on with a
comprehensive and interconnected approach to optimise resources. Since this approach
seeks vertical and horizontal coordination, it needs determined and logically framed
action strategies for assuring synergies. The domestication method must go beyond
mainstreaming the SDGs into national policies. It must attempt to contextualise both
the target and its symbols to local socio-economic certainties.

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THE OPPORTUNITIES AND COUNTERMEASURES OF DIGITAL ECONOMY
DEVELOPING IN THE POST-EPIDEMIC ERA

In 2020, the COVID-19 swept the world, more than120 million cases were
confirmed worldwide, which exert significant impact on the economy of all countries.
The innovation and development of the new generation of information technology has
played an important role in the control of epidemic situation and the recovery of
production. The development of digital economy in the post-epidemic era is an
Important measure to promote economic recovery, meanwhile it also brings new
opportunities for the comprehensive digital transformation of China’s economy. This

paper analyzes the problems of digital economy in the epidemic situation, and puts for-
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ward suggestions for the development of digital economy, in order to assist enterprises
in digital transformation and realize high-quality economic development.

The outbreak of the new crown epidemic during the Chinese New Year in 2020
severely affected the development of the Chinese economy. The development of the
digital economy has played an important role in stabilizing economic and social
operations and has enabled China's economy to improve its overall resilience to risks.
At present, the epidemic has brought a huge impact on the Chinese and global
economy. Taking advantage of the resilience of the digital economy in driving
economic growth, promoting the transformation and upgrading of industrial structure,
and driving the re-employment of the labor force unemployed due to the epidemic is
an important means to fully restore the norm of economic operation and a major
opportunity to promote the development of the digital economy.

In 2017, the Chinese government's work report and the report of the 19th
National Congress of the Communist Party of China both mentioned the "digital
economy", and in 2019, at a special conference on the digital economy in Osaka,
General Secretary Xi Jinping pointed out the importance of the digital economy. In the
same year, General Secretary Xi Jinping proposed in his congratulatory letter to the 4th
World Internet Conference that "the development of China's digital economy has
entered the fast lane." In March 2020, the Standing Committee of the Political Bureau
of the CPC Central Committee held a meeting and emphasized the need to provide
basic support for the rapid development of the digital economy and to accelerate the
construction of new infrastructure such as 5G networks and data centers. The
construction of new infrastructure such as 5G networks and data centers should be
accelerated. Promoting the development of the digital economy has become an
inevitable way to improve the construction of the modernized economic system,
enhance national competitiveness, and shift from a quantitative growth model to a
qualitative growth model [1, p.57].

Due to the impact of the COVID-19, China's GDP rose 0. 7% year-on-year in
the first three quarters of 2020, of which the first quarter was the most severely affected
by the epidemic, GDP fell 6. 8% year-on-year and 10. 0% year-on-year, only the digital
information technology industry and the financial sector growth, the rest of the offline
dependence of the industry are down year-on-year, the most affected by the high
concentration of people in the accommodation and catering, down 35. 3%. The most
affected sectors were accommodation and catering, with a 35.3% decline. China's GDP
totaled RMB 101. 59 trillion in 2020, up 2. 3% year-over-year, the only major economy
in the world to maintain economic growth.

So far, the world's economies represented by the U.S., Japan, the U.K. and the
EU have been hit hard by the COVID-19. As of Dec. 3, more than 14 million COVID-
19 ere confirmed in the U.S. GDP contracted 4. 8% in the first quarter and fell 31. 7%
on an annualized basis in the second quarter, the largest quarterly decline in the U.S.
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economy on record; Japan's GDP declined 0. 9% YoY in the first quarter and 3. 4%
YoY, while real GDP fell 7. 9% YoY in the second quarter and 28. 1% YoY, the worst
in Japan's 65-year history; according to the UK's second quarter GDP data released in
August, GDP fell 20. 4% YoY, the worst performance among the G7 countries; the
EU's GDP declined 11. 8% YoY in the second quarter, the largest decline since records
began in 1995. Final EU GDP fell 11.8% in the second quarter of this year, the largest
decline since records began in 1995.

The digital economy has entered a period of rapid growth, becoming the main
growth pole to drive economic development. In the context of the COVID-19, the
digital economy has become an important grasp of China's economic downward
pressure, it is of practical significance to study the development opportunities and
countermeasures of the digital economy, and provide countermeasure suggestions for
China’s digital economy to achieve high quality development.

In this epidemic, the digital economy plays an important role in the prevention
and control of the epidemic and the resumption of work and production. In recent years,
the national and local governments have issued a series of policies to support the
development of the digital economy, providing the data support basis for its needs.
China's digital economy growth rate has ranked first in the world for three consecutive
years, and the contribution rate to GDP reached 67.7% in 2019, and the digital economy
has become a new engine of economic growth. China's digital economy growth rate
has ranked first in the world for three consecutive years, and its contribution to GDP
reached 67.

Enterprises need to be at the forefront of scientific and technological innovation,
strengthen basic research, accelerate breakthroughs in core technologies in the
information field, master the most cutting-edge technologies, enhance the overall
industrial foundation capacity, and lay the foundation for the development of the digital
economy. After this epidemic, enterprises realize the importance of digital
transformation, and they have a strong desire to improve their basic capabilities at this
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time. Small and medium-sized enterprises occupy a large proportion of the market
economy, and due to the long-term financing difficulties of small and medium-sized
enterprises, the transformation and upgrading under the epidemic requires national
policy inclination and support. The "Go to the cloud and use the data to empower
intelligence™ initiative specifically raises the issue of digital transformation of SMEs,
provides them with transformation ideas and policy support, encourages large
enterprises in the manufacturing industry to cooperate with them, builds a digital
industry chain, realizes "production services + business model + financial services",
and realizes a cross-border integration of digital ecology. The digital ecology of
"production service + business model + financial service" is integrated across borders,
and new value is created through the new industrial ecology; the government purchases
services, special subsidies, etc. to increase the support and guarantee of digital
transformation [4].

As the digital economy continues to penetrate into traditional industries, the
digital economy accounts for an increasingly high proportion of GDP, changing the
way people live and work, but also brings great challenges to data security.

"digital dividend", and contribute to China's economic development.
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DEVELOPMENT OF COOPERATION BETWEEN UKRAINE AND THE EU
IN THE CONDITIONS OF THE EASTERN PARTNERSHIP POLICY
IMPLEMENTATION

The “Eastern Partnership Program” between Ukraine and the EU was officially
launched in May 2009, and the Declaration on Eastern Partnership signed by both sides
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Is based on the key words of democracy, economy and security, while the specific
projects include political, economic, cultural, environmental and migration aspects.
The aim of the program is to establish closer relations between the parties and create
the necessary conditions for accelerating political ties and further economic integration
between Ukraine and the EU. Currently, Ukraine and the EU are becoming closer in
terms of economic development, and the healthy development of the Ukrainian
economy is increasingly dependent on the thriving EU economy.

1. The process of development cooperation. With the expansion of the EU to the
East, the EU has become more and more aware of the importance of its eastern
neighbors. The EU believes that its own stability and security depend largely on the
stability and security of its eastern neighbors, which is the prerequisite for the EU to
adjust its relations with its neighbors. Therefore, in May 2004, the EU formally
proposed the "European Neighborhood Policy™ to deepen the relationship between the
EU and its neighbors. The EU is committed to providing trade, investment and
technical assistance to these countries, and gradually and conditionally opening up EU
markets, including import and export, capital and labor markets, to these countries. In
May 2009, the Eastern Partnership Plan (EPP) was launched to deepen cooperation
between the EU and its partner countries.

2. The main forms of development cooperation. First, the two sides should work
together to build a “civilizational partnership”, increase support for humanities
exchanges in terms of funds, talents and information, and constantly expand the width
and depth of humanities exchanges to provide impetus for cooperation in other areas.
Secondly, Ukraine has a strong demand for infrastructure construction and
industrialization improvement, which are important entry points and key areas for
docking cooperation. Under the platform of Ukraine's connectivity with the EU, we
should strengthen the docking in Ukraine's infrastructure fields such as transportation,
energy, information and communication, further improve infrastructure, public
services, and improve the investment environment. Third, we should accurately grasp
the current international situation and fully consider the interests of both sides. To carry
out docking cooperation in economic and trade exchanges between Ukraine and the
EU, it is necessary to strengthen communication between the two sides, seek to further
promote the development of cooperation between Ukraine and the EU on the principle
of mutual benefit and win-win situation, strive to resolve conflicts to the maximum
extent and promote the maximum interests of both sides.

3. Status of development cooperation. The EU's policy towards Ukraine can be
categorized into two aspects: first, to maintain dialogue with Ukraine on the political
system and increase its influence on Ukraine, and second, to promote the process of
economic, social and legal integration with Ukraine. In general, the EU's cooperation
with Ukraine in the political sphere has basically achieved the desired goals. The
following is an analysis of the current state of development cooperation between
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Ukraine and the EU. As a foreign policy, the "Eastern Partnership" between Ukraine
and the EU can be interpreted in four aspects - political, security, economic and socio-
cultural, which can be defined as the direction of the program development and
implementation goals. Today, the Eastern Partnership Program has become an
important link between the EU and Ukraine, and through the platform provided by the
program, the two sides have established closer ties and made progress in the areas of
security, politics, economy, and connectivity and mobility.
(1) Economy: The table below shows the statistics of import and export trade
volume data between Ukraine and the EU between 2016 and 2021.

As it can be seen from the above table, the import and export trade between
Ukraine and the EU is increasing and its share in the import and export trade partners
Is gradually increasing (in 2020 the global economic downturn due to the impact of the
epidemic affected the import and export trade of countries, which led to a decline in
trade between Ukraine and the EU). This indicates that trade between Ukraine and the
EU is increasing and economic cooperation is strengthening. Thus, analysis of the data
shows that in recent years economic cooperation between Ukraine and the EU has
developed more and more closely, the share of the EU in Ukraine's foreign trade has
increased year by year, and trade barriers between the two sides have been decreasing,
which is conducive to the long-term development of both sides.

(2) Security. Ukraine and the EU will strengthen cooperation in the fields of
defense, taxation, border control and counter-terrorism. According to the agreement,
the EU will accordingly provide more convenience and priority protection rights for
Ukrainian citizens in migration and work in EU countries, especially after Ukraine
meets the relevant criteria set out in the visa-free action plan.

(3) Political aspects. Since the launch of the "Eastern Partnership™ between
Ukraine and the European Union, Ukraine has started reforms, improved laws,
promoted local self-government, supported democratic reforms by reforming the
functioning of the Parliament, established a consensual European parliamentary model,
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developed international cooperation, and made progress in ensuring the country's
political stability and international standing. The foundation has been laid for ensuring
the country's political stability and upgrading its international status.

