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IMPACT OF FOREIGN DIRECT INVESTMENTS
ON UKRAINIAN ECONOMY

Negative in the processes of foreign investment in Ukraine’s economy is the fact
that its structure for types of economic activity does not correspond to the strategic
priorities of national economy development and its adaptation to the conditions of
global competition. It should be noted that most of the investments attracted to the
economy of Ukraine are investments from offshore zones, and this is an indication
that most of the funds raised — the money of Ukrainian investors who seek to
optimize tax losses.



Nowadays, foreign direct investment (FDI) is one of the most important sources
of capital income. Therefore, in terms of predictability and financial stability of the
state should be stimulated attracting the most direct foreign investments. Factors such
as the emergence of international corporations that can have contributed to the
development of foreign investment to ensure the free movement of capital, the
transnationalization of economic processes in the world, development of global
financial market, which is rapidly increasing the importance and value of foreign
investment. In addition, the stability of macroeconomic indicators of developed
countries, the deepening of the process should be taken into account the same as
international division of labor, international production, scientific and technical
cooperation, as well as the emergence integration of associations that strengthen
international cooperation and collaboration.

The investment climate of the country plays a significant role in attracting
foreign capital certain factors (socio-economic, political, organizational and legal,
etc.) that are characteristic for the recipient’s country. The main factors shaping the
investment climate are: development infrastructure, macroeconomic balance, political
stability, tax policy, favorable legal framework, barriers to market entry, availability
of natural resources, financial market conditions, quality and distribution of labor,
currency risk, quality of public administration, protection of intellectual property.

Today in Ukraine there are a number of investment-attractive factors that
contribute to its expansion investment relations:

v large capacious and almost competitively unlimited domestic market of
most commodities positions;

v"location of major transport routes between Europe and Asia;

v' developed infrastructure (availability of ports, bridges, airports,
warehouses, communication systems, water supply);

v' cheap but skilled labor.

Negative in the processes of foreign investment in Ukraine’s economy is the fact
that its structure for types of economic activity does not correspond to the strategic
priorities of national economy development and its adaptation to the conditions of
global competition. It should be noted that most of the investments attracted to the
economy of Ukraine are investments from offshore zones, and this is an indication
that most of the funds raised — the money of Ukrainian investors who seek to
optimize tax losses.

The main problems hindering the development of foreign investment in Ukraine
are:

» corruption and inefficient judiciary (inability to protect property rights or fair
resolve a business dispute);

» imperfection of the relevant legal framework (vagueness and opacity of
legislation, which can be interpreted ambiguously, as well as the practice of frequent
changes in legislation);

» high level of bureaucracy (the need to obtain a large number of permits in
various instances);

» failure to promote the tax system of business development;
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» lack of an effective insurance system (insufficiently developed state
insurance mechanisms of foreign investments);

» insufficient state funding of domestic research institutions;

» lack of its own system for assessing the investment climate of the country
and its individual regions;

» low level of protection of the rights of potential investors;

» unreliability of the banking system (Ukrainian banks have lost the trust of
foreign creditors, and also, most importantly, the trust of the population; lending to
legal entities and individuals by banks is limited, the volume of deposits on Ukrainian
bank accounts has significantly decreased);

» shortage of experienced and qualified specialists in project management;

» low standard of living of citizens and reduction of their purchasing power
due to inflation processes;

» lack of practical experience, weak development of venture capital
infrastructure of Ukraine.

As a conclusion, it is clearly seen that foreign direct investments have a positive
impact on the economy at all, and on Ukrainian one as well, but there are some
problems in Ukrainian politics (economical politic, legal politic etc.) which are not
quite prospective for foreign investors and are not adapted for their development.
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THEORITICAL FRAMEWORK OF FOREIGN DIRECT
INVESTMENT OF MULTINATIONAL CORPORATIONS

Foreign direct investment is the symmetry of foreign indirect investment, which
refers to the outflow of a country’s international direct investment, that is, the
investment made by investors to directly establish and operate enterprises in foreign
countries. Foreign direct investment can be divided into:

1. Participate in capital, only participate in a small amount of investment, do
not participate in business operations, and dispatch technical personnel and
consultants to serve as guidance when necessary.

2. Start a joint venture. Both parties will jointly invest and dispatch personnel
with representative rights to participate in the operation. In order to protect
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their own interests, some developing countries have legislative restrictions
on the proportion of foreign capital in joint ventures.

3. Acquisition of existing enterprises.

4. Open a subsidiary (or branch), funded by the head office, and open an
independent business enterprise according to local laws.

Foreign direct investment generally shows that investors export capital, directly
open factories abroad, set up branches, or buy local original enterprises, or cooperate
with local governments, groups, and private enterprises, and obtain the right to
directly manage various enterprises. Foreign direct investment helps the invested
country to solve financial difficulties, introduce advanced technology, expand export
trade, and increase employment opportunities, so it is widely accepted.

Since the 1950s, the rapid development of multinational corporations and their
foreign direct investment has attracted widespread attention from Western scholars,
and has formed monopoly advantage, comparative advantage theory, international
product cycle theory, oligopoly behavior theory, market internalization theory and
international Various academic schools, such as the production trade-off theory, aim
at explaining and expounding the foreign direct investment behavior of multinational
corporations. With the acceleration of economic globalization and regional economic
integration, international direct investment plays an increasingly important role in
countries, regions and even the global economy. Cross-border direct investment has
now become one of the important factors driving the growth of the world economy. It
is impossible for any country to seek development only by relying on its own
resources, capital, technology or market. It has become an inevitable choice to go
international. Since the 1980s, with the major changes in the international economic
structure, countries have gradually loosened the controls on their own foreign direct
investment while encouraging the inflow of foreign capital, and actively adopted
measures to encourage foreign direct investment activities. The theory poses new
challenges and, on the other hand, demands for empirical research on foreign direct
investment [1].

The theory of foreign direct investment by multinational corporations can be
roughly divided into two categories: developed countries and developing countries in
terms of its application[2]. The theory of foreign direct investment by developed
countries is the mainstream theory in the field of international direct investment
theory, including Hymer’s monopoly advantage theory, Vemon’s product life cycle
theory, Buckley and Casson’s internalization theory and Dunning’s international
production trade-off theory. At present, most theories of foreign direct investment by
multinational companies are based on the practice of multinational companies in
developed countries such as the United Kingdom and the United States. They can
explain the basis, motivation, advantages and characteristics of foreign direct
investment by multinational companies in developed countries, but they cannot be
used to explain the developing countries. The overseas investment behavior of
national multinational corporations. With the continuous emergence of multinational
companies in developing countries, especially in newly industrialized countries, how
to explain this phenomenon and make suggestions for how multinational companies
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from developing countries can participate in international competition has become
another important theory in the field of foreign direct investment of multinational
companies[3]. Important research contributions in this field are Wells’ small-scale
technology theory, British economist Lall’s theory of technology localization,
Cantwell’s theory of technological innovation and industrial upgrading, etc.

Each theory is produced in order to solve related problems in a specific
economic environment and stage of economic development. The same is true of the
theory of foreign direct investment. Its development background is the rapid
development of global foreign direct investment, which appeared to provide
theoretical guidance for foreign investment [4]. The foreign direct investment
theories of both developed and developing countries are the results of summarizing
the laws and characteristics of foreign direct investment activities in specific
countries from a specific perspective. These theories can provide useful reference for
a country’s transnational business activities, and have their scientific, rational and
explanatory power to a certain extent; however, no one theory can be the only rule
guiding the transnational business activities of a country’s enterprises. Therefore,
they are also somewhat one-sided. Multinational corporations must develop a
theoretical framework suitable for guiding the transnational operation of Chinese
enterprises on the basis of drawing on the rational core of existing theories.

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GLOBAL CHALLENGES OF AGRIBUSINESS
UNDER UKRAINE WAR RISK

Ukraine is a large agricultural country. It has different climate zones and
conditions with over 30 million hectares of agricultural land. At the moment,
however, agriculture is being put on a standstill, especially in the Eastern, Southern,
and Northern parts of the country, where at the moment, fields and towns are partly
occupied by the Russian army. This has drastically impacted the human capital on a
negative scale as employees of farms are mobilized for the army or the armed forces.
It is mostly the farms in the west of the country that can contemplate practicing
agricultural activities. However, they face underlying challenges like the availability
of certain inputs, partnerships, resources from the other parts of the country like fuel,
pesticides, tractors, and more.
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The UN Food and Agriculture Organization (FAO) has warned that the world
could face a potential food crisis, with soaring prices and millions in danger of severe
hunger, as the Russian war in Ukraine threatens the supply of essential staple foods.
Economists at the FAO said food prices were already high before Russia invaded
Ukraine due to the Covid-19 pandemic. However, topping it up with the war could
shift the global food system into disaster.

This is projected to have an enormous effect on the global market. The global
supply of wheat will be adversely affected, and the poorest countries in the world are
projected to be hit, especially importing countries for Ukrainian wheat like Pakistan,
Bangladesh, Egypt, etc. The same projection could be applied to the supply of maize:
Ukraine supplies an enormous amount of non-GMO maize on the world market,
which is, of course, difficult to replace. The EU alone imports almost eight million
tonnes of maize from Ukraine every year — over 48% of total imports. Being referred
to as “the breadbasket of Europe”, Ukraine is the fifth largest wheat exporter,
accounting for about 10% of the global market, also one of the biggest exporters of
maize, accounting for about 15% of global exports. As a result, Ukrainian farmers
might miss out on the crucial May planting season for their crops.

On the other hand, Russian supplies could be hindered if the Kremlin curtails
wheat exports in response to the sanctions by the west. Russia is the world’s largest
wheat exporter, with about 17% share of the global export market, and is the second-
biggest sunflower seed supplier. Moreover, the Russian Federation and Ukraine are
among the most important producers of agricultural commodities in the world. Both
countries are net exporters, and they both play leading supply roles in global markets
of foodstuffs and fertilizers, where exportable supplies are often concentrated in a
handful of countries. This concentration could expose these markets to increased
vulnerability to shocks and volatility.

Russia is a big exporter of crop nutrients as well as natural gas, critical for
producing nitrogen-based fertilizers. Also, 25% of the European supply of key crop
nutrients such as nitrogen, potash, and phosphate comes from Russia. With the current
geopolitical conditions, the biggest sources of raw material for Europe’s food production
are being subject to limitations (sanctions), with no short-term alternatives.

Major global fertilizer producers that supply Ukraine’s agricultural sector, for
example, Yara, and others, are big buyers of raw materials, such as phosphate and
potash, from Russia, which also supplies Europe’s nitrogen fertilizers plants with
natural gas. The European Commission has developed short-term and medium-term
actions which enhance global food security and also provide support to farmers and
consumers. The surge in global commodity prices, and Russia’s invasion of Ukraine,
again highlight the need for EU and World agriculture and food supply chains to
become more resilient and sustainable.
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FORMATION OF THE SYSTEM OF INCLUSIVE
EDUCATION AT THE TRANSITION STAGE:
SCHOOL-UNIVERSITY

A number of scientific research is devoted to the investigation of the problems
of introduction of inclusive education. Special education system has become a
hereditary post-Soviet country; it increases the segregation of children with special
needs, deprives them of the opportunity to be surrounded by peers who do not have
health problems. Most children with disabilities do not study or integrate into
secondary schools but receive education in special institutions. In Ukraine, there have
been significant changes in the direction of adaptation of children with special needs
to the school environment. The government’s care is aimed at children aged 2-18.
However, children have almost no opportunity to receive higher education. Only 4
percent of parents are able to help their children get a higher education. Other
children lose this opportunity. Understanding this problem has led to the study of
inclusive education and finding ways to help parents and children get higher
education.

The main research methods were the use of a constructivist and functional
approach to the segmentation of the inclusive education market. The next stage of the
study was the systematization of the legal framework of Ukraine and the EU, which
revealed the lack of a regulatory mechanism at the level of higher education. The
source materials for the analysis of the arrays of legislative documents obtained
because of elaboration were collected through the traditional analysis of documents
(decrees, resolutions, and laws governing legal relations in the field of inclusive
education). Given the lack of statistical records in Ukraine of families raising children
with special needs, an attempt was made to build a new subsystem based on logical
tools.

The survey of parents raising children with special educational needs and
teachers revealed a range of problems that exist today in the field of inclusive
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education. When answering the question about the acceptable form of education for
children, parents preferred the full-time form of education in the educational
institution (58.1% of the total number of respondents). Almost every fifth respondent
(18.9%) approves of the individual form, which involves a combination of
homeschooling and attending individual classes and activities in the school; 7.6% of
parents consider it appropriate to use distance learning, which involves individual
distance learning without attending school. And only 4.0% of parents — 10,105
potential students have the opportunity to continue their studies in higher education.

The legislative base of Ukraine is analysed, and the lack of normative regulation
of inclusive education at the level of higher education is revealed. It is too early to
come up with a legislative initiative today. We need to move to the next stage of
creating an inclusive environment. Cooperation with resource and information
centres at the Ministry of Education and Science of Ukraine should serve as the basis
for this stage. Today, 659 inclusive resource centres have been established; they are
designed to determine the special educational needs of children not based on the
international classification of diseases, as before, but on the basis of the international
classification of functions of children with special needs. 252,634 applications were
submitted to inclusive resource centres, and 7,612 institutions were established.
However, these are children under 18 years. An initiative from universities will be
able to build the next step in shaping the higher education system and give children
the opportunity to obtain higher education.
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WASTE MANAGEMENT STRATEGY OF UKRAINE

Waste management is a key environmental concern across Europe, with many
countries witnessing a significant increase in the amount of waste produced. The
situation in the waste management sector of Ukraine is continuously defined as
critical in recent market studies, official documents, reports, and analytics by NGOs /
CSOs in terms of the status and trends in waste generation, accumulation, storage,
processing, recycling, and disposal. The situation has already proven to be emergent
in many cities and regions and in many waste subsectors due to the lack of proper
waste management infrastructure and adequate government policy, a business
approach and public response.

