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THE "CONNECTING EUROPE" MECHANISM IN CONDITIONS OF DIGITAL 

TRANSFORMATION: PARTNERSHIP TRENDS AND PRIORITIES FOR 

UKRAINE 
 

In the conditions of complex geopolitical transformations and large-scale military 

aggression, the domestic scientific community was faced with the need to ensure the content 

and protection of the Ukrainian-European civilizational paradigm. In the fundamental 

monograph "Ukraine in the history of Europe of the 19th – early 21st century: historical 

essays" (2020), attention is focused on the role of Ukraine in the context of the world-
historical process and the integration of national history into the global, world context. In 

particular, the complex theoretical problem of the correlation of the civilizations of the 

"West" and "East" with the content of national spirituality is raised [1]. The Center for 

Security Studies of the National Institute of Strategic Studies in its analytical notes has 

repeatedly emphasized vulnerabilities in the sphere of coordination of activities in the 

spheres of national security of Ukraine, which may negatively affect the process of building 
national stability [2]. 

Since the start of Russia's war of aggression, the EU and its Member States and the 

European financial institutions, in a Team Europe approach, are making available up to 53 

billion euro in financial, humanitarian, emergency, budget and military support 37.8 billion 

euro to support its overall economic, social and financial resilience. This includes an 

unprecedented financial support package of up to 18 billion euro for 2023 around 15 billion 
euro in military assistance has also been made available under the European Peace Facility 

and by Member States directly [3]. The EU is giving constant support to Member States in 

meeting the needs of those fleeing the invasion of Ukraine. It offers assistance at the border, 

reception and civil protection. It helps Member States ensure access to education, healthcare, 

accommodation and jobs for those arriving from Ukraine [4]. 

The agreement between Ukraine and the EU on Ukraine's participation in the 
European Union's "Connecting Europe Mechanism" program opens up the possibility of 

attracting EU funding to support the development of high-performance, sustainable and 

effectively interconnected trans-European networks in the fields of transport, energy and 

digital services. The total budget of the program until 2027 is almost 21 billion euros [5]. In 

practice, project financing assumes that half of the cost is compensated by the applicant 

country at the expense of its own sources or international financial organizations, and 50% of 
the financing is provided within the program. 

The development of export logistics on the western borders of Ukraine in terms of 

increasing the capacity of road and railway checkpoints deserves special attention. In 2023, 

the Ministry of Community Development, Territories and Infrastructure, together with EU 
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member states, submitted six proposals aimed at optimizing and modernizing traffic flows in 
terms of infrastructure capacity at international road and railway checkpoints. 

From October 1, 2022, Ukraine joined the Convention on the Common Transit 

Procedure and began the international application of the New Computerized Transit System 

(NCTS). Accordingly: 1) Ukraine became the 36th country participating in the Convention; 

2) The Convention on the Joint Transit Procedure became part of the national customs 

legislation; 3) Ukrainian entrepreneurs received advantages in the supply and transit of goods 
through the territory of 35 countries participating in the Conventions (27 EU states, Iceland, 

Norway, Liechtenstein, Switzerland, Great Britain, Turkey, North Macedonia, Serbia). 

According to the Ministry of Finance of Ukraine, 7,500 transit declarations were 

issued in the New Computerized Transit System during the 8 months of the "customs visa-

free" period [6]. In May 2023, 2,698 relocations started in Ukraine were completed in the 

countries participating in the Convention on the common transit procedure, which is almost 
twice as many as in April 2023; the total number of movements from Ukraine in 8 months 

was 5974. Also in May, guarantors who have the right to guarantee the movement of goods 

under the common transit procedure started actively using the web service for registration of 

electronic guarantees. 

The Organization for Economic Cooperation and Development and the Government 

of Ukraine launched the OECD Program for Ukraine as part of the initial dialogue on joining 
the Organization, which was signed in Paris (2023) at the meeting of the OECD Council [7]. 

The program for Ukraine envisages strengthening the state's participation in 24 OECD 

bodies, as well as joining more than 70 legal instruments of the OECD within four years. The 

program is focused on supporting, firstly, Ukraine's goals of joining the OECD and the EU. 

Secondly, on the priorities of the reconstruction and restoration of Ukraine. 

Therefore, attention is paid to the structural problems of tax policy and administration, 
environmental policy, corporate governance, public administration, competition, integrity 

and the fight against corruption. Third, the OECD Program for Ukraine covers key recovery 

issues such as infrastructure policy and support for displaced persons and returning refugees. 

Note that this program will be implemented in close cooperation with other international 

partners, in particular through the Interagency Platform for the Coordination of Donor Aid, in 

which the OECD participates. 
In the conditions of full-scale military aggression, the Government's actions aimed at 

simplifying the movement of cargo of the Armed Forces of Ukraine and the armed forces of 

EU and NATO member states deserve special attention. To implement the Government's 

Priority Action Plan for 2023, the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine approved the draft Law of 

Ukraine "On Amendments to the Customs Code of Ukraine and other laws of Ukraine 

regarding the unification with European and North Atlantic standards of procedures for 
declaring military equipment and other goods" [8]. The purpose of the draft law is to simplify 

the procedure for moving through the customs border of Ukraine military equipment and 

other goods of the Armed Forces of Ukraine going abroad for military training or for another 

temporary purpose, as well as the armed forces of EU and NATO member states that are sent 

to Ukraine for a similar purpose. 

Corresponding changes to the Customs Code provide for: introduction into national 
legislation of the appropriate declaration form (Form 302), which is widely used in EU and 

NATO member states and contains a minimum set of data; simplification of the procedure 

for declaring military equipment and other goods of units of the armed forces of EU and 
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NATO member states; exemption from obtaining state export control permits for goods of 
military purpose and dual use using Form 302; improvement of interagency cooperation 

through the exchange of information during the movement of military equipment and other 

goods under Form 302. 

Summarizing, we note that all efforts of Ukraine to implement the program 

"Mechanism "Connecting Europe"" are directed to the step-by-step implementation of the 

requirements of the EU Questionnaire and answers to it in order for Ukraine to acquire the 
status of a candidate for the EU [9]. The agreement between Ukraine and the EU on political 

association and economic integration requires cooperation between the state and the private 

sector, as well as the creation of a favorable business environment for unification to 

European and North Atlantic standards.
