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FUNCTIONS OF UKRAINIAN WAR DISCOURSE DURING FULL-SCALE
INVASION OF RUSSIA
(based on Volodymyr Zelenskyy Independence Day Speech on August 24, 2023)

This paper interprets President Zelenskyy’s Independence Day speech presented
on August 24, 2023. It is analyzed from the perspective of critical discourse analysis.
Volodymyr Zelenskyy is the sixth president of Ukraine since 2019. He was formerly a
comedian and an actor.

In March 2018, members of Zelenskyy's production company Kvartal 95
registered a new political party called Servant of the People the same name as the
television program that Zelenskyy had starred in over the previous three years. Taking
into account Zelenskyy’s former career, discourse has always been an important tool
to influence and manipulate the audience.

Kvartal 95 humor, sarcasm and satire were the key means to reach the reciepients
before his presidential ambitions. And his political speeches in the role of the President
became the main source of information and support to the Ukrainians during the full-
scale invasion of Russia to Ukraine.

In general, Volodymyr Zelenskyy’s speeches perform four functions, according
to my observation. They are:
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1. Unifying function. The aim of this function is to unite the citizens of Ukraine
against the common enemy — Russian Federation. The President keeps telling that only
together the Ukrainian nation will be able to win the war (“bo su saosiciusi. Bci
yrpainyi! Xou 6u de oosenocs 3apaz oymu’, “Koowcen, xmo opeanizogye 300pu i
NIOMPUMYE B02OHb BOJIOHMEPCMEA, YIEL Wupoi ykpaincovkoi eonocmi”, “I eonoswne, wo
Mmu 6ci mebe ne esmpamunu”, “bo mu éci 3pobunu max, wo Koau 0OUH 2080PUMD.
«Cnasa Ykpainil», seco ceim ionosioac: «I eposm cnasal»”).

2. Supportive and encouraging functions. Being the leader of the nation,
Volodymyr Zelenskyy is considered to be one of the most influencial people in Ukraine
who is able to support and encourage Ukrainians, make them believe in better future,
give them hope and provide them with help (“Zaxyro xooxcnomy, xmo uexae pionux iz
@PpOHMY, KOHCHOMY, XMO WOOHS MOIUMBCA 3a HUX, XMO MeneoHyE YU nuuie make
sadcnuse « Ak mu?», abu nouwymu maxe oaxcaune «Bce doope!» Taxe yinne «I mebe
Koxawy... «Haw cunm 3pobus yuopa nepwiuti Kpok»... «/loys cbocoOwi ckazana:

3. Sympathetic function. Sympathy is an emotion typical for kind people. This
is the way the President wants to be and look like. Being sympathetic for the
Ukrainians’ grief, Volodymyr Zelenskyy is portrayed as “one of us”. His feelings are
human and common for every citizen of the country (“3s’s30x mixc moovmu. I ye
Oinbute, Hidie npocmo KomyHikayis. Lle 36'a30k i3 occummsam. Cnosa niompumxu. Cnosa
noosxu. 1, na ocans, cnoea, axi € Haibinbw 6onichumu Ha 6itini: «HMozo 6Ginviue
HeMmae...» ",

“Yumano ykpainyie empamuiau depes GitHy Oauszvkux. I epoi, 3a605Ku AKUM MU He
empamuiu Ykpainu.

4. Glorious function. Accept all functions, stated above; glorious function plays
a very important role. Seen as strong and brave, Ukrainians are likely to overcome all
difficulties and hardships even easier (“Benukuii napooe senuxoi Yrpainu”, “Ceamo
ginbHux atodeu. Ceamo cunvhux aodeu. Ceamo ecionux. Ceamo pisnux”, «Cnasa
Vrpaini!», «Cnasa ykpaincoxkum enekmpuxam!», “3 J[nem Heszanesxcrnocmi, Ykpaino!
Cnasa Ykpaini!”).

Aggression is not typical for battlefields only; it is an inseparable part of verbal
and non-verbal communication during war. This type of discourse during armed
conflicts may and usually does influence recipients’ beliefs and ideological
preferences.

Consequently, hatred finds its way out in physical environments. And if left
unstopped, can ruin the whole country, its identity and language.
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
