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Features of humanitarian negotiations
on the release of civilian persons
in the context of armed conflicts’

In the period of armed conflict, human rights are under threat of significant
and systematic violation due to the violent and traumatizing nature of war, the
profiles and widely young age and lack of experience of combattans. Let alone the
widespread absence of awareness and training on international humanitarian law,
known as the law of war. Mechanisms for the protection of human rights, which
are designed mainly for peacetime conditions, are not sufficiently effective in the
period of armed conflict.

According to the testimony of Dmytro Lubinets, the authorized representative
of the Verkhovna Rada on Human Rights, during the conference in Kyiv «Civilians
in illegal detention by Russia: joint steps of the authorities and civil society for
their release (April 16, 2024)», as of today, the Unified Register of Persons Disap-
peared Under Extraordinary Circumstances has been entered more than 37 thou-
sand citizens of Ukraine2.

Therefore, the most important task facing the country’s authorities is to find
ways and opportunities to return illegally deported citizens of Ukraine and those
who disappeared under extraordinary circumstances.

In this context, humanitarian negotiations take place as a special form of inter-
action exclusively for humanitarian purposes with communities, parties to armed
conflict, governments and other subjects. During armed conflicts and other crisis
situations, humanitarian negotiations can often be a necessity. These negotiations

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are conducted according to humanitarian principles and have a unique and strong
basis in international law and politics that many other forms of engagement do
not have. For these and other reasons, humanitarian negotiations occupy a special
«space» among other forms of interaction3 4.

Of course, some form of volunteering and helping has been around for a very
long time. However, humanitarian aid in an organized form began only in 1859,
when the Red Cross was founded. The Red Cross was founded by businessman Hen-
ri Dunant after he was injured in the fighting during the Franco-Austrian War near
his home. So he organized a group of volunteers to help wounded soldiers from both
sides. This became the starting point for what grew into the international Red Cross
movement and the Geneva Convention. It soon became a principle that humanitar-
ian negotiating groups should maintain a neutral position and thus be able to act at
points of conflict. Since then, many humanitarian work groups have emerged.

Securing a job in a humanitarian group can seem like a daunting task. In fact,
this requires not only will and heart. With thousands of talented people with warm
hearts willing to apply, humanitarian organizations are increasingly focusing on
professional candidates. They are looking for candidates who can adhere to cur-
rent humanitarian standards and contribute useful skills.

The effective and timely delivery of humanitarian assistance and protection of the
civilian population and protected objects as per the Geneva Conventions depends
on the ability of humanitarian personnel to be able to interact freely with all relevant
actors in the areas where they operate. These include affected communities, govern-
ment agencies, civil society, donor organizations, UN agencies, government forces,
non-state armed groups and development actors and humanitarian organizations.
Such humanitarian activities can take several forms, including communication, ad-
vocacy, negotiation, mediation and neutral intermediary role>¢7-

The issue of studying the methods of conducting humanitarian negotiations
was the subject of research by specialists in various scientific fields. Having an-
alyzed the research of scientists and practitioners, we state that humanitarian
negotiations are defined as negotiations conducted by civilians involved in the
management, coordination and provision of humanitarian assistance and protec-
tion in order to ensure the provision of humanitarian assistance and protection of
vulnerable populations; preservation of humanitarian space$. Thus, humanitarian
negotiations are a distinct type of humanitarian interaction that involves finding
a mutually acceptable way forward when humanitarian organizations and other
parties have initially failed to agree on a particular issue or group of issues. Hu-
manitarian negotiations are a separate part of a broader practice that a number of
actors engage in to cooperate to protect civilians.

Having a person (or a group of people) able to take responsibility for negotia-
tions and be convincing enough for the parties to the conflict, ready to take risks,
can become a key factor for the release of hostages (civilians) in the course of an
armed conflict. Humanitarian professionals often collaborate with military coun-
terparts amongst state and non-state actors out of necessity, as they must work in
complex, conflict-affected environments. Effective negotiations and cooperation
between these two sectors can help ensure that humanitarian aid reaches those
in need, while respecting humanitarian principles and protecting the safety and
independence of aid workers?.

Negotiators can be very different people. In certain cases, we are talking about
individuals with an impeccable reputation and moral authority, who should have
access to high offices or parties to the conflict at the level of command, and have
the potential to influence them, as well as enjoy the trust of the parties (from those
who make decisions about release).

The participants in the negotiations related to the armed conflict and the re-
lease of civilians under the control of the opposing side can vary significantly de-
pending on the specific situation. However, it can be attributed to them:

Governments or government representatives of conflicting parties.

— Representatives of international organizations or mediators who facilitate

the conclusion of peace agreements.

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— Representatives of international peacekeeping missions or peacekeeping

forces.

— Representatives of other countries or international blocs that may have in-

terests or influence on the conflict.

— Representatives of the public or non-governmental organizations working

on a peaceful settlement of the conflict.

The above list shows that many participants in negotiations (to whom the term
«agents» can be applied) conduct negotiations on behalf of other persons («principals»).

In negotiation studies, the relationship between agent and principal is one of
the key aspects. In this context, the agent can act as a representative, intermediary
or adviser, and the principal - the person or organization on whose behalf the
agent acts. The principal usually sets the goals and instructions for the negotiation,
defines the parameters within which the agent must operate, and may set limits
or conditions that must be taken into account in the negotiation process. Agents,
in turn, are accountable to the principals, inform them about the progress of ne-
gotiations, explain the decisions made and justify them in case they deviate from
the defined goals or instructions. Such a system of interaction allows to ensure
compliance of the results of negotiations with the goals and interests of the princi-
pal. Coherent cooperation and coordination between the strategic (principal) and
tactical levels is a must in order to achieve a positive outcome.

Political scientist Benedict Anderson in his research pointed to the need for
reasoned decisions and consistency in international politics. He emphasized that
new proposals or decisions must have arguments that can be logically explained
or be based on existing precedents. This helps ensure stability and predictability
in international relations, as it allows avoiding sudden changes that may violate
established norms and lead to conflicts.

A characteristic and important nuance in the agent-principal relationship is
that agents who are directly involved in negotiations on the ground often have
more practical experience and a deeper understanding of the specific situation
because they are in direct contact with the participants, aspects of the culture and
the context that surrounds the negotiation. Accordingly, while principals may have
a shared strategic vision and goals, agents are better able to appreciate the actual
opportunities and constraints on the ground. Their deeper understanding of the
reality of negotiations can help in adapting strategies and tactics to specific circum-
stances, which in turn contributes to more successful outcomes in negotiations.

«In the Middle East for instance where westerners are negotiating with ad-
versaries of Arabic ethnicity. Significant numbers of these situations get resolved
when one of the parties engages a negotiator from the same ethnicity or cultural
background of his adversary, in most cases I witnessed the negotiator, mediator
and/or communicator was chosen within the same nationality of the adversary.

Speaking the same language, similar norms, culture, mentality often accelerates
the resolution process».

Stephen Kilpatrick, an adviser to the International Committee of the Red Cross
on relations with arms carriers and a former British soldier, shares six practical tips
for humanitarians on negotiating with the military!0 (see Table 1).

1. Use your elevator pitch.

When you first meet a military colleague, briefly explain who you are, who you
work for, and why you're here. Do not rush the negotiations at the political level! If
you are going with a team, introduce yourself properly, offer some details of their
presence. Often military commanders meet with many different organizations.
A clear and concise explanation will help both parties. Remember, you don’t get
a second chance to make a good first impression!

2. Expect that your partner may be ahead.

Power projection, combat power, and offensive spirit are key elements that the
military uses to achieve its goals, such as defeating the adversary. This can easi-
ly affect their attitude towards negotiations. Some military commanders may use
«offensive spirit» as a basis for their negotiations.

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For best effect, use tools such as a negotiation iceberg, a negotiation typology,
or a stakeholder map. They will help you understand and get to know your coun-
terparty and prepare for negotiations. Whenever you can, use repetition of what
you say.

3. Anticipate the security argument.

Negotiators should not confuse and merge dialog with a negotiation, which
they do often; those are two different processes that require different approach-
es and tools. It happens often in critical incident management and negotiation
were one of the parties reach out and initiate talks then suddenly withdraw and
disappears. They were not negotiating; they were just talking. Talking makes you
understand better, enhance your knowledge in order to reinforce your negotiation
strategy. Negotiations start once you acquire a clearer picture of the situation, be-
came equipped and ready to give and take; ready to compromise, agreements, etc.

Security is the principle of war and the baseline from which the military con-
ducts all other actions. Military commanders often use «security» as a bargaining
chip. If you want to work in their area of responsibility, the military will likely use
this argument to limit your organization’ ability to operate in a certain area or to
deny you access to it. Since security is a strong argument, anticipate and respect
it. For the military, security is paramount and neglecting it will not help your ne-
gotiations.

Avoid using the computer to take notes while talking to a military colleague.
An electronic device can compromise the confidentiality of the meeting, as your
interlocutor may suspect that you are recording the conversation. Instead, kick
back and use an old-fashioned notebook.

4. Consider hierarchy.

The military has a huge hierarchy. Understanding their rank and command
means understanding who you're talking to. Addressing your colleague with the
correct rank shows that you've done your research and are serious about the meet-
ing. In other words, it shows professionalism. Likewise, knowing insignia and
medals can help you understand who you're talking to. Another idea is to try to
understand what «command culture» they operate under. Some armies allow re-
sponsibility to be delegated to lower levels of command; it is a «mission» culture
of command. Conversely, if you talk to a colonel in a military with a «directive»
command, there control is vested only in very high positions.

5. Find out their needs (and how you can meet them).

Identifying the needs of the military and how to meet them can help your part-
ner understand the value of your organization and gain their acceptance.

6. Determine who is pulling the strings.

It’s not what you know... it's who you know. There are times when negotiations
get stuck (or fail) and all your negotiation experience won't make a difference.
Why? Because you are talking to the wrong person.

Stakeholder mapping (see Figure 2) can help you identify who might be block-
ing (or «ruining») your negotiations and who might influence their position. If you
can figure out who is pulling the strings, you may be able to break the deadlock.

The Naivasha grid, the result of a multiple process that began with an infor-
mal meeting of 25 ICRC negotiators in Naivasha (Kenya, November 2014), during
which the negotiators considered the common features of their negotiation prac-
tices, will be quite helpful in preparing for the humanitarian negotiations. Pro-
viding an analytical tool for observing and analyzing humanitarian negotiation
processes, the Naivasha grid serves as a map for planning sequential tasks, roles

Modern negotiations are built on many years of scientific research, in particular
in the field of cognitive psychology. Only by thoroughly understanding the nature
of negotiation tactics (win-lose, win-win, lose-lose, lose-win, etc.) in symbiosis
with the experience of their application, one can hope to achieve the necessary
result of the negotiation process.

In the analytical note «Understanding Humanitarian Negotiation: Five Analyt-
ical Approaches»12 five analytical approaches to negotiations are defined:
Distributive or power negotiations;

Integrative or interest-based negotiations;
Negotiations based on basic human needs;
Behavioral approach to negotiations;
Culture as a factor in negotiations.

According to the authors, a review of these analytical approaches will provide
insight into the nature of humanitarian negotiations, drawing on findings from the

IR

literature that has developed over the past few decades on negotiations in political,
commercial and legal contexts.

I. Distributive (power) negotiations

The essence of distributive negotiations is that there is a fixed amount of value on
the negotiation table that must be distributed between the negotiating parties (what
one party gains as a result of negotiations is equal to what the other party loses).

Since power plays an important role in the distribution process, this type of
negotiation is often called power negotiation!3.

The key stages of the negotiation process defined by power negotiations are the
following (Understanding Humanitarian Negotiation: Five Analytical Approaches):

— The parties make initial proposals.

— The parties take steps to demonstrate their commitment to their initial pro-
posals. This step, called «binding», can be accomplished in many different
ways, such as by arguing that the public or a superior decision maker will
not accept a deviation from the original proposal. This move reduces the
parties’ ability to compromisel4.

— The parties put pressure on each other to make concessions by threatening
or imposing sanctions, as well as incentives by offering rewards. Strength
plays a crucial role in the coercive effort inherent in this step.

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— After some time, the parties make concessions that begin to bring their
positions closer together. However, this process is dynamic; previous con-
cessions can be, and often are, reversed, driving the parties further apart
again. Then the process of pressure and offering incentives for concessions
continues.

— 'The parties agree to a final compromise and enter into an agreement!>.

Distribution negotiations require some compromise from each party in order

for either party to gain anything, and adverse consequences can arise if one party
believes that the other has not compromised sufficiently.

II. Integrative or interest-based negotiations

Integrative negotiation is a strategy in which parties cooperate to find «win-
win» solutions. The focus is on developing mutually beneficial agreements based
on the interests of the negotiators, with the understanding that interests are the
main reason people become involved in conflict. The goal of integrative negotia-
tion is to create shared value for both parties, also known as «enlarging the pie».

For the effective conduct of civil-military dialogues, it is extremely important to
train highly qualified specialists in negotiations, communication and facilitation of
dialogues. One of the effective methods of conducting negotiations is the method of
the Harvard Negotiation Project (principled method), developed by Roger Fisher,
William Urie and Bruce Patton. The authors are leading specialists of the Harvard
Negotiation Project, who offer an effective method of principled negotiations - to
perceive opponents as co-participants in solving the problem, and not as enemies!.

Based on the methods of Mark Goulston, who taught US special services em-
ployees to negotiate with terrorists about the release of hostages, we believe that
the use of special negotiation techniques makes it possible to overcome protective
psychological barriers and convince interlocutors. Determining which method of
conducting negotiations is the best to choose in crisis situations - soft or hard,
we conclude: neither the one nor the other. An alternative method was developed
as part of the Harvard Negotiation Project. It is called the «method of principled
negotiations» and is based on four principles:

1. People. When communicating, it is difficult for people to maintain objectiv-
ity: their Ego is inextricably linked to their position. We fight the problem, not the
people.

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2. Interests. Instead of defending the stated positions too rigidly, lawyers should
focus on interests. «Focus on interests, not positions». We also try to satisfy the
interests of the other party, which, in the first place, forced it to take a certain po-
sition.

3. Options. Acting objectively and effectively under pressure is not easy. The
need to decide in the presence of the opponent narrows our possibilities. It is dif-
ficult to feel creative freedom when you are risking the most important thing and
all the time of negotiations is wasted on finding the right solution. In order to
overcome these obstacles, we set aside some time in advance to consider possible
options that would meet the interests of both parties and prevent disagreements
between them.

4. Criteria. Sometimes negotiators achieve the desired result solely due to their
stubbornness. Such tactics can also be opposed: for us, a personal opinion is not
yet an argument. We require that the decision reflect obvious objective criteria
independent of the will of the parties.

In contrast to the active defense of one’s positions, the principled negotiation
method is focused on the main interests of the parties, mutually beneficial options
and fair standards, which, as a rule, leads to a reasonable decision. This method
allows you to gradually reach an agreement that will satisfy the interests of the
parties, and not defend the positions taken at the beginning.

In our case, humanitarian negotiations are unique because of how they are con-
ducted - impartially, neutrally and independently — and because of what they aim
to achieve: better humanitarian outcomes. Thus, humanitarian negotiations difter
from negotiations related to peacebuilding, human rights, and other issues.

Conducting principled negotiations includes two questions: how to develop
objective criteria and how to apply them in negotiations? The objective criterion
must be independent of the wishes of the parties, be legal and practical. Objective
criteria should be suitable, at least theoretically, for both sides!”. Once the objec-
tive criteria are found, they should be discussed with the other party. During the
discussion, the following main points must be remembered: 1. Prepare each prob-
lem for a joint search for objective criteria. 2. Consider and be open to arguments
to which principles can be most effectively applied. Consider how this can be done.
3. Never give in to pressure, only to principle. Focus on objective criteria, being
firm but also flexible.

A guide published by the HD Center for Humanitarian Dialogue states: «Nego-
tiations can easily become deadlocked if they follow the same path or consistently

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look at issues in the same way. Successful negotiators are often nimble and creative in
the way they approach the debate, at every sign of impasse finding ways to look at the
facts differently, shifting the focus of the argument and making new proposals»18.

However, there are limitations of the integrative model. When interests are tied
to basic assumptions about the world, deeply held values, ideologies, or religious
beliefs, and when these values and beliefs differ among negotiators from different
cultural backgrounds, the process of disentangling interests from positions can be
more difficult!®.

III. The basic theory of human needs

This theory posits that interest-based negotiation is limited in its ability to
identify and address underlying intangible needs, and therefore in its ability to
resolve conflicts.

This theory led to the development of interactive conflict resolution as an alter-
native methodology for responding to conflicts arising from unmet basic needs.
For example, Herbert Kelman integrated John Burton’s human needs theory into
social psychology research on intergroup and identity relations to develop prob-
lem-solving workshops that he has used with Israelis and Palestinians since the
1970s20. The workshops were designed to encourage parties in conflict to move
beyond incompatible positions and explore basic needs such as identity and secu-
rity as the real sources of conflict. Since basic needs are not inherently «zero-sumy,
this process can contribute to the development of mutually satisfactory solutions?!.

In cases where governmental or non-governmental organizations deny or im-
pede access to beneficiaries, recognition of the government’s basic social needs for
identity, participation, and security can inform the humanitarian organization’s
approach to negotiations. Adopting approaches and positions that are sensitive
to these social needs can be an important way of fostering positive, stable rela-
tionships with interlocutors in order to achieve the goal of securing a favorable
negotiation outcome.

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IV. Behavioral approach

The behavioral approach focuses on the characters, characteristics, and emotions
of individuals participating in negotiations, emphasizing the impact of personal and
psychological qualities, as well as tactics and strategies on negotiation outcomes.

At the same time, the following personality types are distinguished in the con-
tinuum of four specific orientations:

— Individualistic - care only about one’s own well-being and results.

—  Altruistic - concerned solely with the well-being and outcomes of other

parties.

— Cooperation is concerned with the well-being and results of both parties.

— Competitive — concerned with obtaining a result for himself that is better

than the one obtained by the opponent?2.

V. The role of culture

Cultural differences between negotiators are sometimes an obstacle to the suc-
cessful implementation of an integrative approach to negotiations.

a. Individualistic and communal paradigms.

Individualist cultures «highlight freedom, individual personality development,
self-expression, personal entrepreneurship and achievement as the highest val-
ues»23.

Because of these differences, there cannot be a single universal problem-solv-
ing methodology applicable to all negotiations. Instead, success may depend on
the negotiator’s ability to assess and anticipate the interlocutor’s culturally embed-
ded behaviors and preferences.

b. Negotiation style.

Culture can also shape negotiation style. While some cultures emphasize the
importance of a contract, decision, or agreement as the end product of negotia-
tions, other cultures believe that relationship building is of greater value (Salakooz,
«Special Barrier No. 2: Culture», 96). This difference may explain why the pre-ne-
gotiation stage is more important in some cultures, while the deal-making stage is
more important in others.

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c. Concept of time.

The concept of time has been widely studied as a reflection of culture and
a strong influence on the negotiation process.

First, time affects the day-to-day logistics of negotiations (for example, the need
to start or end at a certain time and the rigidity of the overall negotiation schedule).
Second, the substantive content of negotiations and the agreements reached must
often be based on a culturally specific timescale - for example, questions about
when a conflict began or how long legal remedies should remain active or available
can have very different meanings. answers depending on the cultural understand-
ing of time. Third, the amount of time spent on certain points in the negotiation
process (eg pre-negotiation, discussion, contract acceptance and execution) may
vary depending on the parties’ high-context/low-context paradigm.

d. Religion.

The role of religion is also an integral part of how different cultures negotiate.
For some, «the continued ability of ancestors to influence people’s lives maintains
social control and minimizes the need for formal laws or regulations» (LeBaron,
Culturally Based Negotiation Styles, 6). To others, however, such a worldview may
seem irrational in an environment where «the standards of law and religion are
different»24. On this question, Ira William Zartman suggests that negotiators ask
the question: «Do different groups have different conceptions of fairness and jus-
tice regarding divisions, exchanges, and creations that are determined by some
external factor?»2>. Such questions directly concern the participants in the hu-
manitarian negotiations.

Conclusions

Humanitarian negotiations differ from other types of negotiations and from other
types of interaction in a broader sense. As Dmytro Usov, an employee of Ukrainian
military intelligence who heads the coordination center monitoring the prisoner ex-
change negotiations, noted: «It’s very, very emotionally difficult. They are enemies,
but if we talk about the negotiation process, then this conflict of interests must be
overcome. We understand that no matter what happens, no matter what relationship
we have now, we as Ukrainians are interested in the return of our citizens, and if we
reject all communication channels, we will not be able to do this».

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Therefore, taking into account all the above, we conclude that taking the prac-
tice of humanitarian negotiations beyond its specific goals and expected results can
weaken its unique character and weaken the normative basis of such interaction.
To be a useful tool in the toolbox of humanitarian practitioners, it is important
that the goals, processes, agreements and outcomes of humanitarian negotiations
are not compromised. Although many factors create challenges for the effective
conduct of humanitarian negotiations, the degree to which these negotiations are
preserved will depend to a large extent on the decisive and principled actions of
humanitarian organizations and the highly qualified practitioners themselves.
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Abstract

In the conditions of the modern world, armed conflicts remain one of the main prob-
lems for the international community. Related humanitarian negotiations for the release
of illegally detained civilians by the opposing side of the armed conflict become a complex
task that requires careful analysis and understanding of psychological aspects (from the
issues of the conflict to the psychological qualities of the negotiators who are delegated to
conduct communication between the warring parties). The study of these features in the
context of armed conflicts is of great importance for the development of effective conflict
management strategies and the achievement of peaceful resolution of armed conflicts (and
especially the release of hostages).

Understanding the psychological aspects of conducting humanitarian negotiations for
the release of civilians taken hostage by the opposing side of an armed conflict is important
for the development of effective strategies for managing armed conflicts. The article exam-
ines the main definitions of the research topic, assesses the importance of using flexible
(adaptive) strategies and constant improvement of humanitarian negotiation strategies in
response to changing conditions of armed conflict. On the basis of the analysis of psy-
chological features of humanitarian negotiations, a relationship with social judgment and
emotions influencing the results of armed conflict negotiations was revealed.

Effective ways of conducting humanitarian negotiations are defined, the importance of
the role of humanitarian organizations and highly qualified practitioners is emphasized.

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How the media pose a danger to the nation
state in the spread of terrorism?

What is Terrorism?

Although the emergence of terrorism goes up to the 1880s in Russia followed
by spread to Western Europe, the Balkans and Asial, with the diversifying and
widening of the security threats, it evolved as the new kind of security threat to the
nation state that is directed by non-state actor. It is a branch of political violence
that evolved in the light of social dynamics and conditions, which has roots in
radical and revolutionary developments.

In this context, 9/11 attack has special place in world affairs and in the evolu-
tion of terrorism; It is possible to analyze the attack in the light of many parameters
from international security to global politics, from hegemonic context to geopo-
litical area, and from geostrategic axis to theo-political perspective, as it was done
yesterday, today as well2.

In terms of defining terrorism, it seems that there is no still universally accepted
sole definition for terrorism in all jurisdictions. However, most expressions share
some main common elements, like involving violence, seeking to create fear and
having political message, being purposive and planned, and being extraordinary3.
Terrorism involves, at least, the intimidation or coercion of people or governments

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by the threat or use of violent acts that result in death, significant injury, or the
kidnapping of hostages (OHCHR)4.

In addition to the uncertainty in conceptual problems of terrorism, labelling
terror and terrorist can be sometimes biased and vague. According to OHCHR,
in practice, national definitions of terrorism are still mainly left up to the states’
judgment, which results in differing interpretations of domestic counterterrorism
law. Some states’/governments’ ambiguous definitions of terrorism have resulted
in laws and practices that violate peoples’ fundamental rights and target specific
racial groups. However, national definitions must always comply with internation-
al principles of legality and legal certainty (OHCHR).

Because of undeniable impact of political developments on the concepts like
terrorism reflects itself in some evolutionary changes of the concepts itself. Ac-
cording to Rapaport, underlying political and ideological forces shape distinct
patterns of terrorism. These patterns form in cyclical waves, helping researchers
to understand and identify the different theme precipitating the respective cycle>.

Terrorism as a threat to the national and international security

In multiple contexts, terrorism is the great threat to the both national security
and international communal security from the violence as the main element on
itself to the long term impacts, like radicalization, direct economic destruction of
properties, xenophobia, uncertainty, loss of tourism, et al. Furthermore, terrorism
as a branch of political violence builds “other” vs “self”, “victim” vs “perpetrator”
that can create the elements of social degradation in a long term either in ethnic
base or in religious base or in other elements of socio-political borders®.

The states’ primary concern is, and must remain, ensuring the security of its
citizens. The battle against terrorism is spearheaded by state institutions like the

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intelligence, justice, and security forces, and the administration has accepted that
terrorism cannot be defeated alone through military means. To combat terrorists,
there is need a wide range of resources and skills which can be achieved thanks to
development and soft power elements”.

