Social and ideological motivations
were also crucial-European integration was seen as an alternative
to nationalism.

The main factors, several other important prerequisites
contributed to the creation of the European Union.

The idea of a united Europe
gained momentum as a way to rebuild trust and foster
reconciliation, especially between France and Germany.

2. Legal and institutional prerequisites: The development of
international agreements and institutions, such as the Treaty of
Paris (1951) and the Treaty of Rome (1957), laid the legal
foundation for European integration. These treaties established the
European Coal and Steel Community and later the European
Economic Community. Strong institutional frameworks were
necessary to support joint decision-making and ensure the
enforcement of shared policies.
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3. Geographical and cultural prerequisites: Europe's
relatively compact geography and shared historical experiences
fostered a sense of common identity. Despite linguistic and national
differences, European countries share cultural values rooted in
democracy, human rights, and the rule of law. This cultural
closeness made cooperation and integration more feasible and
desirable.
