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GLOBAL DIGITAL TRANSFORMATION OF THE SOCIAL SPHERE IN THE CONTEXT
OF NEW HORIZONS OF SUSTAINABLE DEVELOPMENT POLICY

An important condition for the implementation of the social state in the global economy is
the presence of developed structures of civil society (free associations, social institutions, social
movements) for the expansion of local government, the realization and implementation of civil
rights. Cooperation on the basis of the Donor Coordination Platform to support recovery and
reconstruction in Ukraine is expanding. This platform makes it possible to coordinate the efforts of
international donors and financial organizations; transparent and accountable provision of support.

The development of small and medium-sized businesses and micro-businesses determines:
the spread of the declarative principle of starting an economic activity; liberalization of state
regulation and establishment of a moratorium on inspections; insurance against war risks;
liberalization of the tax system; creation of conditions for investment attraction; unification and
digitization of tools (unified license register, regulatory portal); consideration of the draft law on
market supervision. In the conditions of war, it is difficult to overestimate the social role of small
and micro-businesses, which create jobs and, accordingly, reduce the burden on the state budget,
which lacks funds for social assistance to displaced persons.

Joint coordination of global investment projects and attraction of investments for co-
financing of key sectors of the economy and restoration of Ukraine is an urgent problem of modern
economic science. International Monetary Fund experts in the report "Financial System Soundness"
(2023) recognize that the main causes of global financial crises are the weakness of financial
organizations, the insufficient level of regulation and supervision, as well as the lack of
transparency [1].

Therefore, it is important to monitor and manage systemic risks in the investment process.
The Government of Ukraine cooperates with the World Bank, the European Commission and donor
countries to ensure financing of priority sectors of the economy, cover the budget deficit and
develop the private sector [2; 3]. According to forecasts of the Ministry of Economy of Ukraine, it
is expected to attract 3.1 billion dollars, which will mobilize more than 18 billion dollars. for the
economy of Ukraine [4].

The priority areas are: expanding access to financing through the 5-7-9 program; support of
export-oriented enterprises of small and medium businesses and micro-businesses; modernization of
energy supply; provision of grant support to the agricultural sector. According to the report "Rapid
Damage Assessment and Recovery Needs" (RDNA), Ukraine's urgent financial need in the private
sector is 1.5 billion dollars, of which 0.6 billion dollars is in the agricultural sector. Thanks to co-
financing from the state budget and a double multiplier, the cumulative effect of supporting the
agricultural sector is expected in the amount of more than 1 billion dollars [4].
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The Ministry of Social Policy of Ukraine is working on the development of the system of
social services and increasing the effectiveness of the interaction between the state and the
providers of these services [5]. We share the point of view of the leading economist scientists of the
State University "Institute of Economics and Forecasting of the National Academy of Sciences of
Ukraine" that ensuring social quality and defining on this basis the general principles of the post-
war policy of ensuring social quality of life in Ukraine should take into account new challenges in
the spheres of social development and employment, created as a result of social — humanitarian
shocks of the war [6, p. 27].

Social policy is the activity of state and public institutions, social groups and objects of
social policy, aimed at the realization of social human needs. The development of social policy
must take into account the principle of social justice, observance of civil rights and the freedom of
citizens. In 2023, the main mission of social policy is to create conditions in Ukraine to ensure the
well-being and dignified life of a person in a barrier-free society through accessible and
understandable services, access to high-quality social services, an effective system of social
support, integration of people with disabilities into active social life, raising children in families,
social and pension insurance, as well as digitalization of services.

The main duty of the state is to guarantee the legislative, social and economic well-being of
society. Therefore, social policy should be based on mutual responsibility and mutual obligations of
the state and citizens. In particular, in Ukraine, the development and implementation of the All-
Ukrainian mental health program is coordinated by the Ministry of Health of Ukraine, supported by
the World Health Organization (non-governmental organization "Bezbariernost"), the platform for
development and decision-making is the Interdepartmental Coordination Council under the Cabinet
Ministers of Ukraine, and the communication campaign is implemented with the support of the
United States Agency for International Development (USAID) [7].

In the conditions of martial law, social policy must be adequate to the level of economic
development, contribute to the stabilization of production, and ensure the minimum necessary
standards of the target's standard of living. The Ministry of Social Policy of Ukraine recognizes that
the social support of defenders should begin in the Territorial Centers of Recruitment and Social
Support and end with professional integration after their demobilization. In this context, special
attention should be paid to the launch of an important pilot project on the creation of patronage
services in military units [8]. This will help civilians adapt to the ranks of the Armed Forces of
Ukraine, as well as the provision of social services to military family members.

One of the important areas of social policy is the social protection of women with
disabilities, since the attitude towards citizens with limited opportunities is a characteristic sign of
both the civilized state and its children. Therefore, the integration of people with disabilities into
active social life must be ensured in compliance with the guarantees of European standards of
equality. This requires prompt provision of auxiliary means of rehabilitation, as well as support in
employment or adaptation to professional activity. The Ministry of Social Policy of Ukraine wants
to implement the experience of Israel and build sustainability centers in our country [8]. This idea
consists in accompanying volunteer communities on the ground with the involvement of managers,
social workers and psychologists.
