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PRIORITIES OF AGRICULTURAL DEVELOPMENT IN CHINA IN THE
CONTEXT OF A SUSTAINABLE AND GREEN ECONOMY

In the context of challenges of world agricultural development, China still needs
to adapt its agricultural policy:

1. Ensure supply. The primary goal of China's agricultural modernization is to
ensure supply. Ensuring supply means ensuring the effective supply of grain and other
important agricultural products. The 14th Five-Year Plan for Promoting Agricultural
and Rural Modernization also clearly states that ensuring the security of the supply of
food and other important agricultural products is a top priority, ensuring both quantity,
diversity and quality, responding to the uncertainty of the external environment with
the certainty of stable domestic production and supply, and firmly holding the bottom
line of national food security.

With the increase of Chinese people's income level and the upgrading of
agricultural consumption, the supply and demand of major agricultural products,
especially high-quality agricultural products, are still in a tight balance, and food
consumption is shifting to more, more diverse and safer demand. Therefore, we must
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