(4) Socio-cultural aspects. The implementation of visa facilitation programs and
the granting of visa-free treatment to Ukraine will enhance mutual mobility, avoid the
creation of new dividing lines and bring tangible benefits to the population. Support
for young people and improving their development prospects are at the core of
cooperation within the Eastern Partnership. In the field of education, training and
mobility, providing young people and young workers from Eastern Ukraine with access
to the EU, supporting young people, especially in the development of their skills and
employability

4. Factors affecting the development of cooperation.

Negative factors:

(1) Domestic factors in Ukraine. The most important factor preventing Ukraine
from cooperating with the EU is the long-term instability in the Ukrainian political
arena after independence, and the wavering or even regression of domestic and foreign
policies.

(2) Economic development is also one of the most important and fatal
fundamental factors, and currently Ukraine's economy is relatively backward.

(3) Russian factor. For Ukraine, the deeper motivation of the strategy of
"European integration" also lies in the country's fear of Russia.

(4) Britain's exit from the EU will seriously affect the EU's foreign and security
policies.

(5) The interests and goals of EU member states are divergent. In the process of
implementing the "Eastern Partnership™ policy, the EU member states are divided due
to their different interests, and there are differences in focus and wavering.

Positive factors:

(1) Ukraine is rich in total natural resources, has a strong development base in
science and technology, industry and agriculture, and has great development potential.

(2) Ukraine and the EU need each other.

(3) Cooperation between Ukraine and the EU has been strengthened in the fields
of energy, environment, transportation and education, with the EU providing financial
and technical support in addition to policy guidance.

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SUSTAINABLE DEVELOPMENT OF THE PERIPHERAL AREAS

Regional development is becoming increasingly polarized with fewer attractive
core regions and a growing number of depressed regions with many economic
problems. This explains the uneven economic growth and population growth in
different regions of Europe and the world. An important task of regional development
of the EU and Ukraine is to find reserves to increase the efficiency of formation and
use of the reproductive potential of peripheral territories [1, 2].

The development of peripheral territories is accompanied by a set of negative
trends that indicate gaps in economic policy [3]. The main reasons that caused this
situation, first of all, should include: crisis in the economy, lack of highly qualified
labour; concentration of economic activity in urban areas and, as a consequence,
reduction of opportunities for the development of the periphery; high level of
differentiation in the socio-economic development of territories; underdeveloped
social infrastructure.

However, OECD reports from 2009 show two clear trends:

a)  the share of national and international economic growth generated outside
large urban centers ranges from 70 to 80%;

b)  today, the regions that are developing most dynamically in most countries
are not large cities, but other types of regions, some of which, in particular,
peripheral [4].
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It should be noted that for peripheral regions, modern information technology
has created unprecedented opportunities for the production of goods and services in the
global market space (this applies especially to industries that compete for access to
knowledge in financial, advertising, marketing, tourism) [5]. The development of
technological coordination capabilities has led to increased offshoring and outsourcing
of many activities in both industrial production and services.

Given the rapid change in the world, regions are changing in technology,
activities and areas of specialization, location and forms of organization [6, 7]. At the
same time, changing world market conditions may lead to both additional benefits and
the loss of current ones, in which case the region may become depressed. Thus,
economic and regional policies should be aimed at continuously maintaining and
expanding the competitive advantages of regions, taking into account global and
national challenges.

Overall, significant progress has been made in overcoming peripherality in the
EU in recent decades. In particular, improvements are demonstrated in view of GDP
growth per capita, reduction of unemployment, social welfare. Such experience can be
extremely important for Ukraine, where the periphery extends to large areas [8].

Ukraine has developed the National Economic Strategy 2030, the main idea of
which in the direction of regional development is that: “each region included in the
common Ukrainian space is able to independently realize and increase its potential to
ensure a decent life for its inhabitants” [9]. An important guideline in the field of
economic development of peripheral territories is the establishment of exceptional
characteristics and assets of the region for the possibility of applying new management
methods through cooperation of regional and national authorities and stakeholders in
this process.

Thus, the aspect of sustainable development is crucial for both the EU and
Ukraine. With the growing emphasis on sustainable development as central elements
of government and regional programs, we note that successful examples of territorial
competitive advantages arise from the preservation and development of natural and
cultural heritage, renewable energy projects, green transport, recycling.

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AGRICULTURAL REGIONAL STRUCTURE IN CHINA

Agricultural regional structure is one of the core contents of active research in
agricultural economics and geography in various countries. Foreign countries have
gained a lot of valuable research experience in agricultural land use and driving
mechanism, agricultural structure adjustment and spatial layout, agricultural type
division and agricultural zoning. China is a big agricultural country, but it is not an
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agricultural power. As China's agricultural policy began to pay attention to agricultural
regional layout late, in the process of transforming from traditional agriculture to
modern agriculture, there are many problems in the solution of "agriculture, rural areas
and farmers" and many problems in the development of a new socialist countryside. It
Is of great academic significance and practical value for China to carry out the
theoretical and empirical research on the evolution process of agricultural regional
structure, pattern and driving mechanism.

Agricultural region refers to the area with similar agricultural production
characteristics and close spatial connection, that is, a certain region with similar
conditions, characteristics and development direction in agricultural production.
Agricultural regional structure is in the process of adjusting and transforming the
original production configuration and agricultural areas due to the difference of speed
and specialization degree, the formation of agricultural production region combination
with different levels, different scales and different characteristics.

Agricultural regional structure is mainly manifested as the proportion
relationship, coordination status and spatial layout of various agricultural departments
in a certain region, whose essence is the synthesis of agricultural production system
and agricultural economic system in a certain region. The important role of agricultural
regional structure in agricultural development makes it become one of the core contents
of agricultural geography research.

The agricultural regionalization theory proposed by German agricultural
economist J.H. (Du Neng) is the earliest theory on the layout of agricultural production
and its regional structure mode, which establishes the "isolated country” mode to
clarify the impact of the distance between agricultural production areas and agricultural
consumption areas on the type of land use. The location selection of agricultural
production from the perspective of agricultural land use has become the basic theory
guiding regional agricultural development and layout. The formation, evolution of
regional structure and its driving mechanism have always been the core issues of
geography research. The early regional structure research mainly focused on the
agricultural field, including the evaluation of agricultural natural resources, spatial
distribution, land use and agricultural layout. With the advancement of urbanization,
industrialization and modernization, urban regional structure and regional spatial
structure are given more attention, and have become a hot issue in modern geography
research.

In 1931, in a study of the agricultural society in the Great Plains, Web W. P.
studied the influencing factors of the local agricultural land use type, and concluded
that the type of land use was mainly determined by the degree of local drought.The
International Earth Circle-Biosphere Program (IGBP) and the Global Environmental
Change Humanities Program (IHDP) jointly proposed "Land Use / Land Cover
Change" in 1995.TurnerB.L. The system studied the basic theory of land use / land
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cover change, change process and its driving mechanism, expounds the influence of
social and economic factors on land decision-making, and land use / land cover change
in the process of urban and rural mechanism, water constraint mechanism, the
mechanism of global food production and food security, and for different scale area
classification, model and prediction.

China's land use change started in the 1930s, and Hu Huanyong and others
applied the problem of land use in China to the theories and methods of modern
science. In the 1950s, Mr.Wu Chuanjun and others combined with the rural economic
survey to investigate the actual land use situation and compiled the land use map in
Nanjing. From 1960s to 1970s, economic geography scholars investigated the
development and utilization of land resources in the southwest, northeast and northwest
regions. In the 1980s, under Mr Wu Chuanjun, compiled the 1:1 million China land
use map, the land use is divided into three levels 66 types, reflects the current situation
of land use, type structure and urban distribution rules, and based on land use map and
field research, wrote the land use of China, the theory and method of land use research,
and the history of land use history, types, problems are analyzed. At the same time, on
the basis of a comprehensive and systematic investigation and research on the land use
in the coastal zone, the monograph on Land use in China's coastal zone was compiled.
In addition, research has been carried out in the suburban use of land, national land use
overall planning, land resource use and protection, and mountain land resources and
land use. Since the 1990s, with the deepening of research, on the basis of strengthening
the evaluation of land resources, the research of land use change and its spatial pattern
and driving mechanism has attracted wide attention: first, the spatial and temporal
change and pattern of land use change.

China's early research mainly focused on the layout of grain production, cash
crops such as cotton, beets, as well as the production layout such as animal husbandry,
analyzed the suitability and layout of grain, cash crops and animal husbandry in China,
and put forward relevant layout plans.

Since the 21st century, with the changes of the domestic and international
environment of agricultural development, China's agricultural production has been
integrated into the global production and management system, and food security,
agricultural structure adjustment and layout have become the focus of research in the
new era. Domestic scholars have conducted a lot of research on the change and layout
of grain production, the layout of commaodity grain base construction, the analysis of
agricultural production structure change, and the layout of agricultural production.
They think, suburban agricultural center as the market, the first circle is vegetables and
livestock products production, the second circle is shelterbelt, fruit and feed
production, the third circle is food crops and cash crops and forest "circle™ structure,
market is the main external factors of agricultural regional structure evolution in big
cities.
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Agricultural regional structure layout mainly includes the production layout of
agricultural products and the regional layout of agricultural development positioning.
Among them, the production layout of agricultural products mainly includes the
production structure and relationship of various products; the regional layout of
agricultural development positioning is mainly for regional characteristics, such as
main functional area planning, advantageous agricultural products area, characteristic
agricultural products area and agricultural products market. Although in recent years,
China'’s agricultural policies began to pay attention to agricultural regional layout, But
because of the late attention, The structural problems in agricultural development have
been prominent, Agricultural regional layout faces many problems in the development,
The outstanding performance is in: the contradiction of crop variety structure, supply
and demand contradiction, quantity and quality contradiction and production efficiency
contradiction and other structural contradiction of supply side is prominent; The
mismatch between the positioning of agricultural production and local main functional
areas and the failure of agricultural industrial structure to effectively integrate
agricultural production factors and other industrial structure and resource endowment
are prominent; The low degree of integration of agriculture and industry, information
industry, producer services and other industries has become a new problem; There are
still institutional obstacles in the overall planning of rural and urban areas, agriculture
within the same region and agricultural overall planning among different regions; The
uncoordinated development of agricultural business entities such as specialized farmer
cooperatives, leading enterprises, family farms, large planting and breeding
households, and scattered small farmers affects the level of agricultural modernization.