Waste generated in the process of extraction, enrichment, chemical-
metallurgical processing, transportation, and storage of minerals is a secondary raw
material reserve for the industrial, construction, and energy sectors. Secondary raw
materials from remnants of final consumption products (e.g., waste paper, polymers,
glass, worn tires, etc.) also have considerable resource potential. Low tariffs on waste
disposal services do not create incentives for businesses and local authorities to
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recycle waste. Significant volumes of accumulated waste, absence of relevant
infrastructure, and lack of effective measures to prevent waste generation and
introduce the integrated waste management approach deepen the ecological crisis and
become a restraining factor in the development of the Ukrainian national, regional
and local economies.

Considering the context of the integrated waste management concept, Ukraine is
currently positioned at the lowest level of the waste hierarchy with the absent or
limited preventing framework, prevailing mix waste collection in preparation for use,
recycling in a limited scope, other recovery steps implemented just initially and
disposal to landfills as the main waste management technique. New technologies’
introduction is limited by the lack of integrated management decisions and by
insufficient financial resources and economic incentives. A small number of
innovative technologies, if any, are adopted.

According to the Ukrstat data, over 295.9 million tons of waste were generated
in Ukraine in 2018, including 289.5 million tons (97.8%) of waste generated by the
industry and 6.4 million tons (2.2%) of waste generated by households. At this, 218
million tons (almost 74% of the generated waste) were generated by the mining and
quarrying industry. Only households and the power-, gas- and heat- supply sector
demonstrated growth in waste generation, with the agricultural and construction
indicators almost at the same level as three years before. The situation with municipal
solid waste management in Ukraine is still at a very basic level when waste
management consists of the collection of mixed waste and landfill disposal.
According to the Ukrstat data, of 11.6 million tons of MSW and similar waste
generated in Ukraine in 2016, only 0.09% was recovered, 3.73% was incinerated, and
the rest 87.67% was landfilled. The high level of waste generation and the low rates
of its use as a secondary raw material have led to the fact that in the Ukrainian
industrial and municipal sector majority of solid waste accumulated each year is
disposed of in landfills. According to the official data on 5 487 landfills and dumps in
Ukraine, almost 6% of them were overloaded, and 30% did not meet national
environmental safety standards. According to the official data, due to the insufficient
level of control and lack of a proper MSW management system, over 27 thousand
unauthorized dumps are formed each year.

The National Waste Management Strategy provides short-, mid-, and long-term
directions for addressing challenges for all main waste subsectors (industrial waste,
construction and demolition waste, hazardous waste, agro-industrial waste, and
specific waste streams) as well as fulfillment of obligations of Ukraine according to
the international agreements. The Strategy is developed with the support of
international donors and is considered one of the main drivers of the waste
management market development, compliant with the EU requirements and close to
the innovative integrated concept. Following the EU countries’ move toward what is
referred to as ‘integrated solid waste management (ISWM)’, the National Waste
Strategy 2030 signals should go away from sole reliance on landfill disposal with an
increased focus on recycling and recovery for certain waste streams while the
residual waste is disposed of into EU-compliant landfills. It proposes a significant
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increase in the coverage of the population with organized MSW separate collection
and a progressive movement toward increased levels of recycling and recovery.
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IMPLEMENTATION OF THE BRITISH EXPERIENCE
IN THE UKRAINIAN HEALTH CARE FINANCING SYSTEM:
MONITORING AND PROSPECTS

The British model of financing the health care system has been implemented in
Ukraine since 2018, and the World Bank fully supports this process [1]. The essence
of this model is to create a single procurement agency, the National Health Service of
Ukraine (NHSU) [2], which, within a clearly defined guaranteed package of medical
services financed by the general taxation system, purchases medical services from
health care facilities.

In January 2021, summing up three years of the new model of health care
financing, President of Ukraine Volodymyr Zelensky stated: «Medical reform has not
taken place, and the principle of ‘money follows the patient” has not been
implemented».

Of course, this statement is more political, and today we offer you to consider
the essence of the process solely from a financial point of view.

Health care reform should address three existing challenges. The first problem is
the catastrophic financial insecurity of patients. The second problem is the low

quality and efficiency of service provision. The third problem is inefficient spending
of budget funds.

The inefficiency of spending money is primarily due to spending it not on the
principle of «money follows the patient», but on the principle of «money follows the
infrastructure». The new system of medical procurement requires an electronic
platform for collecting and exchanging both medical and financial information.

It is e-Health that allows:

- analyze the state of health of the population;

- promptly develop a plan for the purchase of medical services to effectively
spend money;

- to direct funds to those institutions where the patient received medical care so
as to implement the principle of «money follows the patient».

To start the implementation of health care reform in Ukraine, primary health
care («primary care») was chosen as a priority [3]. Why exactly that choice? First,
from an economic point of view, it is the least financially costly sector of medicine.
Secondly, world experience shows that controlling the costs of primary care is
usually not a big problem. Third — it is characterized by all six social principles:

- availability;

- security;

- effectiveness;

- economic efficiency;

- non-discrimination;

- human orientation.

National Health Service of Ukraine (NHSU):

1) analyzes and forecasts the needs of the population in medical services;

2) develops a draft program of medical guarantees and tariffs;

3) implements measures to ensure targeted and efficient use of funds.

Open data published by the National Health Service of Ukraine has become an
important tool for the development and functioning of health care reform. Anyone
can check the accuracy of information about the activities of the National Health
Insurance Fund, the course of medical reform, and the financing of medical
institutions.

In 2020, the National Health Service won the annual Open Data Forum Online
competition for the highest standards of open data publication by central executive
bodies.

Thus, the process of implementation of the British model of primary health care
financing in Ukraine, as expected, has created certain difficulties and problems. The
cornerstone of the «money follows the patient» reform principle has not been
implemented at the primary care level. The problematic aspect of the primary health
care reform is that in 2018-2020 the National Health Insurance Fund did not perform
the function of an organization engaged in strategic procurement of quality primary
health care services for the benefit of Ukrainian citizens but acted exclusively as an
organization concluding contracts with medical institutions. In our opinion, in the
logistics of primary health care reform, the principle of «money follows the patient»
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should be replaced by the basic financial model of «money follows services», which
demonstrates the basic aspects of the new reform paradigm for the public
procurement of medical services.

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THE IMPACT OF THE PANDEMIC
ON THE POVERTY RATE OF THE EU COUNTRIES

The events of 2020 have made significant adjustments to the socio-economic
development of the EU countries. Significant negative changes in monetary poverty
rates due to the coronavirus crisis and quarantine measures are already under way.
This crisis is threatening in several dimensions for the countries of the European
Union. First, there is the urgent crisis of the health care system, which has the
potential to provoke a socio-economic crisis. Secondly, the COVID-19 pandemic
calls into question the basic principles of the EU’s functioning, in particular freedom
of movement within the Schengen area or solidarity in response to common threats.
Thirdly, the ability of the EU institutions to provide timely assistance or at least
coordinate Member States’ responses to crisis situations is called into question. Over
time, negative influences can affect other aspects of life.

In general, there are three waves of coronavirus spread. And if the first wave
(March-May 2020), was considered to be "insignificant”, still it caused perhaps the
greatest economic and psychological shock, as it introduced new losses and risks.
The second (autumn 2020) and third (February-March 2021) waves were much more
powerful, causing high morbidity rate and human losses. However, economically,
countries have suffered much less, as stabilizing fiscal and monetary instruments
have already been used, and businesses and households have already had some
"immunity". Countries that have clearly identified and adhered to anti-coronavirus
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priorities have succeeded not only in strengthening their health care systems but also
in keeping economic activity from collapsing, especially during the 2nd and 3rd
waves of the pandemic. Thus, the shock decline of economic results (primarily in
production areas), which was typical for the first wave, was further avoided. And
since the autumn of 2021 most European economies have shown a resumption of
economic activity.

The EU institutions presented a number of initiatives to mitigate the effects of
the pandemic with economic instruments in mid-March 2020. The focus of such
initiatives is on preserving the integrity of the EU single market, providing support to
EU citizens and businesses, and identifying rapid response measures to maintain the
stability and solidarity of EU Member States. In addition, the EU Solidarity Fund will
henceforth cover health emergencies, allocating up to € 800 million to Member
States. Given the steady slowdown in economic growth in the Eurozone and the EU
as a whole, official Brussels is allocating € 1 billion to support pandemic-affected
businesses. It is also important that the EU has shown "budgetary flexibility": EU
Member States can now focus their spending on health and vulnerable sectors of the
economy (tourism and services), and such an increase in health spending will not be
considered by the European Commission as exceeding the budget deficit. Finally, it is
planned to include economic support instruments in the next EU budget (Multiannual
Financial Framework).

Thus, as we can see, the rapid and uncontrolled spread of coronavirus in the EU
countries and in the world as a whole has become a challenge to all mankind, has had
a very serious impact on current socio-economic processes both globally and
nationally, and will undoubtedly affect economic and social future development. The
situation turned out to be too unexpected, which was not foreseen by any forecast of
socio-economic development. The socio-economic consequences of the coronary
crisis underscore the need to act simultaneously in both directions — to stop the virus
and mitigate the negative impact on society. To minimize the negative socio-
economic consequences of the COVID-19 pandemic in the EU, it is necessary to
anticipate trends and take prudent steps that will be the basis for making the right
management decisions in conditions of limited resources. Overcoming the crisis
requires quick decisions, which are usually tactical, but a long-term vision is needed.
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DIGITALIZATION AS A NEW REALITY
OF THE MODERN ECONOMY

Today, digitalization is an important factor in the economic growth of any
country (developed or developing) and a trend of socio-economic development. In
Ukraine, the Ministry of Digital Transformation is the responsible institutional body
for digital progress. Almost all EU countries have already approved and are
implementing their own digital strategies. Digitizing the country will help the
economy grow and transform from Raw to Digital, eradicate corruption through the
transparency of electronic systems, and integrate Ukraine into the EU’s Digital Single
Market [1; 2].

The key products of the digital economy may be the goods and services of the
traditional economy, which are provided through computer equipment and digital
systems (Internet). The most important advantage of this is the simplification of
access of ordinary users to certain markets (goods or services), reduction of
transaction costs, increasing efficiency and competitiveness [3]. It is generally
accepted that the digital economy is the basis of the 4™ Industrial Revolution, as well
as the 3" wave of globalization. In this context, the digital economy plays an
important role in the development of countries, the most important factor being
information and knowledge, as well as ways of accessing them. The digital economy
is not a separate industry, but a virtual environment that complements our reality.
Increasingly, the digital economy is intertwined with the traditional economy, making
clear delineation increasingly difficult [4].

At the same time, the introduction of digital technologies is accompanied by
certain challenges that society and the state must overcome in order to successfully
bring the digital economy to life: short-term decline in labor productivity from the
introduction of new technologies; a reduction in the number of workers, including
high-paid and low-skilled workers, and an increase in technological unemployment.
Factors such as facilitating digital development, such as digital financial services,
digital identification, social networks, and open data, and the use of blockchain
technology extend benefits to the whole society [5].

In a digital economy, human capital and information technology play a crucial
role in ensuring the sustainable development of the economy. In this regard, the
training of highly qualified specialists based on the needs of the market and modern
trends in the development of digital technologies, effective implementation of which
is accompanied by accelerating economic growth, increasing jobs, improving the
quality of services is of particular importance. To maximize the potential of digital
technologies, require new professionals with advanced knowledge, digital skills, self-
learning, solving complex problems in a constantly changing environment [3; 5]. This
is especially true now in a period of quarantine COVID-19 in Ukraine and the world
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when stopping its activities of the university, schools, various offices, businesses and
move to remote training on different platforms and communicate using digital
technology.

Nowadays, the digital economy is an effective basis for the development of
public administration, economy, business, and social and cultural spheres of society.
The development of the digital economy is also a matter of national security and
defense of Ukraine, competition of domestic companies in world markets, the
country’s position on the world stage in the long run. For the successful development
of the digital economy in Ukraine, an effective state policy is needed to bridge the
digital divide and stimulate the development of digitalization. The country cannot be
successful in the development of the digital economy without a proper legal
framework, economic development strategy based on digital technologies. However,
it is equally important to develop professional skills, basic ICT literacy, prepare for a
professional career, and promote lifelong learning through digital products.
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SUSTAINABILITY OF CHINA’S AUTOMOTIVE SECTOR

Cars have revolutionized the concept of mobility, making it easier for goods and
people to move around geographical regions than ever before. For decades,
developed countries have witnessed how increased vehicle ownership and improved
transport infrastructure have led to countering urbanization — the migration of people,
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businesses and industry from cities to the recently underdeveloped suburbs. This
trend extends to developing economies, but also has a negative impact in the form of
environmental change. China’s automotive industry is recovering rapidly in 2021 and
is directly affecting the economies of many countries, and the electric car market is
competing with the world’s largest car companies and is the most promising for
investment.

Data from Chinese cities show an average annual growth rate of vehicle
ownership per capita of 10% to 25%. And according to the China Statistical
Yearbook, the number of cars increased almost 56 times from 1990 to 2011. There is
one car for every five people worldwide; in the US there is one car for 1.25 citizens.
Cars can improve the quality of life by increasing mobility, comfort, and safety. For
the Chinese society, the automotive industry has always been an attractive topic. On
the one hand, this industry has long remained outside the system of state planning.
Due to the emphasis on industrial capital goods rather than consumer goods, the
passenger vehicle sector (including car manufacturing) has not been a key industry
for decades, a typical Gerschenkron industrialization strategy. However, it was only
after China introduced the Automotive Policy of 1994 that car production was
recognized as a national industry, along with the entire automotive sector. This, in
turn, has led not only to an increase in the number of car factories, but also to a
deterioration of the air in the country. Which undoubtedly had an additional negative
impact on people’s lives, forcing them to leave the city to live in more
environmentally friendly areas.

Chinese consumers are expected to play an increasing role in economic
development as China’s market shifts from exports to domestic consumption. As
sales of new passenger cars slow to slow, China remains the world’s largest carmaker
and consumer. In the medium term, it will surpass the European and American
markets in terms of projected high unambiguous growth. Expansion of production
capacity continues at an unstoppable pace, and when overcapacity is already
apparent, majority-threatened producers will increase competitive pressure in the
industry by entering new segments with low prices and market penetration strategies.
On the other hand, the secondary market is still at a very early stage of development
and provides many opportunities for component manufacturers and service providers
who can develop and implement the right strategies to take advantage of significant
growing market demand as the existing passenger car base ages. As China’s car
market enters its next stage of development, both challenges and opportunities await.
Companies that develop the right strategies and unforeseen plans will ensure
continued success in this dynamic market.