Why terrorists need media? How media pose a threat in the spread
of terrorism: The relationship between the media and terrorism

It has been observed that terrorist organizations have changed as a result of the
changing environment of today. It is impossible to comprehend modern terrorism
since there is no accepted definition of what constitutes terrorism. However, this
new type of terrorism can be explained in terms of the current wave of terrorism.
With this new wave, it is clear that terrorist organizations have used propaganda
on social media and in the media in addition to weaponry, lone wolf attacks, and
suicide attacks to reach their objectives. Scholars claim that this new wave’s pri-
mary objective is demonstrating, creating sensationalistic and visual shows rather
than killing. Horror vision of 9/11, beheadings by ISIS, an increase in suicide ter-
rorism are the examples of creating fear and panic and take the attention of greater
audiences with the help of visual tragedies, but not the death itself.

Media as a communication tool

If the first goal of terrorist organizations is to achieve their goals under the po-
litical message, the other goal is to grow, reach more people, make more noise and
gain recognition. The development of technology in the age of communication,
the spread of information at the great speed make the media an invaluable tool for
profiting a terrorist organization.

Nacos highlights the existence of rational goals of terrorists both in short and
long term and emphasizes the role of media for the terrorists to maintain their
goals. According to him, most terrorist organizations or loners have short- and
long-term objectives that go beyond their desire for attention. A single violent act
can frequently achieve several short-term objectives at once, including releasing
their comrades, getting revenge, or spreading panic, fear and dread.

The same group or individual may also have much more ambitious long-term
objectives, such as regime change or national independence, which will not be
achieved with a single act of terrorism. Terrorists need the attention of the media
to influence, threaten, intimidate, or co-opt the general public, particular organi-

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zations and individuals, and government officials in order to accomplish these ul-
timate goals. Terrorists are guaranteed to receive a lot of press publicity by turning
to increasingly outrageous and violent activities and raising the bar for violence?.
In addition to this, Hoffman points media as a tool to reach greater audience which
can be only way to maintain their political aims - political change®.

Furthermore, developments emerged with the globalization made the expan-
sion and growth of connections among the audience easier and inevitable. In other
words, development of communicational technologies and spread of social media
can help terrorist organizations to realize their political desires within the audi-
ence, to spread the news and to create panic about terrorist attack to gain ratings
and public support who shares same political ideologies with the organization or
at least to be heard and known which can be their main aim. In addition to this,
spread of the news of terrorist attack in a target region of the country can create
more panic and fear within the audience, considering that this is another main
aim of terrorist organizations, even in another part of the country which is not the
real target for the terrorist organization. Furthermore, it can be disadvantageous
in terms of unsecure and uncontrollable nature of large scale “boundaries” of so-
cial media in terms of disinformation, fake news or/and misinformation that can
create more panic.

Media in a role of public opinion formulator

The media makes it possible for people to analyze and interpret events imme-
diately. People simplify and arrange the narrative of terrorist acts and attacks this
wayl0. The news structures in the media aid the general people in creating estimates
and ideas regarding terrorist incidents. The importance of the media in shaping peo-
ple’s perceptions of social reality and determining the public agenda is stressed by
Gerbner and others!!. These academics contend that the media has a bigger influ-
ence on public opinion than previously thought. Similarly, Dorothee believes that

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after the terrorist attacks in Oklahoma, London, and Madrid on September 11, the
media has contributed to how the public views terrorism!2). Clearly, the majority of
academic research have demonstrated that watching television broadcasts can lead
to post-traumatic stress disorder and depression in people, particularly in the wake
of the September 11 and Oklahoma City terrorist attacks!3.

Contagion of Violence and Radicalization

In addition to media’s role as a tool for the terrorist organization to spread their
political desires or panic and fear, there is a broad agreement that how the media
portrays terrorism may influence those in public who are already committed to a
terrorist strategy to act or maybe utilize a method (violence) that was depicted by
the media in a particular way. Besides the traditional media, social media, recruit-
ers, blogs and chat-rooms can catalyst the contagion of violence in the society and
can have a role in social degradation!4.

The ability to point to the media as a cause of radicalization is the greatest theoret-
ically supported relationship between them. Theoretically, there is broad agreement
that radicalization can be encouraged by the media. Some claim that the media’s cov-
erage of social and political events, as well as issues and crises around the world, indi-
rectly adds to the process of radicalization and the attractiveness of militant groups.
According to White, media coverage indirectly encouraged the delegitimization of
generally accepted views, which in turn provided greater space for the legitimization
of militant discourse. In addition, it's possible that media coverage of terrorism could
encourage someone who was already considering terrorist strategies to seek recruit-
ment or to be susceptible to recruiters’ influence. This is relevant to the traditional
mass media’s encouragement or persuasion of recruitment!>.

On the other hand, it has been argued that the media is more responsible for
encouraging people to become violent by overemphasizing high-profile and excit-
ing violent acts. This is partially because media organizations want to maximize

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viewing numbers and their earnings!®. Due to the multitude of interrelated fac-
tors, it is ultimately impracticable to attempt to scientifically demonstrate whether
the media directly promotes or discourages radicalization, recruitment, or mobi-
lization to violence. It is nevertheless clear that media coverage of terrorism does
not have neutral impacts on these developments!”.

Conclusion

In conclusion, the evolving nature of security threats in today’s complex world
has expanded the scope of security studies, shifting from a focus on nation-states
to encompassing broader concerns such as human security, climate crisis, gender
issues, economic stability, and personal security. Terrorism, as a form of political
violence, has emerged as a significant security threat directed by non-state actors.
The definition of terrorism remains contentious, but it generally involves violence
aimed at creating fear and conveying a political message. The relationship between
terrorism and the media has become increasingly intertwined, with terrorist orga-
nizations utilizing media platforms for propaganda and to reach a wider audience.
The media plays a crucial role in shaping public opinion and perception of terrorist
acts, influencing the way people understand and interpret these events. Addition-
ally, the media’s portrayal of terrorism can contribute to the contagion of violence
and radicalization, potentially attracting individuals who are already predisposed
to a terrorist strategy. While the media’s impact on radicalization is a subject of
debate, it is clear that media coverage of terrorism has significant implications and
should be approached with caution. Overall, understanding the complex dynamics
between terrorism and the media is essential for effectively addressing the threats
posed by terrorism and safeguarding national and international security.

It highlights
how security studies have transitioned from a focus on nation-states to encompass broader
concerns such as human security, national and international security, and economic sta-
bility. The media’s role in posing threat in terms of the spread of terrorism is analyzed in
three main subheadings: 1) The symbiotic relationship between terrorism and the media,
with terrorist organizations utilizing media platforms for propaganda and to reach wider
audiences; 2) its influence capability in shaping public opinion; and 3) the potential for the
contagion of violence and radicalization through media coverage.

In complicating and highly multidimensional world affairs, the security threats are wid-
ening to all target groups in all levels of analysis from the individual to the national and
international. The security studies — an academic sub-field within the wider discipline of
international relations that studies organized violence, military conflict, national security,
and international security — can be handled as an evolutionary process that diversifies for
the political developments and dynamics. For instance, till the end of the Cold War the main
security threat was the competition for more power and arms race between the nation states
and the main focus of the security studies was the survivability of nation-state. Since the
1990s it diversified to realize new focus like the human security. Furthermore, development
of nuclear threats in the mid-20th century was revolutionary happening for its period. Con-
sequently, the nuclear armament became the main threat to the national and international
security at the beginning of this new era named as nuclear race in security studies. This new
era was followed by the empowerment of individual’s role in academic and political agendas
in post-Cold War era. Development of critical security studies can be analyzed as the product
of this evolutionary process and widening of security studies. While the nation state was the
main focus of security studies till the 1990s, it turned to focus on human security and handle
the threats that affect human’s survivability. Nowadays climate crisis, gender issues, econom-
ic, political, food security and personal security are the main concerns of security studies,
while the military threat was more common danger a few decades ago.

The tendency of behavior in a conflict situation
and its role in the negotiation process

Negotiations are an integral part of modern society. In recent years, negotiation
has been especially frequently used to settle various issues, which has significantly
increased the demand for it. However, it should be noted that each person looks at
the process of negotiation in his own way and is guided by different theoretical views
and practical experiences!. Therefore, the outcomes are more or less different.

Negotiation can be seen as a process of interaction between two or more par-
ties?. Each of them can offer the partner their own approach to managing the pro-
cess in relation to the existing controversial issue. However, the extent to which
the proposed tactics and strategy will be approved and accepted greatly depends
on the other side. No matter how we describe the negotiation process, one thing is
certain this is a modern, civilized way of resolving negotiation issues, where each
party tries to prove its opinion and points of view3.

Experts believe that a clear definition of the goal is very important* for the

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negotiation process. Any problematic situation, regardless of its characteristics,
gradually poses various tasks for the participants in the negotiation process, which
both parties must solve in order to reach an agreement. For example, it is desirable
to interest a partner, determine the attitude to the subject of negotiations, develop
and argue actions that are beneficial for both parties, etc.

Negotiations can be interpersonal® or between two organizations; with or with-
out an intermediary; bilateral or multilateral.

Today, especially in large organizations, we meet multicultural staff, that makes
important to recognize the cultural context and adapt the communication style
to specific skills. As a response to these issues in 2019 researchers Anrea Caputo
and his colleagues studied the impact of cultural intelligence on the negotiation
process®. This included research into cultural values and individual characteristics
in relation to negotiation style. The study, which included 431 respondents, shows
that cultural values such as power distance, uncertainty avoidance, collectivism
and masculinity directly influence negotiation style. The results confirmed the im-
portance of cultural intelligence in the process of studying negotiation style.

Depending on the nature of communication, negotiations can be conducted as
follows: Business conversation, substantive dialogue, discussion of debatable is-
sues, bringing arguments in support of evidence, dispute, controversy, discussion,
debate Thompson et al., 2010), and more.

There can be arisen conflict relations in the process of negotiations, as well. In
the course of the ongoing negotiations within the framework of cooperation, the
parties involved facing common tasks, mainly the identification and implementa-
tion of specific ways to achieve common goals. In a conflict situation, the attitude
of the parties is different, at such moments the emphasis is mainly on the division
of property, profit, territory, or other disputed objects. Negotiations can be com-
promised, reaching a new agreement, achieving partial or complete agreement,
and others. Negotiations can take place both directly, at the negotiating table, and
indirectly, where the mediator works individually with the opposing parties, in
order to avoid conflicts between the parties, since the hostility between them is
clearly obvious.

Planning and preparing the negotiation process is very important’, because
future success depends on it. Negotiation planning includes the following items:

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1) Setting a specific goal;

2) definition of the tasks necessary to achieve the goal;

3) solution of organizational issues necessary for negotiations;

It should be noted that during the negotiation process, the warring parties find
it quite difficult to defend their opinion. It should be noted that the conversation
should not take the form of a heated argument under any circumstances. If one
of the parties tries to prove his opinion in the form of an argument, does not stop
expressing his opinion, and contradicts the other in everything, such behavior may
bring him success, but it is temporary because for successful negotiation the most
important is to achieve the goal®. For reaching a mutual agreement and maintain
a favorable attitude toward each other, it is necessary to regulate interpersonal re-
lations and manage emotions.

Knowledge of tendencies in people’s behavior in conflict situations is widely
known in international negotiation practice®. Each participant in the negotiation
process is guided by their own interests. During negotiations, participants have
to protect their own interests at the same time, not interfere, but, on the contrary,
contribute to taking into account the interests of others. In different cases, the de-
gree of protection of your or someone else’s interests may be different. In this case,
the following moods of behavior can be formed. A. Low degree of protection of
interests (model of behavior “avoidance”). This strategy of behavior is carried out
when the subject of the dispute is of little value to the parties and they believe that
maintaining the relationship may be more important. Such situations can arise
during negotiations, but rarely. b. One participant defends his own interests to
a high degree, attaching less importance to the interests of his partner. (Model:
“rivalry”, “struggle”, “competition”). At such a moment, one side tries to force and
pressure the other side to accept his offer.

This strategy characterizes such a participant who views the negotiation sit-
uation as a matter of win or loss. We can say that he/she takes a rather tough,
aggressive position during negotiations. V. When one side protects its interests
to a lesser extent, giving more importance to the interests of the opposite side.
(Unilateral concession model). This tendency is used when one side does not like
to spoil the relationship or is under the influence of the opposite side. e. A high de-
gree of protection of the interests of both one’s own and the opposite side. (model
»cooperation’, ,,collaboration”). At such moments in the negotiation process, the
parties try to agree on mutually acceptable solutions. e. The average level of pro-
tection of both own interests and the interests of a partner (model: “compromise”).

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It involves concession, which is the main way to reach an agreement between the
parties in the negotiation process.

Thus, the purpose of our study was to study the gender and age characteristics
of the choice of behavioral strategies in conflict situations. To carry out the study,
the test of K. Thomas was used!0.

To describe the types of people’s behavior in conflict situations, K. Thomas used
a two-dimensional model of conflict regulation. The fundamental dimensions of
this model are: cooperation, associated with taking into account the interests of
other people involved in conflict, and assertiveness, which is characterized by an
emphasis on protecting one’s own interests. In accordance with these two dimen-
sions, K. Thomas identifies the following ways of conflict regulation!!:

1. competition as the desire to achieve the satisfaction of one’s interests to the

detriment of another;

2. adaptation, which means, in contrast to rivalry, sacrificing one’s own inter-

ests for the sake of another;

3. compromise;

4. avoidance, which is characterized by both the lack of desire for cooperation

and the lack of a tendency to achieve one’s own goals;

5. cooperation, when the participants in the situation come to an alternative

that fully satisfies the interests of both parties.

Accordingly, the test contains five scales. The number of points scored by the
participants on each scale gives an idea of the severity of the trend in the manifes-
tation of the corresponding forms of behavior in conflict situations.

According to K. Thomas, when avoiding, neither side achieves success!2. As for
such forms of behavior as competition, adaptation, and compromise, in this case,
either one of the participants wins and the other loses, or both lose because they
make compromise concessions. And only in a situation of cooperation, do both
parties win.

The study involved 140 participants, including men and women. Participants
were adults aged 25-60 years. The study was conducted in Georgia.

Tab. 1 presents data reflecting the features of the adult behavior strategy, and
Tab. 2 shows the data of testing the statistical significance of differences between
the average indicators using Student’s t test. For a more visual illustration of the
results obtained, the data are also presented in graphical form (see Picture 1).

Thus, in a conflict situation, the leading form of adult behavior (without taking
into account age and gender) turned out to be cooperation; second is compromise,
third is avoidance and accommodation, and last is rivalry.

In order to establish the relationship between different strategies of behavior
in a conflict situation, a correlation analysis was carried out (using the Pearson
correlation coefficient), the results of which are presented in Tab. 3.

As you can see, a statistically significant correlation (negative) was revealed
only between rivalry and other behavioral strategies. Consequently, the higher the
propensity to compete, the less pronounced the tendency to choose the strategies
of avoidance, adaptation, compromise and cooperation.

As for the gender characteristics of the choice of behavior strategies in a conflict
situation, the results of men and women are presented separately. As we can see,
from the point of view of the choice of behavioral strategies in a conflict situation,
the differences between men and women are not actually confirmed. In particular,
out of the five identified types of behavior, gender differences were revealed only in
avoidance, the propensity for which is higher among women. (Tab. 4)

Thus, among adults (regardless of age), the gender factor does not affect the
choice of behavior strategies in a conflict situation. The leading form of behavior
for both men and women is cooperation, which ensures the adoption of a decision
that is favorable for both parties. In second place in terms of severity were compro-
mise, adaptation and avoidance, the propensity for which is higher among women.
Least of all adults, regardless of gender, turn to rivalry.

It should be noted that this result differs from the data available in the liter-
ature confirming the existence of clear gender differences in behavior strategies
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in a conflict situation. In particular, men are more likely to use strategies such as
competition and compromise, while women are more likely to choose adaptation
and cooperative strategies. As far as the avoidance strategy is concerned, men and
women resort to it with equal frequency. In our case, the difference was revealed
precisely in this last strategy, which confirms the research hypothesis that the
change in traditional gender roles, due to the difficult socio-economic situation
in our country, was also reflected in the forms of behavior of men and women in
conflict situations.

As for the relationship between different strategies of behavior of men and
women in a conflict situation, the values of the Pearson correlation coefficient are
presented in tables 5-6.

As evidenced by the data, a single difference was found. In particular, a negative

correlation between cooperation and competition among women is not confirmed.

The leading form of behavior of Georgians in a conflict situation is cooperation,
which ensures the adoption of a decision that is beneficial for both sides of the
conflict. The second most pronounced place is occupied by compromise, avoid-
ance and adaptation. When resolving a conflict situation, Georgians are the least
likely to resort to rivalry. At the same time, the more pronounced the tendency to

choose rivalry, the less often the strategies of cooperation, compromise, avoidance
and adaptation are used.

As a conclusion, we can say that if the parties choose the “cooperation” strategy,
then they try to reach such agreements during the negotiation process that will be
beneficial to both of them. In such a situation, the negotiation process becomes not
an arena of competition, but a space for finding mutually beneficial solutions. At
this time, the principle applies, one side should not succeed at the expense of the
other side, and also take into account the wishes of others. In this case, both parties
will be satisfied with the decision and will do everything to fulfill the agreement.

When using the “rivalry” strategy, the main task in negotiations is only to ob-
tain one’s own benefit. At this time, the interests of the partner are not taken into
account. A participant who advocates this strategy cares only about his own in-
terests and forces his partner to act for this. They can turn into ruthless competi-
tors and demand maximum concessions from each other. It is believed that such
a strategy is unstable, it can give a profit to one side at the expense of a complete
loss to the other.

The “compromise” strategy is relatively simple. The principle “I-you”, “you-me”
operates here. As a result, one negotiator gives something and receives something
in return from the partner. However, on the one hand, this concession may be
minimal. This strategy is aimed not only at improving relationships with a partner,
but also at achieving their own goals.

To achieve success in the negotiation process, it can be said that the most im-
portant thing is the separation of the problem and the person, focusing on in-
terests, not positions, the search for mutually acceptable options and the use of
objective criteria.

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Formation of communication relations
of business economic security: regulatory -
legal basis and application pragmatics

Problem statement. Novadays economic processes are characterized by the
main features of the growth and crisis phase, justified by the requirement of ensur-
ing business economic security. In such operating conditions, the theoretical basis
includes various methodological approaches to the investigation of this category.
On the basis of the carried out research, it is defined that the enterprise choice of
the appropriate approach to its provision depends on the scientific definition of
business economic security. Regardless of the chosen approach, each system of
business economic security has a certain set of elements, such as object, subject
and subjects of countermeasures, monitoring, analysis and assessment of risks,
dangers, challenges and threats, countermeasures mechanism. Clear understand-
ing of the features of each approach for the determination of these elements is re-
quired for methodologically correct solution of the problem of ensuring business
economic security.

Analysis of current research. The investigation of modern problems of busi-
ness economic security is highlighted by such leading scientists as B. Andrush-
kiv, O. Arefieva, O. Vivchar, M. Voinarenko, V. Heiets, L. Holovkova, V. Dukhov,
M. Yermoshenko, Ya. Zhalilo, T. Kosianchuk, T. Kuzenko, V. Mykytenko, V. Munti-
ian, V. Khrapkina and others. In practical activities, too little attention is paid to
business security: in most cases, problems are realized only when crisis phenome-
na acquire significant dimensions or, much worse, irreversible nature.
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Statement of the paper goals. The objective of the paper is to substantiate the legal
basis of communication relationships of business economic security, as well as practi-
cal mechanism for ensuring security in the context of the project approach based on
the criteria for assessing its reliability and effectiveness in modern conditions.

The main material presentation. The development of economic idea in terms
of ensuring business economic security is based on the need to eliminate shortcom-
ings, which forms theoretical approaches to enterprise management and accounting
of modern trends, challenges and threats affecting the subject of the investigation.

It should be noted that business economic security is an important element of
the strategic management system of the enterprise. In our opinion, it is reasonable
to consider the increasing the level of business economic security exactly as a proj-
ect, that is, to interpret this category from the standpoint of a project approach 1.

Meanwhile, it should be noted that the project approach creates the possibility
of solving any technical problem with a sufficient amount of time and money. In
practice, there is often a shortage of one or more resources, which determines the
need to develop the tools of this approach. The essence of project management is
determined by the implementation of project solutions with the maximum pos-
sible efficiency under time, financial and material resource limitations, as well as
high requirements for the quality of the final project results.

It is determined that business economic security will provide the project target
vector — the achievement of a certain level of economic security in the context
of classical restrictions - time and resources.

We note that business economic security depends on the state of economic se-
curity of the country. In general, business security is the state of corporate resources
(capital resources, personnel, information and technology, machinery and equip-
ment, rights) and entrepreneurial opportunities, which guarantees the most effective
use of them for stable functioning and dynamic scientific, technical and social de-
velopment, prevention of internal and external negative influences. The main func-
tional elements of enterprise security are: protection of commercial secrets and con-
fidential information; computer security; internal security; safety of buildings and
structures; physical security; technical security; communication security; safety of
transportation of goods and people; ecological safety; competitive intelligence, etc 2.

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Scientific investigations make it possible to state that business economic securi-
ty is such state of the enterprise management system, which achieves the manage-
ment of financial resources and has the opportunity to respond adequately to the
changes in external and internal environment and to project possible threats and
responses to them in order to ensure the crisis-free development of the enterprise.
After all, it is the management system that recognizes threats and develops mea-
sures to overcome them3 4.

On the basis of the above mentioned, we highlight the main features of “Business
economic security” project based on the use of effective communication relationships:

1. The objective of the project is to achieve a certain level of business econom-

ic security.

2. 'The need to comply with the project financial and time restrictions under

the influence of external and internal threats.

3. 'The uniqueness of each project based on the definition of the target component

(overcoming the crisis, increasing certain indicators, achieving the optimal level).

4. Targeted formation of the system from the existing state to the required one>.

It is impossible to neglect the fact that in these operation conditions, the project ap-
proach is actively formed at all levels of the management hierarchy. The effective appli-
cation of the project management tools is aimed at the creation of the comprehensive
methodology for implementing this approach in the activities of business structures.

On the basis of the carried out investigation, it is determined that project man-
agement is based on the definition and achievement of goals in the security sys-
tem with the interconnection of object, resources, time, quality and risks. The key
factor in the success of project management of economic security is the presence
of clear predetermined plan, minimization of risks and deviations from the plan,
effective management of changes.

Practice shows that the quality of audit services is
built on trust (in particular, on the reputation of the audit firm, the experience and
qualifications of its auditors, as well as the clear audit standards they adhere to)
and transparency (this concerns audit methods, identified risks, and conclusions).
At the same time, effective communication is crucial establishing these relation-
ships and achieving high audit standards.

Research shows that attracting foreign investment into the domestic economy
requires enterprises to improve their status as economic entities and business rep-
utations. Determining this status and the business reputation of enterprises is not
only a result of competent business conduct but also the outcome of audit checks.
Participants in the audit network, as independent experts, contribute to the deter-
mination of trust in a particular enterprise.

The
better the financial information presented, the higher the audit quality is.

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Within the audit opinion, financial reporting is unconsidered in detail - many
scientists believe that the desire to cover more predictive, qualitative, and non-fi-
nancial data could increase its significance. The role of the audit and the nature of
its methodology should also change depending on the requirements of modernity
and the realities in which the economic entity operates.

While auditing international economic partnerships, where various forms of
cooperation are possible, special attention should be given to treaties, agreements,
and free trade agreements as the most common forms of such cooperation. In this
regard, conducting an audit of the financial reporting of an international cooper-
ation is substantial, as it helps to establish the effectiveness and compliance with
the obligations set in partnership agreements, ensuring transparency, trust, and
effective management within the cooperation between organizations from differ-
ent countries.

The Law of Ukraine “On Audit of Financial Statements and Auditing Activi-
ties,” article 1, paragraph 1, defines an audit of financial statements as “an audit
service for verifying accounting data and indicators of financial statements and
(or) consolidated financial statements of a legal entity or a representative office of
a foreign business entity, or another entity that submits financial statements and
consolidated financial statements of a group to express an independent auditor’s
opinion on their compliance in all material respects with the requirements of na-
tional accounting standards, international financial reporting standards, or other
requirements.”3

For a business entity to obtain such an audit service, it needs to conclude
a contract with an audit firm. The ability to communicate is a decisive factor when
concluding a contract for auditing services, discussing issues in the business envi-
ronment, concluding a beneficial agreement, etc.

Due to the ability to communicate with other people, the auditor gets the op-
portunity to get to know the client better, interact with the working group of au-
ditors, and gain the necessary experience. Communication in an auditor’s work
helps achieve many important goals. Under such conditions, the research into the
essence of the category “communication” becomes relevant.

According to the scientific literature, the history of the formation of scientif-
ic research and consideration of the term “communication” has been unfolding
since ancient times. As of today, the definition of “communication” does not have
a generally accepted scientific definition. The analysis of the works of American

researchers K. Larson and E. Dance shows that there are more than 126 definitions
of communication today*.