Due to the lack of systematic comprehensive research, it is difficult to reveal the
dynamic change characteristics of regional agricultural regional system, and the
coupling mechanism of various influence factors, it is difficult to grasp the general law
of agricultural regional structure, and effective optimization control, it is difficult to
promote the reasonable development and utilization of agricultural resources,
coordinate the relationship between agricultural economic system and agricultural
ecosystem.

The globalization of economy and the internationalization of agriculture have
made new changes in the environment faced by the evolution of agricultural regional
structure. It is necessary to deeply explore the location conditions, location
characteristics and spatial characteristics of its evolution, and to analyze the
heterogeneous characteristics of agricultural regions and other functional regions from
multiple angles. To explore the factor structure and characteristics of the agricultural
regional system, as well as the mutual relationship and hierarchy structure between
different types.

In the process of transforming from planned economy to market economy, the
agricultural regional structure and its influencing factors have changed greatly.What
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are the regularity characteristics of the evolution of agricultural regional structure?
What are the main influencing factors? What is the influence of these elements on the
evolution of agricultural regional structure, and what is the growth law, action process,
action strength and action effect? What is the coupling mechanism and coordination
between factors? These problems all require in-depth systematic synthesis research
theoretically.

Foreign studies on agricultural structure adjustment pay more attention to the
influence of urbanization, ethnic, religious, psychological, political and other factors
on agricultural production, as well as food problems and influencing factors. China
focuses on the research on the necessity, inevitability and orientation of national
agricultural structure adjustment, so as to promote the synchronous development of
agricultural modernization and new industrialization, informatization and urbanization,
and explore the characteristic path suitable for China's agricultural development. At
present, China has been trying to adjust in the following aspects, but it lacks the
strength. Adjust and optimize the agricultural structure, ensure the effective supply of
grain and important agricultural products; realize the classification positioning of
agricultural areas, promote the coordinated development of various agricultural
regions; accelerate agricultural modernization, promote agricultural industry
Integration, regional coordination and coordinated development of various operators;
and strengthen policy guarantee to establish and improve the policy system conducive
to agricultural areas, characteristic agricultural areas, superior agricultural areas,
agricultural processing areas and agricultural producing markets.

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DRIVERS OF RURAL DEVELOPMENT IN CHINA

In the framework of China's agricultural resources review, it should be noted
that the state of China's agricultural resources determines the characteristics of China's
agricultural development. From a national point of view, China's climate, land, water
and biological resources have the following characteristics:

1) favorable lighting and heat conditions, but accompanied by a dry and humid
climate depending on the region;

2) the amount of precipitation gradually decreases from the southeast to the
northwest. The characteristics of climatic resources (rainfall distribution) created
China’s farming system;

3) difficult terrain conditions, stepped distribution;

4) richness and diversity of land resources;

5) uneven distribution of water resources in time and space. Mainly located in
the south and east of the country;

6) the total amount of river runoff is large, however, the coordination of water
and soil is not coordinated.

The statistic shows the total acreage of agricultural land in China in selected
years from 1980 to 2020. In 2020, the acreage of agricultural land in China amounted
to approximately 167.5 million hectares (Fig 1).

Considering the current state of China's agricultural development, it is necessary
to present the achievements in China's agricultural development [25].

1. Great progress has been made in agricultural production and value, and in the
integrated and coordinated development of agriculture, forestry, livestock and
fisheries.

2. Huge leap in terms of agricultural production: the level of agricultural
mechanization continues to rise; effective irrigated area continues to increase.

3. Continuous improvement of the new agricultural management system.

New types of agricultural business entities and service enterprises, such as large
professional households, family farms, farmer cooperatives, leading enterprises,
agricultural business service organizations and others, continue to be established,
gradually develop and grow.

4. To a large extent, a new impetus for the development of agriculture has been
formed: the agricultural processing industry has reached a new level; rapid
development of rural e-commerce.; recreational agriculture and rural tourism flourish.

5. The life of rural residents is moving towards all-round well-being: the incomes
of rural residents are continuously growing; the living conditions of rural residents
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continue to improve, moreover, the consumption structure is constantly optimized and
updated; achievements in the fight against poverty attracted the attention of the whole
world.

The future trends in the development of China's agriculture should be indicated:
grouping of farmers, which leads to the formation of a new type of agribusiness;
agricultural land transfers are accelerating, but agricultural production is clearly “non-
grain”; farmers' income increased "ten times in a row", but the profitability of
agricultural production fell.

On the other hand, there are a number of problems of China's agricultural
development.

1. The overall efficiency of agricultural production is low. With regard to manual
labour, there is a very high labour intensity of farmers and extensive management is
often applied, which leads to a decrease in grain production. For five years (2015-
2020), there were no signs of an increase in agricultural production throughout the
country, and the overall efficiency of agricultural production remained consistently
low.

2. Many agricultural products are surplus, in addition, the prices of agricultural
products are declining. The Chinese government has put forward a policy of
agricultural structural adjustment for several consecutive years since 2000, and actively
supports farmers in adjusting the industrial structure. However, the quality of many

agricultural products is still low, not competitive on the international market and can
only be targeted at domestic consumers.

3. Backlog in turnover and processing. The low level of processing of
agricultural products and the high share of low value-added products not only limit the
increase in value-added benefits, but also hinder the expansion of consumer demand.

4. Low efficiency of industrialization of agricultural scientific and technological
achievements. The total volume of agricultural scientific and technological
achievements is very large. According to statistics, China produces more than 6,000
agricultural scientific and technological achievements annually, but there are few
scientific and technological achievements that are actually used in production and bring
real economic benefits. The conversion rate of agricultural scientific and technological
achievements in the developed countries of the world is from 65 to 85%, while in China
it is only 30-40%.

It seems possible to formulate the following ideas for the innovative
development of China's agriculture:

1) choose the path of agricultural development, taking into account the specifics
of Chinese culture;

2) support Chinese companies, "enter the global market™ and continue to develop
international markets;

3) establish and improve the national system for the dissemination of agricultural
technologies at the grassroots level;

4) strengthen the formation of agricultural ecological environment to achieve
sustainable development.

“The PRC’s overall rural development strategy has been to adapt to evolving
agricultural production and rural development situations over time. In the economic
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reform and opening up era, a series of major reforms and adjustments were conducted.
For many of the years in this period, the PRC leadership, i.e., the Central Committee
of the Communist Party of China (CCCPC) and the State Council, jointly released a
series of five agricultural and rural development-focused guidelines outlining major
policy priorities and measures” (Table 1).

In September 2018, the Chinese Government published the Strategic Plan of
Rural Development (2018-2022) aiming to prioritize the development of rural areas

(Fig. 2).

In short, China is trying to rebuild the relationships between rural and urban
areas in a new approach: unification, rather than transition. The plan sets four
milestones and 22 goals (Supplementary Material Table S2) to help rural industries,
ecological rehabilitation, and community development in rural areas, and achieve
sustainable development goals. The plan aims to help implement the latest national
strategies, in particular, the “China Dream” and “Ecological Civilization™. It also
proposes to remedy existing problems and potential risks associated with rapid
urbanization that have not been addressed in the National New-type Urbanization Plan.
While China’s rural development strategy is possible in theory, it will not be successful
if it fails to be relevant to national or local contexts or lacks detailed planning for sound
implementation.
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CROSS-BORDER E-COMMERCE BETWEEN CHINA-UKRAINE:
PANDEMIC CHALLANGES

The Internet has changed our lives globally, given the impetus to globalization.
Everyone went online: children study, we meet with employees, meet suppliers, find
business partners. All this can be done sitting on the couch. One customer recently told:
“I have not seen my product, although I have already sold 20 cars.” World started
buying more online. According to a study by GroupM and Kantar “The state of e-
commerce in 20217, 66% of retailers' points of contact with customers are carried out
online. Five years ago, it was impossible to imagine anyone getting acquainted with a
product without going to an offline store.

Now the situation is completely different, and the pandemic has made this trend
even brighter. This means that new opportunities have opened up for the e-commerce
market and the emergence of new players. However, the client is becoming more
legible.

According to the consulting agency Digital Commerce 360, more than 50% of
buyers from Europe, Africa and America are ready to buy on foreign online resources.
The ability to easily buy goods abroad motivated to buy better for less money. This
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will only increase competition in the e-commerce market: Amazon, Ebay, Alibaba,
OLX, Rozetka and others.

To make your customer the most attractive offer, you will need to study
consumer trends even more, analyze traffic, look for the best options for advertising
and ways to attract customers to your store, encourage them to shop and stay with you
for a long time.

This is a huge amount of time, and where do you have them, if you need to place
an order, buy and deliver the goods, place it in the warehouse. The solution is simple:
outsource routine processes related to physical goods. Take care of the main thing -
promoting your online store, attracting and retaining customers, improving service.
Fulfillment will take care of everything else. This term is not as popular in our country
as, for example, e-commerce, but it is definitely related to it.

This is a set of services, a separate niche that goes beyond warehousing or
transport logistics. Fulfillment includes the whole complex of operations - from placing
an order with an online store buyer to receiving it.

This includes storage of goods in the warehouse, ordering, packaging and
delivery to the consumer. The right fulfillment operator can provide a number of
additional services based on the wishes of the client.

For example, labeling and certification of goods, investing in the order of
promotional materials, work with returns. In essence, this is a turnkey service.
Companies that have technical and technological capabilities.

These are professional class "A" warehouses with a reliable fire protection
system, burglar alarm, round-the-clock video surveillance, anti-dust coating, powerful
and multifunctional software, modern machinery, equipment and qualified personnel.
In cooperation with the client and focusing on his needs, the fulfillment operator can
offer different configurations of services, such as cross-docking.

This is a kind of "transit" without the service of storing goods in the warehouse.
The scheme is simple: the customer's goods arrive at the warehouse, sorted, completed
to order, packed and sent for delivery within 24 hours.

Fulfillment is in demand in online stores. In Ukraine, this market is growing by
30-40% per year. This is not surprising, because Ukrainians have long trusted online
shopping and every year more and more prefer them.

Fulfillment Operator is an ideal partner for startups that are just entering the
market, and for large businesses that do not always cope with the load of customer
orders, especially at peak sales.

Imagine a small online store: it has a website or a page on a social network, a
small number of orders, the product is stored on the balcony or in the garage of the
store owner. But the store is becoming successful, the number of orders is growing
rapidly, goods need to be stored somewhere, orders - to process quickly.
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You can rent a garage, buy a bunch of boxes from Nova Poshta and work as a
receiver, collector, packer, driver. But why, if there is a fulfilment? The logistics
partner takes care of the storage, assembly, packaging and delivery of goods, and the
owner of the online store can focus on marketing and sales.