Currently, foreign investors are optimistic about the future of the Chinese
automotive industry. German carmakers have invested 2.1 billion euros in China to
develop the country’s electric car business. However, despite the positive growth of
China’s automotive market, it is increasingly affecting the entire world economy,
which allows it to partially change the trends of the entire automotive industry, to the
detriment of the nature of his country.
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DEMOGRAPHIC SUSTAINABILITY
AND ECONOMIC GROWTH

There is no solution whether economic growth is the direct consequence of
demographic sustainability or visa verse. Meanwhile, the impact of demographic
factors on the development processes is indisputable. Both natural and migration
processes affect the population’s size and structure, simultaneously determining the
scale of public production. The nature of those mutual relations — regarding the
constant need to improve public administration and to enhance welfare as well —
requires a profound study. The macroeconomic strategy should be designed,
regarding the introduction of demographic sustainability as the basic category to
ensure endogenous growth. The purpose of this particular study is to analyze, to
systematize, and to develop the theoretical and methodological approaches to the
category of demographic sustainability as well as to outline its role in the economic
growth processes’ acceleration under conditions of globalization. The initial
hypothesis of the study proclaimed that economic growth has been derived from
demographic sustainability and simultaneously insured the latter.

The study’s theoretical and methodological bases are represented by a plethora
of works, addressing the problem in question, and the respective international
databases (e. g., the data of The International Monetary Fond, The United Nations
Organization, The World Bank, etc.). The dialectical, systemic and structural
approaches, the methods of analysis, synthesis, comparison, generalization, and
scientific abstraction were applied to refine the category of demographic
sustainability. The stochastic interrelations between the parameters of economic
growth and demographic sustainability were investigated involving regression and
correlation analyses.

Actual empirical experience proved that the GDP’s dynamics was crucially
affected by the plurality of natural (total population and its density, specific weight of
economically active population’s stratum, fertility and mortality rates, average life
expectancy, etc.) and mechanical (the profile and dynamics of migration, the
migrants’ qualifications, etc.) factors. The total production’s efficiency could and
should be enhanced by social environment’s sustainable and predictable state
achievement and by the integration of demographic variables into the production
function’s model as well. The carried-out regression and correlation analyses proved
that the demographic factors impact on the GDP dynamics has been ambiguous but
rather significant. In the further related investigations, the demographic variables
lagged effects on economic growth should be considered. The comparative analyses
of 45 selected advanced end emerging economies growth characteristics over the past
three decades highlighted the necessity of the demographic and social policies’
improvement.
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Demographic sustainability is the society’s ability to support automatically and
— using implicit and explicit compensators — to restore as well as to improve its own
structure in the context of social stratification, regarding a set of significant
parameters, including the economic activity level as well as educational, professional
and competence training; demographic sustainability optimizes the production
proportions of intellectual and physical capital, provides intensification and
continuity of production, increases the population welfare. It was substantiated that
the complex of demographic factors, in particular the dynamics of population size
and density, the share of economically active persons in its structure, fertility
(current, retrospective) and mortality rates, average life expectancy, influenced a
long-term economic growth.

BREXIT AND ITS MAIN CONSEQUENCES
FOR GREAT BRITAIN

"Vote for the exit" was the official slogan of the Brexit campaign in the UK. It
worked 100% thanks to social networks, promises to save the country and inflating
problems of migrants. The referendum was held on June 23, 2016. On the question,
"Does the United Kingdom need to remain a member of the European Union? ”,
51.9% of Britons answered” no ”, 48.1% - yes ”. The turnout was 72.1% [5]. In
2017, the House of Commons and the House of Lords in Parliament passed a bill to
leave the UK EU. At the end of 2019, early parliamentary elections were held in the
United Kingdom. The largest number of seats in parliament was won by Conservative
Party, which advocated Brexit. After that, the parliament very quickly adopted the
relevant bill. On January 29, the agreement on Britain’s withdrawal from the
European Union was ratified by the European Parliament, and 30th — EU Council. On
31 January 2020, Britain ceased to be a member of the European Union (it has been a
member since 1973).

Prime Minister Boris Johnson and his associates have promised that relations
with the EU will remain roughly the same as with full membership. However, EU
countries refused to indulge the first apostate in its history. Britain has become a
foreigner, and it had a choice: to make concessions and agree on a partnership
following the example of Ukraine, Canada and Turkey, or to slam the door and build
relations with its closest neighbor in the image and likeness of Afghanistan — without
any agreement. Britain wisely chose the first option. After all, without an
agreement, tariffs and other barriers to trade would be inevitable.

The EU accounted for half of Britain’s foreign trade, two-thirds dependent on
food supplies from the continent, and its industry was intertwined with pan-European
production chains, the rupture of which threatened the relocation of British plants and
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the loss of tens of thousands of jobs. However, the most important thing in trade with
the EU is not cars, medicines or lamb, but financial, transport, legal and other
services, which accounted for 80% of the British economy and the lion’s share of its
exports to EU countries. And here Boris Johnson had little reason to rejoice. His
agreement with the EU left barriers at the border open to goods, but in trade in
services all the levers were in the hands of the EU. The continent determined exactly
what access and under what conditions the island business and specialists would
receive to the cherished common market of 450 million people. As the EU has a
surplus in trade with Britain and a shortage of services, the new agreement has
effectively put all of its current benefits on paper. And in those areas where the
British have the upper hand, he reserved the right to remove barriers and restrictions.

Among the significant changes has been the movement of British citizens
through EU countries. Holders of a British passport have the right to stay visa-free in
the territory of the European Union (more precisely, in the territory of a member state
of "Schengen") only for 90 days for every 180 days. Instead, Britain allows visa-free
travel to EU citizens for more than six months. However, the British have completely
lost the right to work and live freely in any EU country. Symmetrical rules for this
review have been introduced in Britain for holders of "European passports". The
same goes for social education, higher and medical care.

In the end, the EU did what it wanted, but the United Kingdom did not. Britain
has achieved its goal of leaving the EU, but has not lived up to the expectations of
Brexit supporters, who hoped to preserve the benefits of membership but get rid of
commitments and costs. But still, this is an important agreement, and it was
beneficial to both parties. They had to compromise. And most importantly, it
showed that both Britain and the EU have decided to part peacefully.
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THE ROLE OF DIGITALIZATION
FOR SUSTAINABLE DEVELOPMENT

Digitalization is the core element that drives economic growth in the era of the
4th Industrial Revolution. It must be sustainable and equitable, which fair distribution
of income. Otherwise, there is a deepening of the asymmetric development of the
world economy, which can exacerbate the problems of social inequality, uneven
economic and environmental development. Creating fair (economic) space implies
forming a multilevel digital regulation at national, regional, and world economies
levels. Timely dialogue between governments, entrepreneurs, households, and
research societies (research institutions, funding institutions, and professional
societies) will support digitalization to achieve sustainable development goals.

The use of quantitative and qualitative research methods made it possible to
determine the compliance of digitalization with the goals of sustainable development.
The impact of digitalization on different counties was carried out through the
econometric analysis. With the acceptance of a comprehensive analysis, we can
identify opportunities and threats of sustainable digitalization, which is possible to
provide dialogue between all economically active actors.

Digitalization will achieve 11 from 17 goals of sustainable development. The
strongest correlation was a notice with social and economic Sustainable Development
Goals (SDG). However, it should be noted that there is a negative and non-significant
relationship between the individual tasks of social and economic SDGs. Among them
are the following SDGs: SDG 1 (poverty), 2 (hunger), 3 (good health and well-
being), 4 (quality education), 5 (gender equality), 8 (decent work and economic
growth), 9 (industry, innovation, and infrastructure), and 16 (peace and justice, strong
institutions). The research found that the link between digitalization and the
achievement of the SDGs is far from accidental. This is very important given
obtaining significant results during the econometric analysis of sustainable
digitalization. More attention is given to using unified, accessible, and open data. In
different countries are the complicated mechanism of data collection. They use
various methods of calculating the same indexes. Some indicators by the availability
of statistics are restricted. The rapid development of digitalization also changes the
weight of individual indicators in achieving SDG. For example, the correlation
between such digitalization indicators as "the number of Internet users" and "fixed
broadband Internet access tariff" is already insignificant, and accordingly weakens
correlation one of these indicators on Sustainable digitalization. The tools for digital
evaluation should change according to the development of digital technologies.

Digitization creates opportunities to achieve the majority of SDGs. The
development of interdisciplinary approaches to forming a sustainable future must be
in the context of fast-developing digital technologies and carried out with the

participation of all economically active actors. Particular attention in this process
should be paid to the interaction of governments and companies, as data generation
and exchange. On the one hand, it will promote effective decisions on the
implementation of sustainable digitalization. Working together will be able to create
the conditions for solving global problems. On the other hand, there is a deepening
gap in the levels of economic development of countries. The close interweaving of
opportunities and risks requires informed and informed decisions to promote
sustainable development.
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THE IMPLICATIONS OF BREXIT
FOR THE UK AND THE EU

Britain’s exit from the EU, or Brexit, is an issue that has been repeatedly raised
by conservative and nationalist parties. On June 23 2016, a referendum was held on
Britain’s EU membership in the UK and Gibraltar, in which 51.9% of voters
expressed their desire to leave the EU, and 48.1% of voters wished to remain in the
EU [3]. An agreement on the terms of Britain’s withdrawal from the EU was signed
on January 25, and on January 31 2020, Britain ceased to be a member of the EU.

And it is logical that such a significant event will leave certain consequences.
One such consequence is that Britain will lose its voice in the EU’s highest political
bodies, which in turn will affect the balance of power and decision-making. In
general, it could have a significant impact on what decisions will now be supported in
the EU. Moreover, Britain’s allies will lose about 12% of the influence of their votes
in Brussels, while the southern powers will play a more significant role [4].

London may also introduce new immigration rules. Before Brexit, the UK was
obliged to adhere the principle of the EU — freedom of movement of labor from the
EU and the European Economic Area (citizens of these countries could live and work
relatively freely in Britain). But leaving the EU is changing that reality. Migration
now falls within the scope of British law and London intends to introduce new rules
in this area and limit the influx of unskilled migrants from EU countries.

This event could also pose a security threat, as Brexit will complicate
international cooperation in the fight against terrorism and the search for criminals.
The UK will maintain access to EU crime databases only for a transitional period.
These include border crossing data, information on aircraft passengers and vehicle
registration, fingerprint databases and DNA profiles, and so on. But Britain will soon
have to agree on how to work with the EU on security.

Brexit could also pose a risk to European cooperation in education and science.
This could likely negatively affect the cooperation of British scientists with their
European counterparts, as well as universities and students in Britain and the EU.

Due to the withdrawal from the EU, Britain may lose funding for British research
from European sources, as well as students from other EU member states. There may
be problems with the employment, and British students may have some nuances with
admission to higher education institutions abroad.

Through Brexit, the UK is withdrawing from the Erasmus program. Instead,
Britain plans to launch an Alan Turing student exchange program.

London is threatened with losing its status as the financial capital of the world.
This status, which attaches great importance to Britain, has been called into question
because of Brexit. Recently, the share of those who consider New York to be the
financial center of the world has risen to 56% [4]. At the same time, the number of
supporters of London fell by 20 percentage points to 36% — thus, the British capital
may be in second place [4].

Withdrawal from the EU will also give British courts an advantage over
European law. The plan for Britain’s withdrawal from the EU provides that British
courts will be able to review the existing European law in the UK.

There is still a risk of bilateral tariffs with the EU and an impact on world trade.
European fisheries may also undergo some changes. The "battle for fish" is another of
the most problematic topics. After Brexit, London will abandon the EU’s Common
Fisheries Policy — it allowed all EU countries to fish within 12 nautical miles of the
British coast, and the EU — to set catch quotas [4].

There is also controversy over how to control trade between Britain and
Northern Ireland, which is part of Britain but remains in the EU’s single market under
the EU Exit Treaty.

Brexit is dealing an economic blow to Britain and Europe. Since the British vote
to leave the EU, many predictions have been published about the economic damage
that Brexit will do to Britain and the EU in the near future. Moreover, some studies
have shown that the UK’s losses range from — 1.2 to 4.5% of its GDP — in the event
that the country fails to conclude a trade agreement with the EU and the parties return
to trade according to the rules of WTO [2].

However, it is assumed that the EU (unlike Britain) will be able to compensate
for most of the losses in exports and imports from the UK — due to increased intra-EU
trade and trade with third countries. Britain’s withdrawal from the EU has been an
event that has many bad consequences. Many polls show that the majority of British
citizens are dissatisfied with the results of Brexit (more than 60% of voters believe
that Brexit was worse than they expected) [1].