The founder of American sociology, C. Cooley, was the first to scientifically
substantiate the term “communication,” which he understood as a complex mech-
anism capable of systematically ensuring all possible ways of transmitting symbols
of the mind in space and preserving them in time. That is a mechanism by which
the existence and development of human relationships become possible - all sym-
bols of the mind along with the ways of transmitting them in space and preserving
them in time. It includes mimicry, communication, gestures, tone of voice, words,
writing, printing, railways, telegraph, telephone, and the latest achievements in
conquering space and time. There is no clear boundary between means of commu-
nication and the external world. Along with the birth of the external world comes
a system of standard symbols designed solely for the thought transmission, mark-
ing the beginning of the traditional development of communication™.

The Ukrainian scholar M. D. Pryshchak believes that the term “communica-
tion” should be used in two senses: broad and narrow. In the broad sense - “com-
munication” is the most general concept that defines the entire field of “communi-
cation issues”. In the narrow one - it is a concept that characterizes purely technical
or technologically informational aspects®.

T. V. Pavlenko notes that communication is a way of interacting with the sur-
rounding environment, through which a person can assimilate social values, and
form an individual style of activity and communication?.

N. Ishchuk and S. Ishchuk note that “due to the efforts of representatives from
various fields of philosophical knowledge, many aspects of communication stud-
ied today, and many points clarified that make it possible to understand the pat-
terns of the formation of the communicative space of modern society. Recently,

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the communication potential of new technologies, particularly the Internet, has
been one of the most studied topics. At the same time, the term denotes inter-
personal interaction and even, in some cases, internal speech or dialogue with
oneself”8. The authors are confident that the purpose of communication is to per-
form informational and representative functions concerning the unity of commu-
nicants. When studying the personal connotations of communication interaction,
it is more reasonable to talk about dialogue, relationships, and communication.

G.D. Yarova notes that the term “communication” is used by many social, bio-
logical, and technical sciences. However, despite its multifaceted characteristics in
various fields of science, there is still no conceptual correlation with understand-
ing the term “communication.” In addition, the objective essential description of
communication remains enriched with new and substantial features®.

Communication is exchanging information, ideas, thoughts, feelings, and knowl-
edge between people or groups of people. It can occur in various forms, such as spoken
language, written communication, non-verbal signals (gestures, facial expressions,
tone of voice), and others. Communication is crucial for interpersonal relationships,
organizational development, conflict resolution, and achieving common goals!0.

Regarding the implementation of auditing activities, communication will be
the key success factor for any audit firm. Practice shows that audit firms that focus
on quality communication are more likely to succeed, as they can better meet the
needs of their clients and provide them with the highest quality services.

The International Standard on Auditing (ISA) 220, “Quality Management for
an Audit of Financial Statements,” states that “communication is the means by
which the engagement team shares relevant information promptly in accordance
with the requirements of this ISA, thereby contributing to the achievement of au-
dit engagement quality”’11

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As we can see from the above, ISA 220, “Quality Management for an Audit of
Financial Statements,” emphasizes the importance of communication as a core tool
for achieving audit quality. The international standard clearly states that the en-
gagement team must exchange information throughout the audit process prompt-
ly and suitably. It involves internal communication among team members and ex-
ternal communication with the client and other stakeholders.

From this point of view, we can state that communicative skills are the corner-
stone of successful audit tasks. Clear communication with management and stake-
holders at the beginning of the audit ensures that everyone understands the scope
of work, expected outcomes, and deadlines. The ability to ask open and specific
questions, listen carefully, and take notes helps auditors obtain accurate and rel-
evant information from interviewees and other sources. Positive communication
with the staft of the audited entity fosters cooperation and encourages open dis-
cussion of issues and risks. Concise presentation of audit findings, recommenda-
tions, and action plans to management and stakeholders ensures they understand
the audit results and can take appropriate actions.

We should also note that “communicative skills” involve direct and indirect
interaction, the ability to explain one’s thoughts correctly and competently, and ad-
equately perceive information from a communication partner. Their development
is related to the formation of personal growth in both intellectual and profession-
ally significant individual features!2.

In practice, clear communication between the auditor and the client helps min-
imize misunderstandings and avoid potential conflicts. Moreover, it ensures that
audit judgments are grounded in comprehensive and reliable information. Open
information exchange allows the team to quickly identify and resolve potential
issues during the audit. Effective communication also enhances team coordina-
tion, increases the productivity of audit procedures, and ultimately leads to more
reliable and credible audit conclusions.

If the communication approach is adequate, it provides the auditor with the
following advantages:

1. Increased client trust through clear and open communication. This ap-
proach helps clients understand the audit process and have confidence in
its results, leading to greater trust in the audit firm and improved client
relationships.

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2. Improved quality of audit services. Effective communication among au-
dit firm members helps better coordinate actions, share information, and
make informed decisions, resulting in higher-quality audits and better un-
derstanding of the client.

3. Risk reduction. Open and transparent communication with clients can
help identify potential problems early, allowing for timely measures to ad-
dress them, thereby reducing risks for both the audit firm and its clients.

4. Increase customer satisfaction. Clear and timely communication with cli-
ents regarding audit results and any identified issues helps them better un-
derstand the audit process and be more satisfied with its outcomes.

It is important to note that drafting a contract for the provision of audit services
is an integral part of performing an audit of an entity by an audit company. This
document is regulated and includes a list of items outlining the obligations of both
parties. It is subject to the conditions and norms of a typical service contract. The
subject of this agreement is the performance of an independent auditor’s examina-
tion of any phenomenon or activity.

Under the terms of the audit services agreement, the fee for the services ren-
dered may be set either upon receipt by the client of the final result, for example,
the independent auditor’s report (audit opinion), or for separate stages of the work
performed, or based on the relevant hourly or daily rates.

Successful contract negotiations require good preparation, an appropriate
communication approach, and the ability to understand the needs of both parties.
It is advisable to consider the following:

— before starting negotiations, it is important to thoroughly study all aspects
of the contract and have a deep understanding of the needs and expecta-
tions of both parties;

— it is needed to formulate specific goals that the party wants to achieve
during the negotiations (this may include obtaining the best terms, pro-
tecting interests, and securing long-term benefits);

— one should be ready to listen and openly discuss the terms of the contract
with partners (it is vital to actively identify the interests of both parties and
seek compromise solutions);

— one should strive to ensure that the contract satisfies the interests of both
parties (this will create the basis for a long-term partnership);

— one should be borne in mind that negotiations could be complicated,
which requires flexibility with respect to the terms that were proposed pre-
viously (it is essential to understand that it is not always possible to agree as
planned before the negotiations);

— it is necessary to find out in advance where a compromise is possible and
where the parties are not ready for any concessions;

— after reaching an agreement with the partner, it is necessary to be sure that
the contract terms are correctly fixed in written form and enshrined in the
relevant document!3.

Communication in auditing is a crucial component of the audit process.
Effective communication between the auditor and the client, as well as between
the auditor and internal stakeholders, such as company management, the board of
directors, regulatory bodies, etc., can significantly enhance the quality of the audit.

Considering this, we propose to distinguish five main stages of communication
in the audit:

1. Collect client data. The auditor should collect accurate and understandable
information from the client and other sources to assess risks and perform
audit activities. It may include analyzing financial statements, internal con-
trol procedures, etc.

2. Communication with the client. The auditor must interact with the client
to obtain additional information, explanations, and confirmations. Clear
and open communication with the client helps to understand the specifics
of the business and its peculiarities.

3. Presentation of the audit report. Upon completing the audit, the auditor
must present their findings in written form as an audit report. This report
should be clear and informative for various users of financial information.

4. Communication with other stakeholders. The auditor should also interact
with other interested parties, such as investors, banks, regulatory bodies,
etc. This communication can include explaining audit results and respond-
ing to their inquiries.

5. Internal communication within the audit firm. Clear communication
within the audit firm is vital, especially when working on a joint project
with several team members. It can involve discussing issues, dividing re-
sponsibilities, planning the workload, understanding set goals, effective in-
formation exchange, open dialogue, and efficient use of professional audit
accounting software and project management tools14.

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Overall, effective communication is a decisive factor for success, not only in
contract negotiations but also in ensuring the quality of audit services. Key aspects
of effective communication include:

1. conciseness (competent and informative expression of opinion) and clar-
ity. Expressing thoughts in a concise and informative manner helps avoid
misunderstandings and ensures that all parties have a shared understand-
ing;

2. openness with clients, manifested through honesty about any problems
that were discovered during the audit. It will help them better understand
the risks they face and take action to address them;

3. active listening, helps the auditor make more informed decisions and im-
prove communication. It is important to listen attentively to clients and
other members of the audit team to understand their perspectives and
viewpoints;

4. empathy (when you don't put your own experience and feelings first but try
to understand other people and help them as much as you can). It is evi-
dent in the ability to put yourself in the client’s place and understand their
needs and expectations. Empathy will help the auditor communicate more
effectively and build trusting relationships with people;

5. politeness to create a positive atmosphere and promote effective communi-
cation. Being polite and respectful to everyone you come in contact with is
one of the core success factors in modern life.

Conclusions and Future Research Prospects

Communication is crucial for the success of any auditing firm because it helps
establish trust with clients, understand their needs and expectations, and execute
audit tasks with quality. Effective communication is an integral part of quality au-
dit services. It provides the understanding necessary for effective collaboration
between auditors and clients, especially when drafting audit service agreements.
Auditors should utilize various communication methods, including written forms
such as reports, letters, emails, and websites, as well as oral forms like meetings,
phone calls, and presentations, to effectively engage with clients and stakehold-
ers (i.e., adapting their communication style to meet the specific needs of the au-
dience).

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Brokers’ War in the Levant: In the Cases
of Israel-Lebanon and Israel-Palestine

The Levant is a region with a rich and complex history. Present-day Israel is
home to Jordan, Lebanon, Syria, and some neighboring areas. The term “levant”
comes from the French word “lever;” meaning “to rise,” and refers to the eastern
Mediterranean region. It has been used throughout history to describe various
parts, including Asia Minor, Syria, and the Anatolian coast. It is also sometimes
synonymous with the Middle East or the Near East. The term “Levant” became
prominent during the Crusades when trade ventures with cities such as Tire and
Sidon brought trade to the region. It also referred to the Far East in the 16th and
17th centuries. Later, the Levant States stated that Syria and Lebanon became
a French mandate after World War I. It is still occasionally used today to refer to
these two countries that gained independence in 19461

The maritime agreement signed between Lebanon and Israel on October 27,
2022, is a significant development in the Eastern Mediterranean. The deal des-
ignates Line 23 as the official marine border between the two countries and ad-
dresses several key points. Lebanon retains rights to the Kana gas field, including
the section south of Line 23 in Israel’s economic zone, while Israel obtains full
ownership of the Karish gas field. In addition, Israel receives financial compen-
sation from the French company Total Energies, which produces gas in the Kana
field. This naval agreement comes after years of conflicting claims and negotiations
between Israel and Lebanon. A contract signed between Israel and Cyprus in 2010
created overlapping claims in the region, resulting in a dispute of approximately
860 square kilometers. The United States resumed in 2020, facilitating negotiations
and culminating in the signed agreement?2.

The agreement is essential for all parties involved. Israel aims to acquire new
resources to meet its increasing domestic gas demand and strategically control

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gas fields for potential export to the European Union. The agreement offers Leba-
non an opportunity to attract foreign investment, start gas production in the Kana
field and increase its bargaining power in regional energy developments. The US is
mandated to ensure energy security for the EU and open up new areas for energy
companies like Chevron. France is trying to consolidate regional alliances through
the energy giant Total and protect the EU’s energy supply security. However, while
the deal has positive implications, there are also potential challenges and risks.
Hezbollah, a prominent militant group in Lebanon, threatens Israel’s energy assets
in the Mediterranean, and the long-range missile upgrade project remains a signif-
icant concern. In addition, the economic benefits of the agreement with Lebanon
may be hampered by corruption and lack of transparency?3.

As a result, the maritime agreement signed between Lebanon and Israel in the
Levant presents a fragile opportunity for both countries. It resolves naval border
disputes, provides economic benefits, and temporarily prevents a military conflict.
Still, it does not guarantee long-term security for Israel, and Hezbollah’s influence
and potential rise remain significant issues. The agreement highlights the poten-
tial for a diplomatic solution between Israel and Lebanon and sets a precedent for
future negotiations.

The purpose of this article

The maritime border agreement signed between Lebanon and Israel on Octo-
ber 27, 2022, has important implications for countries and regional stakeholders
such as the USA and France. This article overviews the agreement, its key provi-
sions, and potential opportunities and challenges.

The Levant has a long and complex history of conflict over maritime borders.
The agreement between Lebanon and Israel resolves such a dispute by establishing
Line 23 as the official sea line between the two countries. The agreement also gives
both countries rights in specific gas fields and financially compensates French
company Total Energies?.

The agreement has many potential benefits for both countries. It secures Israel’s
access to new gas resources necessary for its energy security. For Lebanon, it opens
the possibility of gas exploration and economic benefits from foreign investment.
The agreement could also improve relations between Lebanon and Israel, leading

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to greater cooperation on other issues. However, there are also some potential dif-
ficulties with the deal.

Additionally, the deal does not address all regional maritime
border disputes, so further conflicts will likely arise>.

Opverall, the maritime border agreement between Lebanon and Israel is a sig-
nificant development that could benefit both countries. However, some potential
challenges need to be addressed. The deal is a step in the right direction, but con-
tinuing to work to resolve all maritime border disputes in the region is crucial.
Maritime border disputes between Lebanon and Israel are urgent issues that must
be resolved as soon as possible. These conflicts have been ongoing for decades,
causing tension and instability in the region. They affect the two countries directly
involved and have broader implications for regional stability, energy security, and
diplomatic relations.

There are several reasons to resolve these disputes urgently:

—  First, the conflict has the potential to escalate. Maritime conflicts have the
potential to lead to military conflicts, as seen in past events between Israel
and Lebanon. The lack of clear boundaries and overlapping claims create
a volatile environment where even minor incidents can quickly escalate
into more significant conflicts. It is crucial to prevent the outbreak of armed
hostilities that could have far-reaching consequences for the entire region.

— Second, resolving these disputes is crucial for countries like Lebanon and
Israel to unlock the economic potential of offshore gas reserves. The East-
ern Mediterranean has emerged as a vital energy hub in recent years, and
these reserves could provide much-needed income and energy security for
the region. Delays in reaching agreements can hinder exploration and pro-
duction activities, depriving countries of much-needed resources.

— Third, the urgency of resolving these conflicts increases with the involve-
ment of external actors. The United States and France, among others, have
been actively engaged in facilitating negotiations and promoting dialogue
between Lebanon and Israel. Their participation underlines the recogni-
tion that these disputes need to be addressed urgently to ensure region-
al stability and security. The international community must resolve these
conflicts promptly to prevent them from becoming flashpoints for broader
regional tensions or rivalries.

They also have the potential to
hinder economic development and cooperation. The time to address this issue is
now, as the consequences of inaction can be severe and far-reaching.

Cases of Israel-Lebanon Maritime

In recent years, there have been significant developments in pursuing a naval
agreement between Israel and Lebanon. Despite the longstanding disputes over
their maritime boundaries, both countries have taken steps toward resolving them.

Negotiations under U.S. mediation

In 2019, the United States, through then-Secretary of State Mike Pompeo,
launched a mediation effort to facilitate negotiations between Lebanon and Israel.
Several talks were held under American auspices to find common ground and
reach a mutually acceptable agreement. While these negotiations have not yet led
to a final resolution, they signify a significant step forward:

— Framework Agreement on Negotiations: In October 2020, the United
States announced that Israel and Lebanon had agreed to a framework for
negotiations on their maritime border disputes. The agreement outlined
a roadmap for the discussions and set the stage for further engagement.
This development was a positive sign of both countries’ willingness to en-
gage in a constructive dialogue to resolve the longstanding issue.

— Consultations with the United Nations: Lebanon and Israel have engaged
with the United Nations to seek assistance in resolving their maritime dis-
putes. Through its special coordinator for Lebanon, the United Nations has
facilitated talks and provided technical support. This engagement demon-

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strates the international community’s recognition of the importance of re-
solving the issue and the role of multilateral diplomacy in finding a solution.

— Potential Economic Cooperation: As negotiations progress, there is a grow-
ing recognition of the potential economic benefits of a maritime deal be-
tween Israel and Lebanon. Both countries have significant offshore gas re-
serves, and resolving the disputes could pave the way for joint exploration
and development projects. This cooperation can boost economic growth,
enhance energy security, and foster regional stability.

—  Public Support for Resolution: There has been a notable increase in pub-
lic support within Lebanon and Israel for a maritime deal. Many recog-
nize that resolving disputes is in the best interest of both countries and
the broader region. Civil society organizations think tanks, and business
communities have advocated for a peaceful resolution and urged their re-
spective governments to work toward a fair and equitable agreement”.

While challenges and disagreements remain, these cases demonstrate the prog-

ress in pursuing a maritime deal between Israel and Lebanon. The ongoing nego-
tiations, international mediation, and growing public support provide hope for
a resolution that can enhance cooperation, stability, and economic benefits for
both countries. Continued efforts and dialogue are essential to achieving a com-
prehensive and lasting agreement.

The Israel-Palestine peace processes

The Israeli-Palestinian peace process has been long and complex, with many
different actors and proposals trying to resolve the conflict. The Trump adminis-
tration’s January 2020 “Deal of the Century” announcement was a notable devel-
opment. Titled “Prosperity from Peace,” this plan combined the economic and po-
litical aspects and aimed to improve the lives of the Palestinian and Israeli people.
The plan consisted of 181 pages divided into 22 sections covering a wide range of
issues, including the legitimate aspirations of both sides, the two-state solution, the
status of Jerusalem, borders, security, refugees, and trade exchange. It also includ-
ed annexes to the proposed boundaries, Israel’s security concerns, counter-terror-
ism criteria, and Israel’s security control over a “disarmed” Palestinian state$.

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The plan was met with mixed reactions, with some praising him for his bravery
while others criticizing it for lacking realism. The Palestinian leadership rejected
the plan, calling it “a death sentence for the Palestinian people.” The Israeli govern-
ment was more understanding, but there were concerns about the plan’s potential
to undermine Israel’s security. The Trump administration’s plan was not the first
attempt to resolve the Israeli-Palestinian conflict, and it probably won't be the last.
Conflict is complex and has no easy solution. However, the plan offers a starting
point for further negotiations®.

Biden’s meeting with President Mahmoud Abbas marked a reset in US relations
with the Palestinian leadership. Biden announced $316 million in aid to the Pales-
tinians and several measures to improve daily life in the West Bank. He also reit-
erated his support for a two-state solution “in line with 1967”. Biden’s approach to
the Palestinian issue differs from the Trump administration, which has been more
hostile towards Palestinians. Time will tell if Biden can revive the peace process,
but his meeting with Abbas was a positive step10.

China’s Role in the Peace Process

China’s relationship with Israel and the Palestinians has evolved. In the early
years, China was cool towards Israel and warm towards the Palestinians. This was
due to China’s interest in cultivating the Arab world, whose leadership strongly
opposed Israel’s existence. However, China’s relationship with Israel began to thaw
in the late 1970s, and diplomatic relations were established in 1992. Since then,
China has sought good relations with both sides and has maintained support for
a negotiated settlement to the conflict!!.

There is debate about whether China can play a constructive role in resolving
the conflict. Some argue that China’s growing economic interests in Israel could
give it leverage to press Israel back into negotiations with the Palestinians. Others
say that China’s unwillingness to address the power asymmetry between Israel and
the Palestinians will make it difficult for China to be an effective mediator.

Ultimately, the extent to which China can play a constructive role in resolving
the conflict will depend on several factors, including China’s interests in the re-

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gion, the willingness of the two sides to engage with China, and China’ ability to
develop a mediation strategy that can address the root causes of the conflict.

Conclusion

The US and China have different approaches to the Israeli-Palestinian peace
process. While the United States has historically played a dominant role, China has
taken a more neutral and economically focused approach.

The US approach is based on its interests in protecting its interests and main-
taining stability in the Middle East. It has used its strategic position and regional
alliances to deploy military assets, regional security agreements, and other politi-
cal instruments to achieve this goal.

China’s approach is based on its interest in economic growth, trade expansion, and
resource acquisition. It used its economic power to reach the Middle East’s energy re-
sources and make infrastructure projects and investments. China has also deepened its
trade links and economic cooperation agreements with the region’s countries.

The different approaches of the USA and China affect the peace process. The
dominant role of the United States can facilitate negotiations between the parties,
but it can also undermine trust and create imbalances. China’s more neutral and eco-
nomically oriented approach may encourage dialogue and cooperation between the
parties but may also raise concerns and complicate the process among some parties.

In conclusion, there are notable differences in the approaches of the US and
China to the Israeli-Palestinian peace process. Both countries’ pursuit of their own
interests and strategic goals affect the dynamics of the process. However, achieving
sustainable peace between the parties requires a balanced approach, impartiality,
and an international effort considering all parties’ interests.
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Calls against wartime mobilization:
freedom of speech or crime?

Introduction

Russias full-scale war against Ukraine has been going on for three years in a row.
The real challenge for a democratic state is to find a balance in protecting national se-
curity and respecting human rights. It is easy to criticize the decisions of the authorities
of a country at war when you have never walked in those boots. Numerous military
and civilians are dying every day, and systematic power and water cuts throughout
Ukraine affect even the most morally resilient Ukrainians. The issue of mobilization
and recruitment of new soldiers to defend the country is now an urgent one.

Various positions are expressed on social media in support and criticism of the
next wave of mobilization. Constructive criticism of the government is the foun-
dation of a democratic society, but what statements cross the line and are illegal?

In 2014, the Criminal Code of Ukraine was supplemented with Article 114-1
“Obstruction of the lawful activities of the Armed Forces of Ukraine and other
military formations” This article provides for criminal liability for obstructing the
lawful activities of the Armed Forces of Ukraine and other military formations
during a special period in the form of imprisonment for a term of five to eight
years. If such an act was accompanied by death or other grave consequences, it
entails imprisonment for a term of eight to fifteen years!.

According to the official statistics of the Prosecutor General’s Office, there is
a tendency for a significant increase in the commission of these criminal offenses.
Thus, in 2023, 140 criminal offenses were recorded, and in the first five months of
2024, 1522. were already recorded. In this study, we will analyze the court practice
and identify problematic issues of investigation and qualification.

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Freedom of speech restrictions during wartime

Since the first days of the Russian-Ukrainian war, the National Security and Defence
Council of Ukraine has decided to unite all Ukrainian TV channels and oblige them
to broadcast a round-the-clock telethon called United News #UkraineTogether. This
is stated in the decision of the National Security and Defence Council of 18.03.2022,
which the President of Ukraine put into effect by his decree the next day, on March 193.

As of this writing, martial law has been extended in Ukraine. This document
provides for the possibility of temporary restrictions on a number of constitutional
rights and freedoms, including the right to freedom of expression, for the duration
of the martial law regime.

With the introduction of martial law, the state of Ukraine has partially derogat-
ed from its international human rights obligations under Article 15 of the Euro-
pean Convention on Human Rights. In particular, the derogation of the state from
its international legal obligations concerned Articles 9, 10 and 11 of the European
Convention for the Protection of Human Rights and Fundamental Freedoms.

In view of this, it is important to analyze whether the derogation from obliga-
tions led to the introduction of “..measures ... only to the extent required by the
exigencies of the situation ..” or whether the state went beyond the necessary*.

The real challenge for the state in such circumstances is to strike a balance
during a partial derogation from international legal obligations in introducing
measures by the state only to the extent required by the urgency of the situation
and to observe these limits. In order to assess such measures, a number of circum-
stances must be taken into account:

—  The nature of the rights affected.

— The circumstances that caused the derogation.

— The duration of such circumstances.

— Proportionality of the measures taken by the state in relation to the threat

and necessity.

—  Effectiveness of the measures in the context of ensuring public safety and order.

In particular, according to the Guidelines on Article 15 of the Convention -
Derogation in time of public emergency, the following factors are taken into ac-
count:

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— whether ordinary law would be sufficient to deal with the threat posed by
the public danger

— whether the measures are truly a response to an emergency;

— whether the measures were used for the purpose for which they were in-
troduced;

— whether the derogation from obligations is limited in scope and the rea-
sons given in its justification;

— whether the need for the derogation is continually reviewed;

—  whether there has been any relaxation of the measures taken;

— whether safeguards against abuse have been provided;

— the importance of the right at stake and the broader purpose of judicial
review of interference with that right;

— whether judicial review of the measures was practicable;

— the proportionality of the measures and whether they involved any unjus-
tified discrimination; whether legal certainty is undermined by a judicial
interpretation that is contrary to existing legal provisions;

— the views of any national courts that have considered the issue: if the highest
national court of a State party to the treaty has concluded that the measures
were not strictly necessary, the European Court of Human Rights may justifi-
ably reach the opposite conclusion only if it is satisfied that the national court
has misinterpreted or misapplied Article 15 or the ECtHR case-law on this
Article, or has reached a manifestly unreasonable conclusion>.

The actions of the National Council on Television and Radio Broadcasting, which
deprived certain TV channels of the opportunity to broadcast digitally, are still being de-
bated. The public has not been provided with information that would indicate that such
actions by the authorities are necessary in a democratic society, as the motives that led to
the termination of digital broadcasting of the mentioned TV channels are also debatable.