With fulfilment, he does not need to invest in warehouse rentals, expensive IT
programs, staff expansion, and vehicles.

The crisis has not bypassed e-commerce. Small players suffered the most.
According to our statistics, half of the customers who had no more than 50 orders per
month before the pandemic closed, although we offered them significant discounts.

At the same time, sales of major players increased: their offline stores closed and
all sales flowed online. In total, according to our estimates, about 40% of market
players have suspended their work during quarantine.

No matter how events unfold, one thing is clear: the world will no longer be the
same as before. It is digitalizing before our eyes, so it predicts a further increase in
online sales and the need for online stores in fullfilment.

How can the service be useful during a crisis... It significantly reduces the
market entry threshold for new players. With outsourced fulfillment, they don't need a
big investment to run an online store. The low entry threshold contributes to the
development of e-commerce and, consequently, to the growth of entrepreneurship in
the country.

The emergence of new players, of course, increases competition, but the
consumer will only benefit from this. At the same time, online stores do not compete
with the size of warehouses or delivery variations, but with the range, level of service
and creativity.

The success of China's economic recovery is linked to an early victory over the
pandemic coronavirus. In October, China's economic recovery accelerated, securing
China's status as the only major an economy that can grow by the end of the year. This
was reported by Bloomberg. Also, this momentum will be supported by the export
boom in the background global demand for medical equipment and electronics for
work from home. According to the National Bureau of Statistics, industrial production
in China grew by 6.9% year on year in October. Bloomberg experts interviewed
forecast growth of 6.7%. Retail sales growth accelerated to 4.3% from 3.3%
September, but did not live up to expectations of growth of 5%. The unemployment
rate fell to 5.3%. It is noted that economic recovery is supported by ongoing political
support as evidenced by the fact that the People's Bank of China on November 16
additionally poured into the banking system of about $ 121 billion (800 billion yuan).
The infusion of liquidity on Monday was due to fears about the reduction of cash mass,
which last week led to China's baseline sovereign profitability reaching annual
maximum. It will be recalled that in May this year, for the first time in 26 years, China
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refused to set goals on GDP growth due to the effects of the coronavirus epidemic on
the country's economy.
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INTERNATIONAL LOGISTICS’ ASPECTS
IN THE PANDEMIC PERIOD

Businesses around the world have changed forever during the pandemic, and
these effects will continue to affect us for a very long time to come. Logistics is no
exception. To quickly come to their senses and survive in this time, companies had to
adapt to changing conditions and completely restructure business processes. The
freight market in 2020 has undergone many changes that have made adjustments to the
development of logistics and determine the development of this area in 2021.

In the first half of the year, the struggle for the client led to price dumping, as
the number of goods decreased and transport was idle. Many companies could not stand
it and just left the market. But towards the end of the year, the situation changed
dramatically - with the upcoming new lockdown throughout Europe, including
Ukraine, importers began to order a lot of cargo, which caused an unprecedented rush
to transport from Asia. Immediately began a huge shortage of containers and logistics
operators began to raise prices significantly.

For example, if transporting a 40-foot container a couple of months ago cost
about $ 3,000 from China to Odessa, today it costs $ 10,000. Due to high demand in
the global shipping market, some shipping companies have introduced general rate
increase (GRI) or rate of return (RR) plans to manage their business costs. This is due
to the resumption of economic activity in China, as well as the peak period of demand
for goods in the US and European markets in connection with the Christmas and New
Year holidays, as well as the supply of antiseptics, masks and other essential attributes
of the pandemic. At the same time, demand for American and European goods in Asian
markets was weak, which led to uneven trade flows. Against the background of

critically high loads of ports, the prices of railways and air transportation have risen
125



several times. The availability of containers in Chinese ports remains at a record low,
and as the Chinese New Year approaches, we may see an even greater shortage of free
containers, which will further increase prices. Due to this, a huge number of importers
refuse to transport goods due to high transport costs, which can lead to a reduction in
maritime freight and demand for transportation. After all, it is economically impractical
to import products with such high transportation costs. Given this trend, in February -
March freight rates will be maximum, we can assume that the second quarter will begin
a new cycle of container traffic, which, we hope, will stabilize the situation.

Despite these difficulties, our company has performed all import transportation
of our customers. This was achieved through the optimization of various logistics
processes and cooperation with major logistics operators.

The pandemic has been a good lesson for logistics, which will make supply
chains more resilient, which means better inventory planning and moving away from
just one place, so-called risk diversification.

Among the main trends are the development of collaborations, cooperation,
merging services to retain customers and offer unique comprehensive offers, increasing
demand for the service "groupage", refusal to upgrade transport to save money,
implementation of IT technologies, transfer of many employees to remote work, which
Is typical not only for logistics, but also for business in general, and the main trend is
the development of outsourcing.

Many companies have long outsourced logistics, as this is a reduction in costs
for the entire department of logistics and brokers, as well as the lack of risks associated
with customs clearance, downtime and loss of cargo. If you outsource logistics,
companies will be able to direct the released resources to the development of their
business, marketing, distribution or other areas. And the specialists of company,
including in the financial issues of logistics, are responsible for the quality of work,
have many years of experience and improve it every day, facing many different
challenges.

Turnkey delivery covers a full range of logistics services, from packaging in the
supplier's warehouse, delivery, customs clearance and ending with the transfer of goods
to the customer. Fast, safe and high-quality cargo delivery is one of the main conditions
for truckers today.

Much of the risk in the transportation process is determined by the chosen
transport company.

» Do not trust dumping prices for transportation. Low cost is not always the
indicator to look for when choosing a carrier.

The prices of companies where the whole team works will be different from
those offered by individuals. But choosing to work with large companies, you pay not
just for the delivery of goods, but for the responsibility assumed by the carrier,
additional opportunities and a well-structured work process.
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> Pay attention of the supplier / sender to the quality of the cargo packaging.

Various risks must be considered: damage to the load, risk of falling or damaging
the load during handling, or possible damage to the packaging during transport.

» Carry out photo / video recording during loading and unloading operations.

If it is a product that requires certain temperature conditions for transportation,
then you need a car with a refrigerator. If it is fragile, the cargo will need to be packed.
Insure cargo. Insurance services compensate the owner of the cargo for losses resulting
from an accident, accidental or intentional actions of third parties.

» Make a supply contract.

Transfer logistics to a turnkey operator who will bear all responsibility and all
risks. In case of damage, loss of cargo will not need to look for the culprit among
several contractors.
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THE EU'S NEW INDUSTRIAL STRATEGY UNDER
CLIMATE CHANGE CONDITIONS

The EU is the backbone of global governance on climate change. Although since
the Copenhagen Conference in 2009, the EU's voice and leadership in leading
international climate negotiations have weakened, and the economic crisis has more or
less affected relevant investment, the EU has not given up its consistent political
demands, and its internal low-carbon development decisions and actions have not

stagnated, and has achieved considerable results. This is of very positive significance
to promoting the global climate change process, especially to reach an effective and
fair 2015 agreement as scheduled.

Current status of low carbon development within the EU:

1. The EU and its major member States have basically achieved the absolute
decoupling of development from emissions

In 2012, the total greenhouse gas emissions (excluding 28 EU countries (EU-28)
and land use changes) were about 4.544 billion tons of CARBON dioxide equivalent
(CO2-eq, about 10% of global emissions) at [1], down 18.36% from 1990.EU-28
emissions of Kyoto Protocol commitment 2 (2008-2012)

The volume was 4.709 billion tons of CO2-eq, 16.3% from 1990. Fifteen EU
countries (EU-15) emitted 3.76 billion tons of CO2-eq, 11.8% from 1990, exceeding
the 8% reduction target in the first commitment period (land use and land use changes
and flexibility).In terms of per capita emissions, EU-28 was reduced to 9 tons of CO2-
eq in 2012, down about a quarter from 1990; CO2 emissions per capita from energy
activity are about 6.91 tons (China has reached nearly 6 tons).In terms of economic
development, the EU-28 economic aggregate grew by over 40% from 1990 to 2012.1t
can be said that at this stage, the EU, as a whole, has steadily achieved an "absolute
decoupling™ of economic growth from greenhouse gas emissions.

National and French play an irreplaceable role in the low-carbon development
of the EU. From 2008 to 2012, the average annual emissions from Germany, the UK
and France decreased by 24.6%, 23.0% and 8.40%, respectively, compared with 1990,
all overfulfilling the tasks set out in the EU internal sharing agreement (21.0%, 12.5%
and 0%, respectively).

Active response to climate change has become a cross-political social consensus
of major EU member states

Germany has long set a target of reducing total greenhouse gases by 40 percent
by 2020 from 1990, making it the largest emission reduction country among developed
countries. Through the "Energy Concept™ and "Accelerating Energy Transformation
Decision” released by the German Federal Government in September 2010 and August
2011, Germany has formed a complete “energy transformation strategy" and a roadmap
to reduce emissions by at least 80% by 2050

Target, and other medium-term targets of the. In the September 2013 German
election, Merkel's coalition won and then formed a grand coalition with the SPD. Both
parties once again confirmed the energy transition target and legally confirmed 2025
and 2035

Development as for renewable power (40-45% in 2025,55-60% in 2035, and the
SPD for 75%). This cross-party consensus has been deeply rooted in German society.

In 2008, the UK Parliament passed the Climate Change Act (Climate Change
Act) (the Bill), making the UK the first country in the world to set legal terms on
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medium-and long-term emission reduction targets, namely 34% in 2020 and 80% in
2050 compared with 1990.As a comprehensive bill of the British government on
climate change, the bill gives the government more power to formulate corresponding
policies and regulations, including requiring a carbon budget plan for a temporary
period of five years, establishing a company's greenhouse gas emissions reporting
system, accelerating energy conservation, and improving adaptability. In 2009, the UK
government released the Low-carbon Transformation Plan (the first to third carbon
budgets), setting out specific development goals for the UK to transition to a low-
carbon society by 2020.The passage of the fourth phase of the carbon budget, despite
some setbacks, has maintained the original target (50% emission reduction by 2030).

France has been keeping a low profile on climate change, but in the 1970s

The superior power structure (75% nuclear power) provides inherent
advantages, thanks to France's advanced strategic thinking and technical reserves.
Since 2013, France has launched a nationwide "national energy transition debate",
hoping to introduce relevant national laws in 2014 based on the national debate. There
are two targets for "decarbonization” and "nuclear": first, reducing greenhouse gas
emissions to 25% by 1990 by 2050 and second, reducing the proportion of nuclear
energy to 50% by 2025.0n the basis of energy conservation, the remaining energy
supply gap will be mainly provided by renewable energy. Based on the unique "nuclear
culture”, the French government and companies are now taking the first step in
adapting to climate change, guiding major companies to establish "adaptation
strategies" to ensure that the operation and security of energy systems are not and less
negatively affected by climate change. In addition, the French government and relevant
agencies are working hard to mediate for the smooth implementation of the Paris 2015
Climate Change Conference (COP21), demonstrating a more positive stance of the EU
and France.