The agreement with the EU still has many unresolved issues. British exports to
the EU fell by 40.7% [1]. The reduction was mainly due to new bureaucracy and
post-Brexit trade disruptions. That’s a loss of £ 5.6 billion [1]. Food exports were
particularly hard hit, falling 63.6% [1]. Fish and shellfish producers saw their exports
fall by 83% [1]. It turns out that EU exporters to the UK have more opportunities,
while British business suffers from bureaucratic damage. Britain is now really
experiencing the real disappointing consequences of Brexit. Confrontation with the
EU could negatively affect the future of the UK’s international position.
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THE IMPACT OF THE COVID-19 PANDEMIC
ON ECONOMIC INEQUALITY

The COVID-19 pandemic is unlike any other crisis. Its consequences are very
significant and the population of the poorest countries in the world will feel them the
strongest and for the longest time. The impact of the pandemic on people’s lives can
be estimated in numbers: more than 6.13 million deaths and this figure continues to
rise, 120 million people are below the poverty line, and unemployment has risen to
81 million[1]. At the moment inequality is deepening in many countries leading the
growing poverty and income growth of billionaires. However, there is good reason to
believe that the pandemic has not only exacerbated economic inequality and income
gaps within countries but has also partially halted it, primarily through massive public
transfers, without which inequality is likely to increase after job losses among low-
paid workers. Thus, there are the following trends of COVID-19’s impact on
economic inequality:

- in the two years since the corona crisis, the wealth of the richest one
thousandth of a percent (0.001%) of the world’s population has grown by 14% (about
$ 1.5 trillion) with an overall growth of only 1%. That would be enough to lift 680
million people out of extreme poverty a year, providing them with a daily income of
more than five and a half dollars;

- the pandemic has increased inequality between high- and low-paid
occupations. For example, in April 2020, 52.7% of employees in the UK were laid
off or sent on forced leave, as opposed to 15.1% of high-paid workers [2]. In
Australia, during this period, redundancies for low-paid workers increased to 14%,
while for high-paid workers — only 2.6% [3]. In the United States, from January 2020
to mid-April, 37% of low-paid workers lost their jobs compared to 14% of high-paid
workers [4]. At the same time, the employment rate of the latter was restored to pre-
crisis level in mid-May 2020, and for low-paid workers it remained 20% lower in
September;
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- the pandemic has also exacerbated existing inequalities in the labor market,
mainly because the ability to work remotely depends heavily on education. As a
result, the loss of jobs and income hit the most unskilled and uneducated workers,
who did not have the flexibility to work from home, reducing the risk of physical,
mental and economic damage from Covid-19;

- the pandemic has already identified and exacerbated pre-existing socio-
economic inequalities against migrants and also affected their country and
communities of origin. Despite the contribution of migrants to the fight against the
pandemic around the world, some migrants risk being particularly vulnerable to the
longer-term consequences of the pandemic;

- due to anti-crisis measures, which are primarily aimed at supporting low-
income people, as well as due to the reduction of income in general, in 2020 income
inequality in a number of countries has not increased. For example, in Germany,
Spain, France, Italy and Sweden, inequality during the pandemic initially increased,
but from May 2020 began to decline and reached pre-crisis levels in September 2020
[5];

- in response to the economic downturn, many governments have supported
citizens and businesses with taxpayers’ money. As a result, in America, for example,
where the government sent checks for thousands of dollars to everyone without
exception, the poverty rate fell by 45%. Since 2018, 20 million Americans said
“goodbye” to poverty[6]

The current global recession will be accompanied by powerful aftershocks for a
long time to come. Therefore, solving the problem of economic inequality should be
one of the priorities for economic recovery. Otherwise, hundreds of millions of
people may find themselves in extreme poverty, even though many of them are
already discriminated against, which limits their access to economic rights.
Governments should treat such rights as basic legal obligations as they are and ensure
that these rights are guaranteed to everyone.

ENVIRONMENTALISM
AND ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT:
THE INTERCONNECTION PROBLEMS

Modern world development is being influenced by global processes, which
reflect the specifics and directions of its functioning. First and foremost, it is a matter
of interconnecting the interests of the world community to achieve common goals of
economic, political, environmental, social, and cultural development. The
discrepancy between the system of economic activity and the ecological capabilities
of the world requires justification of such implementation directions on a global
scale, which would take into account the need to ensure the rational development of
the ecological component of this process.

The current crisis is the result of modern industrial civilization, which,
unfortunately, does not guarantee humanity a decent eco-future and the prospect of
self-preservation of the ecosystem and reproduction of resources, taking into account
the needs of future generations in a planetary dimension.

Research methods that examine and investigate the problem of
environmentalism and economic development are an analysis of their relationship;
comparison to describe the Gini coefficient and income inequality; statistical for the
calculation of the interdependence between EPI and NIGI.

The results show that the lower the Environmental Performance Index is, the
worse the situation is in the areas such as economic, environmental, social and others.
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Consequently, globalization has a statistically significant impact on economic
growth. High- and middle-income countries benefit from globalization, while low-
income countries do not.

There are some simple things that people can do every day to minimize their
negative impact on the environment. For example, not using public transport but
cycling or walking will reduce carbon dioxide emissions. Reducing the amount of
fertilizer applied to lawns and gardens will reduce the likelihood of contamination
near water bodies, which is also beneficial for drinking water and human health.

We have come to the point where such
“events” are taking place that shape civilization and society, in particular the
agricultural revolution, the scientific revolution, the industrial revolution and, in the
West, the health revolution.

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THE IMPACT OF THE COVID-19 PANDEMIC
ON THE PROBLEM OF POVERTY

We cannot imagine how it is to live on much less than 2 dollars a day, many of
us think that it is far from reality. However 10% of worldwide population lives in
extreme poverty, they may be dwelling 1.90 dollars a day or even less. In 1990 the
figure indicates us that there were 1.8 billion people who lived in poverty, but in 2019
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estimates were toward 600 million people [1]. Than the global economic impact of
the COVID-19 pandemic only made matters worse.

Most cases of poverty are the result of a combination of factors such as
inequality. It may be based on age, health, social reputation, caste, ability or most
common place one — gender; conflict (for instance decade of civil conflict in Syria);
hunger, malnutrition and stunting; terrible healthcare system — mostly effects mothers
and children; little or even none access to clean water, sanitation and hygiene; climate
change (for example Malawi, that always had good harvest each year, but because of
climate changes many people had no food at all); lack of education (there are
obstacles like lack of money along with cultural bias against girl’s education); global
health crises including epidemics and pandemics.

A poor healthcare system can affect not only individuals along with complete
communities. The COVID-19 isn’t the first time when a public health crisis has
fueled the cycle of poverty. We found out that the pandemic brought about 97 million
more human beings being in poverty in 2020. In January 2021 government
anticipated that the pandemic will push among to 124 million people into extreme
poverty around the globe in 2020. The most impacted countries are those where
poverty was already concentrated before the pandemic: Sudan, Afghanistan, Male,
Guinea, Zambia, Madagascar, Yemen etc. For example, government of Nigeria
before COVID-19 predicted poverty in Nigeria that it would reach 96 million by
2030, now they expect that poverty will reach 112 million by way of 2030. That’s an
increase of 16 million.

So, now there are over 689 million people, who live in poverty, 97 million of
them are poor because of the impact of the COVID-19 pandemic. Only with help of
government and national organizations we can decrease this number. We find that the
pandemic led to 97 million more people being in poverty in 2020. In January 2021
government estimated that the pandemic will push between 119 and 124 million
people into extreme poverty around the globe in 2020 [7].
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NATURE OF ECONOMIC INEQUALITY
AS AN IMPERATIVE FOR THE FORMATION
OF SOCIAL STRATIFICATION OF THE POPULATION

When it comes to economic inequality, you can think of reasons at all levels. For
example, there are personal reasons for inequality of income and wealth due to
differences in ability. There may also be social factors, such as unequal distribution
of resources. There’s even a bit of luck. Some people just have a lot of luck. How did
this economic inequality happen? Actually the greater the capacity to accumulate
differences, the greater the inequality.

First, on the whole scale of human evolution, how did economic inequality arise
in human society? Actually it stems from our ability to accumulate differences.
People aren’t exactly the same. There are always some differences. For example, a
young man living in a primitive society, his hunting ability is particularly strong, can
hit more prey. And that difference, of course, leads to a much bigger difference. For
example, if you hit more prey, you will eat more than others and become stronger
than others. It is also likely to attract more women, giving them more opportunities to
leave their offspring behind. If he were to lead the tribe, the overall strength of the
tribe could be greatly enhanced. Even today, each of us, has an advantage in some
way, and that’s the difference with others, the greater the difference, the greater the
advantage, the more opportunities you have.

So when did the ability to accumulate differences start to emerge? One of the
key nodes was the domestication of food and the emergence of agrarian societies.
Specifically, there are two critical factors.

The first key factor is the change in mode of production. People went from
gathering-hunting mode of production to farming or herding. This largely provides a
stable source of food and allows people to live in a fixed place without having to
migrate, thus meeting the most basic conditions for accumulating resources. With
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surplus grain, you can store it at home. With a fixed field, you can ensure that in the
future there will be a continuous flow of food production from the field. The second
key factor is a change in the pattern of wealth transfer. For farmers and herdsmen
with stable output, the transfer pattern of wealth is vertical transfer between relatives,
that is, the wealth of the previous generation, directly inherited by the next generation
of relatives. Rather than being transgenerational, like hunter-gatherer groups.

It can be said that it is precisely because of the subdivision and improvement of
social functions, with the transformation of the mode of production, the vertical
transfer of wealth, these two key elements, human private resources, wealth began to
gradually accumulate down, before you start to accumulate differences. On this scale,
it is the first node of economic inequality in the development of human history.

Those who are more capable of acquiring and accumulating resources naturally
rise to the top of society. This, in turn, will further strengthen their ability and means
to accumulate resources. This was a widespread winner-take-all situation in the early
countries. In the evolution of human society, the establishment of the state is the
second node of economic inequality. And as we move into the modern world,
urbanisation, commercialisation, innovation in the financial sector and the
globalisation of trade have, to a large extent, made it possible for people with a lot of
capital to be rewarded more handsomely. In addition, there is a relatively
comprehensive set of laws and institution to protect personal property. It has also led
to a rise in wealth and income inequality in our modern society.

As people move into the modern world, they become more resourceful, more
able to accumulate differences, and, of course, more economically unequal at the
structural level of society.
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ONE BELT ONE ROAD AS GLOBAL INCLUSIVE GROWTH
STRATEGY OF PRC

The “Belt and Road” construction is an initiative that conforms to the trend of
world multi-polarization, economic globalization, cultural diversification, and social
informatization.

analyzing the data of China’s international trade scale and trade form structure, This
paper attempts to find out the key factors of China’s international trade on the change
of environmental sustainable development, so as to infer China’s international trade
and its position in environmental sustainable development. It is hoped that through
the comprehensive analysis and elaboration of the data, the critical point of
sustainable and balanced development of international trade and environment can be
found, so as to put forward valuable suggestions for sustainable economic
development.

Trade development and environmental sustainability are two important aspects
of social survival and economic development. They are closely linked. The rapid
growth of trade can promote the development of environmental protection to a certain
extent. Strengthening environmental protection will encourage businessmen to
choose to produce and sell more products conducive to environmental protection and
increase trade opportunities for more environmental protection products; Under
certain conditions, trade and environment will also be contradictory. Environmental
protection puts forward new standards and requirements for trade development.
Environmental laws and regulations restrict or even prohibit the international trade of
many products. Foreign trade not based on sustainable development will have a great
negative impact on the local ecological environment. With the increasingly prominent
problem of ecological environment pollution and the rise of eco centrism, As well as
the continuous improvement of the international community’s understanding of
ecological civilization, a "ecological" thought began to emerge in various industries
and fields. This thought attempts to examine all activities of economic and social
development from the perspective of ecology. The core issue is to realize the
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harmonious and sustainable development of economy and society, population,
resources and ecological environment. Since the concept of "sustainable
development" was clearly put forward by the World Commission on environment and
development in 1987, China has been moving towards the "ecological" level. For
example, the "win by quality strategy", "market diversification strategy" and
"Prospering trade through science and technology" strategies in the 1990s are directly
or indirectly driven by the reduction of resources, the minimization of ecological and
environmental damage and the steady state of economic development.
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BENEFITING FROM AIDING OTHER COUNTRIES
AND POSSIBILITY OF POLAND’S POLITICAL RISE
AFTER HELPING UKRAINE

Foreign aid refers to the international movement of money, services, or goods
from governments or international institutions for the benefit of the receiving country
or its citizens. In contrary to generous aid companies and countries, who don’t want
anything in return, there are ones, who do such acts solely to meet their own needs
and desires. We will inspect some of the examples.

Countries often provide foreign aid to enhance their own security. Thus,
economic assistance may be used to prevent friendly governments from falling under
the influence of unfriendly ones or as payment for the right to establish or use
military bases on foreign soil. Countries also provide aid to relieve suffering caused
by natural or man-made disasters such as famine, disease, and war, to promote
economic development, to help establish or strengthen political institutions, and to
address a variety of transnational problems including disease, terrorism and other
crimes, and destruction of the environment.

Foreign aid also may be used to achieve a country’s diplomatic goals, enabling it
to gain diplomatic recognition, to garner support for its positions in international
organizations, or to increase its diplomats’ access to foreign officials. Furthermore, it
is often used to clear a country’s name. Other purposes of foreign aid include
promoting a country’s exports and spreading its language, culture or religion.

For example, China has spent $843 billion on bilateral aid since 2000 [10]. That
is around $39.5 billion per year, similar to the amount provided by the United States,
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the world’s largest donor of foreign aid. But there are several totally different sides of
aiding others, especially, when speaking about China. It is because China typically
provides development finance in the form of loans, at either highly subsidized or
market interest rates, for large infrastructure projects. The contracts generally
stipulate that the recipient country must spend a large share of the money with a
given Chinese firm, which provides all materials and labor needed to complete the
project. Worrying about their growing debt to China than about current crisis is a
common thing in such countries.

In addition, in 2012, developing countries received a total of $1.3tn, including
all aid, investment, and income from abroad. But that same year some $3.3tn flowed
out of them. In other words, developing countries sent $2tn more to the rest of the
world than they received, shows a study by The US-based Global Financial Integrity
(GFI) and the Centre for Applied Research at the Norwegian School of Economics
[11].

On the other hand, aiding countries do not always benefit from giving others
astonishing amount of help, they do it simply to help others overcome calamities. It is
understandable, why such practice is not common and does not have much examples
in modern world.

After 8 years of ongoing war in Ukraine’s eastern part, Russia invaded Ukraine
fully on 24™ February 2022 night. Most countries stay with Ukraine in this war-crisis
and send lots of needed aid to help. Poland, as Ukraine’s neighboring country saves
Ukrainians from the very first day of invasion. Huge numbers of ordinary Poles
have responded with astonishing generosity to the more than 500,000 Ukrainian
refugees pouring across their eastern border, sending relief aid and opening their
homes to thousands of people. As a nation scarred by centuries of Russian
aggression, Poland has also become the main staging point for sending a flood of
anti-tank and anti-aircraft rockets, rifles, ammunition, weapons, armor and other war
supplies to the battling Ukrainians.

Poland may use it’s “aiding country’s” status to hope for the European
Commission to give a pass on Poland’s 2021 case, when The Constitutional Court of
Poland ruled that parts of EU law were "incompatible" with the Polish
constitution, giving national law primacy and undermining a key tenet of EU law in
late 2021. It is most likely to happen and there are already talks about such decision
in Brussels.
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THE IMPACT OF THE CORONAVIRUS OUTBREAK
ON THE WORLD’S INTERNATIONAL
ECONOMIC RELATIONS

Since the 21* century, members of the coronavirus family alone have ravaged
the human world three times. The SARS virus (severe acute respiratory syndrome
virus) in 2003, the MERS virus (Middle East respiratory syndrome virus) in 2012,
and the new coronavirus (COVID-19) suddenly came to the human world in early
2020.