Ukraines derogation from its obligations under the ECHR does not change the
above conclusions, as there are no facts to indicate that the “urgency of the situation”
required such actions by the authorities in relation to the said TV channels.

Several amendments were also made to the Criminal Code of Ukraine, which
prohibit a number of statements regarding the Russian-Ukrainian war. A detailed
analysis is provided in previous studies®.

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How to find the balance between protection of national security
and upholding of fundamental human rights?

I would like to suggest here next arguments:

1. Legal Frameworks and Safeguards. Establishing comprehensive legal frame-
works and safeguards ensures that national security measures do not infringe on
fundamental human rights. Laws and regulations should explicitly define the lim-
its and oversight mechanisms for security measures”. Clear legal standards prevent
abuses of power and ensure accountability. For instance, judicial oversight of sur-
veillance activities can protect against unwarranted intrusions into privacy.

2. Proportionality Principle. Security measures must be proportionate to the
threat they aim to counter. This means that any restriction on human rights should
be necessary and the least intrusive means to achieve the security objective8. Pro-
portionality ensures that human rights are not unduly compromised. For example,
targeted surveillance of individuals posing a clear threat is more justifiable than
mass surveillance of the general population.

3. Transparency and Public Accountability. Governments should maintain
transparency and be accountable to the public regarding national security mea-
sures. Regular reporting and independent oversight bodies can help maintain this
balance.

Transparency builds public trust and ensures that security measures are scruti-
nized and justified. Independent oversight bodies can investigate abuses and rec-
ommend corrective actions®.

4. International Human Rights Standards. National security policies should
comply with international human rights standards and treaties. Adhering to global
norms reinforces the commitment to uphold fundamental rights while addressing
security concerns. International treaties, such as the International Covenant on
Civil and Political Rights (ICCPR), provide a benchmark for balancing security
and rights. Compliance ensures that national policies are in line with globally ac-
cepted principles!0.

5. Engagement with Civil Society. Involving civil society organizations in the
development and review of security policies ensures that diverse perspectives are

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considered and human rights are prioritized. Civil society can offer valuable in-
sights and advocate for those potentially affected by security measures. Their in-
volvement can lead to more balanced and inclusive policies!!.

6. Technological and Ethical Considerations. The use of technology in national
security should be guided by ethical considerations and respect for human rights.
Robust cybersecurity measures should protect citizens without unjustified surveil-
lance. Use of technology prevents misuse and overreach. Encryption and other
privacy-enhancing technologies can protect individual rights while still address-
ing security needs!2.

These arguments highlight the importance of a balanced approach that respects
both national security imperatives and fundamental human rights.

Criminal cases

In accordance with the Decree of the President of Ukraine “On General Mobi-
lization” No. 65/2022 of February 24, 2022, in connection with the military aggres-
sion of the Russian Federation against Ukraine and in order to ensure the defense
of the state, mobilization is announced and carried out on the territory of Ukraine.
As of today, the aggression is ongoing, so the mobilization process does not stop,
and the term of general mobilization is extended every three months.

Today, one of the main directions of the state’s legal policy is to improve the
mobilization procedure in Ukraine. The circle of persons not subject to mobiliza-
tion has been reduced, effective mechanisms for responding to persons avoiding
military registration have been introduced, etc. This study focuses on obstruction
of mobilization and criminal liability for these actions. Criminal law ensures prop-
er protection of mobilization relations in Chapter XIV of the Special Part of the
Criminal Code of Ukraine (hereinafter - CC) “Criminal offenses in the field of
protection of state secrets, inviolability of state borders, ensuring conscription and
mobilization” contains a number of prohibitions in this area (Articles 335-337).

Criminal law provisions provide for liability for acts aimed at evading military
service by persons subject to such service. Actions committed to obstruct mobili-
zation are assessed under the relevant Article 114-1 of the CC (Criminal Code of
Ukraine) “Obstruction of the lawful activities of the Armed Forces of Ukraine and
other military formations” of the Special Part of the CC. Some scholars consider
the absence of an explicit provision for obstructing mobilization to be a gap in

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criminal law. In their opinion, counteraction to obstruction of mobilization be-
gan to be carried out using the existing Article 114-1, which can be recognized
as an erroneous manifestation of the development of criminal law in the field of
its application. After all, obstruction of the lawful activities of the Armed Forces
of Ukraine and other military formations as a crime against the foundations of
national security of Ukraine can hardly entail liability for actions to obstruct mo-
bilization. According to Part 1 of Article 2 of the CC, the grounds for criminal lia-
bility are the commission by a person of a socially dangerous act that contains the
elements of a criminal offense under the CC13.Thus, this issue is still controversial.

Article 114-1 of the CC appeared with the adoption of the Law of Ukraine “On
Amendments to the Criminal Code of Ukraine” on April 08, 2014. The Law of
Ukraine “On Amendments to the Criminal Code” was adopted in the initial stage
of the first phase of the Russian-Ukrainian war, during which there were cases when
some Ukrainian citizens obstructed the movement of military equipment as part of
measures to repel aggression. The study of case law demonstrates a tendency to use
the provision of Article 114-1 of the Criminal Code as a tool to influence persons who
impede the activities of military formations, namely, those who oppose mobilization.

Criminal cases for the period from February 24, 2022 to July 1, 2024 show that
the article of the Criminal Code of Ukraine on obstructing the lawful actions of
the Armed Forces was used in the vast majority of cases to qualify actions against
administrators of telegrams or Viber channels that disseminated information
about where mobilization activities were taking place. Thus, calls against mobi-
lization are usually combined with messages about the activities of the territorial
recruitment center of the Armed Forces of Ukraine.

Below is a typical criminal case for analysis. Thus, during the period of op-
eration of the Viber group “ua AUTO Varva ua” (from July 18, 2023 to April 18,
2024), messages were posted with information about the time and place of delivery
of calls by employees of the territorial recruitment center of the Armed Forces of
Ukraine, which allowed persons of military age to avoid receiving such calls in the
designated places, and as a result, created prerequisites for evading their military
duty. Subscribers were automatically notified of new publications on the channel,
and all publications on the channel were available to all members of the “ua AUTO
Varva ua” group and were true, which in turn led to the disclosure of forms and

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methods of implementing the mobilization plan in the city of Pryluky and Pry-
luky district, and disruption of mobilization activities. Deliberate dissemination
of information among citizens of Ukraine subject to military registration and con-
scription, in particular in social networks via the Internet, about the places of ac-
tual mobilization activities by military personnel of the armed forces recruitment
departments, impedes their legitimate activities, as defined by Articles 1, 14, 33, 34
of the Law of Ukraine “On Military Duty and Military Service”, Article 22 of the
Law of Ukraine “On Mobilization Training and Mobilization”, as it allows citizens
of Ukraine who wish to evade military service to do sol4.

Since the beginning of the Russian-Ukrainian war, courts have been bringing
evaders to justice in large numbers. The most common article under which evad-
ers are tried is Article 336 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine. This is “evasion from
military service during mobilization” The punishment is imprisonment for a term
of three to five years. But calls for the violent overthrow of the constitutional order
are accompanied by a set of articles.

Several bloggers who actively spoke out about ignoring mobilization and deny-
ing the war were notified of suspicion of attempting to overthrow the constitution-
al order. The authorities must respond immediately to such cases, because the war
is not only on the battlefield, but also in the information space.

Conclusion

The situation with mobilization in Ukraine is very difficult now. The Internet
space is simply bursting with anti-mobilization movement, in which both Rus-
sian propagandists and ordinary Ukrainians are involved. This poses a significant
threat to the country’s national security. Therefore, it is quite justified to retreat
from the protection of freedom of speech during the war. The real challenge for the
state in such circumstances is to strike a balance during a partial derogation from
international legal obligations in introducing measures by the state only to the ex-
tent required by the urgency of the situation and to observe these limits. In order
to assess such measures, a number of circumstances must be taken into account:

— The nature of the rights affected.

—  The circumstances that caused the derogation.

—  The duration of such circumstances.

—  Proportionality of the measures taken by the state in relation to the threat

and necessity.

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Abstract

The article examines the legal challenges and implications surrounding calls against
mobilization in Ukraine amid the ongoing military aggression by the Russian Federation.
In response to this aggression, the President of Ukraine issued Decree No. 65/2022 on
February 24, 2022, initiating a general mobilization that has been extended every three
months. Legal reforms have aimed to enhance the mobilization process by narrowing ex-
emptions and introducing measures to counter evasion of military registration. Article
114-1 of the Criminal Code of Ukraine, which concerns the obstruction of lawful activities
of the Armed Forces, is pertinent to actions hindering mobilization. However, there is
scholarly debate over whether using Article 114-1 to prosecute those obstructing mobili-
zation is appropriate. Some argue that this article, intended for broader national security
offenses, is being misapplied to specific acts of mobilization obstruction. This raises sig-
nificant concerns about the potential infringement on freedom of speech in the context of
expressing opposition to mobilization efforts. Recent case law shows a trend of applying
Article 114-1 against individuals opposing mobilization, raising concerns about its suit-
ability and the balance between national security and civil liberties. The article concludes
that there is a pressing need for clear legislative provisions to address the issue of mobi-
lization obstruction, ensuring a balance between national security and the protection of
individual rights.

Abstract

In today’s globalized world, the problem of intercultural and interethnic interaction is
actual. Recent events prove that traditional strategies and tactics for resolving interstate
conflicts are ineffective. Moreover, against the backdrop of the current war, the incapac-
ity and ineffectiveness of organizations such as the UN, the Red Cross, etc., have been
finally confirmed. International mediation as a voluntary, non-coercive form of conflict
resolution is gaining particular relevance. Such mediation activities work towards reaching
a compromise settlement of disputes between the conflicting parties or, at least, to stop
destructive conflict behavior. The article aims to analyze the peculiarities of international
mediation in solving conflicts of various scales and natures.

The primary condition for successful mediation is the impartiality of the parties. How-
ever, researchers consider this conclusive and focus their research on the characteristics
of a biased mediator. However, biased mediators may empower weaker parties in their
interests to make a just settlement to end human suffering.

A biased mediator may be acceptable to the opposing party, as this third party may be
the only one able to gather the necessary resources to create the incentives and make the
mediation process possible.

Despite several disadvantages, there is currently no other option for conflict resolution
than mediation.

Abstract

The article highlights the concepts of principles of the Constitution and constitutional
principles. The interpretation of these concepts through the prism of mediation is offered.
Based on an understanding of the content of the principles of the Constitution and consti-
tutional principles, the author focused on the constitutional principles of mediation. Their
content and meaning are explained.

The author proposes a classification of the principles of the Constitution, distinguish-
ing between universal, general, basic, fundamental, and special principles. The author de-
fines the legal nature and practical application of these principles in the specific activities
of the state and its bodies.
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The scientific achievements of legal schoolars in mediation, especially the interpreta-
tion of the constitutional principles of mediation in the Law of Ukraine “On Mediation”
are reviewed.

The author analyses the constitutional provisions which form the basis for mediation
in various branches of law. She proves that the principles of the Constitution of Ukraine
are initial ideas, and basic norms of the highest legal force. Constitutional principles are
given priority in application. They are the basis for the norm formation in various spheres
of social relations and serve as a source of mediation principles.

The analyzed theoretical and legal sources made it possible to define the constitution-
al principles of mediation as a system of ideas, norms, and basic principles stated in the
Constitution of Ukraine and reflected in depth in the Law of Ukraine “On Mediation” and
other branch-specific regulations. The author believes that the constitutional principles of
mediation reflect the basic principles of the Constitution of Ukraine.

The content of the phenomenon of mediation is not new for Ukrainian society because,
since ancient times, authoritative members of the human community have carried out rec-
onciliation in emerging disputes. Based on the analysis of current Ukrainian legislation
and its application, the author concludes that mediation has a number of advantages over
litigation.

Increasingly, participants in conflict situations choose mediation in labor, civil, family,
and other disputes. Concluded agreements on reconciliation in the manner prescribed by
law give each participant in the dispute the right to get what they want and to end the con-
flict fairly. Mediation is a valuable asset for society and has several advantages in resolving
conflict situations in court. In conditions of martial law, problems of staffing of courts, and
workload of courts.

Summarizing, the author points out that the result of the mediation procedure largely
depends on the personal and professional qualities of the mediator, the level of readiness
of the mediation participants to carry it out, and the degree of the conflict situation that
needs to be solved.

Abstract

The aim. The paper studies the jurisdictional form of protection of civil rights as a type
of communication. Results. Academic emphasises that resolving legal conflicts is also a
way of communication, the specificity of which is a specific goal, the protection of civil
rights and interests, and procedural norms formalise its process. The study proves that
the resolution of legal conflicts involves a particular formalisation of the communication
process, the strictness of the rules of which depends on the chosen method, jurisdictional
or non-jurisdictional. A jurisdictional form of protection is a particular type of commu-
nication that involves addressing the parties of the conflict to state-authorized bodies. Ju-
dicial protection of civil rights is the most regulated communication method, controlled
by procedural legislation. Violation of procedural norms is grounds for review of the court
case by subsequent instances. For the most part, the administrative method has a limited
communicative nature because it consists of an appeal by a person and a response to a re-
quest. Notarial protection is the most variable, flexible communication type compared to
other jurisdiction methods.

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Abstract

The article analyzes mediation in enforcement proceedings problems perspectives in
Ukraine. The use of mediation has increased essentially over the recent decades. The main
advantages of mediation in enforcement proceedings are the ability to choose a disinterest-
ed third party to resolve the conflict, reduced proceeding time, less expensive proceedings,
flexible approach to harmonization of the interests of the parties to the conflict, etc.

The author highlights several problems hindering the development of mediation in
enforcement proceedings: lack of information on mediation applicability in enforcement
proceedings; the absence of explicit legal permission for private executive officers (PEO);
the lack of special training for mediators in enforcement proceedings; mediation settle-
ment now is not the document mandatory for execution.

Based on an analysis of international law, practice, and enforcement experience, the
author identified the main ways to improve the effectiveness of mediation in enforcement
proceedings: to oblige a PEO to inform parties to proceedings on mediation applicabili-
ty; to introduce legislative amendments, which could allow PEOs to practice mediation
professionally; to provide in legislation the provision that mediation settlement is the
document mandatory for execution; to go for the mediation procedure before imposing
disciplinary liability on a PEO; to provide the special training for mediators in enforce-
ment proceedings as well as certification and maintenance of the register of mediators in
enforcement proceedings by the Council of Private Executors of Ukraine.

Abstract

The article explores the theoretical and applied aspects of the empathy and neutrali-
ty balance in the mediation process. The importance of an emotional component in the
communication process between the conflicting parties is determined, and the phenom-
ena of the mediator’s emotional presence, his excessive empathic empathy, sympathy, and
prejudice towards the parties to the conflict are delineated. The probability of neutrali-
ty and impartiality appearing in the mediation process and the aspects contributing to
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this are analyzed. The importance of improving the mediator’s personal qualities, such as
self-awareness and emotional intelligence, is indicated. As for the latter, this ensures the
understanding of one’s own emotions by the mediator, the ability to manage them, the
identification of other people’s emotional reactions, and the ability to build good contact
with them. The types of transference and countertransference in the mediation process
described their significance and the potential of use for conducting an effective mediation
process and for the mediator to maintain maximum neutrality and impartiality when re-
solving conflict between the parties.

Abstract

The aim of the research is to analyze the natural (existential) principles of mediation.
It is based on such cognitive tools as axiological, anthropo-sociocultural, and genetic ap-
proaches, general scientific principles of historicism and objectivity, and systemic and
structural-functional methods of cognition.

The authors substantiated that the main natural (existential) principle of mediation as a
way to resolve a conflict (dispute) by its parties is the human dimension of mediation. This
principle serves as a paradigmatic matrix for the disclosure of essential origins of media-
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tion - their quintessence is the clash of human needs and interests of different individuals
or their groups in the process of implementing their life projects; the goal of mediation
- it is the regulation of the conflict (dispute) of its parties for the sake of achieving their
own life goals; the key tool of mediation - the dialogue of all the same mediation parties
among themselves with the assistance of the mediator and other mediation participants;
other structural elements of mediation. It has also proven that existential human rights are
complex. They are an absolute fact of reality generated by the mutual recognition of one
subject of an intersubjective relationship as a person by the other subjects (one side of the
mediation by the other side); transformation as a result of their mutual opportunities to
satisty their own needs for legal means (tools) to achieve the same goals. The generation
of existential human rights of individuals has, as its reverse side, the emergence of the
same existential human duties in them. The paradigmatic matrix of their interaction with
each other is the supremacy of the material rights of the relevant persons - the mediation
parties, over their duties. This circumstance makes it possible to preserve human dignity
during mediation procedures. It makes mediation one of the most effective and popular
tools for resolving conflicts (disputes) by their parties with the assistance of a mediator
(mediators).

Abstract

presented. It was determined that the object paradigm emphasizes the purposeful influ-
ence on the student in the conditions of a more or less strictly controlled pedagogical sys-
tem. Instead, the subject paradigm emphasizes the basics of free self-development of the
individual, his self-management. It was revealed that in the context of the worldview of
I. Zyazyun, the open model of man and education is based not only on the new subject
(humanitarian) paradigm, but also on the basis of previous systems based on the object
paradigm, which combines the interests of people with their unique spiritual parameters.

The scientific position is argued that self-learning and self-development are combined
in a close interrelationships, because they are the initial product of the learning of a per-
son’s personality and act as the basis of the level of cognitive activity.

Abstract

The article examines Ukrainian integral nationalism based on the political philosophy
of Dmytro Dontsov. It has been proven that the appeal to nationalism as a worldview and
ideological phenomenon, a reflection of the worldview attitudes of certain social groups, is
valuable in this plane, which is manifested in the awareness of a certain social community
as a total integrity and the opposition of this integrity to other social integrity similar to it
in form. It was revealed that Ukrainian nationalism as a kind of socio-cultural direction of
nationalist ideology reflects the entire political and historical path of Ukrainianism. The
relevance of D. Dontsov’s works and philosophy is argued.
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It has been established that D. Dontsov is a bright representative of the Ukrainian
school of nationalist ideology. His worldview position is an apperceptive expression of
certain social groups that aspired to the independence of Ukraine, regardless of how this
independence will be achieved. Dontsov emphasizes the role of the city of Kyiv as a pow-
erful imprint for the revival of the Ukrainian national elite. The thinker focuses on the his-
torical past of Kyiv as the basis for building a qualitatively new construct of the Ukrainian
national idea. Dontsov consistently defended the idea of Ukraine’s independence. It has
been proven that the relevance of D. Dontsov’s ideas lies in the modern plane of the na-
tional traditions of Ukraine.

Abstract

The issues of informational, institutional, and operational transparency in the educa-
tional sector in Ukraine are examined in the article. A brief retrospective analysis of the
concept of “open education” is conducted, which emerged in the framework of the syn-
ergistic approach and has undergone significant development in the context of its three
main models. It is shown that informational transparency is a necessary condition for the
effective implementation of operational and institutional transparency. An analysis of the
concept of transparency in the sociocultural sphere has been carried out, viewing it as
a characteristic of relationships and interactions where the governing bodies of institutions
and organizations provide all interested parties with the necessary information for making
rational decisions and their subsequent implementation in an open, complete, timely, and
understandable form. Transparency is considered not as a one-sided information flow, but
as a continuous dialogue between educational institutions, education management bodies,
and external and internal stakeholders, whose significance goes beyond merely providing
information.

The analysis and generalization of existing scientific approaches to this phenomenon
have allowed the identification of various types of transparency in educational activities
based on criteria such as the category of interested subjects and the outcomes of its applica-
tion. Proactive and reactive types of informational openness, highlighting their function-
ing features in the educational sphere are distinguished by the qualitative characteristics of
openness/transparency of the social system. The differences between the terms ‘transparen-
cy and ‘openness’ in education are analyzed through quantitative (information provision)
and qualitative (completeness, reliability, clarity, usefulness of information) characteristics.
It is demonstrated that informational openness and transparency of educational institu-
tions today are a requirement of the time, providing universities with an opportunity to
organize an effective communication space for all participants of the educational process.
It is noted that it is in higher education institutions where the foundations for professional
development are laid, ensuring successful professional self-realization in the future. There-
fore, high educational outcomes are determined by the quality of educational activities
of higher education institutions, their transparency, and accountability. Thus, it becomes
important to create conditions not only for future professionals to acquire a certain system
of knowledge, skills, and abilities, but also for transparent and predictable development of
their key competencies, which include not only cognitive and operational-technological
components, but also motivational, ethical, social, behavioral aspects, outlining the educa-
tional trajectory of their acquisition
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The effectiveness of professional training of future specialists is determined by the level
of their professional self-determination, which is facilitated by involving students in the
process of purposeful acquisition of integrated knowledge through information resourc-
es and means of information mastery that reflect the professional context. Indicators of
professional self-determination of future specialists are identified and grouped accord-
ing to the quadrant principle: 1) professional orientation as an integral characteristic of
the motivational sphere of personality, expressed in the selective attitude of individuals
towards their profession; 2) skills of professional reflection and self-regulation; 3) affec-
tive and evaluative attitude towards oneself as a professional; 4) formation of professional
self-awareness through the development of the self-image in the profession.

An empirical study has been conducted on the psychological and social factors of pro-
fessional self-determination among future social workers in the context of implement-
ing principles of transparency in the educational environment. The study results showed
that in the process of professional training under conditions of educational transparency,
there is effective formation of students’ professional self-awareness. The boundaries of this
awareness expand, criteria for evaluating their own professional qualities and capabilities
change, professional identity is acquired, and a self-image as a professional is formed. The
successful achievement of professional self-determination will contribute to effective pro-
fessional activities of contemporary social workers in the complex realities of today.

Komunikacja stanowi bardzo istotny element funkcjonowania kazdego spoleczen-
stwa. Wystepuje na wielu plaszczyznach - w pracy, w szkole, w stosunkach interper-
sonalnych miedzy znajomymi, czlonkami rodziny czy tez osobami sobie nieznanymi.
Podstawowym elementem komunikacji jest przekazywanie informacji, ktora jest nos-
nikiem wiedzy o otaczajacym s$wiecie i zachodzacych w nim procesach i zmianach.
»W waskim znaczeniu informacja oznacza wiadomo$¢ uzyskiwang przez cztowieka
poprzez obserwacje lub przemyslenia, przekazywang w ukladzie nadawca — odbiorca’”.
Uzyteczna informacja powinna by¢ doktadna, aktualna, kompletna i odpowiednial.

Informacja to nie tylko produkt biznesowy, przekladajacy sie na zysk, ale tez bar-
dzo wazny element w procesie zapewnienia bezpieczenstwa spoleczenstwu. W tym
wypadku stanowi szczegdlny przedmiot zainteresowania ze strony organéw $cigania,
ktore w zakresie swoich zadan maja na celu zwalczanie przestepczosci. Funkcjono-
wanie takich organéw opiera si¢ na pozyskiwaniu, przetwarzaniu i wykorzystywaniu
informacji. Pomigdzy organami $cigania a spoleczenstwem zachodzi specyficzna
forma komunikacji polegajaca na przekazywaniu i przyjmowaniu informacji. Obie
strony procesu komunikacji posiadaja swdj cel do osiagniecia, a mianowicie pod-
niesienie standardow bezpieczenstwa oraz eliminacje zachowan kryminogennych
ze Srodowiska, bez wzgledu na motywacje oséb przekazujacych informacje czy ja
przetwarzajacych.

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Przedmiotem niniejszego opracowania jest scharakteryzowanie komunikacji

Podejmujac probe odpowiedzi na postawione wyzej pytania, sformulowano
nastepujace hipotezy badawcze: pozyskiwanie informacji w ramach komunikacji
ze spoleczenstwem przez organy $cigania stanowi podstawe realizacji ich usta-
wowych dzialan. Umiejetnie prowadzona komunikacja ze spoleczenstwem jest
skutecznym narzedziem w walce z przestepczoscia. Skuteczne przeciwdzialanie
przestepczosci i eliminacja zachowan kryminogennych stanowia bardzo istotny
czynnik wplywajacy na poczucie bezpieczenstwa. Organy $cigania nie wykazaly-
by swojej efektywnosci bez dobrze zorganizowanej wsporacy ze spoleczenstwem.
Tym samym pozyskiwane w toku komunikacji informacje stuza zapobieganiu ne-
gatywnym zjawiskom spolecznym. Tego typu informacje s pozyskiwane z wielu
zrodel - od osdb, ze srodkéw masowego przekazu czy Internetu.

Komunikacja jako proces przekazywania informacji o zagrozeniach

Informacja jest kluczowym elementem procesu komunikacji, ktéry odgrywa
zasadniczg role w Zyciu codziennym, zaré6wno w sferze prywatnej, jak i zawodo-
wej. Komunikacja, jako proces wymiany informacji, jest nieodfacznym elemen-
tem ludzkiego dzialania, umozliwiajacym przekazywanie mysli, uczué, wiedzy
i do§wiadczen. Bez skutecznej komunikacji trudno sobie wyobrazi¢ funkcjonowa-
nie jakiejkolwiek spolecznosci, organizacji czy instytucji. Wedlug stownika jezyka
polskiego PWN komunikacjg nazywamy ,,przekazywanie i odbieranie informacji
w bezposrednim kontakcie z drugg osobg”2. Natomiast Emanuel Kulczycki uwaza,
komunikacja ma okreslony cel, ktérym najczesciej jest przekazanie okreslonego
komunikatu3. W procesie komunikacji musza wystapi¢ co najmniej trzy elementy:
nadawca (zrodlo informacji), komunikat, odbiorca?.