Third, major EU member states have chosen different low-carbon development
paths. Germany chose renewable energy as the focus of low-carbon development.
Germany's successful feed-in tariff policy (feed-in tariff) has played a decisive role in
promoting the development of wind power, solar photovoltaic and other
technologies.[2]'s feed-in tariff policy with regulatory mechanism can not only
generate appropriate incentive effect, but also promote the innovative spirit of
enterprises through flexible and tailored design, promoting more and more cost-
competitive renewable energy technology. At present, the long-term cost of wind
power in northern Germany does not exceed 6 euro / kWh, and the long-term cost of
photovoltaic power in southern Germany does not exceed 8 euro / / kWh, not inferior
to new coal-fired power stations. So far, Germany's energy transition has achieved
remarkable results, and renewable energy has become an important part of Germany's
energy supply system. By the end of 2012, Germany accounted for nearly 23 percent
of renewable electricity generation, renewable energy accounted for more than 12
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percent of end-energy consumption, and greenhouse gas emissions fell by 25 percent
from 1990.While the feed-in tariff eventually delivers cost increases to the consumer
end, electricity prices have not exceeded the public's ability to pay. In 2011 and 2012,
Renewable Energy Sources Act) cost about 12.1 billion and 10.19 billion and about
3.53 euro cents / kWh, rising to 3.59 euro cents / kWh in 2012, equivalent to a 10.5
increase in monthly electricity bill for households of 3500kWh.[3]

The UK's falling greenhouse gas emissions depend more on natural gas and
nuclear power. The rise of the UK switch to gas (gas for dash) movement can be traced
back to the liberalization of the UK electricity market in the early 1990s.The
liberalization trend has prompted the emergence of private power companies to heavily
fund new gas-fired power plants. The main reason is the low price of natural gas and
the short construction cycle of natural gas power plants. In addition, the "turn to natural
gas" movement has also benefited from the emergence and improved combined cycle
gas turbine (CCGT) technology in the 1990s.The switch to natural gas campaign has
seen significant reductions in carbon emissions and prompted sharp reductions in sulfur
dioxide and nitrogen oxides (both the main sources of acid rain) emissions. In 1990,
the industry emitted 236 million tonnes of carbon dioxide, or 30.3% of the total and
emitted CO 2 in 2012

Down nearly 20 percent to 190 million tonnes, equivalent to 32.5 percent of total
emissions. Since 2009, supporters have called for a second "switch to gas" campaign
to strengthen energy security. The demand stems from the development potential of
the UK's large unconventional gas (also known as shale gas) reserves, and campaign
supporters hope to replicate the useful experience of the United States and push down
energy prices by boosting the domestic shale gas industry. Since 2013, the UK has
planned to provide tax incentives to "fracking" technology to support large-scale [4]
extraction of shale gas. Britain's attitude towards nuclear power cooled, opened its
markets and became a major area of international energy cooperation. The UK started
late and had a weak foundation. Only 3.8% of renewable energy consumption in 2011
was well below the EU average (13%) and higher than Malta (0.4%) in the 28 member
states and 8.7% of electricity production versus the EU average of 21.8%.This brings
hidden worries for the long-term deep emission reduction.

In France, nuclear power accounts for 75% of electricity consumption and 38%
of total primary energy consumption; the nuclear industry provides hundreds of
thousands of direct and indirect jobs. After the earthquake and nuclear accident in
Japan, France has repeatedly reiterated that its energy policy remains unchanged and it
will continue to follow the path of nuclear power development. After the latest round
of French election, with President Hollande, French nuclear power policy changes, but
does not affect the main body of nuclear power: by 2025, France's nuclear power
accounted for total power generation will fall to 50%, 2016 will close the two nuclear
reactors, the future in Normandy Flemville built European pressurized water nuclear
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reactor EPR will be the only nuclear reactor in France in the next five years. Mr
Hollande aims to rationalize France's energy mix, boost renewable energy and maintain
industrial competitiveness by reducing nuclear power; accelerate residential
geothermal heating and reduce France's dependence on nuclear and oll
energy."Denation" and "decarbonization™ are interdependent, and the reduced nuclear
power supply will be provided mainly provided by renewable sources.

Different climate and energy policies are based on different resource
endowments, cultural traditions and even ethics, and European countries maintain
mutual and ethical understanding. Germany's nuclear abandonment is the result of
discussions that began since 2000, and the Japanese nuclear accident only accelerated
the original plan. More reasons are national awareness (complete abandonment of
nuclear threat and nuclear war), ethical judgment (perception of nuclear accidents and
risks) and a strong belief in the development of renewable energy. France took the lead
in developing large-scale nuclear power entirely for energy security and independence.
Britain is heavily influenced by the free economy and with more emphasis on the role
of market mechanisms.

European Union climate and energy policy package design for 2030

In 2008, the European Union proposed a 20-20-20 climate and energy policy
package, set the [5] target by 2020, and effectively promoted the negotiations on the
Bali Roadmap. In January 2014, the European Commission took the lead in proposing
the "post-2020" low-carbon development target, which will reduce emissions by 40%
from 1990 and achieve 27% of renewable energy by 2030, awaiting the approval of the
[6] by the European Council and the European Parliament. Ban spoke highly of him
and hoped that the EU would legalize it as soon as possible to the UN Climate Change
Summit in September 2014.

At the same time, the EU has proposed reform measures for the carbon emission
trading system and expectations for energy efficiency targets. As a pioneer of carbon
emission trading, the EU emission trading system (EU ETS) has encountered serious
challenges in recent years. For a long time, carbon prices have been hovering around
4-5 euros per unit of emission permit, which cannot form an effective incentive for
enterprises.The surface reason is of course an oversupply, the deep reason is very
complex [7].First, although after nearly a decade of exploration, But the design of the
system itself is still flawed, Including free distribution of quotas, insufficient tight total
emission limits and lax country targets with different levels of efforts; Second, the
European economy as a whole is not yet out of the economic crisis, Lower industrial
scale, Low production conditions, Emissions are naturally lower, Demand for emission
permits and carbon credits also continues to fall; Third, the interplay between carbon
emission trading policies and other policies (such as the renewable energy feed-in tariff
policy) is still unclear, Some of the effects are negative; Fourth, the EU opened its
carbon market, The influx of carbon credits generated by the CDM and the Joint
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Performance Mechanism, including the [8], And the EU is almost the only buyer, It
became one of the reasons for the oversupply situation. The committee recommends
establishing a market stable inventory (Market Stability Reserve) [9] at the beginning
of the new trading period in 2021 to address the large surplus of emission permits and
improve the robustness of the market.

In view of the importance of improving energy efficiency for energy security,
the Committee is open to energy efficiency targets and hopes to propose them carefully
after a thorough study. Since the Ukraine crisis, the EU has further recognized the
importance of increasing the energy self-sufficiency rate, and on 23 July 2014, it
proposed the quantitative energy efficiency target selection of [10] in the "Climate and
Energy Policy Package for 2030".The EU studied energy efficiency targets of 25%,
27-30%, 35% and 40% (down from 1990)

In this scenario, the EU's total energy consumption, additional costs, investment
demand and gas import demand in 2030, the EU suggests that the energy efficiency
target should be raised to 30%, a significant increase from the previous 25%.

Under the medium-and long-term low-carbon development goals, EU per capita
emissions will be reduced to 7.55 tons and 6.44 tons of CO2-eq / person by 2020 and
2030, and respectively, CO2 emissions from energy activities will be reduced to about

At 5.8 tons and 4.9 tons of CO2 / person. In 2050, EU per capita emissions will
be reduced to 2-3 tons of CO2-eq.

A brief analysis of the EU's position and strategy on the 2015 Agreement

While actively promoting domestic low-carbon development, the EU also
actively promotes international climate governance. Although there are various
motivations and drivers behind the [11], this positive position is enough to gain the
first mover advantage and voice, occupy the moral high ground in international
relations, and exert pressure on other countries.

Historically, the EU attaches great importance to resolving the issue of
"responsibilities and rights" of various countries through consultation within the
framework of international law and multilateral mechanisms, and pursues
characteristics that are different from the United States.As a result, the EU has always
adhered to the United Nations Framework Convention on Climate Change for global
climate governance, promoting and led the Kyoto Protocol through proposing a draft
text and actively seeking compromise and cooperation with the Kyoto Protocol from
the developed and developing Protocol. In 2011, the EU urged "Durban enhanced
action platform™ (hereinafter referred to as Durban platform), namely from 2012 after
2020 including all parties "protocol™, "other legal documents" or "agreed legal results"
(hereinafter referred to as "2015 agreement™) negotiations, end the negotiations in 2015
at the latest,

In 2020, effective from the year. The EU's leadership can be achieved rise again.
At the 2012 Doha meeting, the EU and developing countries worked to reach the
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second phase of the Kyoto Protocol and then to the Durban negotiations. The EU has
continued its existing position on the 2015 agreement, which is under negotiation, but
has to compromise in some ways in its battle with the United States and the Basic Four.
As for the basic principles, the EU and other developed countries are basically taken
the same position that they should not adhere to the dichotomy of Annex | and non-
Annex | Parties to the Convention, but dynamically apply the principle of "common
but differentiated responsibilities and respective capabilities” to break the "firewall"
between the two. However, in the context of the relevant negotiation strategy, the EU
has taken a more conservative attitude due to the strong call of "umbrella” countries
such as the United States and Japan to break the dichotomy. As for the agreement
model, the EU advocates that the new agreement should be a Kyoto Protocol model
strengthened in strength and breadth, which requires all parties to assume the same
nature of mitigation responsibility and establishes a target adjustment mechanism to
strengthen the mitigation mechanism, which to some extent reflects the “top-down™
requirements. The EU has abandoned the ideal model of "top-down™ mitigation
responsibility of major emission countries under or referring to the 2°C target, but still
wants the agreement in the form of strong legal binding (legally-binding), which is
fundamentally different from the United States.

As to the content of the agreement, the EU and developing countries take
relatively consistent positions, believing that the new agreement should include various
aspects of mitigation, adaptation, funding and technology. However, the EU also puts
special emphasis on transparency, accounting and compliance, which are directly
related to mitigation and ensure that all parties fulfill their obligations under the
mitigation Convention.