Although mankind has built an unparalleled human civilization and a highly
developed information society, very primitive viruses may still cause hundreds of
thousands, millions, and tens of millions of deaths, and may still cause a devastating
blow to the human world. All countries should use cooperation to influence the
world. In the common process of fighting the epidemic, respect science and cherish
life, so that people in all countries and regions can be protected from greater harm.
Affected by the new crown pneumonia epidemic, global financial markets have
suffered heavy losses and severe turmoil. In March alone, investors have withdrawn
about 90 billion US dollars of funds from emerging markets, which is the largest
capital outflow in history; the Wall Street stock market fell four times in a row within
two weeks, and the capital market experienced a serious liquidity crisis. [1] Some
sovereign funds have withdrawn across the board, and investors’ risk parity strategy
has exposed a large number of risk positions. Banks are restricted by the “Volcker
Rule” and have to reduce liquidity supply, which intensifies the ‘“‘economic
epidemic.” In particular, some underdeveloped countries, even if there is no new
crown pneumonia epidemic, their per capita income is likely to stagnate or decline in
2020. Affected by the global new crown pneumonia epidemic, a new round of debt
crisis is likely to occur.

In order to prevent the global economy from falling into recession, many central
banks have proposed new quantitative easing policies. The Federal Reserve cut interest
rates twice in a row in March, lowered the deposit reserve ratio to 0%, and announced an
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"uncapped" quantitative easing policy, expanding the existing money market mutual
fund liquidity facility and commercial paper financing facility. The range of collateral to
support credit to the real economy; the European Central Bank launched an emergency
asset purchase program worth nearly one trillion euros. At the same time, governments
in many countries have also adopted targeted and proactive fiscal policies to mitigate the
impact of the new crown pneumonia epidemic on economic life.

The United States passed the “Coronavirus Aid, Relief and Economic Security
Act” to use $2 trillion to help people and businesses affected by the new crown
epidemic, which is the largest fiscal stimulus plan in the history of the United States;
the German government also proposed a package of relief Both Britain and France
have proposed economic stimulus packages worth tens of billions of dollars and
government loans of hundreds of billions of dollars. To strengthen international
macroeconomic policy coordination, the G20 emergency meeting joint statement
injects $5 trillion into the global economy as part of targeted fiscal policies, economic
measures and safeguard plans to address the social, economic and financial impacts
of the COVID-19 pandemic influence. The injection of so much capital into the
world in a short period of time can certainly help the emergency, but it may also
cause large-scale global inflation, which is very worrying and must be highly
vigilant [2].

The COVID-19 outbreak is likely to affect global economic integration in three
ways: First, unilateralism replaces multilateral cooperation. Step up the pace of some
countries and regions to govern themselves, further prioritize their own and regional
interests, force some governments, enterprises and societies to improve their
autonomy, weaken the motivation to protect global economic integration and create
common interests, thus causing harm to the global economic governance structure.

The second is to further intensify geopolitical conflicts. Under the impact of the
new crown pneumonia epidemic, some countries continue to insist on an arrogant
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view of the world, strengthen the protection of vested interests and global dominance,
and intensify the struggle for "political systems". It is possible to take extreme
containment measures against emerging countries with different systems, such as to
further fight the trade war, increase the long-arm jurisdiction, control the energy
market, disrupt the surrounding environment, and increase the development cost, it
seems that measures such as local wars may also be used to launch a comprehensive
geopolitical game politically, economically and militarily.

The third is that while global public health governance has been paid attention to
and strengthened to a certain extent, the general willingness or commitment to solve
regional or global problems may decrease. The COVID-19 crisis will lead some
countries and regions to turn their attention to domestic development rather than
international issues, thus affecting the reform and construction of the global
economic system. The United States’ declaration and implementation of decoupling
from the World Health Organization has an important negative impact on the
construction of the global public health system.
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PRAKTYCZNE ZASTOSOWANIE

Powszechnie recykling kojarzy si¢ z dzialalnosciag w skali przemystowej, przy uzyciu
specjalistycznych technologii i maszyn w celu odzyskiwania surowcéw z odpaddw i
powtérnego ich wykorzystania do wytworzenia nowych produktéw. Przyktadami takich
dziatan sa huty metali i szkta, zaktady recyklingu tworzyw sztucznych papieru badz
zuzytego sprzgtu elektrycznego oraz elektronicznego. W gtéwnej mierze recykling
zaklada danie drugiego Zycia materialom dzigki ich wykorzystaniu jako surowcéw
wtdérnych, nawet jesli wigze si¢ to z obnizeniem ich jakosci [3].

W wyniku takiego dzialania
otrzymujemy wysokiej jako$ci produkty, ktére powstaty z surowcéw niskiej jakosci,
pochodzacych z recyklingu. Trend ten znany jest od blisko 30 lat, jego tworca jest
niemiecki architekt Reiner Pilz, ktéry w wywiadzie prasowym z 1994 roku
przedstawit koncepcje upcyklingu.

Upcykling jest to forma przetwarzania wtérnego odpadéw, w wyniku ktérego
powstaja produkty o warto$ci wyzszej niz przetwarzane surowce.

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GREEN DEVELOPMENT CHINA:
OPPORTUNITIES AND PROSPECTS

China has entered the stage of high-quality development. The main social
contradiction has been transformed into the contradiction between the people’s
growing needs for a better life and unbalanced and insufficient development. The per
capita GDP has reached US $10000, the urbanization rate has exceeded 60%, and the
middle-income group has exceeded 400 million people. The people’s requirements
for a better life have been continuously improved. Entering a new stage of
development, the profound changes in the environment at home and abroad have
brought not only a series of new challenges, but also a series of new opportunities.

Green developments — serve the strategic deployment of carbon peak and carbon
neutralization, and give full play to the function of financial support for green
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development.

On September 22, 2020, President Xi Jinping solemnly declared to the world
that in the general debate of the UN General Assembly, China will strive to achieve
carbon summit by 2030 and achieve carbon neutralization by 2060. The financial
industry must transform in the process of large-scale transformation of the real
economy into low-carbon and zero carbon, and build a green financial system with
the goal of carbon neutralization.

First, revise the catalogue of green finance. At present, China has three green
catalogues: green credit, green bonds and green industry. Among them, only the
catalogue of green bond project support excludes "clean coal technology" And other
high-carbon projects related to fossil energy. In the future, we should revise the
standards of green credit and green industry according to the carbon neutralization
goal, establish the definition standards of green fund and green insurance, and ensure
that the projects that meet these green standards will not have a significant negative
impact on other sustainable development goals.

Second, establish a carbon risk information disclosure system for financial
institutions. It is suggested that the financial management department clearly put
forward the requirements for environmental and carbon risk information disclosure
for financial institutions, including the disclosure requirements for the information of
green and brown assets held by financial institutions and the carbon footprint of these
assets and main assets.

Third, encourage financial institutions to carry out environmental and carbon
risk analysis and strengthen capacity-building. At present, only a few banks in China
have carried out environmental and carbon risk analysis. Most large financial
institutions have begun to recognize it but do not have the analysis ability. Most small
and medium-sized institutions have not been aware of the credit risk, market risk and
reputation risk that climate transformation may bring. It is suggested that the financial
regulatory authorities Clearly instruct China’s financial institutions to carry out
forward-looking environmental and carbon risk analysis, including stress test and
scenario analysis.

Fourth, strengthen the incentive mechanism for green and low-carbon
investment. Consider establishing a large-scale refinancing mechanism to support
low-carbon projects; include low-risk green assets into the qualified collateral range
of commercial banks’ loans from the central bank; include the carbon footprint of
bank assets into the assessment and evaluation mechanism of green banks, and
integrate the carbon footprint of banks with the use of monetary policy tools of the
central bank Link; consider reducing the risk weight of green assets and increasing
the risk weight of brown (high carbon) assets on the premise of keeping the overall
asset risk weight of the bank unchanged.

China has entered a new stage of development. As China strides forward on the
new journey of building a modern socialist country in an all-round way, it will
continue to absorb the majestic force of moving forward, seize the momentum and
forge new brilliant undertakings, and will also continue to make new contributions to
world economic recovery and global development.

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IMPACT OF MOTIVATION
ON ORGANIZATIONAL PERFORMANCE

Motivation is one of the most important factors, the effective use of which can
help solve a complex set of socio-economic problems. Motivation in the organization
is the process of motivating each employee and all members of the team to actively
work to meet the organizational needs and to achieve organizational goals. According
to MacRae andFurnham (2017), “motivation is the difference between action and
inaction. It is the difference between thinking about doing something and getting it
done. It is the difference between average and excellent performance. Without
motivation, there is nothing” [2]. Ncube and Zondo (2018) stated that “motivation is
a process that accounts for an individual’s intensity, direction and persistence of
effort towards attaining a goal, however, high intensity is unlikely to lead to job
performance outcomes unless the effort is channeled in a direction. Robbins et al.
(2011, as cited in Ncube and Zondo, 2018) added that the persistency dimension
measures how long a person can maintain their effort. Motivated individuals stay
with a task long enough to achieve their goal [3].

The main tasks of motivation include the formation of each employee’s
understanding of the nature and importance of motivation in the process of work;
training of staff and management in the psychological foundations of communication;
formation of democratic approaches to personnel management. However, problem
solving requires an analysis of the following phenomena: the process of motivation in
organizations; individual and group motivation, if any, depending on them; changes
in the motivation of human activity in the transition to market relations. Fields such
as management, human resources and psychology are not immune to trends. Different
theories of motivation rise and fall, while different techniques to motivate employees
are constantly emerging [1].

According to Fowler and Blanchard, three skills are required for activating own
positive energy, vitality, and sense of well-being:

1. Identify your current motivational outlook by recognizing and understanding
your sense of well-being and your underlying reasons for doing what you are doing.

2. Shift to (or maintain) an optimal motivational outlook by using the MVPs of
self-regulation to satisfy your psychological needs for ARC.

3. Reflect by noticing the difference between having a suboptimal motivational
outlook and having an optimal motivational outlook [1].

However, Fowler and Blanchard stated that teaching leaders to motivate and be
self-motivated is hard. It is not because leaders are often closed to new ideas,
satisfied with their current attempts to motivate people, and are satisfied with
motivated employees. Teaching leaders about motivation is difficult because they
believe their job is to motivate others — not themselves [1]. Some leaders want
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control. Others might not feel like they are leading if they are not bossing,
supervising, or managing someone. Therefore, teaching leaders the three skills of
motivation is also a challenge. Leaders are responsible for achieving the goals of the
organization. They want to know how to motivate people now. They have little
patience for learning to use the skills of motivation for them and then facilitating
others through a motivational shift [1].
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CASE STUDIES: PANDEMIC LEADERSHIP
AND PANDEMIC MOTIVATION

The use of case studies in business, law, and medical schools proved to be an
effective technique. However, the method can be used in teaching any discipline that
is aimed to develop students’ analytical thinking, problem-solving, and decision-
making. Both a simple scenario-based case and a complex detailed case assist
effectively in delivering the main themes. Many instructors in Ukraine use case-study
technologies. They influence the process of discussion, analysis, and problem-
solving. However, the method does not belong to the tools that can be called
innovative. Harvard Business School established its case study method in the 1920s
and today in most business schools the instructors use cases to teach business. The
history of the case study method is definitely longer starting at least with the Socratic
Method also known as a case method [1]. According to Herreid, the definition of a
case study varies enormously. The author wrote that “having struggled with that very
topic for many years early in the game, I believe it is important to get to the heart of
the matter right from the start. It took me some time to reach my present broad
definition, which is: “A case study is a story with an educational message.”[2, p. 27].

The true-life stories, especially recent ones, are popular, effective, and
rewarding. Although every business is unique in its own way, there are some
universal lessons that apply to just about any kind of business. In these case studies,
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based on real companies or organizations, we explore leadership and management,
employee performance and motivation, communication and negotiation, etc. The
Covid-19 pandemic has affected our lives all over the world, all organizations and
companies, both employers and employees, as well as, both leaders and followers.
The case studies about leadership during the Covid-19 pandemic can be of great
significance. The new terms of pandemic leadership and pandemic motivation have
appeared and become a research focus of many studies.

Kalra, Arora, and Talalnusair (2021) mentioned that COVID-19 has proven to
be a humanitarian crisis. The terrific problem has many unforeseen consequences.
The authors stated that “leadership is a very important element for crisis
management. Leadership is the key component factor in shaping the crisis
management” [S5]. The authors discussed their view and understanding of the
pandemic style of leadership. "In moments like these, when the choices we make are
so impactful, people desperately want to believe that their leaders know what they are
doing. But they quickly learn that in times like these, leaders either grow or swell-
they both grow out of their weaknesses and rise to the level of the challenge or all of
their worst weaknesses swell to new levels" [5]. The authors stated that “the
leadership culture is totally alarmed, and a lot of researchers are trying to define
fruitful leadership culture. The success factors which are concluded by researchers
include adaptability, innovation, ingenuity and dexterity” [5].

According to Escotet (2020), leaders on the front line must have a robust
theoretical framework and a strong foundational constitution to positively navigate a
dynamic situation. The COVID-19 pandemic has been an all-encompassing threat to
the stability of worldwide healthcare, pushing resources to the brink of collapse, with
ongoing lockdowns in various countries as we combat emerging variants, race to
vaccinate, and research new treatments [4].

In West Ukrainian National University, the case studies “Pandemic Leadership”
and “Pandemic Motivation” were introduced to the students of the “Team
Management and Leadership” course. The students explored the advantages and
disadvantages of different leadership styles (autocratic, democratic, transformational,
transactional, ethical, collaborative, situational, and charismatic). The task was to
analyze which style could be more effective/constructive/successful during the
pandemic. They were also to determine which leadership style could be the weakest.
The case study “Pandemic Motivation” aimed to analyze the motivation of
employees, how it changed during the pandemic, and how leadership impacted
employees’ motivation during the pandemic.