Jak stusznie zauwazyly Angelika Wilk i Anna Woznialis ,wlasciwa komunika-
cja na linii spoleczenstwo — policja pozwala zwiekszy¢ wykrywalno$¢ przestepstw.
Spoleczenstwo jest waznym partnerem w budowie bezpieczenstwa publicznego.
Umiejetnos¢ wzajemnego komunikowania si¢ umozliwia realizacje zadan z zakre-
su bezpieczenstwa i porzadku publicznego. Policja, jako instytucja odpowiedzial-
na za bezpieczenstwo publiczne, powinna w sposéb szczegélny dba¢ o obszary
zwigzane z komunikowaniem si¢ ze spoleczenstwem. Przekaz powinien by¢ for-
mutowany w sposob odpowiedzialny i przemyslany, tym bardziej ze policja posia-
da monopol na zapewnienie bezpieczenstwa publicznego, a spoleczenstwo jest jej
strategicznym partnerem. Nie bez znaczenia jest dbalos¢ o wizerunek instytucji.
Wizerunek bowiem to réwniez komunikat dla spofeczenstwa, kim jest nadawca
i jakim zaufaniem mozna go obdarzy¢”11. W tym kontekscie nalezy podkreslié, ze
Policja przekazuje informacji dla opinii publicznej o zagrozeniach i ich eliminacji,
oddzialuje prewencyjnie poprzez kampanie informacyjne i spoteczne oraz zbiera
informacje w celu zapobiegania przestepczosci i zagwarantowania bezpieczenstwa
publicznego.

Przykladem prewencyjnej dzialalnosci Policji bylo stworzenie Krajowej Mapy
Zagrozen Bezpieczenstwa. W projekcie tym uczestniczy przede wszystkim spo-
teczenstwo, ktore poprzez aplikacje wskazuje miejsca szczegdlnie niebezpiecz-
ne. Wdrozenie tego systemu zostalo poprzedzone wnikliwymi konsultacjami
spolecznymi. Podstawg prawna wdrozenia systemu byly: ustawa o Policji z dnia
06 kwietnia 1990 r. o Policjil? oraz zarzadzenie nr 768 Komendanta Gléwnego

W sprawie form i metod wykonywania zadan
przez policjantéw pelniacych stuzbe patrolowa oraz koordynacji dziatan o charak-
terze prewencyjnym!3, na podstawie ktérych Komendant Gtéwny Policji wydat
wytyczne w sprawie sposobu postepowania policjantéw podczas realizacji zadan
zwigzanych z funkcjonowaniem Krajowej Mapy Zagrozen Bezpieczenstwal4.

Nalezy zauwazy¢, ze
w polskim systemie prawnym nie ma jawnego aktu prawnego, ktéry by regulowata
kwestie tej sfery dziatalnosci organéw $cigania. Policja z mocy ustawy jest upraw-
niona do prowadzenia tego typu dzialan. Wsréd ustawowych zadan Policji nalezy
wymienic:

Wsrod zalet wykorzystania otwartych zrodel informacji nalezy wymienic:
szybko$¢ pozyskiwania informacji, znaczna ilos¢ informacji mozliwych do zdo-
bycia, réznorodnos¢, jakos¢ i przejrzystos$¢ oraz fatwos¢ i niewielkie koszty ich
analizy. Do innych zalet nalezy zaliczy¢ niski poziom ingerencji w prawa czlowieka
i obywatela oraz prywatno$¢ osob trzecich32. Bartosz Saramak wylicza réwniez
ograniczenia wynikajace z tej formy zbierania informacji. Zdaniem autora wadami
tego systemu jest: nadmiar informacji i problemy z ich weryfikacji, bariery jezyko-
we oraz dezinformacja33.

Andrzej Lebiedowicz zwraca uwage, ze zaréwno w doktrynie jaki i praktyce
toczy sie dyskusja czy otwarte zrédla informacji zaliczy¢ do czynnosci operacyj-
no-rozpoznawczych. Bogdan Swigczkowski jest zdania, ze prowadzenie dziatan
w oparciu o informacje z otwartych zrédel informacji mozna potraktowa¢ jako
dzialania analityczno-informacyjne, a nie czynnosci operacyjno-rozpoznawcze.
W podobnym tonie wypowiada si¢ Jedrzej Pogorzelski, ktéry wprost twierdzi, ze
pozyskiwanie informacji z otwartych zZrédet nie mozna umiejscowi¢ ramach czyn-
nosci operacyjno-rozpoznawczych34. Z kolei Piotr Chlebowicz otwarte Zrédta in-
formacji lokuje ,w obszarze taktyki kryminalistycznej, przy czym jego zastosowa-
nie odnositoby sie przede wszystkim do realizacji funkcji rozpoznawczej”3>.

Niezaleznie od umiejscowienia otwartych zrédet informacji na plaszczyznie dzia-
tan organdéw $cigania, nalezy podkresli¢, ze niewatpliwie jest to duzy zasob wiedzy
wspomagajacy system przeciwdziatania przestgpczosci. Umiejetne ich wykorzysta-
nie przyczynia si¢ do efektywnego rezultatu dziatan organéw $cigania. Zdaniem An-
drzeja Lebiedowicza ,,organy $cigania w toku prowadzenia czynnosci operacyjno-
-rozpoznawczych oraz postepowan przygotowawczych niejednokrotnie korzystajg
z otwartych 7rddel informacji, ktore stanowig kopalnie cennych informacji3®”

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Ponadto cytowany autor dodaje, Ze pozytywnie zweryfikowane dane uzyskane
z otwartych zrédel informacji mogg sta¢ sie istotnym filarem wielu analiz kryminal-
nych, ktérych wnioski bedg rzutowaly na kierunki prowadzonych $ledztw”37.

Podsumowanie

Komunikacja jest bardzo istotnym elementem funkcjonowania kazdego spote-
czenstwa. Miedzy organami $cigania a czlonkami spoteczenstwa czesto zachodzi
specyficzna interakcja w wyniku, ktérej nastepuje wymiana informacji o zagro-
zeniach bezpieczenstwa. Nalezy podkresli¢, ze w taki sposob zebrane informacje
znacznie podnoszg standardy zycia oraz poziom bezpieczenstwa. Przykladem tego
jest wprowadzenie aplikacji Krajowa Mapa Zagrozen Bezpieczenstwa. Z drugiej
strony pozyskiwanie informacji z ogélnie dostepnych zZrédet w ramach bialego wy-
wiadu stanowi bardzo wazny element czynno$ci rozpoznawczych Policji i przyczy-
nia sie do podniesienia efektywnosci pracy organow $cigania.

Tym samym nalezy stwierdzi¢, ze zaréwno pozyskiwanie informacji o zagro-
zeniach bezposrednio od spoleczenstwa oraz szukanie informacji w przestrze-
ni ogoélnodostepnej stanowia wazny czynnik w pracy Policji stuzacy eliminacji
z przestrzeni publicznej zachowan kryminogennych.

Communication is a very important element of the functioning of any society. There is
often a specific interaction between law enforcement agencies and members of the public
that results in the exchange of information about security threats. It should be emphasized
that the information collected in this way significantly improves living standards and the
level of safety. An example of this is the introduction of the National Security Threat Map
application. On the other hand, obtaining information from publicly available sources as
part of white intelligence is a very important element of police reconnaissance activities
and contributes to increasing the effectiveness of the work of law enforcement agencies.

Mediacja ma coraz szersze zastosowanie w nauczaniu glottodydaktycel.
Wspolczesnie nie mozna moéwi¢ o skutecznym procesie nauczania bez zastoso-
wania umiejetnego podejscia mediacyjnego. Czynnikiem wymagajacym zmiany,
w tym wymuszajacym niejako podejscie mediacyjne, w przekazywaniu wiedzy,
stala sie sytuacja spoteczno - gospodarczaZ2.

I. Europejski system opisu ksztalcenia jezykowego

Jednym z najwazniejszych opracowan dotyczacych ksztalcenia jezykowego oraz
kulturowego jest Europejski system opisu ksztalcenia jezykowego: uczenie sig, na-
uczanie, ocenianie (ESOK). Jest to dokument dajacy jednolita podstawe do tworze-
nia planéw nauczania, zalecen programowych oraz podrecznikéw czy egzaminow
dla krajow europejskich. Opisuje réwniez wiedzg, sprawnosci jak i umiejetnosci ko-
nieczne w osiagnieciu biegtosci jezykowej, biorgc pod uwage kontekst kulturowy3.

Po 20 latach doswiadczen powstalo nowe, uzupelniajace opracowanie ESOK],
opublikowane przez Rade Europy na poczatku 2018 r. Rézny jest jednak stopien
wdrozenia wspomnianego opracowania w krajach Europy, jak okazuje si¢ w trakcie
analizy na przyktad podstawy programowej czy popularyzacji wiedzy o ESOKJ4.

W nowym opracowaniu uwypuklono role mediacji. Dodanie mediacji jako
kolejnego, czwartego obszaru uzycia jezyka, wigzalo si¢ z opracowaniem skali

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deskryptoréw takich jak, na przyktad, recepcja tekstu literackiego czy interakeji
w komunikacji droga elektroniczna?.

Co wazne, w nowym opracowaniu: ,,Kompetencja réznojezyczna i réznokul-
turowa (pluri lingual and pluri cultural competence) uzyskaty tu wreszcie wlasng
range, stajac si¢ rownoprawnym z kompetencja komunikacyjna wyznacznikiem
skutecznego uczenia jezyka obcego.”6. Bez zastosowania mediacji nie mozna mo-
wi¢ ani o kompetencji komunikacyjnej, ani o skutecznej komunikacji migdzykul-
turowej.

I a. Mediacja

Ostatnie lata okazaly pokazaly bardzo mocno, jak duza jest potrzeba stosowa-
nia i skuteczno$ci mediacji.

Jak podaje Kodeks postgpowania cywilnego w ustawie z dnia 17 listopada 1964 r.
w kolejnych artykutach:

Art. 1831. [Charakter mediacji]

§ 1. Mediacja jest dobrowolna.

§ 2. Mediacje prowadzi si¢ na podstawie umowy o mediacje albo postanowie-
nia sadu kierujacego strony do mediacji. Umowa moze by¢ zawarta takze przez
wyrazenie przez strone¢ zgody na mediacje, gdy druga strona zlozyla wniosek,
o ktérym mowa w art. 1836 § 1

§ 3. W umowie o mediacje¢ strony okreslaja w szczegolnosci przedmiot media-
cji, osobe mediatora albo sposéb wyboru mediatora.

§ 4. Mediacje prowadzi si¢ przed wszczeciem postepowania, a za zgoda stron
takze w toku sprawy.

Ustawodawca okresla $cisle kto moze by¢ mediatorem, jakimi cechami powi-
nien odznaczac si¢ \ oraz jak zobowiazany jest prowadzi¢ mediacje.

Art. 1833a . [Metody mediacji]

Mediator prowadzi mediacje¢, wykorzystujac rézne metody zmierzajace do po-
lubownego rozwigzania sporu, w tym poprzez wspieranie stron w formulowaniu
przez nie propozycji ugodowych, lub na zgodny wniosek stron moze wskazac spo-
soby rozwiazania sporu, ktore nie sg dla stron wiazace.

Wspolczesnie wymaga sie nieco innych kompetencji od nauczycieli niz kilka
lat wezesniej. Umiejetno$¢ mediacyjnego stuchania, wzbudzania zaufania, dgzenia
do porozumienia jest niezmierne istotne. Obecnie nauczyciel nie spelnia tej same;
roli, jak dawniej. Coraz czesciej moéwi sie, Ze powinien by¢ on tez mediatorem

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(oraz coachem). Uczniowie majac mozliwo$é¢ siggania do zasobow internetowych,
po wiedze siegaja sami, potrzebuja osob, ktore wskazg im, jak samodzielnie na-
uczy¢ sie, skutecznie skorzysta¢ z dostepnej wiedzy. Bez wrazliwych na stuchanie
oraz poznawanie innej kultury nauczycieli nie bedzie mozna méwic¢ o skutecznej
komunikacji, stanowigcej istote dydaktyki jezyka obcego.

II. Kompetencje kulturowe jako podloze mediacji

Mediacja wykorzystywana jest skutecznie w glottodydaktyce. Budujac kompe-
tencje kulturowe przy uzyciu mediacji nalezy pamietaé, co w procesie edukacji jest
wazne, ale nieoczywiste. Jak zauwaza Grzegorz Stunza’, ksztalcagc mtode pokole-
nie nie nalezy zapominad, ze edukacja to nie tylko przekazanie i przyswajanie wie-
dzy, ale réwniez wartosci. Badacz podkresla, jak wazny jest ukryty program edu-
kacyjny (hidden curriculum) czyli to, co nie jest zapisane w programie nauczania,
ale wynika z procesu organizacji. Jako przyklad podaje kolejnos¢ zajec, podziat
na zajecia, stosowanie metod oraz dobdr narzedzi edukacyjnych, uktad tawek czy
zasady komunikowania. W glottodydaktyce niezmiernie wazna jest komunikacja
kulturowa, bedaca, wedlug Mikutowskiego-Pomorskiego: ,(...) sposobem poste-
powania, tworzacym zycie spoleczne przez wyposazenie jednostki w mozliwosci
uczestniczenia, utozsamiania i negocjowania tego zycia. Jest czynnikiem spolecz-
nie aktywnym”8, Jak zauwaza Urszula Zydek-Bednarczuk komunikacja kulturo-
wa rzadzi si¢ nastepujacymi zasadami: ,,1. Kazda wspdlnota konwersacyjna nosi
w sobie $lady kulturowo okreslonych srodkéw i znaczen postgpowania komunika-
cyjnego, a komunikuje sie skutecznie i stosownie do kontekstu®.

Wzbogacanie istotnej kompetencji komunikacji interkulturowej, musi
uwzglednia¢ podejscie mediacyjne (jesli chodzi o podejscie do kultury amery-
kanskiej, moze nastapi¢ dzieki programowi TEIP - Teaching English in Poland).
Program ten prowadzony przez Fundacje¢ Kosciuszkowska cieszy sie w Polsce du-
zym powodzeniem, taczy on nie tylko intensywna nauke jezyka angielskiego, ale
réwniez uczy empatii miedzykulturowej. Kurs ten wypracowal formule budowa-
nia kontaktéw polsko-amerykanskich. Powstala platforma do budowania realnych
kontaktow polsko-amerykanskich, wlaczajaca wymiar poznawania i szanowania
kultur, ktéra daje szans¢ wyréwnania niedostatkéw ksztalcenia interkulturowego
wynikajacych z ubogich tresci w podrecznikach do nauki jezyka angielskiego.

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Rozwijanie kompetencji mediacyjnej na bazie ksztalcenia interkulturowego
w szkole zwykle pada ofiarg splotu réznych czynnikéw: nieadekwatne przygoto-
wanie i zaangazowanie nauczycieli, mala liczba lekcji tygodniowo, zbyt liczne kla-
sy, presja sprawdzianow testujacych tatwo sprawdzalng wiedze leksykalno-grama-
tyczng, nacisk czynnikéw zewnetrznych na sukces egzaminacyjny. Niski poziom
zaangazowania nauczycieli jezykow obcych, w tym gltéwnie jezyka angielskiego,
w rozwijanie kompetencji interkulturowych uczniéw wynika z wielu réznych przy-
czyn, niekoniecznie zwigzanych z niedostatkami w przygotowaniu zawodowym.

Nauczycielowi moze by¢ wrecz
trudno przekonac rodzicow czy dyrekcje szkoly, ze wyrabianie u dzieci wrazliwo-
$ci na podejscie mediacyjne czyli odpowiednie reagowanie na mniejszosci etnicz-
ne i rasowe ma wieksze znaczenie niz poprawnos$¢ gramatyczna.

Zakonczenie

Mediacja jest waznym narzedziem bazujacym na jezyku uzywanym przez
uczacych oraz nauczanych. Za pomocg kodéw jezykowych, postugujac si¢ media-
cja jako srodkiem, przekazywana jest nie tylko wiedza, ale réwniez wartosci oraz
normy!0. Umiejetno$ci mediacyjne sg kluczowe zwlaszcza w komunikacji miedzy-
kulturowej, charakterystycznej dla obecnych czaséw, ktérej podstawy powinny by¢
ksztattowane w ramach procesu dydaktycznego!l.
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Streszczenie

Nowatorskie spojrzenie na glottodydaktyke w ostatnim czasie przyniosta Rada Europy
oraz powstale publikacje naukowe. W dokumencie, jakim jest Europejski systemem opisu
ksztalcenia jezykowego eksperci zaproponowali inne niz dotychczas podejécie do nauczania
jezyka obcego, jakim okazalo sie podejscie mediacyjne. Wspomniane dzialanie jest jednak
malo doceniane oraz wykorzystywane w procesie dydaktycznym. Dzialanie mediacyjne
ma szerokie zastosowanie nie tylko w procesie ttumaczenia, ale réwniez w dzialaniach ko-
munikacyjnych.

Mediation is widely used
not only in the translation process, but also in communication activities. Mediation activi-
ties undertaken in the field of glottodidactics require appreciation, where not only knowl-
edge of lexis and grammar is important, but also cultural interpretation is the necessity for
effective intercultural communication.

7 kwietnia 2017 r. o zmianie ustawy - Kodeks postepowania administracyjnego
oraz niektorych innych ustaw. Na mocy czg¢$ciowej zmiany obowigzujacego do-
tychczas K.p.a., wprowadzona zostala nieznana wcze$niej na gruncie ww. ustawy,
instytucja mediacji administracyjnej, ktéra pojawia sie juz na samym poczat-
ku znowelizowanej ustawy, w zasadach ogdlnych procedury administracyjnej,
a konkretnie w art. 13, ktéry stanowi o zasadzie polubownego rozstrzygania kwe-
stii spornych. Zgodnie z przytoczonym przepisem - organy administracji publicz-
nej w sprawach, ktorych charakter na to pozwala, daza do polubownego rozstrzy-
gania kwestii spornych oraz ustalania praw i obowigzkéw bedacych przedmiotem
postepowania w nalezacych do ich wlasciwosci sprawach, w szczegdlnosci przez

Zasade ugodowego zalatwienia spraw administracyjnych realizujg dwie insty-
tucje proceduralne - ugoda i mediacja. R6znica migdzy nimi jest zasadnicza, po-
niewaz ta druga forma nie skutkuje zalatwieniem sprawy, a jej celem jest jedynie
wyjasnienie i rozwazenie okolicznosci sprawy oraz przyjecie ustalen dotyczacych
jej zatatwienia w granicach obowiazujacego powszechnie prawa, w tym przez wy-
danie decyzji lub zawarcie ugody. Mediacja jest wiec szczegélnym trybem poste-
powania wyjasniajacego, poprzedzajacym zalatwienie sprawy administracyjnej,
natomiast ugoda jest réwnorzedna z decyzja prawng formg zalatwienia sprawy
administracyjnej*.

Celem niniejszego artykulu jest scharakteryzowanie mediacji administracyj-
nej w polskim porzadku prawnym w kontekscie alternatywnej metody zalatwia-
nia sporow toczacych sie przed organami administracji publicznej. Autor, stosujac
metode dogmatyczno-prawnag, analizuje przepisy prawa dotyczace instytucji me-
diacji administracyjnej, przedstawia proces mediacji i jego etapy. charakteryzuje
osobe mediatora okreslajac jego zadania, a takze ukazuje instytucje mediacji jako
forme komunikacji w postepowaniu administracyjnym. Autor przywoluje takze
orzecznictwo Naczelnego Sadu Administracyjnego (dalej: NSA) i wojewddzkich
sagdow administracyjnych (dalej: WSA), co podkresla wage podejmowanego te-
matu i odzwierciedla znaczenie przeprowadzania mediacji administracyjnych na
gruncie postepowan przed sadami administracyjnymi.

Instytucja mediacji administracyjnej — ogolna charakterystyka

Mediacja (fac. mediator — posrednik, mediare — posredniczy¢ w sporze, me-
dicus - $rodkowy, bezstronny) jest polubownym sposobem zalatwienia danego
sporu - alternatywnym w stosunku do sadowego rozwiazania konfliktu miedzy
zainteresowanymi.

Uczestnikami mediacji administracyjnej moga by¢ - organ prowadzacy po-
stepowanie oraz strona lub strony tego postgpowania, albo tylko strony postepo-
wania (z wylaczeniem organu). W literaturze przedmiotu jednak trafnie podkre-
slono, ze w relacji organ - strona postepowania trudno jest mowi¢ o powstaniu
konfliktu jeszcze przed rozstrzygnieciem sprawy. Spor moze bowiem powstaé po

Tres¢ decy-
zji wyraza zatem po raz pierwszy sformalizowane stanowisko organu i wéwczas
mozna rozpatrywac to, czy pozostaje ono w sprzecznosci z interesem strony”®.
Co istotne, jak zalozyl ustawodawca, mediacja administracyjna moze zosta¢ prze-
prowadzona w kazdym stadium postepowania administracyjnego, niezaleznie od
tego czy jest to tryb zwyczajny czy tryb nadzwyczajny oraz niezaleznie od spo-
sobu uruchomienia go’. Nie ma wiec szczegdlnych wyrdznien etapéw, w ktorych
mozna rozpoczaé postegpowanie mediacyjne. Mozna przyjaé, ze dane postepo-
wanie administracyjne moze rozpocza¢ si¢ i dazy¢ do zakonczenia w trybie nie-
objetym mediacja, jednak w jego trakcie, z woli stron, postepowanie mediacyjne
zaabsorbuje dotychczasowe czynnosci na rzecz mediacji i polubownego rozwia-
zania sporu administracyjnego.

Etapy postepowania mediacyjnego

Zgodnie z art. 96b K.p.a., organ administracji publicznej, z urzedu lub na
wniosek strony, zawiadamia o mozliwosci przeprowadzenia mediacji®. Mediacja
moze by¢ prowadzona tylko w sprawach, ktérych charakter pozwala na ,,medio-
wanie”. Udzielenie, wygasniecie lub przeniesienie jakiegokolwiek indywidualnego
uprawnienia nie moze by¢ z kolei przedmiotem mediacji®. W przedmiotowym
wniosku strona moze wskaza¢ mediatora. Nie jest to jednak warunek, a upowaz-
nienie. Brak wskazania mediatora nie budzi zadnych konsekwencji prawnych.
W zawiadomieniu informujacym o mozliwosci przeprowadzenia mediacji organ
administracji publicznej zwraca si¢ do stron o wyrazenie zgody na przeprowa-
dzenie mediacji oraz o wybranie mediatora. Dzieje si¢ to w terminie czternastu
dni od dnia doreczenia zawiadomienia. Jest to termin procesowy, ktéry moze zo-
sta¢ przez organ przywrocony stronie na jej wniosek po spelnieniu ustawowych
przestanek10. Niezwykle waznym elementem jest wyrazenie zgody na przepro-
wadzenie mediacji przez strony. Jest to wyraz dobrowolnosci przeprowadzenia

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mediacji administracyjnej, ktéra wynika expressis verbis z przepiséw K.p.all.
Zatem nie mozna postawi¢ organowi skutecznego zarzutu poprzez nieprzysta-
pienie do mediacji, skoro nie ma on obowigzku uczestniczenia w mediacji, gdy
nie dostrzega ani samego przedmiotu, ktory moglby nig zostac objety, ani szans
na powodzenie tej formy zalatwienia sprawy administracyjnejl2. Zawiadomienie
o mozliwosci przeprowadzenia mediacji musi zawiera¢ takze pouczenie o zasa-
dach prowadzenia mediacji oraz ponoszenia jej kosztéw. Na obowigzek informa-
cyjny sklada si¢ takze to, ze organ administracji publicznej zawiadamia o moz-
liwosci przerwania mediacji na kazdym jej etapie bez ponoszenia negatywnych
konsekwengcjil3. Jesli po uptywie opisanego powyzej terminu procesowego organ
nie uzyska zgody na przeprowadzenie mediacji - postepowania mediacyjnego nie
przeprowadza sie!l4.

(wyrazenia opinii lub zgody albo wyrazenia stanowiska w innej formie), a decyzje
wydaje sie po zajeciu stanowiska przez ten organ, to organ administracji publicz-
nej zawiadamia réwniez ten organl®>. W postanowieniu o skierowaniu sprawy do
mediacji wskazuje sie mediatora wybranego przez uczestnikow mediacji, a jezeli
uczestnicy mediacji nie wybrali mediatora (zadna strona go nie zaproponowa-
ta lub nie doszlo do konsensusu), wskazuje si¢ mediatora wybranego przez or-
gan administracji publicznej, posiadajacego odpowiednig wiedze¢ i umiejetnosci
w zakresie prowadzenia mediacji w sprawach danego rodzaju. Co istotne, na
przedmiotowe postanowienie organu administracji publicznej nie przystuguje
zazalenie!®.