In the negotiation process, in addition to strengthening communication with
other developed countries within the group, the EU is particularly good at "attracting”
the small island states group and the least developed countries and dividing the camps
of developing countries. This is particularly evident in the negotiations passed through
the Durban platform. In the current negotiations, the EU continues and expands this
alliance strategy to exert morally pressure on the emitters, and the unity of the Basic
countries is more or less affected.

The EU plays a pivotal role in global climate governance. On the one hand, the
EU has made considerable achievements in promoting a new model of green and low-
carbon development through domestic actions; on the other hand, the EU has actively
guided international climate negotiations and established a good responsible image. In
the process of low-carbon development, although rising energy prices, declining
industrial competitiveness, emissions trading system and other difficulties, in
international negotiations, "marginalized”, declining leadership, internal member
disputes also make 2030 target is not special "ambitious" [12], and even limited the
flexibility of EU external climate policy, but these issues have not fundamentally shake
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the strong political will. From the perspective of low-carbon development alone,
countries around the world should applaud the EU.

In international cooperation on climate change, the EU values international law
and favors multilateral mechanisms in well with China's position; the 2015 Agreement
framework promoted by the EU has common and more differences with China's
tendencies. For common ground, both parties should expand consensus, and for
differences, conduct honest and active communication to promote mutual
understanding. This communication will help China build a pragmatic image and gain
more space for communication during the critical period of the 2015 Agreement, so
that countries around the world can understand China's contributions and better
understand China's difficulties and special challenges.
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CHINA’S TRADE COOPERATION WITH UKRAINE

China is a strategic partner in trade and imports of agricultural products with
Ukraine. This is confirmed by figures. If we look at the export of agricultural products
in Ukraine for the first 9 months (3 quarters of 2021), $ 3 billion was exported to China.
China is the Nel agricultural trading partner for Ukraine. In fact, about 15% or % of all
Ukrainian agricultural exports this year go to China. We have a good interaction with
classic crops, such as corn, barley or sunflower oil. It is also important to us and we are
ready to take the necessary measures so that other crops have constant access to exports
to China (wheat, soybeans, soybeans or sunflower meal). Of course, we would be
happy to develop value-added cooperation such as livestock. There is already a
successful outcome, and we are grateful that we were able to open access to the beef
market. We have been successfully exporting beef to China for over a year. We are
also ready to resume and increase exports of chicken products to China. And also to
develop cooperation in horticulture (for example, supply of apples).

The volume of bilateral trade between China and Ukraine last year alone from
January to October reached a record $ 15.76 billion, which is a third more than in the
same period of 2020. This was stated by Ambassador of China to Ukraine Fan
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Xiangong in an article for Ukrinform on the 30th anniversary of the establishment of
diplomatic relations between China and Ukraine.

The diplomat noted that in thirty years the volume of bilateral trade has increased
more than 60 times: initially it amounted to 230 million dollars, and in 2020 reached
14.66 billion dollars. In the period from January to October 2021 alone, the turnover
reached 15.76 billion US dollars, compared to the same period in 2020, the growth was
32.2%. This is a new record in Sino-Ukrainian trade, and China has consistently
remained Ukraine's largest trading partner. China has become largest trading partner in
the sale of corn and oil.

The Chinese ambassador also reminded that last year an agreement was signed
between the governments of the People's Republic of China and Ukraine on deepening
cooperation in the field of infrastructure. According to him, this inspires hope that the
parties will cooperate in this area in new forms and with greater efficiency.

The pandemic has changed the world's trade landscape, global politics, economy
and culture, shut down factories and closed ports. The whole country, business of
various scales and, of course, humanity in general have had negative consequences.

Against the background of the general crisis, trade relations between Ukraine
and China have significantly strengthened their positions. Following the results of the
first half of 2019, China came out on top among Ukraine's trading partners with a
turnover of $ 5.4 billion. According to the results of the "pandemic™ 2020, the figure
was $ 15.4 billion: exports of goods from Ukraine to China amounted to $ 7.1 billion
(+ 98.0%), imports of Chinese goods to Ukraine - $ 8.3 billion (-9.8%).

Ukraine mainly supplied ores, cereals, ferrous metals, boilers, machinery, and
wood. Instead, China means land vehicles (except rail), plastics, plastic materials,
optical and photographic equipment, footwear, chemicals, toys, furniture, and so on.

In 2021, trade between the countries held its position. In the first 3 months of the
year alone, the bilateral trade turnover amounted to $ 4.2 billion. At the same time, the
cost of shipping cargo to Ukraine by sea has increased. If before the pandemic the
freight from China to Ukraine was $ 2-4 thousand, now - more than $ 15 thousand.

As a result, maritime container exports fell by 14%. Thus, the probability of
finding another country-importer of a product or alternative multimodal logistics
solutions has increased. This situation is primarily due to the crisis of container traffic.
One of the main factors in the growth of their value was the shortage of containers.

For many years, they ensured the smooth operation of supply chains. Every year,
ports around the world handle more than 800 million containers, which transported
about a quarter of world goods in the shortest possible time.
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THE DEVELOPMENT OF SMART HEALTH AND
WELLNESS INDUSTRY IN CHINA

In recent years, China's ageing has become increasingly severe, with the number
of elderly people increasing at a rapid rate year by year, showing the typical
characteristics of wide distribution and aging before getting rich, which has brought
greater pressure on society. With the development of information technology, China's
health & wellness industry has gradually emerged as a new form of business - smart
health & wellness.

Internationally, the concept of "smart ageing™, also known as "intelligent ageing
systems", was first developed in the UK, where the elderly can enjoy a high quality of
life in their daily lives without the constraints of time and space [1]. However, there
are significant differences between countries in terms of their models of wellbeing. For
example, Singapore has adopted the "home care” model, Germany and Switzerland
have adopted the "mutual care” model, Japan, South Korea and the United States have
adopted the "migratory bird care™ model, and in the highly developed United States,
there is also the "relocation” model. In the United States, where the economy is highly
developed, there is also the 'ageing in a different place.

At present, the international development of smart health & wellness presents
two general characteristics. Firstly, in terms of research, the research on smart health
& wellness mainly tends to focus on smart home products, especially the research on
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system development and smart home. Secondly, from the main research content,
foreign wisdom health & wellness is more inclined to the development of guardianship
system and intelligent products. In terms of platform and system development, remote
sensing devices and mobile health monitoring systems are more typical; in terms of
smart homes, the research is more inclined to alarm systems and telemedicine;
meanwhile, foreign research on elderly robots is early and technically mature, and they
have been applied to elderly care services [2].

In China, different from conventional health & wellness, smart health &
wellness means from the moment it enters China: health & wellness work should make
use of advanced information management technology, wireless sensor networks and
other technical means to achieve information and resource sharing, cross the
boundaries of time, space and people, integrate the elderly, the community, medical
and nursing staff, medical institutions, the government and service organisations into
an organic whole, and provide the elderly with more convenient, more diverse and
better-suited services. It provides more convenient, diversified and demand-compatible
services to meet the needs of the elderly from the physical and mental levels, and
achieves the objective material and subjective spiritual satisfaction of the elderly [3].

With the development of smart health & wellness in China, the connotation of
smart health & wellness has changed in recent years, especially in terms of the use of
digital technology. In China, 2019 is known as the first year of smart health & wellness
by those in the smart health & wellness industry, as it is the year when smart health &
wellness is supported by stronger technology as 5G is commercially available, and
national and local governments have actively introduced over 70 policies related to
smart elderly care to support the development of the smart elderly care industry, which
are used to implement various incentives related to smart health & wellness.The
development of smart health & wellness in China is in full swing, with some success
in the exploration of elderly care models and the design of elderly care information
service platforms and health management systems; however, it is undeniable that
China's smart health & wellness started late and is still in the primary stage of
development. Nevertheless, according to China's national conditions, smart health &
wellness will still be an inevitable choice for the development of China's health &
wellness industry.

From the 20th century to the present day, the issue of ageing has not only been
prominent in Asia, Europe and the Americas, but has developed into a global
phenomenon. This phenomenon is particularly pronounced in China. China, where the
demographic dividend is long gone, faces great challenges in coping with the ageing
problem, due to the "family planning policy", which has resulted in fewer children and
longer life expectancy. Two challenges in particular are more acute.

First of all, there is an oversupply of intelligent recreation and health care
professionals. According to the 2019 Civil Affairs Development Statistics Bulletin,
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there are 25,388 people aged 60 and above in China, accounting for 18.1% of the total
population, making the problem of population ageing serious. According to forecasts,
in 2025, China will have 300 million people aged 60 and above, accounting for 21%,
and the proportion of people aged 65 and above will also reach 13.7%, approaching a
deeply ageing society. From 2020 to 2025, China's new elderly population could reach
52 million, and the total number of elderly people will exceed 300 million. By 2050,
China will have 483 million people over the age of 65, which will account for 34.1%
of the total population, twice the average rate of global ageing over the same period.
And the 2019 China Aged Care Services Industry Report shows that China needs at
least 10 million aged care workers, but there are less than a million actually working
in the field, a ratio that means there is 1 elderly person for every 3 people. If one
caregiver can take care of three elderly people, it is not difficult to conclude that the
current number of caregivers needed is about 10 million, while the existing number of
caregivers is only 220,000, which means that one caregiver should take care of 10
elderly people, which is 20 times different from the international standard [4], and this
gap will continue to increase with the sharp increase of the elderly population. As part
of the wellness industry, the huge gap in demand for talent is evident in smart health
& wellness.

Secondly, the development of smart health & wellness reflects regional
imbalances. Most of the projects are concentrated in economically developed cities
such as Beijing and Shanghai, and only cover some communities and welfare homes,
with a narrow scope of application overall [5]. Large-scale and excellent health &
wellness industry resources are concentrated in public institutions, especially in large
medical constitutions in urban centres, while rural areas are restricted by many
conditions and health & wellness institutions are small and scattered, with low
specialisation, leading to problems such as an oversupply of high-quality resources and
general resources being left idle. In addition, the sources of income for older people in
urban and rural China are different, with older people in urban areas having pensions
as a source of income, and older people in rural areas having their children's support or
working in exchange for their own labour. The different sources of income and
different levels of income directly determine the consumption patterns and levels of
consumption, so smart health & wellness is not yet fully accepted by society, and there
Is a polarisation phenomenon, which can be traced to the relatively high cost of services
for the elderly, which some families cannot afford.