The COVID-19 pandemic has not ended yet and there will be researchers who
will investigate the best practices of leadership and motivation during this
challenging time. However, it became less significant for Ukrainian students due to
the Patriotic War in Ukraine against the russian invasion. Probably, the focus will be
on military leadership and crisis leadership. The design of the case studies can be the
same, particularly to explore advantages and disadvantages of different leadership
styles (autocratic, democratic, transformational, transactional, ethical, collaborative,
situational, and charismatic) and analyze which style could be more
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effective/constructive/successful during the wartime. The Ukrainian students became
real witnesses of how the City Mayors all over Ukraine were devotedly leading,
motivating, and uniting their communities, as well as how bravely and passionately
Ukrainian Military Leaders and all the Militaries were defending Ukraine against the
cruelest, most inhuman, and brutal enemy — russian pus — a dirty opaque liquid
produced in infected tissue, consisting of dead cells and bacteria.
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ORGANIZATIONAL STRUCTURE AND ITS IMPACT
ON ORGANIZATIONAL PERFORMANCE

Today with the advance of technology, organizations change rapidly and work
diversely, adopting different ideas and implementing versatile organizational
strategies. They investigate the specific perspective that produces knowledge from a
wide variety of studies and this perspective is able to associate with their own
concepts and theories that could effectively design and manage organizations. Indeed,
the type of organizational structure affects the work of the organization. According to
Singh, Charan, and Chattopadhyay (2019), organizational structures can be
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considered as an anatomy of a firm and are believed to affect the behavior of
employees. Ambrose and Schminke defined organizational structure as “the recurrent
set of relationships between organization members”. Donaldson noted that structure
includes power and reporting relationships such as those identified in organization
charts, behaviors required of organization members by organizational rules, and
patterns of decision making (e.g., decentralization) and communication among
organization members (as cited in Ambrose and Schminke, 2003) [2].

Richard and Tolbert (2005) explained that "structure is the setting in which
power is exercised ..., decisions are made ..., and ... the organization’s activities are
carried out." [3]. Organizational theorists suggested that there are three main
components of the organization structure: centralization, formalization, and
specialization, each of which may have an influence on the firm’s choices and
outcomes (Andrews 2010, as cited in Singh, 2019) [3]. Each has its advantages and
disadvantages. For example, many layers of the hierarchy can block a leader’s access
to customers and vice versa. Middle managers may ‘filter’ reality and present leaders
with the picture of customer satisfaction that they wish them to see. The result of this
is not only leaders who lack customer focus, but also employees who are fearful of
stepping out of line or taking responsibility for the customer.

Besides, organizational structure explains the hierarchy of construction that is
who reports to whom. It tells about the responsibilities and duties in the organization.
It explains the existent role of the director in the organization and how directors are
commanding their employees. Consequently, there are two types of the span of
control: tall and flat; narrow and wide. If we compare wide and narrow spans, it is
worth saying that it is harder to manage many people. So as a consequence, there will
be no attractive involvement in work. There will be no communication between the
director and employees because it is not easy to inquire about the day-to-day work
consequence which is not in favor of the organization.

Moreover, organizational structure can impact the advancement of the
organization in both positive and negative manner. In a positive manner, it
differentiates the organization from other organization that does not hold a
civilization and construction. It provides a sense of understanding among the
employees to cognize each other for success and accomplishment. If the organization
civilization is excessively complex so in the organization determination devising will
be really slow and besides there will be centralized determination devising in which
the lower degree employee’s will not be entertained.

According to Lengnick-Hall et al. (2011), firms with loosely structured
organization settings have a substantially higher capacity to respond to a changing
environment. The use of fewer rules and procedures, coupled with more interpersonal
employee relationships, helps to foster a climate of open communication and
collaboration. The full advantage of each dimension of dynamic capabilities for the
firm responsiveness can be achieved only if the organization structure supports and
allows them to thrive [3].

The literature analysis shows that the different organization structures have
different moderating effects with each dynamic capability. When firms have a
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centralized organizational structure, managers should focus more on developing the
learning capability to increase the firm’s responsiveness. When faced with a less
formalized organizational structure, managers should invest more into the sensing
capability to increase responsiveness. When faced with a less specialized structure,
managers should focus on nurturing and developing the reconfiguration capability to
increase responsiveness. On this point, assigning cross-functional work to employees
increases the impact of reconfiguration capability on responsiveness [2].

Therefore, the type of organizational structure affects the work of the
organization. Organizational structures often need to change as companies expand
around the globe. Research has demonstrated that organizational structure affects
organizational performance, influences individual-and team-level outcomes, job
satisfaction, team innovation, organization-based self-esteem, and learning [2].

state-run broadcasters despite Russia’s regulation. This way, companies demonstrate
their solidarity with Ukrainians, support world democracy, and show the world that
the company values and humanity must stay above potential immense revenues.

What about the companies that have expressed no desire to leave Russia and
thus maintain the Russian economy and finance the aggressor? Such companies as
Unilever, Nestle, and Netflix were pushed to their limits by strong backlash and
public pressure and forcibly left the Russian market. Even though they ultimately
moved to the side of good, there’s a minuscule chance the world will forget their
silence and longing for greater profit when the Kremlin was tearing into pieces the
biggest independent and peaceful European country and cynically killed thousands of
people. It will take years if not decades until people will start to trust these brands
again and their reputation will reach even remotely close level it used to be on.

Most of the countries that support Ukraine are now boycotting those brands that
decided to continue their work on the Russian market, their shares are depreciating,
and sooner or later they might also become sanctioned, which will lead to the worst
scenario they could ever imagine — they will end up behind the iron curtain along
with Russia, completely isolated from the world.

Contrary, brands that have demonstrated social responsibility and their will to
make a positive impact will attract the right customers and make them stick around.

In such times of uncertainty, for brands, the most critical task is to stay true to
their primary goals, use their influence and power to highlight and fight global
problems. In war there’s not just one military front, there are multiple others that are
equally important and where brands can help depending on their specialization. Many
fashion brands with their own production can retrain their employees to sew
bulletproof vests, balaclavas, and other protective clothing for the military.
Technology giants donate high-quality drones, thermal imagers, etc. Food industry
brands (whether it’s restaurants or grocery stores) provide free food to those in need,
and logistics companies help refugees flee dangerous areas. IT industry develops
apps and websites intended to find a refuge, notify about air raids, or find relatives
that could not be reached. News portals and social channels can also help fight the
informational war and ban propaganda. Businesses must work where possible; pay
taxes and provide the country with the resources to continue defending Ukraine.

To draw a conclusion on the above-mentioned points, it should be noted that
brands should stay people-oriented, stand for world justice and keep doing what they
are best at for good, since that is the only way to get sincere acknowledgment,
attention from customers around the globe and maintain long-term brand loyalty.
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CURRENT TRENDS IN BRANDING

The entire world has been changed in 2020 and 2021 with the pandemic hitting
all worlds around, resulting in total lockdown of countries, widespread travel
restrictions, and closure of numerous businesses. This also led to a drastic change in
consumer behaviour as having to stay at home significantly impacted their spending
habits due to rising unemployment and limited availability of essential and non-
essential goods. The pandemic sent many sectors like hotels and airlines into survival
mode, some of which lost up 20% of their brand value. On the other hand, businesses
in sectors like health, hygiene, e-commerce, OTT platforms, food delivery services,
etc. have grown significantly [1].

All these changes, as we can see, have significantly affected the perception of
brands. In addition, new trends have emerged that will have a new impact on brands
promotion in the market.

It is worth saying, new trends allow businesses to break the boundaries of the
market. Trends put forward new ideas and opportunities. And trends allow brands to
communicate their values in a diverse manner. All trends are an indication of change
and developments in the marketplace.

Some specialists indicate seven branding trends that are expected to emerge in
2022 [1]:

1. Holding brands to higher standards. Consumers are now looking at brands to
take strong stands on social issues and back them up with stronger actions. Brands
that are socially conscious and responsible are likely to gain the trust of the consumer
faster and consequently see a rise in their brand value.

2. The growth of e-commerce brands. With physical stores closing and
consumers trying to avoid crowded stores, e-commerce saw significant growth.

3. Focus on sustainability. Since the pandemic, consumers have become more
aware of the products they use and their impact on individuals and the environment.
As a result, there’s been a rise in small sustainable businesses that are attracting
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customers more than big brands, with the latter now having to actively work on
making their products more sustainable.

4. Focus on building communities. The pandemic forced individuals to come
together as a community and help each other out in difficult times. Brands should
adapt their marketing strategies to this shift in the sensibilities of the consumers by
taking a more grassroots’ approach to communication as well as by localizing the
brand experience. Brands that focus on supporting and nurturing communities in
times of crisis will not only stand out from their competitors but also gain customer
loyalty and trust.

5. Partnerships and collaborations. Forward-looking businesses recognize that
successfully navigating 2022 and beyond will require new marketing strategies like
brand partnerships and brand licensing that they may not have considered previously.

6. Focus on content. During the pandemic, the biggest challenge for brands has
been to cope with fast-changing consumer behaviour, requiring them to adapt their
communication strategies just as quickly. However, any change in the messaging and
the creative concept can create a huge impact on a brand, leading to an increase or
reduction in its brand value in an instant. In 2022, it will be especially crucial for
brands to determine what kind of content they are putting out and through what
channels is the information reaching the consumers.

7. Innovation is key. Many brands are leveraging technology and incorporating
online business models to survive in this pandemic-hit economy, something they
didn’t have to think about earlier. For example, museums and art galleries are now
booking 360 virtual reality tours of their displays and shows.

The pandemic has led to a fundamental shift in consumer behaviour, causing
businesses to make continuous innovation a key strategy in order to adapt to the new
normal in which working from home, online shopping, social and environmental
consciousness, etc. have taken the centre stage.

Every company should remember that branding is more than just a name and
logo; it’s about how people perceive a business. It’s how they feel and what they
think when they come across a company. So if a company wants to make a strong
impression in the minds of its audience, they have to invest in the customer
experiences, marketing messages, story, personality, positioning, and more [2].

Therefore, to be successful in the market and respond in a timely manner to all
challenges, companies need to monitor all trends, use them and adapt to consumers’
needs.
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SCIENTIFIC MANAGEMENT
AND MODERN MANAGERIAL DILEMMAS

The name of Frederick Winslow Taylor (1856-1915) became synonymous with
the term “scientific management’”. The basic idea of scientific management is that
any work can be organized using scientific methods and an objective analysis of the
facts and data collected in the workplace can be the basis for determining the best
way to organize work. The fundamental research in this direction was the "Principles
of Scientific Management" (1911) written by Frederic Taylor who stated that
scientific management will mean, for the employers and the workmen who adopt it,
the elimination of almost all causes for dispute and disagreement between them’ (as
cited in Hinings & Meyer, 2018). His approach emphasized four key elements: the
division of labor needs to be efficiently organized; this can be accomplished
primarily through time and motion studies that measure work; the shop floor should
be the centerpiece of study although the principles can be generalized to all types of
work; this scientific approach to work will bring together workers and management
in a common enterprise, thus eliminating workplace conflict [3].

Taylor believed that the solution to the problems lies in the application of science by
which he meant the systematic analysis of scientific management. He emphasized the
importance of work rather than the overall design of an organization. He also emphasized
the procedures of work together with a specialization of both workers and managers in the
tasks at which they were best. With the help of research and experiments, F. Taylor
formulated a number of general principles that form the basis of the classical theory of
organization: division of labor, functional leadership, measurement of labor, tasks,
incentive programs, work as an individual activity, motivation, the role of individual
abilities. At the heart of Taylor’s approach were analysis and planning.

However, according to Hinings and Meyer (2018), Taylor’s view of the
organization was highly rationalistic, based on the conviction that there was one best
way of dealing with challenges in management. Taylor’s ideas have been subject to
extensive criticism because of their narrow focus on work and their subjective ideas
of motivation and competences. Therefore, Taylorism became a metaphor for a
rationalist, machine-like view of organizations, strict division of tasks, meticulous
control and work devoid of meaning. And the introduction of these ideas led to
workplace conflict and strikes in many places [3].

Indeed, Frederick Winslow Taylor has been a controversial figure in the
academic management literature for much of the twentieth century [3]. However,
Giannantonio and Hurley-Hanson reflected on the relevance of the principles of
scientific management 100 years later (2011). They shed new light on Taylor’s
contributions to work and the conditions under which it is performed. The authors
provided strong arguments that the principles inherent in Scientific Management have
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continued relevance for the world of work in the 21st century and reminded of the
importance of Santayana’s quote: "Those who do not learn from history are doomed
to repeat it" [1]. The authors stated that there is a continuous need for management
theorists to remind us of the history behind our actions and elaborated that “theories
are applicable beyond the historical context they are created in. Just as Taylor’s ideas
of 100 years ago are germane to new contexts such as knowledge management,
other historic theories can be applied to new and emerging contexts”. Therefore,
today’s scholars may find those obsolete ideas present new ways to conceptualize
modern managerial dilemmas. The authors hoped that management scholars will
reflect on Taylor’s work in the next 100 years and called for continued research on
Frederick W. Taylor and The Principles of Scientific Management.
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IMPACT OF COVID-19 & ONGOING WAR
ON CONSUMER BEHAVIOUR & ECONOMY OF UKRAINE

Ukraine is a lower-middle income country in Eastern Europe. Its economy is
rebounding after the political and economic turmoil of recent years. The World Bank
classifies Ukraine as a lower-middle income country. Significant economic reforms are
supported by the international community and have resulted in a relatively stable
currency and recovery of disposable income despite the military conflict in the East,
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Ukraine’s economy is recovering. Following a political and economic crisis in 2014-
2015 and cumulative economic decline of 16%, Ukraine’s economy began slowly
growing in 2016 with two percent year-over-year growth; there has been significant
growth since 2016 driven by economic stabilization and a growth in disposable incomes.

The Ukrainian consumers are shifting from spending more on non-essential products
to spending more on essential products. While non-essential products slump, there has
been a steady increase in essential products like food, detergents, hygiene kits, and staple
products. Further, internal and external drivers of consumer behaviours like status, brand
image, personality type, and self-concept have become inconspicuous during lockdown
while essential products have morphed to be the contemporary consumer drivers followed
by reuse and recycling of products. At the same time, households have evolved into
micro-consumer units of production, cooperation, co-creation, and consumption. Also, the
consumer has diverged from patronizing established brands to embracing local retailers
who have been consistent during the epidemic period and going beyond their nature to
deliver products in a safe and hygienic manner.