Organ administracji publicznej, kierujac sprawe do mediacji, odracza rozpa-
trzenie sprawy na okres do dwdch miesiecy. Na zgodny wniosek uczestnikéw me-
diacji lub z innych waznych powodéw termin dwoch miesiecy moze zostaé prze-
dluzony, nie diuzej jednak niz o miesiac. Warto zaznaczy¢, ze skierowanie sprawy
do mediacji moze by¢ powodem przewleklosci postgpowania zaréwno z powodu

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zbednosci mediacji, jak i z powodu odroczenia sprawy na zbyt dlugi okres!7, co
moze powodowa¢ naruszenie zasady ogdlnej K.p.a. z art. 12, ktdra stanowi o szyb-
kosci przeprowadzania postepowania administracyjnego.

W przypadku nieosiggnigcia najwazniejszych celow mediacji, czyli wyjasnienia
i rozwazenia okolicznosci faktycznych i prawnych sprawy oraz dokonania usta-
len dotyczacych jej zatatwienia w granicach obowigzujacego prawa w ustawowym
terminie, organ administracji publicznej wydaje postanowienie o zakonczeniu
mediacji i zalatwia sprawe prowadzac postepowanie administracyjne oraz finalnie
- wydajac decyzje, chyba ze dany przypadek nie wymaga wydania decyzji admi-
nistracyjne;j.

Mediator - wymagania, zadania, prawa i obowiazki

Mediatorem moze by¢ osoba fizyczna posiadajaca petng zdolnos¢ do czynnosci
prawnych. Mediator musi tez korzysta¢ z petni praw publicznych, w szczegélnosci
wymog ten dotyczy mediatora wpisanego na liste stalych mediatoréw lub do wy-
kazu instytucji i 0s6b uprawnionych do prowadzenia postepowania mediacyjne-
go, prowadzonych przez prezesa sadu okregowego, lub na liste prowadzona przez
organizacje pozarzadowa lub uczelnig, o ktdrej informacje przekazano prezeso-
wi sadu okregowego. Szczegdly dotyczace prowadzenia listy stalych mediatorow
okresla Rozporzadzenie Ministra Sprawiedliwosci w sprawie prowadzenia listy
stalych mediatoréw z dnia 20 stycznia 2016 r., ktére miedzy innymi reguluje spo-
sob prowadzenia listy statych mediatoréw, tryb wpisywania i skreslania z listy, tryb
zamieszczania na liscie i aktualizacji danych i informacji, sposéb potwierdzania
spelnienia warunkéw wpisywania na liste, wzor formularza wniosku o wpis na
liste oraz rodzaje dokument6éw zalaczanych do wniosku!8. Warto zauwazy¢, ze jak
wskazal WSA w Gliwicach - nie nalezy podzieli¢ pogladu, ze dla wykazania wie-
dzy i umiejetnosci w zakresie mediacji niezbedne jest wykazanie doswiadczenia
wich prowadzeniu, poniewaz doswiadczenie moze obrazowac poziom umiejetnosci
a nie same umiejetnosci. Aby zdoby¢ doswiadczenie, trzeba prowadzi¢ mediacje,
a to umozliwia dopiero wpis na liste statych mediatoréw, ktéra podlega bieza-
cej aktualizacjil®. Aby zosta¢ wpisanym na liste stalych mediatoréw nalezy wiec
wykaza¢ odpowiednie umiejetnosci, ale pod uwage nie jest brane doswiadczenie
w prowadzeniu postepowan mediacyjnych.

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Do gléwnych zadan mediatora nalezy poprawa komunikacji, ktéra dotyczy
przede wszystkim ulepszania wzajemnego przekazywania informacji o prob-
lemach miedzy stronami, a takze o preferowanych schematach rozwigzywania
sporow. Mediacja dzigki zaangazowaniu osoby trzeciej zmienia dynamike i pozi-
om komunikowania si¢ po obu stronach oraz pomiedzy nimi. Mediator mody-
fikuje forum wymiany stanowisk, jego schematy i procedury. Moze podsycac
i ulatwia¢ bezposrednig komunikacje, chociazby poprzez proponowanie bardziej
efektywnych sposobéw moéwienia i stuchania oraz powtarzanie wlasnymi stowa-
mi tego, co si¢ ustyszato, przekladajac wypowiedzi na jezyk bardziej zrozumialy
i akceptowalny, zadajac otwarte pytania i podsumowujac wypowiedzi stron20. Me-
diator wiec, dzieki swoim kwalifikacjom, wlasciwosciom oraz umiejetnosciom st-
warza odpowiednig atmosfere oraz fundamenty umozliwiajace nawigzanie przez
strony dialogu?!, a pdzniej - konsensusu.

Mediator ma prawo do wynagrodzenia i zwrotu wydatkéw zwigzanych z prze-
prowadzeniem mediacji, chyba ze wyrazil zgode na prowadzenie mediacji bez wyn-
agrodzenia?2. Jako wydatki zwigzane z przeprowadzeniem mediacji mozna uzna¢
chociazby koszt podrdézy do miejsca, w ktérym ma odby¢ si¢ mediacja. Jesli sprawa
zalatwiana jest w drodze decyzji administracyjnej, kosztem mediacji obcigza si¢
organ administracji publicznej. Z kolei w sprawach, w ktérych moze by¢ zawarta
ugoda, koszty mediacji ponosza strony mediacji w czg$ciach réwnych, chyba ze
postanowig inaczej. O zasadach tych organ obowigzany jest pouczy¢ strony juz
w zawiadomieniu o mozliwoéci skierowania sprawy do mediacji23. Koszty me-
diacji uczestnik mediacji ma obowiazek pokry¢ od razu po jej zakonczeniu (bez
zbednej zwloki). Uwzgledniajac, ze koszty mediacji okresla organ postanowieniem
o ustaleniu wysokosci kosztow mediacji, niezwloczne uiszczenie kosztow medi-
acji nalezy wigza¢ z doreczeniem przedmiotowego postanowienia. Wymagalnos¢
zaplaty powstaje wiec w momencie doreczenia stronie postanowienia ustalajgcego
wysoko$¢ kosztow mediaciji.

Podczas prac legislacyjnych nad nowa regulacja pojawil si¢ pomyst, aby to or-
gan administracji publicznej (w osobie jego pracownika) odgrywat role mediatora,
lecz finalnie zrezygnowano z tego rozwiazania z uwagi na zagrozenie naruszenia

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zasady bezstronnosci?4. Nalezy podzieli¢ poglad, ze sytuacja, w ktorej mediatorem
bytby pracownik jakiegokolwiek organu administracji publicznej bylaby co najm-
niej niewlasciwa oraz moglaby naruszac zasade ogolng K.p.a. stanowiacg o tym, ze
organy administracji publicznej prowadza postepowanie w sposob budzacy zau-
fanie jego uczestnikow do wtadzy publicznej, kierujac si¢ zasadami proporcjonal-
nosci, bezstronno$ci i rownego traktowania?>.

Jak wynika z K.p.a. mediator powinien zachowa¢ bezstronno$¢ przy prow-
adzeniu mediacji i niezwlocznie ujawni¢ okolicznosci, ktore moglyby wzbudzi¢
watpliwos¢ co do jego bezstronnosci. Stosuje si¢ rowniez przepisy o wylaczeniu
pracownika organu administracji publicznej.

— w ktorej byl swiadkiem lub bieglym albo byt lub jest przedstawicielem
jednej ze stron, albo w ktdrej przedstawicielem strony jest jego matzonek,
krewny, powinowaty albo osoba zwigzana z nim z tytutu przysposobienia,
opieki lub kurateli;

—  w ktorej bral udzial w wydaniu zaskarzonej decyzji;

— zpowodu ktorej wszczeto przeciw niemu dochodzenie stuzbowe, postepo-
wanie dyscyplinarne lub karne;

— w ktdrej jedna ze stron jest osoba pozostajaca wobec niego w stosunku
nadrzednosci stuzbowe;j.

Powody wylaczenia mediatora od udzialu w postepowaniu trwaja takze po
ustaniu malzenstwa, przysposobienia, opieki lub kurateli26. Mediator powinien
odmowi¢ réwniez przeprowadzenia mediacji w przypadku watpliwosci co do jego
bezstronnosci i niezwlocznie zawiadomi¢ o tym uczestnikéw mediacji oraz organ
administracji publicznej, jezeli nie jest on uczestnikiem mediacji. Mamy wiec do
czynienia z rygorystycznymi przestankami wylaczenia mediatora z prowadzenia
mediacji. Powinien on zosta¢ wylaczony, takze gdy zachodza jakiekolwiek watpli-
wosci, a nie tylko gdy okreslone przestanki zajda wprost.

Przed rozpoczg¢ciem mediacji, mediator zapoznaje si¢ z aktami danej sprawy i ma

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w terminie siedmiu dni od dnia ogloszenia lub doreczenia postanowienia o skiero-
waniu sprawy do mediacji nie wyrazi zgody na zapoznanie si¢ mediatora z aktami.

Zasada tajnosci mediacji administracyjnej, akta postepowania,
protokot z mediacji

Wtadciwa procedura mediacyjna co do zasady nie jest jawna. Mediator, uczest-
nicy mediacji i inne osoby biorace udzial w mediacji s3 obowigzani zachowa¢
w tajemnicy wszelkie fakty, o ktorych dowiedzieli sie w zwiazku z prowadzeniem
mediacji. Nie jest to jednak norma bezwzgledna, poniewaz uczestnicy mediacji
moga postanowic inaczej. Propozycje ugodowe, ujawnione fakty lub o§wiadczenia
zfozone w toku mediacji nie moga by¢ wykorzystywane jednak po jej zakoncze-
niu, z wyjatkiem ustalen zawartych w protokole z przebiegu mediacji?8. Rozwig-
zania te majg by¢ gwarantem niewykorzystywania ustalen, o$wiadczen wiedzy
i woli skfadanych przez uczestnikéw w trakcie mediacji po jej zakonczeniu. Ze-
stawienie tej reguly z zasada wzglednej jawnosci postepowania administracyjnego
z art. 73 wskazuje, ze wolg prawodawcy byto zapewnienie uczestnikom mediacji,
ze ich zaangazowanie w ten etap i ujawnienie przez nich okolicznosci, nie przy-
niosg uszczerbku ich interesom prawnym i faktycznym w sytuacji nieosiggnigcia
celow mediacji i przystapienia przez organ do rozstrzygania sprawy w sposob au-
torytatywny. Przedstawione gwarancje poufnosci mediacji sg jednak iluzoryczne.
Trudno przyjacé, aby dopuszczony do procesu mediacyjnego pracownik organu ad-
ministracji publicznej powstrzymat si¢ od prowadzenia postgpowania wyjasniaja-
cego w zakresie okoliczno$ci ujawnionych w trakcie mediacji, o ktérych istnieniu
przed mediacja nie posiadal wiedzy2®. Nie sposéb przyjaé, ze pracownik organu
administracji pomiedzy zakonczeniem mediacji, a przejsciem do rozwigzywania
danej sprawy w sposob standardowy, odrzuci calkowicie wiedze, ktéra posiadi
uczestniczac w mediacji.

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waniu przez nich propozycji ugodowych30. Ten obowigzek, ktéry na mediatora
naklada ustawodawca, jest aktualny zaréwno w przypadku, gdy mediator ma do-
step do akt sprawy, jak i wtedy, gdy w konkretnym postepowaniu uczestnik media-
¢ji (jako strona) odmowil zgody na zapoznanie sie mediatora z aktami sprawy3L.
Mozna stwierdzi¢, ze wspomaganie stron w sformulowaniu przez nich ugody jest
jednym z najwazniejszych zadan mediatora. Osoby bedace stronami nie muszg by¢
przeciez profesjonalistami, nie musza nawet znac szczegélowo przepiséw prawa.
Zawierana ugoda musi by¢ z kolei zgodna z obowigzujacym prawem, poniewaz
bedzie ona na dalszym etapie wymaga¢ zatwierdzenia przez organ administracji
publicznej.

Mediator sporzadza protokot z przebiegu mediacji, ktory
ma zawierac: czas i miejsce przeprowadzenia mediacji, imiona i nazwiska (nazwy)
oraz adresy (siedziby) uczestnikéw mediacji, imie i nazwisko oraz adres mediato-
ra, dokonane ustalenia co do sposobu zalatwienia sprawy, podpis mediatora oraz
uczestnikéw mediacji, a jezeli ktérykolwiek z uczestnikéw mediacji nie moze pod-
pisa¢ protokotu, wzmianke o przyczynie braku podpisu33. Katalog danych, ktore
majg znalez¢ si¢ protokole mozna uzna¢ za katalog enumeratywny. Mediator nie-
zwlocznie przedklada protokot z przebiegu mediacji organowi administracji pub-
licznej w celu wlaczenia go do akt sprawy i dorecza odpis tego protokotu uczest-
nikom mediacji.

Jesli w wyniku postgpowania mediacyjnego w protokole zostang zawarte usta-
lenia dotyczace zatatwienia sprawy, to powinna zosta¢ ona zakonczona zgodnie
z tymi ustaleniami. W uzasadnieniu noweli wskazano, ze zwigzanie organu ustale-
niami protokotu nastepuje jedynie w granicach obowiazujacego prawa34, co ozna-
cza, ze dla organu wigzace bedg tylko te ustalenia, ktore nie naruszaja zadnych
obowigzujacych przepiséw prawa.

sprawy, niezaleznie od tego, przez kogo zostaly ujawnione poprzez wprowadzenie
ich do postepowania mediacyjnego. Ponadto, materialy wylaczone z obowiazku
dolaczenia ich do akt, co do zasady nie stanowig informacji publicznej w rozumie-
niu przepiséw dot. udostepniania informacji publicznej3>. Zalozenie to pozwala
zapewni¢ swobode procesu mediacyjnego, w ktérym strony nie musza by¢ skre-
powane tym, ze przedstawione przez nie materialy pozostawione zostang trwale
w aktach dotyczacej ich sprawy36.

Mediacja administracyjna jako forma komunikacji
w postepowaniu administracyjnym

Jedna z przestanek wprowadzenia instytucji mediacji do polskiego postepowa-
nia administracyjnego bylo zblizenie organéw administracji publicznej do spo-
teczenstwa, zapewnienie ,,bardziej partnerskiego podejscia do obywateli’, a takze
umozliwienie partycypacji ,,spoteczenstwa we wladztwie administracyjnym”37.

Udzial jednostki w sprawowaniu wladztwa administracyjnego oraz partnerskie
podejscie organéw administracji publicznej do spoteczenstwa wymaga odpowied-
niej komunikacji podczas prowadzenia postepowan administracyjnych. Jedna
z form sprawnej komunikacji na linii: organ administracji publicznej a interesant
(wymiennie - petent, a czasem nawet klient) jest prowadzenie mediacji, a wigc
procesu dazacego do polubownego zalatwienia sporu miedzy dwoma stronami,
niezaleznie od tego, jakie podmioty tymi stronami s3.

Mozna zaryzykowac stwierdzenie, ze jedng determinantg do efektywnego zatatwie-
nia sprawy poddanej mediacji administracyjnej jest sprawna, niezakl6cona i dobra
komunikacja. Wazne beda wigc takze umiejetnosci komunikacyjne mediatora umoz-
liwiajgce efektywne porozumiewanie sie i utatwiajace wychodzenie z konfliktu38. To
od tego jak mediator bedzie moderowac przebieg mediacji zalezy, w znacznym stop-
niu, to jak szybko strony zrozumieja wzajemnie swoje stanowiska i jak szybko dojda
do zadowalajacego ich konsensusu. Rola mediatora nie bedzie wigc samo lakoniczne

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dazenie do zakonczenia sporu, ale takze wplywanie na jako$¢ komunikacji interper-
sonalnej, ktora jest podstawg znalezienia satysfakcjonujacego rozwiazania konkretnej
sprawy administracyjnej. Prawidtowo poprowadzone postepowanie mediacyjne, tak-
ze w aspekcie wlasciwej komunikacji, przesadzi o tym, Ze strony beda mogly poczyni¢
wobec siebie pewne ustepstwa, ktore w konsekwencji rozwigzg spor3.

Zakonczenie

Konkludujac trzeba wyraznie stwierdzi¢, ze wéréd wielu zalet mediacji w po-
stepowaniu administracyjnym nalezy wymieni¢ przede wszystkim: ksztaltowanie
dobrych relacji pomiedzy administracjg publiczng i spoteczenstwem, szybkos¢
postepowania administracyjnego i zakonczenia sprawy, szanse na unikniecie po-
stepowania odwolawczego lub sagdowo-administracyjnego, tajny charakter, efek-
tywna komunikacja pomigdzy stronami dzigki wsparciu dobrego mediatora, niz-
sze koszty postepowania, a takze tatwos¢ przedstawiania dowodow40.

Znowelizowanie K.p.a. bylo dlugo wyczekiwanym procesem, ktéry w zalozeniu
dostosowuje panujace zasady postepowania oraz strukture administracji do realiow
i uksztaltowanego juz w swiadomosci obywateli modelu nowoczesnej i ciagle rozwi-
jajacej si¢ administracji. Szereg wprowadzonych regulacji, w tym instytucja mediacji
administracyjnej, ma stuzy¢ zmianie wizerunku administracji publicznej miedzy in-
nymi poprzez wprowadzenie licznych instrumentéw dazacych do upowszechnienia
partnerskiego podejécia organdéw administracji do obywateli4l. Strona, ktéra moze
wzigc czynny udzial w zalatwieniu swojej sprawy poprzez uczestniczenie w mediacji
nabiera zaufania do organu, zmienia podejscie do aparatu administracji publicznej
i staje sie partnerem organu, a nie jego przeciwnikiem procesowym.

Postepowanie mediacyjne niesie wiele korzysci, takze dla administracji pub-
licznej i nie sposdb to jakkolwiek kwestionowalé#2. Nowoczeénie dzialajgcemu
organowi administracji publicznej powinno zaleze¢ na czynnym udziale stron
w zalatwieniu sprawy. Minimalizuje to odwotania, skargi i powoduje zadowolenie
petentdw z zalatwionej sprawy.

Streszczenie

Autor opisuje instytucje mediacji administracyjnej uregulowanej w polskim Kodeksie
Postepowania Administracyjnego na mocy nowelizacji tej ustawy, ktéra weszla w zycie
1 czerwca 2017 r. Praca naukowa przedstawia mediacje administracyjng z perspektywy
alternatywnej do wladczych rozstrzygnie¢ organéw administracji publiczne;.

Artykut oparty zostal na analizie i interpretacji obowiazujacego prawa, literatury przed-
miotu i orzecznictwa sagdéw administracyjnych. Kompleksowe spojrzenie na zagadnienie
mediacji administracyjnej pozwala zauwazy¢, jak duze znaczenie ma ona w uaktywnianiu
czynnika spolecznego w postepowaniach administracyjnych chociazby poprzez partner-
skie podejscie aparatu administracyjnego do petentéw i zdobywanie zaufania obywateli do
szeroko pojetej administracji publiczne;j.

Abstract
The author describes the institution of administrative mediation regulated in the Polish
Code of Administrative Procedure under the amendment to this Act, which entered into

force on June 1, 2017. The scientific work presents administrative mediation from an alter-
native perspective to the authoritative decisions of public administration bodies.
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The article is based on the analysis and interpretation of applicable law, subject litera-
ture, and case law of administrative courts. A comprehensive look at the issue of adminis-
trative mediation allows us to notice how important it is in activating the social factor in
administrative proceedings, for example, through a partnership approach of the adminis-
trative apparatus to petitioners and gaining citizens’ trust in the broadly understood public
administration.

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Mediacja jako narzedzie alternatywnego
rozwigzywania sporow w systemie prawnym

1. Wprowadzenie

Mediacja mozliwa jest w kazdej sprawie, o ile prawo dopuszcza mozliwos¢ za-
warcia ugody, natomiast zagadnienia poruszane w trakcie trwania mediacji zale-
z3 od woli stron sporu. Przedmiotem uzgodnien moga by¢ wszelkie sprawy np.
uzgodnienia dotyczace warunkéw rozstania, warunkéw rozwiazania stosunku
pracy. Mediacja moze by¢ prowadzona przed wniesieniem powddztwa do sadu
albo po rozpoczeciu przewodu sadowego, kazdej ze stron niezaleznie od etapu
postepowania przystuguje prawo do zlozenia wniosku o przeprowadzenie me-
diacji, ale zawsze warunkiem koniecznym jest zgoda drugiej strony konfliktu. Po
otrzymaniu wniosku o przeprowadzenie mediacji mediator niezwlocznie kon-
taktuje si¢ ze stronami konfliktu celem ustalenia terminu oraz miejsca posiedze-
nia mediacyjnego!. Posiedzenie mediacyjne moze odbywac¢ sie przy udziale obu
stron jednoczes$nie albo mediator moze prowadzi¢ dialog z osobna. Z przebiegu
mediacji mediator zobowigzany jest sporzadzi¢ protokdt. Co istotne protokoét nie
zawiera zadnych ocen ani stanowisk stron, a jedynie rezultat przeprowadzonego
postepowania mediacyjnego. Wynikiem mediacji moze by¢ zawarcie ugody mie-
dzy stronami albo pozostawi¢ spdr bez ugodowego rozwigzania i przekazaé do
rozstrzygniecia niezawistego, niezaleznego sadu, co wazne, jesli nie dojdzie do za-
warcia ugody to strony ani tym bardziej sad nie sa zwigzani propozycjami, ktore
padly w trakcie mediacji. Jesli natomiast strony zawarty ugode, a sprawa trafita do
mediacji po otwarciu przewodu sadowego to wowczas ugoda zostaje dolaczona
do protokotu, a mediator zobowigzany jest poinformowania stron, iz w moment
podpisania ugody jest tozsamy z wyrazeniem zgody na wystapienie do sadu o jej
zatwierdzenie. Mediator przekazuje protokél wraz z ugoda do wtasciwego sadu
oraz dorecza stronom odpis protokotu. Sad bez zbednej zwloki przeprowadza po-
stepowanie majace na celu zatwierdzenie ugody, nadania klauzuli wykonalnosci

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dla zawartej ugody albo odmowy zatwierdzenia ugody czy tez nadania klauzuli
wykonalnosci w catosci albo czgéci. Sad ma prawo odmoéwic¢ uznania ugody wy-
pracowanej w trakcie trwania mediacji, jesli ugoda jest sprzeczna z prawem lub
zasadami wspoétzycia spotecznego, jezeli zmierza ona do obejscia prawa, jest nie-
zrozumiala czy tez zawiera sprzecznosci.

2. Uniwersalne zasady mediacji

Postepowanie mediacyjne ma swoje ustalone reguty, ktére stanowia swoista in-
strukcje zaréwno dla mediatora jak i uczestnikéw postepowania mediacyjnego,
»mediacja jest dobrowolnym, poufnym procesem, w trakcie ktérego niezalezna
i bezstronna osoba o profesjonalnym przygotowaniu pomaga stronom w rozwig-
zaniu sytuacji trudnej, konfliktowej. Ma stuzy¢ ustaleniu kwestii spornych, zmniej-
szeniu barier komunikacyjnych, wspdélnemu przygotowaniu propozycji rozwigzan
i optymalnie zawarciu porozumienia satysfakcjonujacego strony konfliktu. Pod-
stawa powodzenia mediacji jest poza wolg samych stron takze prawidtowe dziata-
nie mediatora?”.

Po pierwsze mediacja zawsze winna by¢ dobrowolna wynika to wprost z prze-
piséw obowiazujacego prawa (m.in. art. 183! § 1 kodeksu postepowania cywil-
nego3, art. 96a § 2 kodeksu postepowania administracyjnego*). Oznacza to, ze
niezaleznie w jakiego rodzaju sprawie ma zosta¢ przeprowadzona mediacja, nie
istnieje Zzadna mozliwo$¢ prawna do przymuszenia potencjalnych uczestnikéw
do udzialu w postgpowaniu mediacyjnym. Przy pierwszym spotkaniu mediatora
z uczestnikami postepowania mediacyjnego, mediator ma obowigzek odebra¢
zgode od uczestnikow na przeprowadzenie mediacji. Nalezy podkresli¢, iz zgoda
na przeprowadzenie postepowania mediacyjnego moze zosta¢ cofnigta na kaz-
dej fazie prowadzonego postepowania mediacyjnego przez kazdego z uczestni-
kéw. Ponadto w polskim systemie prawnym nie istnieje mozliwos¢ przymuszenia
uczestnikow do zawarcia ugody, ,dobrowolnos¢ dotyczy rowniez zawarcia ugody:

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Po drugie postepowanie mediacyjne oraz wszystkie warunki ugody sa utajnio-
ne®. Oznacza to, ze tylko uczestnicy postepowania mediacyjnego oraz mediator
wiedzg o tym, jakie zagadnienia zostaly poruszone podczas postepowania me-
diacyjnego oraz maja one obowigzek zachowania tych informacji w tajemnicy.
W praktyce oznacza to, ze w sytuacji, gdyby nie doszlo do zawarcia ugody w razie
postepowania sadowego nie moga powolywac si¢ na ustalenia jakie byly propono-
wane w mediacji, gdyz bedzie to bezskuteczne, ,,sad nie bada tresci ustalent media-
cyjnych, bowiem zgodnie z art.