To this end, Chinese scholars have actively put forward numerous proposals and
the Chinese government is actively responding to them. In order to better develop the
smart recreation smart health & wellness industry and effectively mitigate the ageing
of China, the following measures must be taken. The first step is to improve the
complex workforce and promote the development, promotion and improvement of the
smart health & wellness industry. It is best to start from the source of education,
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combine it with forecasts of future demand, and accelerate the development of ladder-
level academic education for elderly professionals to form a professional education and
training system for health & wellness talents. Talents [6]. Secondly, the structure of the
health & wellness industry should be optimised. China is currently experiencing a
significant ageing trend and an increase in diversified and personalised demand. 2021
saw the release of key data from China's seventh national census. The data shows that
China has become the country with the largest elderly population in the world, which
provides a huge market for the health & wellness industry and has led to a dramatic
increase in demand for health protection services for the elderly in China. Traditional
means are no longer effective in responding to such a huge market demand. Smart
elderly care, relying on artificial intelligence, big data and cloud computing, will
become the best choice for the smart health & wellness industry by linking the elderly
at home, the community, the government and service providers through technological
and information-based means to achieve a full range of services such as health
management, emergency assistance and life care for the elderly [7].

The acceleration of population ageing is unstoppable. As China has the world's
largest ageing population, it must grasp the strategic preparation period, take smart
recreation as a breakthrough point, combine advanced information technology with the
recreation industry to drive the development of better smart recreation industry and
services; actively cultivate recreation talents to perfect composite professionals, carry
out the transformation of the structure of the recreation industry, and prepare early to
meet the growing demand of ageing.
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SUSTAINABLE DEVELOPMENT AND GLOBAL CLIMATE CHANGE

Sustainable development and climate change is a hot issue in today's
international society, and it is the biggest challenge that human society will face in the
21st century. When addressing the issue of sustainable development and climate
change, by adhering to the principles of "common but differentiated responsibilities”,
only then can we effectively coordinate the relationship between sustainable
development and climate change.

In June 1972, the United Nations held the first Human Environment Conference
in Stockholm, marking that human understanding of environmental issues has entered
a new stage. The Declaration on the Human Environment issued by the Stockholm
Conference pointed out: "Protecting and improving the human environment is a major
issue related to people's happiness and economic development all over the world, and
it is also the urgent hope of people around the world and the responsibility of
governments."

In 1980, the International Union for Conservation of Nature released the
"Outline of the World's Natural Resources Conservation", Initiative "Sustainable
Development by Conserving Biological Resources”. In this document, for the first
time, "sustainable development” has entered the stage of history with a complete
concept.

The concept of sustainable development was defined in the report *Our Common
Future" by the World Commission on Environment and Development in 1987. This
report establishes sustainable development as a development path that can maintain the
long-term progress of human society. Sustainable development is development that
meets the needs of the present without threatening the ability of future generations to
meet their own needs".

The 1992 United Nations Framework Convention on Climate Change is the most
authoritative, comprehensive and influential convention of the international
community in the field of climate change, and it is a basic framework for the
international community to cooperate on the issue of global climate change.

First, the concept of 'sustainability’ in the modern sense makes possible for
human beings see the possibility of balancing resource utilization and human social
development. Secondly, the idea of resource protection prevailing in the United States
establishes the keynote that the concept of sustainable development attaches
Importance to resource protection and sustainable utilization.
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The Resource Protection Movement adheres to the basic guiding principles of
resource development, waste prevention and public interest priority. The principles are
as follows:

The development of resources must be the first priority under any circumstances,
which is determined by the fundamental purpose of the American resource protection
movement. The American Resource Conservation Movement uses resource
conservation as a means to achieve "the best use of natural resources for the greatest
number of people in the longest time".

Preventing the generation of waste is an effective way to improve the efficiency
of resource utilization.

Meeting the needs of the public rather than minority interest groups.

But it is worth noting that the core of resource conservation thinking lies in
rational planning to effectively develop all natural resources, rather than the natural
beauty that nature reserves advocate. This has established the keynote that all
conservation concepts, including the concept of sustainable development, attach
Importance to resource conservation. The government-led, professional and scholar-
assisted form of the resource protection movement has gradually been recognized by
governments and international organizations, and has become a mainstream form of
movement.

In the process of sustainable development, two propositions have emerged:

First, scholars believe that the market economy should be used to regulate human
resource development. This idea originated from the free market environmentalism that
was very popular at the time, and advocated that when market signals changed, human
resource utilization behaviors would also adjust accordingly. Such scholars believe that
privately owned resources will be more effectively managed and protected, but the fact
Is that the profit-seeking behavior of private entrepreneurs will lead to more frantic
resource development and waste.

Second, scientists (mostly biologists or environmentalists) recognize sustainable
development from the standpoint of ecology and environment, and fully equate it with
ecological sustainability. This understanding has two characteristics:

(1) "Sustainability" means sustainability at the ecological level;

(2) It is believed that sustainable development is a development process with
ecological sustainability as one of its important goals.

These scientists argue that achieving ecological sustainability depends on
respect for ecological "laws" that determine how ecosystems respond to human
economic and social activity.

Compared with other environmental changes, climate change (climate warming)
has a wider impact, more serious consequences and longer recovery times.

Regarding the relationship between development and climate change, its mutual
influence and interaction are obvious. However, different countries have different
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views on the issue of responsibility for climate change, and they are roughly divided
into developed and developing countries.

The view of developed countries that climate change is caused by the recent
overdevelopment of developing countries and that they are directly responsible for
global climate change.

However, developing countries believe that climate change is the result of
unreasonable production and consumption patterns adopted by developed countries for
a long time and predatory development of developing countries and the large-scale
transfer of heavy and chemical industries to developing countries, Developed countries
should bear the main responsibility for global climate change.

In the early 21st century, the concept of sustainable development has developed
dozens of meanings. Although the focus of research is different, most scholars agree
that the concept of sustainable development should at least ensure sustainable
development in the three fields - economy, social culture and ecology.

When facing the impact of climate change, sustainable development must have
a 'big picture' consideration of current interests and long-term strategies.

Specific measures include:

- Adjust the economic structure.

- Improve energy efficiency.

- Develop low-carbon energy and renewable energy and improve energy
structure.

- Carry out afforestation and strengthen ecological construction and protection.

- Establish and gradually improve the legal system for addressing climate change
and its legal supervision mechanism.

In conclusion, the theory of the interplay of sustainable development and climate
change establishes the main goal of protecting fundamental ecological processes and
life-sustaining systems. The connotation of the concept of sustainable development is
constantly enriched in practice, The concept of sustainable development, once thought
to originate from the field of environmental protection, has long gone beyond the scope
of environmental protection. It has covered sustainable production, development,
utilization, survival, living and consumption, and involves the sustainable development
of individuals, groups, communities, regions, nations, countries, the world and all
human beings.
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CHINA IN THE PROCESS OF INTERNATIONAL LABOUR MOBILITY

Globalization has driven the rapid growth of the world economy. Western
countries, especially Western multinational capital, are the primary beneficiaries.
China is also one of the main beneficiaries of globalization by virtue of its advantages
in population and economic scale. Over the past 40 years, China has actively integrated
into economic globalization, with an average annual GDP growth rate of about 9.5%.

With its labor advantage, China is deeply integrated into globalization and has
become the core of the Asia-Pacific region. However, China's position in the global
value chain does not match its total volume. For example, China's electrical machinery
and optical equipment exports belong to terminal or medium technology industries, but
in the entire international production chain, China's division of labor is assembly, with
low added value. In the process of economic globalization, China has learned a lot of
technical management experience, and also shared the international market, but the
main benefit is to solve the employment problem of surplus labor.
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Due to China-US trade and geopolitical conflicts, as well as the COVID-19
pandemic, China's position in the global industrial chain, supply chain and value chain
has been impacted, but China is still in a period of important strategic opportunities.
China is becoming the world's largest consumer market, which will greatly strengthen
China's core position in the world trade system and profoundly reshape the global
supply chain, especially the supply chain in the Asia-Pacific region.

The phenomenon of the shortage of migrant workers is a labor market reflection
of a new round of economic growth and the shift of economic center of gravity after
China's entry into the WTO. This phenomenon not only marks the transition of China's
rural surplus labor from unlimited supply to limited surplus, but also indicates that it is
necessary to utilize the The labor market to solve the current structural and regional
problems, and the implementation of industrial gradient transfer provides the
possibility to alleviate the negative impact of rising labor costs on the international
competitiveness of China's manufacturing industry. Liquidity and its efficiency matter
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CHINESE YUAN INTERNATIONALIZATION

Dissatisfaction with the reserve currency system is increasingly becoming a
common subject of discussion about the direction of global monetary reforms. A
decrease in the share of developed countries in global GDP and trade is seen as a
prerequisite for changes in the global allocation of assets, followed or in parallel by a
change in the currency structure of central bank reserves in the world as a whole.
Looking at the reserve status of a currency as an epiphenomenon of economic scale
paves the way for intensifying research on the future global monetary landscape
precisely in the light of the rapid growth of the importance of a number of emerging
market countries in the distribution of global economic power.

The forecast data for China's near-term global leadership already raises few
skeptical reservations, contributing to the view that this leadership should inevitably
be followed by a transformation of global monetary relations, in which the set of
reserve currencies/assets and the way they are accessed are crucial elements. Views on
the yuan as the reserve currency of the future are fully synchronized with the general
conclusions that in the next 20-30 years the structure of the global economy will change
in favor of the Asian bloc. At the same time, the deviation from the quantitative
approach to analyzing the prerequisites for acquiring the reserve status of a currency
in the direction of studying qualitative (in particular, institutional, regulatory) and
functional components indicates that a gap has formed between the criteria of the scale
of the economy, which play in favor of China, and the characteristics of the quality of
assets, the financial system and its functioning, which play in favor of the dollar and
euro, filling which does not provide for stereotypical steps. Moreover, the options for
the sequence of such steps are not neutral in relation to the problem of global macro-
financial stability.

It is safe to say that the global stability of the future today depends on what
strategy of internationalization of the yuan China chooses and how successful it will
be. Most researchers agree that «people's money» can form a triad of leading currencies
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in global macro-financial processes with the US dollar and euro, and that this is
preceded by a long period of internal reforms, the most painful of which is the
liberalization of capital flows. The lack of a market-based financial system, appropriate
monetary policy frameworks, and problems with democratic institutions indicate that
the yuan's acquisition of international currency status will not be as easy as some
apologists expect. At the same time, the actual performance of reserve functions by the
Chinese currency without sufficient grounds creates the risk of reducing the liquidity
of foreign exchange reserves on a global scale. In addition, the risk of using the
advantages gained in the process of currency internationalization not for the benefit of
the entire global economy arises due to the tendency of large economies to take
unilateral actions, which requires a closer look at the strengthening role of the PRC in
global monetary processes. In the light of recent statements about the possibility of
forming foreign exchange reserves of the National Bank of Ukraine (NBU) in yuan,
the issue of the strategy of internationalization of this currency is also relevant in our
country.