The Ukraine war has raised long-term inflation expectations. For the global
economy, Russia and Ukraine are important suppliers of raw materials such as
energy, metals, and agricultural products. The war has called into question the supply
of these resources and accelerated their price development. There are concerns that a
further increase in the price of these input factors could translate into higher operating
and manufacturing costs, which in turn translates into higher prices and permanently
higher inflation expectations.

Since the beginning of the war, the expected increase in consumer prices is
2.12% (median: 2.00%). Thus, it is estimated that the rate of inflation in one year
would be higher than the inflation rate.

In the manufacturing sector, higher input costs such as higher energy and
commodity prices are particularly important in motivating price increases. These
results add to concerns that along with broadening price pressures, inflation
expectations could become less anchored, making overall inflationary pressures far
more persistent.

THE IMPACT OF FISCAL POLICY ON SMALL
AND MICRO ENTERPRISES
UNDER GLOBAL ECONOMIC CRISIS

Fiscal policy is a method by which the government uses the budget to achieve
some macro-economic goals through taxation and public expenditure for
consumption and investment. Fiscal policy and monetary policy are the two most
important macroeconomic control tools for the government to control and manage the
economy.
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Firstly, the author makes a questionnaire survey on the current situation of the
financial policy of small and micro enterprises, and obtains the factors affecting the
financial policy of small and micro enterprises after a statistical analysis on the
results of the questionnaire survey. Secondly, the author makes an empirical analysis
on the financial policy of the sample enterprises, analyse the specific problems and
countermeasures of the financial policy of small and micro enterprises under the
global economic crisis by using the regression straight-line method.

The paper shows that fiscal policy should cooperate with the national monetary
policy and play the role of differential treatment and effective supply at the same time.
This is a concept of big environment for small and micro enterprises. Moreover, in
recent years, the survival and development of small and micro enterprises are facing
difficulties, especially in the environment of the global economic crisis, the first is the
collapse of a large number of small and micro enterprises. The development dilemma of
small and micro enterprises is affected by many factors. It is mainly reflected in the
backward internal management, slow technological change, low product level, small
scale, lack of funds, especially the shortage of working capital, poor ability to resist risks
and so on. Small enterprises have their own disadvantages which restrict the survival and
development of small enterprises. From a forward-looking perspective, how to
effectively make small and micro enterprises adapt to the national fiscal policy, maintain
competitiveness and become bigger and stronger through the combination of macro
policies is a common concern of economists.
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INCLUSIVE VECTOR OF PUBLIC MANAGEMENT

The concept of inclusive development is a new approach to ensuring the
effective functioning of the state, which arose in the 21st century. This concept is

As of today, the development of the e-governance in Ukraine is constrained by a
number of problems, which include: insufficient level of the unified coordination,
control and interaction of customers of tasks and projects in the field of
informatization and development of the e-governance; economic crisis, which led to a
decrease in the amount of financing of tasks and projects in the field of e-governance
development; low quality, efficiency and effectiveness of the projects and tasks in the
aforementioned sphere; incommensurability and imperfection of the normative and
legal basis which regulates the sphere of e-governance development; low quality
management of the development, implementation, maintenance, operation of the
information and telecommunication systems (databases, registers, etc.) and resources
(data centers, telecommunication networks, etc.) of the authorities; insufficient level
of information security and information protection in the information and
telecommunication systems of the authorities; unregulated issue of the electronic
identification and authentication of the physical and legal entities in the interaction
with authorities; low rates of development of the internal systems of electronic
document circulation and modern information and analytical instruments to support
the adoption of the managerial solutions; insufficient level of readiness of civil
servants and employees of the local governments, individuals and legal entities for
the introduction and use of e-governance instruments.

Electronic governance ensures the inclusiveness of public management by
improving the interaction between citizens, government, and non-governmental
organizations, and, accordingly, their greater participation in all processes. To ensure
the further development of the e-governance in Ukraine, it is necessary to implement:
1) modernization of the public services and intensify the development of the
interaction between the authorities, citizens, and business by means of information
and communication technologies; 2) modernization of the public management by
means of the information and communication technologies; 3) creation of a system
for the e-governance development managing.

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CONTRIBUTION OF DIGITAL TECHNOLOGIES
TO THE INTERNATIONALIZATION
OF CHINESE EMERGING ENTERPRISES

Thanks to the progress and application of digital technology, more and more Chinese
emerging enterprises have started internationalization attempts through cross-border e-
commerce mode and made brilliant achievements. This is a new opportunity for Chinese
enterprises to try to enter the international market, but also brings new problems.

SHEIN is an international B2C fast fashion cross border e-Commerce platform
founded in 2008 by Chris Xu. in Guangzhou, Guangdong China. The company
improved on the ultra-fast fashion model by leveraging real-time retail, which quickly
turned fashion trends in clothes’ collections through its strong digital presence and
successful branding campaigns. Using Xu’ s SEO expertise, SHEIN experienced a high
volume of sales — leaving little time to launch new products. In response, Xu decided to
change direction by re imagining SHEIN as a women’s clothing brand with its own
supply chain in 2014. SHEIN is a company that originated in China, while it has a base
in China, this doesn’t mean there is some physical store or chain of shops responsible for
managing orders. SHEIN began as an online retailer that has occasional pop-up locations
internationally. And SHEIN produces the operation and maintenance of distribution in
the supply chain. It also produces the operation and maintenance of the distribution of
digital IT infrastructure and supply chain.

Based the research on the born-digital (BD) companies This kind of the
company can be defined as any product or services company for which all value
chain activities are digitalized at inception or soon after [1], of which some serve
international customers shortly after establishment [2] and co-create value with their
customers and other stakeholders[3]. Like Baker & Nelson’s “making do by applying
combinations of the resources at hand to new problems and opportunities” and is
fundamentally important to BD companies in their efforts to build their
internationalization strategies [4] and run their value chain activities because, when
coupled with digitalization, it makes solutions to challenges more achievable by
making critical resources more obtainable and reducing costs [5].

According to our observation, SHEIN is such a born-digital company. The
founder, Chris Xu , who was born in SEO, knows the mystery of digital marketing
and can control the supply chain with the help of digital technology, making him a
leader in the field of fast fashion clothing[6].
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Fast fashion model enabled the stores to operate at a fast turnover by offering a
wide variety of inexpensive clothes that changed each week. This is at the core of
real-time retail. The experience becomes so fast that in a few days, the cycle from
fashion trends picking up to clothes collections; shortens to just a few days! In recent
years, SHEIN has acquired multiple fashion rivals to become a truly global presence.
The company claims to ship to 220 countries and territories with annual revenue
estimated to be $10 billion. In a way, SHEIN really mastered the digital distribution
channels into its business model, to capture or create fashion trends faster, and to
easily market them to its millions of shoppers [6].

As a born-digital company SHEIN does not act alone in building and managing
their strategies. It depend on internal resources (e.g., financial, knowledge, skills,
human) and external participation of various actors (e.g., users/customers, partners,
online communities, free lancers/consultants) [3]. Embracing such collaborations
helps them to increase value and reduce time and financial resources and to avoid
many common pitfalls that traditional (brick-and-mortar) companies encounter when
they begin to undertake digitization efforts [7,8].

Although as a cross-border e-commerce platform, SHEIN is still difficult to be
defined as an international enterprise in a real sense. In fact, the few overseas return
warehouses are out of proportion to the huge sales. The delay of delivery will affect
the consumption experience. If the internationalized products lose the foundation of
localization, it will be difficult to continue. With the change of business model,
SHEIN needs to make in-depth exploration in delivery and customer experience.
Comprehensive internationalization and deeper integration into the international
market will make it the final destination.

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COMMUNICATION BARRIERS
IN INTERCULTURAL COMMUNICATION

The past decades have seen the rapid development of globalization. Consequently,
the need for cultural understanding and the desire to know new cultures and worlds
intensifies the communicative processes and acquires a systemic character.

Intercultural communication as a particular type of communication involves
communication between speakers of different languages and different cultures. This
is a process of mutual connection and interaction of representatives of different
cultures [2]. Unfortunately, many communication issues with people from other
cultures arise from misunderstandings about each other’s behavior and wrong
expectations, making them draw erroneous conclusions about different cultures [4]. It
is impossible to avoid difficulties of this kind immediately. These lead to
communication failures and intercultural barriers. According to intercultural
communication researchers, the most common list of these barriers includes the
following main categories:

Content barriers are problems in understanding the content and meaning of the
message sent or received. They are divided in turn into:

- phonetic — the use of elements from other languages and dialects, defects of
language and diction, slurred speech, speech disorders, the presence of a significant
number of sounds and words-parasites;

- semantic — embedding of different content, use of jargon, etc.;

- stylistic — mismatch of the language style of the communicator (sender) with
the content of the message [3;4 1;

- logical — different logical systems of evidence [1;4].

Individual barriers are problems related to individual thinking or work, which
may be determined by physical disabilities, diseases, and issues related to personal
communication skills in receiving and transmitting information, which may be
determined by the inability to listen and express their opinion;

The next category is socio-cultural barriers. These are different levels of
development of social intelligence. They are divided into

- ethical — the mismatch of norms of behavior of the head and subordinate;

- role — interpretation of the message from the position of "manager" or
"subordinate";

- barriers of non-authority — the low authority of the communicator [1;4].

Another barrier is a barrier to worldview, which is explained by different views
on life.

Interpersonal barriers describe problems of psychological climate, values and
negative attitudes of participants in communication, lack of interest of participants in
the communication process to each other and to the message, while organizational
barriers are presupposed by problems related to the remoteness of the participants in
the communication process from each other; with specialization of tasks.

Economic, geographical, and time barriers are connected with time and money
resources problems, different locations, and the impact of time on receiving
messages.

Problems of channels and means of information dissemination are connected
with the congestion of communication channels and the problem of conflict between
ways of transmitting information [4].

The primary way to overcome such barriers is to develop intercultural awareness
and understanding that all cultures are unique and possess their peculiar values.
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INTERNATIONAL COMMUNICATION
FOR GLOBAL BUSINESS

Today, connecting with people from different sides of the world is easier than it
was a few years ago. International communication is directly affected by
globalization and helps to increase business opportunities and remove cultural
barriers. Both globalization and global communication have changed the
environmental, cultural, political, and economic elements of the world. Chong (2020)
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stated that a key concern of modern international businesses is how they can manage
communication across borders, especially when using English as a lingua franca [1].
The massive development of international business includes international supply
chains, multinational teams, virtual distributed teams, international joint ventures, and
mergers. Successful communication in international organizations involves and offers
strategies that business English and management trainers can use to improve
communication in multinational teams and with clients or partners [1].

Many businesses sell goods around the world. However, different countries and
cultures unintentionally create communication problems for business. International
business practices help maintain these complex business relationships. Poor
communication practices lead to business losses and even international tensions
between countries.

The advantages of global communication can be numerous. According to Purba
(2021), the most important major benefits for business are the following [3]:
1. More markets to reach: With just a webpage or smartphone, you can expand your
market of potential customers to nearly everyone in the world.

2. More suppliers to access: If you can legally import products from a country,
every manufacturer there is a potential supplier.

3. More talent to hire: No longer are you limited to the talent pool in your city or
town. You can hire remote workers anywhere in the world.

4. More ideas to harness: If someone in Singapore has figured out a better way
to make widgets and to sell them to millennials, you can adopt those ideas for your
business, provided you know about them (p.4).

However, there are a lot of challenges in International Communication [3].

1. Governmental barriers. Just as governments can restrain global trade with
tariffs and embargoes, they can restrict communication to other countries with limited
access to the internet.

2. Language barriers. As good as Google Translate may be, the subtleties and
nuances of a language and its regional variations are still elusive unless you are fluent
in a language.

3. Cultural barriers can also cause significant problems in business
communication (p.4).

Thus, the increase in global trade transactions has resulted in integrated cultural
exchanges, new cultural partnerships, and unique cultural interactions. According to
Rudd, one effect of increasing multicultural interactions is a change in homogenous
cultures or, indeed, nations. A new culture of world trade is born. [4, p.154] The
author stated that Intercultural communication competency grew out of the
interpersonal communication competency research and the contextual distinctiveness
of the intercultural interaction is a unique communication competency issue.
Communication will be at the forefront of getting and staying at the international
negotiation table. However, as the marketplace has advanced and the cultural
boundaries have blurred, the reliance on cultural norms to provide the guideposts for
behavior is less effective, even, perhaps, completely ineffective. [4, p. 249].
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POLITICAL SPEECHES:
THE ART OF LANGUAGE MANIPULATION

It is evident that language may have a strong power in contemporary world. It helps
to influence people’s minds, manipulate their opinions, and provoke their thoughts.
Speaking about politics, language is a tool to win elections, demonstrate opposite views
on the same issue, and even cause a strong misunderstanding on vital problems.

No need to say that one of the key fields to study in cognitive linguistics is that
of figurative language and metaphors usage. Recent studies have been dedicated to
this problem in political discourse. Though the term “political discourse” has been
treated differently starting from the concepts of human interaction or political
rhetoric, key focus has been put to products of the discourse of politics. By that we
mean political speeches, election campaigns, reporting political activity in the media,
and public statements [2, p.417]

It is interesting that most political speeches have become rather aggressive and
negative in their nature. They clearly show what the candidates’ priorities are and
what they are associated with. In American discourse political leaders often
demonstrate that they are concerned with foreign oil, national security and business
which they see as all being closely interrelated. That was a vision of John McCain.
He wanted people to view him as their friend and as an ally against foreign threats. In
his speeches he “metaphorically summoned the future into being by calling onto an
undetermined actor to realize his claims and then humbly proposed that leadership
was a privilege bestowed by the people” [1, p.85]. The scholars payed attention to
McCain’s evocation “Let it begin now”. They treated it partly as “a command and
reminiscent of prayer in religious discourse” [1, p.85]. It is still unclear what the true
meaning of this statement was. It can also be treated as a language manipulation. Is it
a command of a former officer, or a strong statement of a possible future President of
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the country. Also it is still unclear who the agent of the statement is. Anyway, the
politician’s goal was to secure his position of a representative of a conservative party.
The commander-in-chief and a devoutly religious man images were both important to
demonstrate his potical party preferences [1, p.85].