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tor nie opowiada si¢ za zadnym z uczestnikdw w réwnym stopniu wspiera kaz-
dego z nich w rozwigzaniu konfliktu. Mediator ma obowigzek dbania o komfort
kazdego uczestnika postepowania mediacyjnego z osobna i lacznie. Mediator
nie poddaje ocenie pogladéw, zachowania czy tez twierdzen stron, ma on jedy-
nie pomoc uczestnikom wypracowaé kompromis, ktory usatysfakcjonuje kazdego
z nich. Mediator nie moze takze pozwoli¢, aby jego osobiste poglady mogly wply-

3. Zalety mediacji w ujeciu ekonomicznym

Jedna z gtéwnych zalet mediacji jest szybkos¢. W przeciwienstwie do diugo-
trwalych proceséw sadowych, mediacja moze by¢ przeprowadzona w krotkim
czasie, czgsto tylko kilka spotkan wystarcza do znalezienia satysfakcjonujacego
rozwigzania. Zgodnie z raportem centrum mediacji mediacja $rednio trwa do
42 dni, podczas gdy proces trwa $rednio 480 dnil4.

Mediacja co do zasady jest odplatna, ale jej koszty sa znacznie nizsze niz koszty
procesu. Zgodnie z rozporzadzeniem Ministra Sprawiedliwosci z dnia 20 czerwca
2016 r. w sprawie wysokosci wynagrodzenia i podlegajacych zwrotowi wydatkow
mediatora w postepowaniu cywilnym!?, w sprawach o prawa majatkowe wyna-
grodzenie mediatora wynosi 1% wartoéci przedmiotu sporu, jednak nie mniej
niz 150 ztotych i nie wigcej niz 2000 ztotych za calos¢ postepowania mediacyj-
nego. W sprawach o prawa majatkowe, w ktérych wartosci przedmiotu sporu nie
da sie¢ ustali¢, oraz w sprawach o prawa niemajgtkowe wynagrodzenie mediato-
ra za prowadzenie postgpowania mediacyjnego wynosi za pierwsze posiedzenie
150 zlotych, a za kazde kolejne — 100 zlotych, tacznie nie wigcej niz 450 ztotych.

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Natomiast koszty procesu w sprawach cywilnych reguluje ustawa z dnia 28 lipca
2005 r. o kosztach sagdowych w sprawach cywilnych16. W sprawach o prawa ma-
jatkowe pobiera si¢ od pisma optate stalg ustalong wedlug wartosci przedmiotu
sporu lub wartosci przedmiotu zaskarzenia wynoszacej:

1) do 500 ztotych — w kwocie 30 ztotych;

2) ponad 500 zlotych do 1500 zlotych — w kwocie 100 ztotych;

4. Zalety mediacji w ujeciu spolecznym

W postepowaniu mediacyjnym strony maja wieksza kontrole nad wynikiem,
poniewaz to one same podejmuja decyzje dotyczace rozwigzania sporu. Mediator
pelni role neutralnego posrednika, ktéry pomaga stronom w identyfikacji proble-
mow, odkrywaniu wspolnych intereséw oraz w poszukiwaniu kreatywnych i trwa-
tych rozwigzan. W postepowaniu mediacyjnym strony maja mozliwo$¢ aktywnego
uczestnictwa i wyrazania swoich potrzeb, obaw i priorytetow. Mediator wspiera je
w komunikacji, pomaga w wypracowaniu porozumienia i stymuluje dialog oparty
na wzajemnym zrozumieniu. Strony majg kontrole nad tym, jakie rozwigzanie jest
dla nich najbardziej satysfakcjonujace i zgodne z ich potrzebami. W przeciwien-
stwie do procesu sadowego, gdzie sedzia podejmuje ostateczne decyzje, mediacja
daje stronom mozliwo$¢ wspdlnego opracowania rozwigzania, ktore uwzglednia ich
indywidualne interesy. Mediator pomaga im w identyfikacji wspdlnych punktéw
zbiezno$ci oraz szukaniu rozwigzan win-win, ktore zaspokajaja potrzeby obu stron.

Kolejng korzyscia plynaca z postepowania mediacyjnego jest mozliwos¢ odbu-
dowania relacji pomigdzy stronami. Proces mediacji promuje otwarto$¢, szacunek
i wspdlprace, co sprzyja budowaniu lepszych relacji miedzy stronami. Strony maja
okazje do wzajemnego stuchania, wyrazania emocji i wypracowania rozwigzan, kto-
re uwzgledniajg ich perspektywy. To czgsto niemozliwe w trakcie procesu sadowego,
ktory czesto prowadzi do poglebienia podzialéw i napie¢ miedzy stronami. Postepo-
wanie mediacyjne ma réwniez korzystne skutki dla systemu prawnego jako calosci.
Redukuje obcigzenie sagdow, pozwalajac im skoncentrowac sie na bardziej ztozonych
sprawach. Ponadto, postepowanie mediacyjne promuje dialog i wspotprace pomiedzy
stronami, co sprzyja budowaniu spdjniejszego i bardziej harmonijnego spofeczenstwa.

Podsumowanie

Podsumowujac w opinii autorki mediacja jako narzedzie alternatywnego po-
stepowania sporéw w systemie prawnym ma wiele korzysci. Jest to skuteczna,

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szybsza, tafisza i bardziej elastyczna w poréwnaniu do tradycyjnego procesu sado-
wego metoda rozwigzywania konfliktoéw, ktora daje stronom wigksza kontrole nad
wynikiem i umozliwia odbudowe relacji. Wprowadzenie mediacji jako powszech-
nie stosowanej praktyki moze przyczynic si¢ do poprawy efektywnosci i dostepno-
$ci systemu prawnego, zmniejszy¢ obcigzenie saddéw oraz promowaé rozwigzania
oparte na dialogu i wspdltpracy. Zdaniem autorki warto inwestowa¢ w promo-
wanie $wiadomosci i edukacje spoleczenstwa na temat mediacji, aby zwiekszy¢
swiadomos¢ i zaufanie do tego procesu. W opinii autorki kluczowe jest rowniez
zaangazowanie panstwa i organéw administracji w promowanie mediacji jako al-
ternatywnego narzedzia rozwiazywania sporéw. Rzad moze wprowadzi¢ zachety
finansowe, takie jak zwolnienia podatkowe czy doplaty, aby zacheci¢ strony do
skorzystania z mediacji.

Osoby pelnigce role mediatora powinny posiada¢ odpowiednie
umiejetnosci komunikacyjne, empatig, zdolnos¢ do rozwigzywania konfliktow
i neutralnos¢. Regularne szkolenia i certyfikacje dla mediatoréw sa niezbedne, aby
zapewnic jak najwyzsza jakos¢ ustug.

W dzisiejszym spoteczenstwie, gdzie konflikty sa nieodlaczng czescia naszego zycia, ist-
nieje coraz wigksze zapotrzebowanie na efektywne metody rozwigzywania sporéw.

Pojecie
mediacji wywodzi si¢ z prawa rzymskiego mediare, byto rozumiane jako ,,by¢ w §rodku”
albo ,posredniczy¢” i §cisle taczylo sie z pojeciem conflictus, czyli zdarzeniem. Rzymscy
prawnicy stusznie zauwazali, iz aby mozna bytlo méwi¢ o mediacji, konieczne jest istnienie
konfliktu, ktéry wymaga rozwigzania. Mediacja byta postrzegana jako proces, w ktérym
neutralna osoba, zwana mediatorem, wchodzita pomiedzy strony konfliktu, aby poméc im
znalez¢ wspdlne rozwiazanie.

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Abstract

In today’s society, where conflicts are an inseparable part of our lives, there is a grow-
ing need for effective methods of dispute resolution. In this context, mediation as a tool
for alternative dispute resolution in the legal system is gaining more and more popular-
ity. Mediation is a process in which an independent and neutral person - the mediator
- helps the parties to the conflict to find a solution that meets their needs and interests.
Unlike traditional court proceedings, mediation focuses on cooperation and dialogue be-
tween the parties, rather than on confrontation and resolution of the case by the court. It is
a voluntary process that allows parties to independently and actively participate in solv-
ing their problems. Mediation is a voluntary, confidential form of conflict resolution in
which the parties, with the help of an impartial, neutral third party, called a mediator, reach
a compromise on their own. The concept of mediation comes from the Roman law med-
iare, it was understood as “to be in the middle” or “to mediate” and was closely related to
the concept of “conflictus’, i.e. events. Roman lawyers rightly noticed that in order to talk
about mediation, there must be a conflict that needs to be resolved. Mediation was seen
as a process where a neutral person, called a mediator, appeared between the parties to a
conflict to help them find a mutual solution. In this article, the author wants to present
mediation as an alternative to the court process.

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Komunikowanie religijne
w Sitach Zbrojnych Ukrainy

1. Wprowadzenie

Proces komunikacji religijnej jest odrebnym i znaczacym rodzajem komunika-
cji spolecznej, ktérego rola wzrosta wraz z rozwojem $rodkéw masowego przekazu
i pod wplywem mediatyzacji. Komunikacja religijna zaktada nie tylko osiagniecie
okreslonych celéw w perspektywie doczesnej, spolecznej, politycznej, gospodar-
czej lub kulturalnej, ale ma réwniez przyczynic sie do zbawienia. Komunikowa-
nie religijne nalezy analizowac¢ jako odrebny proces, ktéry ma swoja nature, cele,
uczestnikéw!. Komunikowaniem religijnym w czasie wojny na Ukrainie zajmuja
sie ko$cioly i zwiazki wyznaniowe dzialajace w ramach Sit Zbrojnych.

Ukrainskie duszpasterstwo wojskowe ma niedluga histori¢. Dopiero bowiem
od 1992 roku na terenach jednostek wojskowych otwierano koscioty, tworzono
wydzialy synodalne i upowszechnit si¢ udzial ksiezy w ceremoniach wojskowych.
Wraz z poczatkiem zbrojnej agresji Federacji Rosyjskiej na Ukraine szczegélnego
znaczenia nabrala opieka duszpasterska nad personelem wojskowym. W efekcie
liczba kapelandéw wojskowych zaczela rosnac. Znalezli si¢ wérdd nich duchowni
prawostawni, grecko- i rzymskokatoliccy oraz przedstawiciele innych zwigzkow
wyznaniowych dzialajagcych w tym kraju. Kaptani przybywali na tereny objete
dziataniami wojennymi jako wolontariusze, aby zaspokoi¢ potrzeby duchowe i re-
ligijne oraz nies¢ pomoc humanitarng. W ten sposéb Ukraina dofaczyla do grona
panstw majacych postuge duchowa w wojsku.

Celem niniejszego opracowania jest ukazanie systemu duszpasterstwa wojsko-
wego na Ukrainie, a takze analiza jego roli we wspieraniu zolnierzy ukrainskich
poprzez gloszenie (komunikowanie) zasad wiary chrzescijanskiej.

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2. Pie¢¢ etapow

Ukrainscy badacze dzielg historyczny proces ksztaltowania si¢ duszpasterstwa
wojskowego w Ukrainie na pig¢¢ etapéw. Kazdy etap charakteryzuje sie specyficzng
dynamika inicjatyw podejmowanych zaréwno przez zwigzki wyznaniowe, jak tez
panstwo, w zakresie wprowadzenia instytucji kapelanéw do Sit Zbrojnych Ukrainy?2.

Pierwszy etap obejmowat lata 1991-2008. W tym okresie inicjatywa organizacji
kapelanéw pochodzita poczatkowo od Koscioléw, a nastepnie od przedstawicieli
armii. Jednak dzialania te nie opieraly si¢ na jasnych mechanizmach normatyw-
nych. Podczas drugiego etapu (2008-2014), w oparciu o Memorandum o wspolpracy
(ukr. MemopanmyMm 1po criBrpaio), zaczeto tworzy¢ akty normatywne dotycza-
ce nawigzywania wspolpracy ze zwigzkami wyznaniowymi w dziedzinie kapelan-
stwa, a wszelkie inicjatywy dotyczace wprowadzenia kapelanow mialy charakter
partnerski. Na trzecim etapie (2014-2016) instytucja duszpasterza wojskowego
rozwijala sie dzieki intensywnemu wsparciu wolontariuszy. W tym okresie wta-
dze panstwowe zaczely coraz bardziej interesowac si¢ prawnym uregulowaniem
tej kwestii. Na czwartym etapie (2017-2021) kapelanstwo wojskowe w Ukrainie
uzyskalo swoj pelniejszy ksztalt dzieki uchwaleniu specjalnej ustawy. Piaty etap
(ktory rozpoczat si¢ w 2022 roku) stanowi swoistg cezure w historii duszpaster-
stwa wojskowego na Ukrainie3. Instytucja ta zostata zmuszona do dzialania w eks-
tremalnych warunkach pelnoskalowej inwazji wojsk Federacji Rosyjskiej. Z tego
wzgledu mozna powiedzie¢, ze historia duszpasterstwa wojskowego na Ukrainie,
cho¢ krétka, byla naznaczona licznymi wyzwaniami, dynamicznymi zmianami
i skomplikowanymi relacjami miedzy organizacjami religijnymi a panstwem.

3. Podstawy prawne

Po uzyskaniu niepodlegtosci przez Ukraine 24 sierpnia 1991 roku, podejmowano
rozliczne dzialania w celu formalnego wprowadzenia duchownych do specjalnych
stuzb duszpasterskich, skupiajac si¢ gléwnie na kapelanach wojskowych, policyjnych
i wieziennych, a takze rozszerzajac to na stuzby graniczne i celne. Wojskowi kapelani
uzyskali wysoki status prawny, potwierdzony odpowiednimi regulacjami prawnymi.
Bylo to konieczne ze wzgledu na sytuacje geopolityczng po rosyjskiej aneksji Krymu
i pojawieniu si¢ separatystycznych ruchéw we wschodnich regionach Ukrainy
w 2014 roku. Wojna hybrydowa przyspieszyla wprowadzenie odpowiednich

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przepisow i tworzenie struktur duszpasterstwa w ukrainskiej armii. Ministerstwo
obrony organizowato szkolenia dla kapelanéw i powolalo rade¢ spoteczng do spraw
religijnej opieki w wojsku. Mimo aktywnosci ko$ciotéw, brakowalo wsparcia ze
strony administracji prezydenckiej. Jednakze niektérzy deputowani wspomogli ten
proces, przygotowujac projekty ustaw. Nie pomoglo to w szybkim wprowadzeniu
jednolitego ustawodawstwa w tym zakresie?.

Przyczyny tych trudnosci mialy charakter nie tylko prawny. Decydujaca role
odegraly czynniki spoteczno-kulturowe. Liudmyta Nepipenko wskazala na takie
problemy, jak:

« mie¢dzywyznaniowe antagonizmy;

o rozlam w ukrainskim prawostawiu (czes¢ wiernych i duchownych czula si¢

Ukraincami, druga czes¢ pozostawata lojalna Moskwie);

« upolitycznienie zycia religijnego (co wigzalo si¢ z ryzykiem przeniesienia

politycznych konfliktéw do jednostek wojskowych);

o stosunkowo niski wptyw religii na budowanie tozsamosci narodowej;

« aktywna dzialalno$¢ alternatywnych nurtéw religijnych na terenie Ukrainy

po 1991 roku (co nasilito problem zachowania tozsamosci narodowe;j);
« ambiwalentna postawa obywateli i specjalistéw wobec dziatalno$ci przed-
stawicieli koscioléw w pracy wychowawczej i spoleczno-psychologicznej
w jednostkach wojskowych oraz w strukturach sitowych;

o rozpowszechnienie ateizmu ws$rdd znacznej czes$ci mieszkancow Ukrainy
(co stanowilo spadek po epoce ZSRR);

« znaczny odsetek osob niewierzacych wsrdd personelu wojskowego;

« prawna gwarancja $wieckiego charakteru ukrainskich instytucji panstwo-

wych (zasada ta obejmowala réwniez armie i struktury sifowe);

« wykluczenie przez ukrainskie prawo mozliwosci finansowania dziatalno$ci

organizacji religijnych przez pafstwo>.

Zdaniem Nepipenko ,,poczawszy od lat 90. XX wieku, taki stan rzeczy stal sie po-
wazng przeszkoda we wprowadzeniu funkcji wojskowego kapelana. Jednak rozwdj
wspolpracy wojskowo-religijnej nie ustawal, na co wplynely procesy demokratyza-
cji spoteczenstwa, zmiany w jego zyciu duchowym, aktywna postawa przywodcow
i przedstawicieli r6znych zwigzkéw wyznaniowych oraz organizacji religijnych”.

Jaku juz wczeéniej zauwazono, potrzeba legislacyjnego rozwigzania zaistniate-
go problemu zaostrzyta si¢ po rozpoczeciu pierwszej fazy ukrainsko-rosyjskiego

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konfliktu. Zwracali na to uwage m.in. specjalisci z zakresu prawa. W 2014 roku
J. W. Krywenko, przedstawiciel Uniwersytetu Narodowego ,, Akademia Prawa
w Odessie”, przekonywal, ze ,,bez oparcia si¢ na wartosciach chrzescijanskich caty
system duchowego i moralnego wychowania personelu wojskowego moze zawies¢.
Teraz, gdy zolnierze gina podczas wykonywania zadan bojowych, gdy wystepuja
pewne trudnosci kadrowe, mowi sig, ze potrzebny byltby ksiadz i dobrze byloby,
gdyby duszpasterstwo (wojskowe — przyp. autora) zyskato status oficjalny”78.

Mimo to ustawa regulujaca prawne podstawy dziatalnosci tego typu duchow-
nych w ukrainskich formacjach zbrojnych zostata opracowana stosunkowo pdz-
no. Projekt ustawy ,,O duszpasterstwie wojskowym” wplynat do Rady Najwyzszej
Ukrainy 22 stycznia 2021 roku®. Ustawa zostala podpisana przez prezydenta Wo-
todymyra Zelenskiego 30 listopada 2021 rokul0, a wiec niecale 3 miesigce przed
pelnowymiarowa inwazja Federacji Rosyjskiej. Tekst ustawy opublikowano
21 grudnia w oficjalnym dzienniku Rady Najwyzszej ,,Glos Ukrainy”. Zgodnie
z postanowieniami, akt mial wejs¢ w zycie 1 lipca 2022 roku!l.

Oproécz ustawy ,,O stuzbie kapelanéw wojskowych” prawng podstawe dzialal-
nosci tych oséb duchownych stanowi ,,Konstytucja Ukrainy”!2 oraz ukrairskie
ustawy ,,O wolnoéci sumienia i organizacjach religijnych”13, ,,0 obowiazku stuzby
wojskowej i stuzbie wojskowej”14, O ochronie socjalnej i prawnej personelu woj-

8 Poczatek petnoskalowej wojny z Federacja Rosyjska réwniez wywart wplyw na religijno$¢
mieszkancéw Ukrainy. Tak wynika z badan opinii publicznej, przeprowadzonych w listopa-
dzie 2022 roku przez Centrum Rozumkowa. W badaniach wzieto udzial 2018 respondentow
w wieku 18 lat i starszych zamieszkujacych regiony kontrolowane przez Ukraing, w ktorych
nie toczyly sie aktywne dzialania wojenne. 26% ankietowanych stwierdzito, ze od poczatku
wielkiej wojny stali si¢ ludZzmi bardziej religijnymi. Kolejne 65% zadeklarowalo, ze wydarze-
nia wojenne nie wywotaty zZadnej zmiany w ich podejsciu do religii i wiary [O. TaTapeHko,

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skowego i cztonkéw jego rodzin”15, a takze inne ustawy, akty normatywno-prawne
uchwalane przez Rade¢ Najwyzsza Ukrainy, prezydenta Ukrainy, inne organy pan-
stwowe, czy umowy miedzynarodowe zawierane przez Ukrainel®.

Ukrainska ustawa o duszpasterstwie wojskowym jest wazna z tego wzgledu,
ze w jej ramach zdefiniowano kluczowe kwestie dotyczace dzialalnosci kapela-
néw wojskowych. W rozdziale I ustawy przedstawiono definicje takich pojec¢, jak
np. wojskowa dziatalnos¢ duszpasterska, kapelan wojskowy, potrzeby duchowo-
-religijne czy opieka duszpasterskal”. I tak, wedlug definicji ukrainskiego usta-
wodawcy, wojskowa dziatalnos¢ duszpasterska to ,,dziatalno$¢ prowadzona przez
kapelanéw wojskowych na rzecz realizacji konstytucyjnego prawa personelu woj-
skowego, pracownikéw i cztonkéw ich rodzin do wolnosci przekonan i wyznania
poprzez zaspokajanie ich potrzeb duchowych i religijnych”18. Z kolei kapelanem
wojskowym jest osoba, ktdra: ,w trybie okreslonym przez ustawe otrzymata man-
dat z prawem do wykonywania czynnosci duszpasterstwa wojskowego, zawarla
umowe o pelnienie stuzby wojskowej w stopniu oficerskim (wylacznie na stano-
wiskach duszpasterza wojskowego) oraz wykonuje wojskowa dziatalno$¢ duszpa-
sterska w jednostkach Sil Zbrojnych Ukrainy, Gwardii Narodowej Ukrainy oraz
innych formacjach utworzonych zgodnie z prawem Ukrainy, Panistwowej Stuzbie
Granicznej Ukrainy”19. Duchowo-religijne potrzeby to uéwiadomione przez czto-
wieka potrzeby zwigzane z wewnetrznymi motywacjami, rozwojem osobistym
i interakcjami spolecznymi. Przejawiaja sie¢ one w wierzeniach religijnych, wyob-
razeniach, uczuciach, praktykach oraz obrzedach20. Z kolei pod pojeciem opieki
duszpasterskiej ukrainski ustawodawca rozumie ,kierunek dzialalnosci wojsko-
wych kapelanéw, majacy na celu zapewnienie wsparcia religijnego, etycznego, mo-
ralnego i duchowego oraz wspieranie ksztaltowania osobistej odpornosci i odpo-
wiedniego stanu duchowego personelu wojskowego™21.

W rozdziale I omawianej ustawy podano réwniez definicje takich poje¢, jak:
os$rodki duchowe, zaspokojenie potrzeb duchowych i religijnych, kwota reprezen-
tacji religijnej kapelanow wojskowych, zasieganie opinii dowddztwa wojskowego
w sprawach religijnych, mandat uprawniajacy do wykonywania czynnosci duszpa-
sterstwa wojskowego, praca religijno-wychowawcza, stuzba duszpasterstwa woj-

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skowego, dzialalno$¢ spoteczno-charytatywna, a takze osoba upowazniona przez
organizacje religijng?2.

4. Praca duszpasterza wojskowego

Na mocy ustawy ,,O stuzbie kapelanéw wojskowych”, w celu zorganizowania
dziatann majacych na celu zaspokojenie potrzeb duchowych i religijnych Zolnierzy
Sit Zbrojnych Ukrainy, pracownikéw i cztonkéw ich rodzin, powotano Duszpa-
sterstwo Wojskowe, jako odrebng strukture w ramach Sit Zbrojnych Ukrainy, ktora
podlega bezposrednio Naczelnemu Dowddcy Sit Zbrojnych Ukrainy. Oznacza to,
ze stanowiska kapelanow wojskowych zostaly wprowadzone do struktur organiza-
cyjnych i kadrowych wojskowych organéw dowodzenia, jednostek wojskowych,
wojskowych instytucji o$wiatowych, innych instytucji i organizacji Sit Zbrojnych
Ukrainy. Zgodnie z otrzymang kwota reprezentacji religijnej kapelanow wojsko-
wych organizacje religijne przygotowuja niezbedna liczbe duchownych i przeka-
zujg im mandat (misje) do wykonywania dzialalnosci duszpasterstwa wojskowego,
opracowany przez Panstwowg Stuzbe Ukrainy ds. Etnopolityki i Wolnosci Sumie-
nia (PSUEWS). Uprawnienie do pelnienia czynnosci duszpasterstwa wojskowego
wygasa przez odwolanie mandatu przez PSUEWS z przyczyn okreslonych w prze-
pisach wykonawczych?3.

Kapelanem wojskowym dziatajagcym w strukturach ZSU moze zosta¢ obywa-
tel Ukrainy bedacy duchownym organizacji religijnej zarejestrowanej na Ukrainie
i posiadajacy mandat od osrodka zarzadzajacego (kierownictwa) odpowiedniej
organizacji religijnej uprawniajacy do wykonywania dziatalnosci duszpasterstwa
wojskowego. Obowigzkowym wymogiem na stanowisku kapelana wojskowego jest
posiadanie wyzszego wyksztalcenia teologicznego. Kapelanem wojskowym nie moze
zosta¢ osoba, ktdrej dostep do jednostek, oddzialéw wojskowych i oddziatéw Sit
Zbrojnych Ukrainy, Gwardii Narodowej, innych formacji wojskowych oraz Panstwo-
wej Stuzby Granicznej utworzonej zgodnie z prawem Ukrainy ogranicza ustawa24.