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FINANCING IN SHIPPING INDUSTRY IN GREECE

Bank financing is the traditional form of fund raising for shipping companies.
Today, several Greek banks, such as Alpha Bank, Piraeus Bank, Marfin, Agricultural
Bank, Emporiki Bank, are involved in the financing of Greek and Greek shipping. In
addition to their primary role of covering the capital needs of shipping companies,
commercial banks offer many other services to them. They collect fares, pay for
shipping (freight, port and fuel costs, agent fees, etc.), handle foreign currency
transactions and finally provide financial advice and information [3, p. 533-554].

Financing a shipping company with a loan aims to qualitatively replace existing
fleets, expand the existing fleet, enter the shipping industry, retrofit a fleet, increase the
offer. capacity (tonnage offered) and therefore the competitiveness of the company. In
more detail, the following can be stated about the incentives for a shipping
investment [6]:

Qualitative replacement of the fleet

In case the existing ships of the shipping group are old or do not comply with
the global ship operating standards.
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The expansion of the fleet

This case refers to the purchase of ships by a shipowner or a group in order for
these ships to be properly funded or to meet long-term cargo contracts.

The entry to the shipping industry or any sector of it

Newcomers in the shipping industry place new ship orders or purchase
secondhand. There are also shipowners who are already active in one of the shipping
sectors and wish to invest in another.

Retrofitting existing ships

Many liner investments involve additions or remodeling of vessels owned by the
company's fleet, in order for these ships to meet world standards, perform better or
even be able to handle other types of cargo.

The increase in the tonnage offered

Replacing a ship, which leads to scrapping, from a newer one, does not affect
the tonnage offered. Conversely, when the ship being replaced by a new construction
Is not dismantled but resold, the capacity offered increases in the long run. In general,
bank lending is preferred by shipping companies because it combines many
advantages. Bank financing is a flexible way of financing, since repayment of fixed
term loans can be done in different ways depending on the needs and profile of each
business.

But bank lending also has many disadvantages [1].

= The process is particularly time consuming due to the guarantees and required
documents.

= The company applying for a loan must provide guarantees such as on-board
mortgages, pledges of shares, personal and corporate guarantees.

= The interest rate is usually fluctuating and may therefore increase during the
loan repayment.

» Bank financing does not provide shipowners with tax reliefs and exemptions,
such as leasing.

= Loan financing covers 80-90% of the investment.

Another disadvantage of bank financing is the low borrowing rate. This interest
rate is determined by two factors:

I. The interbank market (such as LIBOR, the London market) from which banks
lend money to finance the client and the price at which they close daily.

I1. This company itself (its portfolio, its size, the guarantees it provides, the type
and amount of the loan it wants, its relationship with the bank, etc.). The bank
determines the margin which together with the LIBOR price constitutes the borrowing
rate.

In order to ensure the proper functioning of financial institutions, some general
restrictions on bank financing are imposed. Central banks, therefore, set limits on the
amount of loan a bank can lend to a client. They also restrict a banking institution from
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lending to some client or group of clients when the risk is high. Banks should be
cautious when issuing maritime loans and should pay great attention to the investment
strategy and economic policy of shipowners [3, p. 533-554].

A key objective of a bank when financing a ship's purchase is to increase the
bank's profits by collecting high commissions and ensuring that the loan is repaid in
the shortest possible time [4, p. 71-94].

The most common way to finance the purchase (or ordering) of a ship is the so-
called project financing (financing an investment project). Based on this method, the
bank finances a shipping company on the basis of its future annual revenue plan called
cash flow.

This method of financing was mainly implemented by the new generation of
Greek shipowners (the era of Laimos, Lebanon, Niarchos and Onassis) for the
acquisition of affordable time-charter ships. This method was called cash flow
financing. Banks have expressed interest in this type of financing because of the
stability of the receipts although time chartering is not an asset that can be seized. Still,
a fixed charter time charter does not have a stable net return on the shipping business
because the operating costs of the ship vary during chartering due to inflation and other
price trends.

Also, some other key issues related to cash flow management are the frequency
of installments in one year, the existence of equal or unequal installments, the existence
or non-grace period, and the duration of the loan repayment [5, p. 125-145].
Advantages of Leasing:

The benefits for the company choosing this form of financing are as follows [8,
p. 7-25].

1. Exploitation of hidden surplus value

If the values of the assets listed in the company’s books are far below their
current market value (which is usually the case in real estate), leasing offers the
company liquidity and, at the same time, allows it to display the surplus value in its
books, as tax-free reserves, thus significantly improving its balance sheet image.

2. Rationalization of the balance sheet and capital structure of the company

In the event that fixed assets of the company are financed by short-term bank
lending, the sale and leasing can repay the short-term bank lending, thus improving the
liquidity and debt to equity ratios.

3. The lessee appears to have fewer obligations

As the lessee is not required to present the fixed assets (i.e. ships) in the
accounting statements, nor in future payments of leases on the liabilities account, the
company appears as not having debts and other financial liabilities.

4. Speed and Cost of Process / Flexibility of Terms
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Reducing the cost and time of investment is another advantage. Financing
requests are handled flexibly, without time-consuming procedures for the lessee. That
IS, the contract can be adapted to the specific requirements of each company.

5. Creates liquidity

The company’s immediate need for capital pushes it to conclude a financing
agreement. This form of financing ensures immediate liquidity to the company, while
at the same time allowing it to use its available capital to cover other expenses.

6. Tax relief

Another advantage is tax savings because of the recognition of leases as
operating expenses and their deduction from the taxable income of the company.

Disadvantages of leasing:

1. High Apparent Costs

The cost of selling and leasing is higher than the interest rate on bank lending
and this is because the investor is taking a higher risk. But tax reliefs mitigate the initial
Impression, creating an advantageous situation.

2. The leased fixed asset is not a guarantee for the company to lend

Despite the positive equity relationship, there is often reluctance on the part of
the bank to further finance the company, especially when the equipment is based on
the leasing method. In this way, lessees face greater difficulty in obtaining a loan.

3. Predetermined leasing time

The leasing of the ships cannot expire earlier than the agreed time.

Interim financing is an interesting - if not widespread, not only in Greece but
also worldwide - way of financing businesses.

This method of financing is as follows:

Independent investment companies undertake the financing of a business against
the acquisition of the company's shares, that is, the acquisition of partial ownership of
the borrowing company.

A major disadvantage of interim financing is that it requires the transfer of part
of the existing business ownership, which explains the reluctance of businesses - and
so-called ‘family businesses' - to even consider using interim financing. Most interim
financing is withdrawn either through the resale to the original owner of the frozen
capital or through the recapitalization of the business. The usual duration of this
transaction is five to eight years, with the possibility of early exit [7, p. 89-99 ].

Conditions for granting shipping loans

Generally, it should be noted that in order to grant loans in shipping the basic
properties of the shipowner are examined and five basic requirements (also known as
5Cs) should be provided [4, p. 71-94].

= Character

= Capacity

= Capital
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=Collateral

= Conditions

Of course, other factors may also be added to the above, which relate to specific
characteristics of the loan applicant. After all, each bank sets its own financing criteria
according to its policy.

In more detail, it is worth mentioning the following for the above conditions:

1. Character

The character and reputation of the shipowner, the so-called “name lending”
plays a major role in shipping financing.

2. Capacity

The ability of the management to generate income from the financial flows of a
ship that is financed is particularly important, since it naturally affects the repayment
of the loan.

3. Capital

This criterion relates to the shipping company’s own participation in financing
the investment and in general to its financial capabilities as determined by indicators.

4. Collateral

There are three ways for a bank to secure the shipping loan it grants:

I. Through the Funded Investment Program (of the ship)

I1. Mortgage of the ship to be financed (immediate collateral)

I11. From the additional (indirect) collateral received.

Collateral in shipping loans are divided into the following categories:

Maritime mortgage

After signing the loan agreement, the bank draws up the mortgage agreement of
the ships that secure the loan. This is followed by the signature of this contract and its
registration in the registry of the country in which the ship is registered. Maritime law
stipulates that by registering a preferred maritime mortgage, the bank has the right in
principle to manage and operate the ship and in addition to sell it either voluntarily or
through public auction.

Apart from the first mortgage, it is possible to register a second, third, etc.
mortgage on an already mortgaged ship, provided that the first mortgage lender agrees.

= Concession of revenue

The concession of the revenue of the mortgaged ship can be either general or
specific. Upon general concession, the shipowner reserves the right to collect the ship’s
revenue. However, this right expires if an event renders the loan overdue [2].

Special concession of revenue is made when there is a time charter agreement.
The charterers undertake to channel the fares through a specific lender’s bank branch
in order to cover the loan installments and the operating expenses of the ship.
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= Concession of insurance policies

This form of insurance provides that the insurance compensation in case of
damage or loss of the ship will be provided by the insurers in accordance with the
instructions received from the lending bank.

The main maritime insurances are:

v' Ship and machinery or marine hazards: This relates to providing
compensation to the bank in case of damage or loss of the ship.

v" Loss of rent or income: Insurance against the termination of the cash that
covers the loan.

v" Insurance of the interest of the mortgage lender: This kind of insurance
protects the bank in case the underwriters that do not pay the required compensation in
case of damage or loss of the ship.

v"Insurance in a Protection and Indemnity Club (P&Is): Third party liability,
accepted by the Bank. P&I Clubs undertake risk insurance that is not covered by
insurance companies or for insurance that requires excessive premiums.

v' War risks: This insurance covers the risk of loss and damage of the ship or
Its equipment or revenue that is due to various events (war, revolution, terrorist attack,
etc.).

v" Provision of personal guarantees: These guarantees are provided by the
shipowner or the main shareholder of the company and undertake to cover the
obligations of the lender to the bank, up to the rate or amount for which it is guaranteed,
if the lender cannot meet his obligations.

v" Provision of corporate guarantees: This kind of guarantee is provided either
by the holding company of the group, or by a related one-ship company, when the
lender is an offshore, or by the managing company. In this case, the bank either obliges
the client to maintain a certain amount of deposits by depositing a lump sum or obliges
him to make deposits to this account on a monthly basis.

v Securities / stock pledging: The shipowner makes the company’s shares
available to the bank for a specified period or until the loan expires.

o Conditions

The overall economic, social and political environment affects the shipping
industry and freight rates, thereby creating a corresponding investment climate. The
current situation in the world economy, the shipping market and the market for any
commodity moving by sea should therefore be examined. The shipping company that
Is interested in financing should also be considered, as well as the value of the ships,
and the maritime circle.
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