So, in today’s globalized world political speeches become more and more
figurative. Political metaphors contain words’ ambiguity and dual nature of statements.
Sometimes we really doubt if language manipulation was not meant as a double-edged
sword to distort the general picture and justify certain actions of the politicians.
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INTERCULTURAL COMMUNICATION
AND DIGITAL TECHNOLOGIES

Growing acquaintance of people with cultures other than their native culture is
one of the essential features of present times. The process of globalization helps to
understand that communication between different cultural systems is an essential
element of the modern world picture. The processes associated with globalization
involve regular contact between different cultures in other areas. This situation
requires the solution of practical problems and problems of acculturation of the
representation of one culture in another cultural community. Intercultural
communication remains an issue in the current conditions of the quality of higher
education. It contributes to the formation of professional and communicative
competence of future professionals. Among foreign and Ukrainian researchers who
consider intercultural communication issues are Z. Hasanov, V. Zasluzhenyuk, S.
Kucheryan, V. Miroshnychenko, O. Zhornova, S. Nieto, T. Rulker, and others [2].

The term "intercultural communication” refers to exchanging knowledge, ideas,
thoughts, and emotions between people from different cultures. In 1972, American
scholars Larry Samovar and Richard Porter put forward the first definition of
intercultural communication in their book Intercultural Communication. According
to this definition, intercultural communication is communication in which the sender
and recipient belong to different cultures. Intercultural communication is a complex
and complex phenomenon that includes separate areas and forms of communication
among individuals, groups, and countries belonging to other cultures [1].
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An intercultural communication process is a specific form of activity that
involves knowledge of foreign languages, material and spiritual culture of others,
religion, values, morals, worldviews, etc., which determine the patterns of behavior
of communication partners. A combination of these two types of knowledge —
language and culture — can ensure effective and fruitful communication and is the
basis of effective intercultural communication.

The topic of intercultural communication is interaction at different levels, with
different audiences, on a bilateral, multilateral and global basis. The aim of
intercultural communication should be to create conditions for the development of
constructive dialogue comparable to other cultures.

Modern technologies significantly influenced intercultural and business
communication [3, 4]. IT gadgets improve communication. For example, the advent
of smart phones has changed business communications. Emails help communicate
with the team during videoconferences, exchange documents, etc. In addition, online
meetings provide a variety of videoconferencing software. IT tools, smart gadgets,
software, and applications help develop projects online in intercultural teams.
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INTERCULTURAL COMMUNICATION:
CONDITIONS OF THE WAR

Problems of intercultural communication were always relevant especially in
global term of integration and development of international relationships.

Development of intercultural communication occurs in various areas of human
life such as business, traveling, sports, interpersonal contacts, international trade,
tourism etc. In addition, the social, political and economic processes that have taken
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place in the world in recent years have led to large-scale migration of peoples, their
resettlement and mixing. As a result of these processes, more and more people are
transcending the cultural barriers that used to separate them. They are forced to get
acquainted with foreign cultures, to merge into them. Therefore, in reality, the
interaction of cultures is carried out precisely through contacts between individuals.

Thus, intercultural communication is interpersonal communication in a special
context, when one participant discovers the cultural difference of another.

It is estimated [1] that between 20,000 and 1 million refugees can arrive in
Europe because of the war. The United Nations Refugee Agency (UNHCR)
estimated that during the first days of the war 100,000 people have already left their
homes inside Ukraine [2]. Also more than 3 901 713 people become refugees and left
Ukraine (as of 28 March 2022) [3], only Poland has already received 2,314,623
people [3]. According to the Guardian press [4] 6.5 million Ukrainian people are
currently displaced within Ukraine, nearly twice as many as have managed to flee the
country; the new figure, which dwarfs the 3.3 million refugees who have entered
mainly EU territory, is a big jump on the UN’s last estimate of 1.85 million [4]. As a
result of that processes there is the main social and psychological problem of the
statement of physical and emotional discomfort that occurs when a person encounters
a different cultural reality; his/her reaction to the conflict between familiar and new
values, norms, events.

Theories of social psychology study stages of social and psychological
adaptation of people who change conditions of living or working. According to the
main approaches there are stages: stage I — "honeymoon" / euphoria (everybody
helps); stage Il — alienation (Local residents often do not understand that a person is
experiencing psychological discomfort); stage Il — critical. The stress and shock is at
its peak. Some people want to return; stage IV — appearance of an optimistic mood;
stage V — acceptance, full adaptation.

The second, third and fourth stages are the most dangerous. Because of them the
Ukraine is able to face with the threats of the loss of the health of the nation; the loss
of citizens who will decide to ask for the citizenship of other country; culture blur,
blending and loss of identity.
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ROLE OF LANGUAGE IN POLITICAL DISCOURSE:
GENDER ASPECTS

Language plays an extremely important role in everyone’s life. Beside a
boundary, a name, a flag, or a currency, what makes a country become a respectable
and unique nation is its national language. Indeed, national language is a clear
indicator that represents the national identity of a country. It is used everywhere: at
schools, in official institutions, on the television, radio and in the politics indeed.
Moreover, language policy determines a country’s identity in the international sphere.

As Bucholtz and Hall put it, in fact, identities are understood to be “in part an
outcome of others’ perceptions and representations” [1, p.606]. One of the great
example of the influence on people via the language and identity presentation, is
Margaret Thatcher. She was the longest-serving British Prime Minister of the 20th
century and currently the only woman to have held the office. She is one of the most
phenomenal woman leaders in the world.

Some observers feel that women and leadership are two different things in terms
of gender. In which women refer to feminism while leadership refers to masculinity.
According to Holmes, in the society women have a very small opportunity in doing
leadership because of their inferior status: if they “do power” women leaders are
regarded as unfeminine; if they “do femininity” they are regarded as unfit to lead [5,
p-1]. For a woman to succeed in politics, she has to make compromises in the area of
gender identity [3, p.199]. Margaret Tetcher “deliberately set out to excel in
characteristics that are conventionally attached to men: authority, courage, firmness,
determination and the will to succeed” [2, p.87]

Woman leaders, and Margaret Thatcher as well, tend to do different roles when
they manage something. They used different language from men in leading. The fact
that women are very talkative makes them have to be aware of language they use in
communication. That opinion is also supported by Lakoff, who said that women used
more polite language because their status is inferior to men and it affects their
language [4, p.98]. The language Margaret Thatcher used was mostly in a form of a
formal language because she grew up in the politicians’ family since her father was
politician. Therefore she used formal language since she was young. Based on that
finding, it can be concluded that even as a powerful woman leader, Margaret
Thatcher occasionally used the female language to speak to her close relatives or
close colleagues.

So, politics and language are inseparable. Language provides the opportunity for
politicians to explore its verbal communicative resources and manipulate words to
suit their intentions. It is the channel for the expression of the candidate’s manifesto,
superior political thoughts and party’s ideologies and it is the tool for translating them
into social actions for social change and continuity. Therefore, the place of language
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in convincing, mobilizing, persuading and enlightening the citizenry cannot be over
emphasized. It is the link to people’s hearts.
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TRANSLATION OF OFFICIAL DOCUMENTS
IN THE SPHERE OF DIPLOMACY

It is common knowledge that translation in diplomacy plays a unique role in
decision-making in the international arena. Diplomatic translation belongs to the least
studied areas of translation due to a relatively closed world of diplomacy [1].

Translation for diplomatic purposes possesses specific peculiar rules and
features. It requires the knowledge of terminology and awareness of international
events in political, economic, and social spheres. Since world events significantly
affect the development of diplomatic vocabulary, the terminology of this field
contains elements of political, economic, legal, and other terminological fields.

In recent years, there has been an increasing interest in researching linguistic
features of diplomatic documents [1-6]. Diplomatic terminology of the English
language constitutes a complex structured system characterized by constant
enrichment with the new terms and a considerable number of archaisms and foreign-
language assimilated and non-assimilated borrowings [1]. Diplomatic language is
often limited by choice of vocabulary. The language of diplomacy is characterized by
precision and usage of clichés; Latinisms comprise a particular layer in diplomatic
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terminology. The difference between diplomatic and other types of discourse is the
presence of rigid language frameworks that limit the choice of linguistic means of
expression and determine the functional style.

Translation of official documents constitutes an essential aspect of translation
for the sphere of diplomacy. The documents include circular notes, verbal notes,
diplomatic letters, communiqués, agreements, memoranda, conventions, etc. Most
diplomatic documents are characterized by formality, impersonality, objectivity, as
well as standard forms. The latter presupposes that translators should be aware of
formal diplomatic documents™ stylistic, lexical and grammatical peculiarities.
Peculiarities of diplomatic documents at the lexical level are manifested in the use of
euphemisms, abbreviations, protocol formulas, and diplomatic terms from the legal,
economic, and military spheres.

For the adequate translation of official documents in the sphere of diplomacy,
it's important to know standard formats for such correspondence in source and target.
In addition, translators should consider differences in forms of salutation, formulas of
language etiquette, and clichés typical for diplomatic documents and correspondence,
and consider the source and target languages’ diplomatic writing styles discrepancies.
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PECULIARITIES OF TRANSLATION
OF SHORT NEWS REPORTS
FROM ENGLISH INTO UKRAINIAN

Media text translation requires extraordinary efforts from the translator since
journalistic style should combine the reliability of the data provided and the relative
ease of their presentations.

Media texts are characterized by the usage of non-equivalent lexical and
grammatical elements, clichéd or idiomatic phrases, and numerous socio-political
realities unfamiliar to the general public. Past research on news translation [3, 4]
proves this is a complicated issue.

English and Ukrainian short news reports, which belong to the media discourse,
have standard and distinctive features. Their similarity is related to the general
characteristics of the information news genre. At the same time, differences arise due
to the divergent lexical and grammatical attributes of English and Ukrainian and as
well as in worldview discrepancy caused by cultural, geographical and other factors.

Peculiarities of translation of Internet media short news reports from English
into Ukrainian are presupposed both by the need to adequately reproduce the original
content by means of the target language and the need to preserve the pragmatic effect
of the news.

Issues in translating such informational messages arise due to the abundance of
set expressions, terminology, neologisms, proper names, idioms, realias, unique
grammatical constructions in the source language. An additional issue of such
translation is news headlines [2].

Translation problems often require a situational approach. Thus, to achieve
equivalence between the content of the original and translated texts and to reproduce
the original pragmatics of online media news reports, translators should have
thorough background knowledge and the ability to properly select means of
expression and apply translation transformations.

Genre and linguistic-pragmatic peculiarities of short news reports posted in
Internet media have much in common with news in traditional media. They also
partially coincide with the characteristics of other elements of the genre system of
online media discourse. However, multimedia, hypertextuality, impartiality, and
information compression have become unique genre features of short online news
reports.

Analysis of the English and Ukrainian short news Internet discourses
demonstrates a direct relationship between the number of unique grammatical and
lexical units and the complexity of the translation process. Additionally to linguistic
knowledge, this type of translation requires thorough background knowledge and
skills to achieve full semantic equivalence of the source and target texts.
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Transformations play an essential role in the translation process since they help
to adapt lexical, grammatical, and stylistic features of English news reports into the
norms of the Ukrainian language.

To adapt these features of English texts to the norms of the Ukrainian language
and ensure English-Ukrainian translation quality, translators should apply diverse
stylistic and lexico-grammatical translation transformations, which contribute to
adequate reproduction of the author’s communicative intention. For instance,
transcoding, loan translation, explication, generalization, descriptive and antonymous
translation, as well as permutation, addition, omission, replacements, etc.
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IMPACT OF GLOBALIZATION
ON CROSS-CULTURAL COMMUNICATION

During the last decades, we have been observing a great impact of globalization
on our life. However, the development of this phenomenon started in the 18th-19th
century, with the spread of the industrial revolution in different countries since ways
of transportation and communication became easier. Also, the occurrence of such
processes is connected with the formation of colonial empires. The term globalization
was first used by T. Levitt, who published the article "The Globalization of Markets"
in Harvard Business Review in 1983. The researcher described globalization as the
process of merging markets for goods [1].

Depending on the sphere, globalization has different definitions. Economic
globalization is the increase of intense economic ties which form global economy.
Political globalization means the growth of the worldwide political system. Thus, we
can state that globalization is the process of interaction and integration among people,
companies, and governments worldwide[2].
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Cultural globalization is one of three (others were mentioned above) dimensions
of globalization. Everyday life provides such examples. Some cultural aspects like
food, religion, or languages like Korean or others are spreading around the world.
Today, buying Turkish sweets or learning the Italian language is very easy with the
help of the internet.

The next years are likely to demonstrate the acceleration of cultural
globalization, probably with more visible trans culturalism with the direction of
American (West) culture. However, this is also a field of a possible "battle" [3]. In the
future, we can observe a real conflict between West and East cultures.

With the development of cultural globalization, cross-cultural communication
has become one of the most crucial studies [4, 5]. It is not a surprise since
globalization means diversity of communication.

For instance, an increase in cultural diversity can be currently observed in many
cities of Ukraine. People migrate for better conditions of living or studying in
Ukrainian universities. The list of reasons could be endless. And all these factors
make us learn how to communicate properly with the representatives of different
cultures.

The matter is not only in language. Even when both parties speak the same
language, cultural differences can still be the reason for misunderstandings.
Diplomats know the real importance of basic knowledge of -cross-cultural
communication. Ethics, gestures, speech tempo, attitude to social status, clothing
style — all are important. A mistake, in this case, can be the loss of good relations
with the country of residence of the diplomat. And we also can make an association
with ordinary life. Without cross-cultural understanding among staff, a company can
lose revenues. Thus, cross-cultural communication is a key to good relations between
different people.

Unfortunately, nowadays, we see some cons of intercultural communication.
The reason is related to one of the disadvantages of globalization. It is the
suppression of some minority cultures by the majority. And in this case, cross-
cultural communication is a tool for that because some minority cultural groups have
to accept the superior culture.

Consequently, in the upcoming years, we will be able to see an increasing
amount of research about intercultural communication and its impact on the world; it
will be connected with the development of intercultural communications and
globalization. Also, now we can see the formation of trans-culturalism and cross-
cultural communication will take part in this formation.
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