Zgodnie z ust. 1-4 art. 100 Statutu Stuzby Wewnetrznej Sit Zbrojnych Ukrainy,
do obowiazkdéw kapelana wojskowego nalezy:

« doradztwo w sprawach religijnych;

o uczenie personelu wojskowego, pracownikéw i cztonkéw ich rodzin tole-

rancji wobec 0s6b o innym $wiatopogladzie i pogladach religijnych;

prowadzacych dzialalno§¢ w miejscach rozmieszczenia jednostek wojsko-
wych, w celu zaspokojenia potrzeb duchowych i religijnych personelu woj-
skowego, pracownikow i cztonkéw ich rodzin;

promowanie zdrowego stylu zycia wérdd personelu wojskowego, pracow-
nikow i cztonkow ich rodzing

promowanie rozwoju osobistego i moralnego wsrdd personelu;

udzielanie pomocy psychologicznej;

zapewnienie organizacji i przeprowadzenia rytualéw zwigzanych z zaspo-
kojeniem potrzeb duchowych i religijnych zolnierzy, pracownikéw i czton-
kéw ich rodzin;

edukowanie Zolnierzy, pracownikéw i cztonkdw ich rodzin z zakresu pod-
staw nauk religijnych?>.

Jednoczesnie kapelani wojskowi nie moga by¢ zaangazowani w prowadzenie

dochodzen urzedowych oraz w inne czynnosci niezgodne z obowigzkami stuzbo-
wymi wynikajacymi ze statusu duchownego. Statut Stuzby Wewnetrznej Sit Zbroj-
nych Ukrainy zabrania réwniez wydawania im broni oraz amunicjiZ®.

Wojskowi kapelani prowadza dzialalno$¢ duszpasterska na Ukrainie wediug
nastepujacych zasad:

udzial zolnierzy, pracownikéw i cztonkéw ich rodzin w nabozenstwach
i ceremoniach religijnych musi mie¢ charakter dobrowolny;

zakaz narzucania przekonan religijnych lub innych nie zwiazanych z religia;
priorytetyzacja szkolenia bojowego (specjalnego) podczas planowania
i wdrazania $rodkéw majacych na celu zaspokojenie potrzeb duchowych
i religijnych zotnierzy.

nakaz przestrzegania konstytucyjnego prawa zolnierzy i pracownikéw do
wolnosci §wiatopogladowej i religijnej;

réwno$¢ kapelandéw wojskowych bez wzgledu na przynalezno$¢ do organi-
zacji religijnej. Rownos¢ ta dotyczy np. prawa do korzystania z osrodkéw
duchowych;

réwne prawo przedstawicieli wszystkich wyznan do zaspokajania wlasnych
potrzeb religijnych. Zasada ta dotyczy wszystkich oséb stuzacych w Sitach
Zbrojnych Ukrainy, Gwardii Narodowej Ukrainy, w Panistwowej Stuzbie
Granicznej Ukrainy oraz w innych formacjach wojskowych (utworzonych
zgodnie z prawem Ukrainy);

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» kapelani wojskowi winni okazywa¢ tolerancje wobec przedstawicieli in-

nych zwigzkéw wyznaniowych?”.

Do szczegdlnych zadan kapelanow wojskowych nalezy prowadzenie dzialal-
nosci spoleczno-charytatywnej. Polega ona na ,zaspokajaniu potrzeb spotecz-
nych zolnierzy poprzez nawigzywanie partnerstw z przedstawicielami organiza-
cji religijnych, charytatywnych (wolontariuszy), publicznych, w celu zapewnienia
wszechstronnego wsparcia, troskliwej postawy wobec Zolnierzy, pracownikow
i cztonkéw ich rodzin™28.

5. Statystyki

Zgodnie ze stanem na dzien 25 pazdziernika 2023 roku, w strukturach Sit
Zbrojnych Ukrainy dziatalo ponad 160 kapelanéw wojskowych. Na kolejnych
duchownych czekalo ponad 700 wolnych etatéw. Kilkuset innych duchownych
i pastoréw wspotpracowato z wojskiem jako osoby cywilne. Najwicksza liczba ka-
pelanow nalezy do Cerkwi Prawostawnej Ukrainy. Drugie miejsce zajmuje Ukra-
inski Kosciot Greckokatolicki. Wéréd pozostalych wyznan mozna spotkaé row-
niez duchownych rzymskokatolickich i protestanckich. Na Ukrainie utworzono
takze osobne jednostki wojskowe, w ktorych stuza muzutmanie. W zwigzku z tym
przydzielono im kapelandw-imamoéw. Kazdy kapelan tego czy innego wyznania
jest mianowany w zalezno$ci od zapotrzebowania konkretnej jednostki2?.

Warto w tym miejscu odnotowac¢, ze wsérdd kapelanow wojskowych na Ukra-
inie nie ma przedstawicieli Ukrainskiego Kosciola Prawostawnego Patriarchatu
Moskiewskiego. Ztozylo sie na to kilka czynnikdéw. Poniewaz Rosyjska Cerkiew
Prawostawna aktywnie wspierata polityke Wtadimira Putina, w tym aneksje Kry-
mu i wojne na Donbasie, Ukrainska Cerkiew Prawoslawna pozostajaca w jurys-
dykcji Patriarchatu Moskiewskiego zaczeto postrzega¢ jako potencjalne narzedzie
wplywu Rosji - co mialo uzasadnienie w faktach30. Po utworzeniu Prawostaw-

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nej Cerkwi Ukrainy (PCU) w grudniu 2018 roku, ktéra uzyskala autokefalie
(niezalezno$¢)31, ukrainskie wtadze wojskowe preferowaty kapelanéw zwigzanych
z PCU. Ponadto, w 2018 roku ukrainski parlament wprowadzil specjalne zmia-
ny legislacyjne. Zabranialy one przebywac na obiektach o szczegélnym znaczeniu
oraz prowadzi¢ na ich terenie dziatalnos¢ duszpasterska przedstawicielom tych
zwiazkéw wyznaniowych, ktérych centrum znajduje sie w krajach dokonujacych
agresje przeciwko Ukrainie32.

6. Standardy NATO

Rozwdj duszpasterstwa wojskowego w strukturach sil zbrojnych Ukrainy
przybliza ten kraj do standardéw panstw NATO. Wiele panstw sojuszniczych
NATO dysponuje rozwinietymi strukturami duszpasterstwa wojskowego, ktére
stanowig integralna czes¢ ich sil zbrojnych. Podobnie jak na Ukrainie, kapelanom
w armiach NATO powierza si¢ wazne funkcje, polegajace na zapewnianiu wspar-
cia duchowego, moralnego i psychologicznego zolnierzom. Wydaje si¢ to dos¢
istotne w perspektywie planowanej integracji Ukrainy w systemie bezpieczen-
stwa Traktatu Péinocnoatlantyckiego. Wspdtpraca z NATO wymaga dostosowa-
nia wlasnego systemu obronnego do standardéw sojuszniczych, ktére obejmu-
ja roznorodne aspekty, w tym opieke duszpasterskg. Rozwdj instytucji kapelana
wojskowego na Ukrainie jest wiec jednym z krokéw w kierunku spelniania tych
wymagan.

Analizujac rozwoj systemu opieki duszpasterskiej w ukrainskiej armii mozna
znalez¢ pewne podobienistwa do analogicznych systeméw w krajach Europy Srod-
kowej i Wschodniej, ktére weszty do NATO. Da przykltadu, na Stowacji kapelani
wojskowi naleza do zawodowego personelu wojskowego, ktory podlega dowodcy
jednostki wojskowej. Takie osoby muszg mie¢ stopien porucznika, starszego po-
rucznika, kapitana, majora, podpulkownika i putkownika. Jednak nie nosza one
na mundurze wojskowym gwiazd oficerskich, a jedynie charakterystyczne znaki
symbolizujace stuzbe duchowsy i status ksiedza. Oprdcz tego kapelani Republiki
Stowackiej nie nosza broni33. Zaréwno na Ukrainie, jak i w Polsce, kandydat na
kapelana wojskowego musi posiada¢ wyksztalcenie teologiczne. Z kolei wojskowi

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duszpasterze dzialajacy w sitach zbrojnych Czech obejmujg swoja opieka duchowa
wszystkich pracownikéw jednostki wojskowej, do ktérej naleza. Dotyczy to zarow-
no zawodowego personelu wojskowego, jak i cywilnego34.

7. Relacje z frontu

Cennym zrédlem wiedzy na temat duszpasterstwa wojskowego w Ukrainie s
sami kapelani. Osoby te czesto dzielg si¢ wlasnymi do§wiadczeniami, przezyciami
oraz przemysleniami na famach ukrainskich serwiséw informacyjnych. Ponizej
przedstawiono wypowiedzi niektérych duchownych, dzialajacych bezposrednio
na linii frontu.

Jednym z ukrainskich wojskowych kapelanéw jest Andrij Chomyszyn, mtod-
szy podporucznik Stuzby Duszpasterstwa Wojskowego, kapelan Narodowej Aka-
demii Wojsk Ladowych imienia hetmana Piotra Sahaidachnego, proboszcz Kos-
ciota Garnizonowego Swietych Apostoléw Piotra i Pawla. Ponadto Chomczyn
pelni funkcje opata Kosciofa §w. Michata Archaniofa, a takze nadzoruje zespoty
batalionéw duzej instytucji edukacyjnej. Obecnie zajmuje si¢ praca duszpaster-
ska z podchorazymi i oficerami. Jednak kapelan jezdzil na tereny objete dziala-
niami wojennymi jeszcze przed wybuchem pelnowymiarowej wojny z Federacja
Rosyjska, gdy dzialalnos¢ tego typu duchownych nie byta uregulowana prawnie3>.
Podczas rozmowy z serwisem informacyjnym Cycminbae JIbBiB (ukr. Spoleczne
Lwow) Chomczyn podzielil si¢ nastepujacymi spostrzezeniami: ,,Zadanie kape-
lana wojskowego w czasie wojny polega na tym, by wiecej stucha¢. Nie mozesz
da¢ komus dobrej rady, jesli najpierw go nie wystuchasz. Jedni si¢ boja, innych
trapi trwoga, ale w modlitwie przychodzi pocieszenie i nadzieja, ze Bog jest z nami
i wszystko bedzie dobrze”36.

Niesieniem duchowego wsparcia zajmuje si¢ rowniez Thor Kowalyk, dwudzie-
stoo$mioletni kapelan wojskowy, duchowny Kosciota Prawostawnego Ukrainy. ,,Na
front prowadzita mnie reka Boga. Pan pomdgl mi zrozumieé, ze moja praca w cha-
rakterze kapelana wojskowego, moje postannictwo, jest bardziej potrzebne na fron-
cie. Dlatego podjalem decyzje, aby jecha¢ do chtopakéw, aby wspiera¢ ich duchowo.
Postuga kapelana wojskowego na froncie w rzeczywistosci niewiele rézni sie od po-
stugi zwyktego ksigdza w parafialnym kosciele. To przede wszystkim udzielanie pod-
stawowych sakramentéw: spowiedz, komunia, chrzest, slub, poswigcenie réznych

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przedmiotéw, blogostawienstwo przed bitwa, wspolna modlitwa. Oficjalnie nazywa
sie to zaspokajaniem potrzeb religijnych. W rzeczywistosci dla Zotnierzy najwazniej-
sza jest mozliwo$¢ uzyskania odpowiedzi na pytania, ktére od dawna chcieli zada¢
ksiedzu, ale z jakich§ powodéw nie zrobili tego wczedniej. Jednak na froncie te py-
tania staly sie bardziej palace. Rozmowa to podstawa pracy kapelana wojskowego,
poniewaz wszystkie inne modlitewne i liturgiczne czynnosci stanowia tylko 15%
calej postugi. Zohierz moze zwrdci¢ si¢ do mnie z dowolnym pytaniem, nawet jesli
nie jest ono bezposrednio zwigzana z moja postuga. Zawsze wystucham i sprobuje
pomoc rozwigzac problem, ktéry dreczy dang osobe3””.

Postuga kaplanska w czasie wojny wiaze sie z wieloma trudnosciami. Dla ksie-
dza Mirona Gorbowego najtrudniejsze okazalo si¢ patrzenie na ludzkie cierpie-
nie. ,Kiedy widzisz cierpienie, jakie ludzie musza znie$¢, jest to najtrudniejsze,
poniewaz okazujesz empati¢. Zrozumienie emocji tych ludzi, ktdrzy stoja przed
toba, wczucie si¢ w nich jest oczywiscie wyczerpujace, ale tylko w ten sposéb mo-
zesz zrozumie¢, co czujg w $rodku. Cierpia takze bliscy, ktorzy sa obok rannych
chtopcéw i oni tez dzwigajg ten krzyz”38. Zdaniem duchownego istota postugi ka-
pelana polega na byciu obok Zolnierzy. ,,Kiedy widza, ze jeste§ wsrod nich, czuja
sie spokojniejsi, bo ty jako kapelan, jako ksiadz, jeste$ dla nich przedstawicielem
Boga. Wtedy rozumieja, Ze cenisz ich stuzbe, ze cenisz ich poswiecenie, ze chcesz
ich wspiera¢”3?. Groowyj twierdzi, ze osoby walczace na froncie tak naprawde nie
potrzebujg wiele: wystarczy wsparcie i pamig¢. ,,Czasami stysze od rannych, ze na
poczatku wszyscy o nich pamigtali i dzwonili do nich. Potem telefony odzywaly si¢
rzadziej, potem jeszcze rzadziej. Stad ta pamied jest dla zotnierzy bardzo wazna™40.

Jak juz wcze$nie zaznaczono, armia ukrainska jest struktura wielowyznaniowsa,
stad tez wérdd ukrainskich kapelanéw mozna spotka¢ przedstawicieli réznych wy-
znan. Obecnie w Sitach Zbrojnych Ukrainy stuzy dwoch kapelanéw reprezentuja-
cych islam. Jednym z nich jest Pawel Fedosow. ,,Cho¢ jestem muzulmaninem, jako
kapelan, musze by¢ w pelni zaznajomiony ze wszystkimi obrzedami i rytualami
chrzescijanstwa, judaizmu oraz innych religii. Ogdlnie rzecz biorgc, duszpaster-
stwo jest stosunkowo nowa stuzbg w wojsku ukrainskim, dlatego wielu kwestii
jeszcze nie dopracowano. Zeby wszystko dzialalo jak w zegarku, trzeba sie uczy¢,
komunikowa¢, spotykac i omawia¢ sam system. Jest to jednak niemozliwe podczas

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aktywnych dzialan zbrojnych, poniewaz wtedy jestesmy potrzebni naszym zolnie-
rzom. Musimy w kazdy mozliwy sposéb wzmacnia¢ ich morale w najtrudniejszych
chwilach™41.

Fedosow zauwaza, ze w ukrainskiej armii, jak w kazdej innej, majg miejsce kon-
flikty. Jednak nie wynikaja one z réznic religijnych. ,,Sytuacje konfliktowe w wojsku
zdarzaja si¢ szczegdlnie podczas dzialan bojowych, kiedy nasza psychika znajduje si¢
pod ciagla presja. Ale nie dotycza one religii. Przybylismy tutaj, aby broni¢ Ukrainy.
Walczymy o nasz lepszy $wiat, o $wiat wielokulturowy i wielowyznaniowy. Wszyscy
rozsadni ludzie to rozumieja, wigc nie ma na tym tle sporéw. W zwigzku z szybkim
rozwojem duszpasterstwa wojskowego na nasze barki spada obowiazek rozstrzyga-
nia wszelkich watpliwosci, jakie mogg wynikng¢ w tej materii”42.

Stuzbe duszpasterska na ukrainskim froncie pelnig takze kobiety. Jedng z nich
jest pochodzaca z Zytomierza Otena Legenczuk. Przed petnoskalowg inwazjg Ro-
sji, kobieta mieszkata w Hiszpanii z czworkg dzieci i mezem#3. Legenczuk stata sie
pierwsza na Ukrainie kobieta kapelan, ktérg dopuszczona na lini¢ frontu ,zero”
Jednak nie jest ona etatowym kapelanem, lecz pozaetatowym, wiec nie podle-
ga Sitom Zbrojnym Ukrainy, co - jak sama przyznaje - daje jej pewna swobode
w decydowaniu, gdzie si¢ uda¢ i komu pomdc#4. Kapelanka dziala w ramach
Chrzescijanskiej Stuzby Ratunkowej. Zajmuje sie dostarczaniem pomocy huma-
nitarnej, pomaga osobom tymczasowo przesiedlonym. Wraz z innymi kapelana-
mi Legenczuk prowadzi mobilng jednostke stomatologiczna, z ktorej korzysta-
ja mieszkancy wyzwolonych ziem oraz zolnierze. Ale jej gtéwna misja to praca
duchowa z personelem wojskowym. Kapelanka prowadzi nabozenstwa, udziela
komunii, spowiedzi, odbywa z Zolnierzami rozmowy*>. Mezczyzni walczacy za
froncie darza ja do$¢ duzym zaufaniem. Opowiadajg jej ,,pewne rzeczy, ktérych
nie moga powiedzie¢ np. psychologowi, bo psycholog tez podlega dowoddcy. Dla-
tego nikt nigdy nie odmoéwit mi modlitwy, nawet Krysznaici zaczynajg si¢ modli¢
i przyjmowac komunie” - konstatuje Legenczuk40.

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Dla pelnienia duszpasterskiej stuzby w szeregach Sit Zbrojnych Ukrainy wyma-
gany jest mandat kapelana. Jednak Legenczuk, jako wolontariuszka, nie potrzebuje
takiego dokumentu. Jak wyjasnia: ,Wystarczy, ze jestem duchowng zarejestrowa-
nego kosciola na Ukrainie. Posiadam réwniez certyfikat kapelana z organizacji
szkolacej kapelanow. Nasza organizacja wspoipracuje z korpusem duszpaster-
skim Sit Zbrojnych Ukrainy. Posiadam certyfikat duszpasterstwa mojego Chrzes-
cijaniskiego Korpusu Zbawienia i korpusu wojskowego.

8. Wnioski koncowe

Wydaje sie, iz w warunkach dzialan zbrojnych toczonych na terenie Ukrai-
ny, najwazniejsza funkcja kapelana wojskowego to przede wszystkim niesienie
wsparcia psychologiczno-duchowego zolnierzom. W obliczu brutalnosci i stresu
zwigzanego z wojna, zolnierze czesto doswiadczajg skrajnych emocji, takich jak
strach, rozpacz, niepewno$¢, czy poczucie straty. Kapelani wojskowi pomagaja
zolnierzom radzi¢ sobie z tymi wyzwaniami, oferujac nie tylko duchowe wsparcie
za posrednictwem odprawianych rytuatéw, ale réwniez psychologiczne wsparcie
poprzez indywidualne rozmowy i doradztwo. W ten sposéb moga oni pomoc wal-
czgcym w zrozumieniu i usensownieniu traumatycznych do$wiadczen, wspierajac
ich w znalezieniu wiary oraz nadziei w obliczu trudnych sytuacji. Dzigki swojej
obecnosci, kapelani tworza atmosfere zaufania, w ktorej zolnierze moga czu¢ sig
bezpiecznie i komfortowo dzielac si¢ wlasnymi przezyciami.

Wartos¢ psychologicznych aspektéw duchowego wsparcia ze strony kapelanow
wydaje si¢ nieoceniona. Dla wielu Zolnierzy walczacych po stronie ukrainskiej re-
ligia i wiara stanowig istotne zrodto sily i pocieszenia. Kapelani, organizujac regu-
larne nabozenstwa, udzielaja sakramentéw takich jak spowiedz i komunia, a tak-
ze oferujg blogostawienstwa przed bitwa, co pomaga walczacym zachowa¢ wiare
i nadzieje. W momentach kryzysowych, kapelani staja sie zrodtem duchowej po-
ciechy, przypominajac zolnierzom o wartosciach, dla ktérych walcza, oraz o na-
dziei na lepsza przysztos¢.

Funkcja kapelana wojskowego jest rowniez wazna dla utrzymania wysokich
standardow etycznych i moralnych wérdd walczacych zolnierzy, co ma bezposredni
wplyw na przestrzeganie prawa konfliktéw zbrojnych oraz humanitarnego trakto-
wania jenicow. Kapelani uwrazliwiajg na wartosci, takie jak szacunek dla ludzkiego
zycia, wspodlczucie, uczciwos¢, czy honor. Poprzez kazania i indywidualne rozmo-

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wy, kapelani pomagaja Zolnierzom zrozumie¢ znaczenie tych wartosci, ttumacza
jak kierowac si¢ nimi w obliczu $miertelnego zagrozenia. Rozwazania na temat zna-
czenia ludzkiego Zycia i godnosci sa szczegdlnie wazne w kontekscie sytuacji bojo-
wych, gdy silne emocje moga prowadzi¢ do dzialan sprzecznych z normami prawa
wojennego. Z uwagi na to wazne jest promowanie wspodlczucia i empatii, state przy-
pominanie, ze nawet wrogowie sa ludzmi, ktérzy zastuguja na godne traktowanie
zgodnie z migdzynarodowymi konwencjami, takimi jak Konwencje Genewskie.
Kapelani moga réwniez interweniowaé w przypadku, gdy dochodzi do naruszen
tych norm, zapewniajac moralne i duchowe przypomnienie o obowigzkach zotnie-
rzy wzgledem jenicdw wojennych. Indywidualne rozmowy z zolnierzami pozwalaja
kapelanom na wychwycenie wczesnych sygnaléw potencjalnych probleméw. Takim
sposobem mozna zapobiega¢ eskalacji negatywnych zachowan wsrod zotnierzy.
W efekcie, obecnos¢ i dziatalno$¢ kapelanow wojskowych nie tylko wspiera mo-
ralno$¢ i etyke wsrod zolnierzy, ale réwniez przyczynia si¢ do budowania bardziej
humanitarnej i zgodnej z prawem migdzynarodowym armii.

Dzialanie w warunkach wojny stanowi nielatwe wyzwanie dla instytucji dusz-
pasterstwa wojskowego na Ukrainie. Z jednej strony kapelani wojskowi musza
radzi¢ sobie z takimi trudnosciami, jak bezposrednie zagrozenie zycia, stres bojo-
wy, traumy psychiczne zolnierzy, konieczno$¢ dzialania w warunkach niedoboru
zasobow oraz miejsc do sprawowania postugi. Jednoczesnie te wyzwania wigza
sie z mozliwoscia rozwoju. Wojna, mimo ze jest sytuacja ekstremalna, stwarza
unikalne warunki do umacniania i rozbudowy instytucji duszpasterstwa wojsko-
wego. Trudne warunki wojenne moga mobilizowa¢ kaplanéw do innowacyjnych
dziatan i wprowadzania nowych form wsparcia duchowego. Wszystko to przy-
czynia si¢ do ksztaltowania nowoczesnego i efektywnego systemu duszpasterstwa
wojskowego.
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Streszczenie

Toczgca sie obecnie wojna miedzy Ukraing i Federacja Rosyjska ma charakter wielo-
aspektowy, bowiem przebiega ona nie tylko na plaszczyznie militarnej, ale réwniez go-
spodarczej, ideologicznej, a takze duchowej. Na froncie walki duchowej wazna role od-
grywa instytucja kapelanéw wojskowych. Na Ukrainie wojskowe duszpasterstwo zaczeto
sie rozwija¢ po upadku ZSRR, jednak ustawa ,O duszpasterstwie wojskowym” zostata
przyjeta przez Rade Najwyzsza dopiero w 2021 roku. Od tamtego momentu funkcja ka-
pelana wojskowego zostata formalnie wprowadzona do struktur Sit Zbrojnych Ukrainy.
Do najwazniejszych zadan kapelanéw wojskowych nalezy zaspokajanie potrzeb religijnych
zolnierzy, niesienie wsparcia psychologicznego, a takze ksztaltowanie pozadanych postaw
moralnych. W ramach niniejszego artykutu dokonano analizy instytucji komunikowania
religijnego (duszpasterskiego) w Sitach Zbrojnych Ukrainy od strony prawnej. Pod lupe
wzieto rowniez aspekty praktyczne, opisywane przez kapelandéw dziatajacych bezposred-
nio w strefie dziatan zbrojnych.

Abstract

The current war between Ukraine and the Russian Federation is multi-faceted, as it
takes place not only on the military level, but also on the economic, ideological and spir-
itual level. On the front of the spiritual war, the institution of military chaplains plays an
important role. In Ukraine, military chaplaincy began to develop after the collapse of the
USSR, but the law “On military chaplaincy” was adopted by the Verkhovna Rada only in
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2021. From that moment on, the function of a military chaplain was formally introduced
into the structures of the Armed Forces of Ukraine. The most important tasks of military
chaplains include meeting the religious needs of soldiers, providing psychological support,
and shaping the desired moral attitudes. This article analyzes the institution of religious
(pastoral) communication in the Armed Forces of Ukraine from the legal perspective.
Practical aspects, described by chaplains operating directly in the zone of military opera-
tions, were also examined.
